The weather was clear and the sea
calm, and the destroyer could plainly
be seen cruising before the mouth »t
the Ems.  ,Suddenly the observers saw
a high column of water rise near the
bew of the destroyer.” The vessél im-
mediately tufned over and sank in
three minutes.

Shortly after the explosion the peri-
scope of the submarine came above
the surface of the water for a mo-
ment, but as soon as those on board
the plunger saw that their torpedo had
struck its mark the vessel was again
submerged.

A Daring Exploeit.

A German cruiser and torpedo boats
came quickly to the rescue of the
crew of the ill-fated destroyer who
could be seen swimming about in the
vicinity of the disaster or clinging to
the wreckage of their sunken ' ship.
As Schiermcnnikoog is close to the
Island of Borkum, where the Germans
have a naval base and within 60 miles
of Heligoland and the naval arsenal at
Wilheimshaven, the dash of the sub-
marine is considered here a particu-
larly daring one.

Impossible This Year.

The time has now expired in which
the meeting of the judges can be held
this year, and there is no power to fix
another time during the same year, as
in the case of the unorganized dis-
“tricts of Ontario. .

Sub-sections 9, 10 and 11 of the new
section, incorporated in the Dominion
Elections Act by the amendment act
of 1908 (cb iap. 26, BEdw. VIL, 6 and 7),
reads as follows:

“In the Province of Manitoba the
several judges of the county courts
shall constitute a board. of which a
majority shall he a quorum, which
board shall, between the first of July
and the fifteenth day of August in
each year; meet in the City of Winni-
peg on a day to be named by the
senlor county court judge resident in
Winnipeg,  and appoint for each
Dominifon electoral distriet in the
said province a committee of one
or of three of such judges. and
such committee shall thereupon
proceed - to define and ~ establish
the polling divisions into which,
for the purposes of the next following
Dominion electicn, the electoral dis-
trict for which it is appointed shall be
divided, and shall distribute. among
such different polling divisions the
names of the voters entitled to vote in
such electoral districts as such names
appear on the last revised lists of clec-
tors for the several provincial elecjoral
districts in the said province, so that
each voter shall he assigned to his
proper poll as established for the pur-
poses of such Dominion election, and
such distribution shall be completed
before the first day of October in each
year.

“It shall be the duty of each such
committes, forthwith after ‘the com-
pletion of such distribution, to trans-
mit to the clerk of the crown in chan-
cery, by registered malil, a statement
and description showing the limits of
the polling divisions so defined and
established. together with a copy of the
lists of electors as so distributed
among the said polling divisions, cer-
tified under the hands of the members
of the said committee, and the provi-
sions of sectiong 18 and 14 of the Do-

deafness can be prevented in many in-
stances if the mouth is kept open when
abrupt noises are about to break.

This relieves the pressure on both
sides of the ear drum. Telephone opera-
tors who chew gum or toothpicks
{in the mouth bring about the same ef-
Itects.

If you ever travel muech in Europe,
'venpecially in Switzerland and Italy,
you will be prone to ask people why
they have plugs of cotton stuck in/
their ears. . i

This is a wise precaution in goinz
through tunnels and under mountains,
where the roar and bumpings of the!

into the ears. Deafness is prevented by :
these cotton plugs. i

Better. than ecotton for this purpose
are little plugs of “vulcani

rubber or celluloid. Sportsmen, soldiers,
gunners, ers, blacksmiths, rail>
road men, travellers, and all others ex-
posed to great noises should protect
their ‘ears and hearing in some such
fashion as this.

These enterprises represent millions of
investment by the province, double as
many milions by the municipalities,
and probably four times as many
miilions of private capital depending
upen the power and light supplied for
eommercial purposes. This investment
will constantly be added to as time
‘passes. It is for this reason that the
war is such a vital matter to us.
It 18 essential for the progress of
~ peaceful states such as Ontario, not
isss than for Belgium or Holland,
that we be delivered for all time from
the terror of military ambition, terri-

grial aggrandizement, and kaiserism. -

e belleve that our great and intelli-
gent neighbor, hixhly civilized as she
is, would never dream of plunging us
dnto such a hell as_Belgium is now
passing thru. We have no remotest
theught of having any such quarrel on
gur own account. Only from across
the seas need we fear such evil. We
are therefore vitally interested to have
the peace of the world placed in the
hands of sane and wise and benevolent

peaple, who would not be likely to run
amuck some day when no one was ex-
Pecting such a thing.
-~ Ontarfo, with all her commercial re-
gources and activities, depending upon
the continuous operation of the hydro-
electric system, would be the most
vulnerable community in the world for
an enemy to attack. Huge indemnities
could be levied upon us, or we could
be deprived of light and heat and pow-
er with the minimum exertion of force.
A single bomb would put a generation
plant out of business. The lines could
be cut withoutany trouble at all. Only
upon the most stable foundations of
peace can the great developments of
industry and temmerce, made possible
by sclence, be reared and maintained.
We are so safe and secure in Ontario
that these considerations rarely occur
to anyone, and they are not dwelt upon
for obvious reasons, But there is all
the more reason why, at a time like this,
they should be stirringinthe depths
of every thoughtful mind.

We have the good fortune to pos-
ses8 immense water powers, and we
bave had the further good fortune to
find statesmen and a party willing
to take the responsibility of bringing
them under service to the people.{
What was done by Sir Adam Beck on
Monday in opening the new power
plant at Wasdell's Falls, will be done
more and more frequently in the fu-

ture. It is @ pity that our govern-
ments from the very first had not the
courage and the foresight to see how
nevessary and how profitable it would
be to harness these natural powers
for the nation.

But if we have begun late we can
take care that no further false steps
are made. All the remaining powers
of the country should be developed by
the public authority for the people for
all time to come, and those privately
owned should be acquired where pos-
sible. Any vaecillation on that policy
in elther provincial or federal official-
i#m will mark degeneracy from the
standard that has been set up.

The Investors’ League

The traditional blind~ horse, to

whom a wink ‘s said to be as good
as a nod, will have no difficulty in
guessing the real purpose of that In-
vestors’ Leaguc recently formed in
New Jersey, composed of property own-
ers, bank depositors and life insurance
policyholders, as well as stockholders
4in corporatiens. The New York Sun
explains that its object is to discour-
ag= the dishonest promoter, and sug-
gests that it should also direct its ar-
tillery against congress, state -jeg-
iglatures and the railway commis-
sions, who are represented as warring
against thrift,
The people who join this league, we
venture to think, are already suffering
from the fall in the prices of railway
securities and other corporate issues
and view with alarm the coming aval-
anche of six billion dollars of Ameri-
can securities for which European in-
vestors desire gold. Needless to say
the éemand by European investors
for considerably more gold than is held
thrucut the world in treasury and
bank reserves, and nearly three times
1ihe amount in the United States, can-
not be satisfied. Only the gilt-edged
securities are liable to find a market,
and they will be purchased at Friday
morning rush bargain prices. The ef-
fect will be to beat down the market
price of all securities of the same kind
held at home and ahroad, includthg
those owned and held as collateral by
the life insurance companies, the trust
companies and the banks of the United
States.

Evidently it is hoped to enlist on
the side of Wall street a vast consti-
tuency of plain people who have their
savings tied 'up in stocks, either by
divect investment or indirectly thru
their life insurance policies and the
like. They will be mobilized to in-
fluence the government in behalf of
the railways in the matter of higher
rates and other concessions. They
will endeavor to persuade others to

=

invest in depreciated securities and
may -themselves be lured into the
market®

We flear that these people may be
throwin} good money~ after bad.
Their situation indeed is merious—far
too seriousa to be mended by stock
rigging and stock manipulation. Thelir
only hope lies in the great readjust-
meént which may come with the na-
tionalization of the railways. But that
reaGjustment fdnvolves a general
gcaling down of values, and even then
will tax to the utmost the credit of
the nation.

}WONTREAL NEWSPAPER ENTER-
PRISE.

To establish a daily newspaper in
a field already occupied by successful
and popular journals is one of the
most difficult of business undertak-
ings. Not only is the venture hazard-
ous in itself, but it entails large pre-
liminary capital expenditure and
heavy current expenses. The incomer
must have a news service at least
equal to that of its rivals and all its
other departments must be efficiently
organized and manned from the start,
irrespective of what issue may result
from the enterprise.
Yet this task has been accomplish-
ed in the case of The Montreal Daily
Mail, which one year ago today com-
menced publication in that city as a
one cent morning newspaper. During
the first month of its career its aver-
age net paid circulation was slightly
over 10,000, a figure which more than
doubled after six months. In August
last the average net paid circulation
had risen to 32,380 and for the first
week of the current month it stood at
35,150. These figures, the publishers
explain, are exclusive of war extras
and represent only standard or regu-
lar editions.

Registration figures at McMaster
University as announced by the regis-
trar's department number 132 to date,
which is about half a dozen less than
the number enrolled at the same time
last year. The numbers in the first
and third years are about equal, with
30 and 32 in the respective years. In
the second year there are 33 students
registered, and the énrollment in the
fourth 'vear is larger than in any of
the others, 40 students attending lec-
tures. This number will be aug-
mented by a few more late comers,
which will probably brinrg the num-
bers up to those of last year.

Chief Justice Meredith Ac-
ceded to Request of Crown
Counsel.

Forgetting.

Actress Surpfised at .Lack of
Depression — Better to

Be Happy.

Whether an actress is more Intéresting
before the footlights or within the sacred
precincts of her dressing-room depends
perhaps to a great extent on personality.
Of one thing, however, there is no doubt,
and that Is that within the few square
feet of space in which the actress spends

s0o much of her time behind the scenés
the human touch is far more easily relt
than when it is distributed thru the area
of the theatre and shared in by the hun-
dreds who occupy its velvet-cushionad
chairs. -

So it was a very tired looking woman,
enveloped in A soft, warm cloak of some
shade of old rose, above the throat of
which nothing was seen but a pale face
and an aureole of auburn hair that appear-
ed suddenly at the door of the dressing-
room of the Alexandra.

There is a large au-
dience always, and every night my busi-
ness has gone up by leaps and bounds.
I see no signs of depression here.

“Are you altogether English?”’ asked
The World, with a lurking suspicion that
so much temperament as that which
marks the playing of Miss Tempest could
scarcely find its source in an altogether
staid Saxon origin.

“Yes. I'm altogether English, absolute-
1y Cockney. I know there is an idea that
altogether English and what is called
temverament do not go together, but—"’
“But you are the exception that proves
the rule,”” and Miss Tempest neither de-
nied nor assented.
