EDrCATIOM.

AESTEAOTS FROM THE 16TH, ANNUAL REPORT OP THE SUPERINTENDENT
OF EDUCATION.

The record of the year is certainly a gratifying one, not only in consid-

eration of the largely increased attendance, but especially on account of the

improved condition of the schools and the manifest progress made by the

pupils.

The enrollment exceeds that of the previous year by nearly 20 per centand

the increase in average actual daily attendance was almost 16 per cent. The
percentage of average attendance for the year was 53.75.

The total number of schools in operation during the year was 92, as fol-

lows: 3 High Schools, 3 Ward Schools, 7 Graded Schools, anci 79 Common
Schools.

These were under the charge of 116 teachers and two monitors.

The aggregate number of Pupils enrolled was 5,345 an increase of 874,

and the average actual daily attendance was 2873.38, an increase of 391.90.

This very large increase in enrollment, the largest in any year since the

inception of the present school system not only materially affected the

graded schools but extended to the majority of rural schools.

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Teachers.—There has been a marked improvement in the methods
of instruction adopted by the teachers during the past year. This is chiefly

attributable to the mutuai exchange of thought on the practh;al work of

the school room at the annual meeting of the Provincial Teachers Institute,

as weh as at the more frequent meetings of the several Branch Institutes,

and to the visitations made by the teachers to other Schools.

46 Renewal certiflcates were granted under the provisions of the School

Act. Of the 93 candidates at the examination 72 succeeded in obtaining cer>

tiflcates.

Free Miners.

"Free miners" only can have right or interest in mining claims or ditches

A "free miner" must be over 16 years of age. His certificate may be for one year

(85), or three years (15), and is not transferable. He may enter and mine

Crown lands, or, on making compensation, lands occupied for other than min-

ing purposes. To recover wages, must have free miner's certificate.

Record, dec, of Claims.

Claims must be recorded (82.50), and re-recorded ($2.50). Time allowed

for record is three days after location, if within ten miles of office—one addi-

tional day for every additional ten miles, or fraction thereof. In very remote

places, miners, assembled in meeting, may make valid rules temporarily.

Transfers of claims or mining interests must be in writing and registered. Free

miners may hold any number of claims by purchase, but only two by pre.

emption, except in certain cases. Claims may be officially laid over, and leave of

absence granted in certain cases, but the rule is that every full claim or full

interest must be worked either by owner or agent A free miner can, by re-

cord, get a fair share of water necessary to work claim. A claim is deemed
open if unworked for 72 hours on working days, unless for sickness or other

reasonable cause.

Mineral Claims.

"Mineral claims,"—that is, claims containing, or supposed to contain min-

erals, precious or base (other than coal), in lodes or veins, or rock in place

—

shall be 1,500 feet long and 600 feet wide, and, as nearly as possible, in rectan-

gular form. Must have three posts (or tree posts) at equal distances along

centre line, with a notice on each. Only one claim ou the same lode or vein

can be held, except by purchase. Quartz claims are deemed to be mineral

claims.

To lawfully hold a Crown grant for a mineral claim, it must be surveyed

by a surveyor approved by the Land Office; notice of application for the grant

must be posted conspicuously on the land and on the Government office of the

district, also inserted for sixty days in the "Government Gazette and a news-

paper, if any, circulating in the district, and proof must be given to the satis-.

The proper representation of a "mineral" claim requires that the sum of

one hundred dollars, in money, labor, or improvements, shall be expanded in

the first six months of every yeor upon the claim, to the satisfaction of a Gold

Oommiasioner, and that the owner shall have obtained a certificate from the

Gold Oommiasioner to that effect, within eix month from the location of the

claim, and thereafter within the first six months in every year, and shall have

recorded the certificate immediately after its issue.

An annual tax of $1 per acre, or fraction part of an acre, of every minora!

claim is payable on the 31st December.

Leases of mining ground, ditch privileges, &o., may be issued, but will

not in general be granted for a longer term than ten years, or for a quantity of

ground greater than

—

In dry diggings, ten acres;

In bar diggings, unworked, half a mile in length along the high-water

mark.

In bar diggings worked and abandoned, one mile and a half in length

along the high-water mark.

In creek claims, on abandoned creeks, one mile and a half in length.

The regulations as to flumes, ditches, and drainage need not be detailed,

but it may be stated that the water taken into a ditch or sluice has to be meas-

ured at the ditch or sluice head. No water should be taken into a ditch or

sluice except in a trough placed horizontally at the place at which the water

enters it. One inch of water means half the quantity that will pass through

an orifice two innbpo high by one inch wide, with a constant head of seven

inches above the side of the orifice.

Coal Prospecting Iiioenses.

A twelve months' prospecting license for 480 acres of vacant coal land, in

one block, may be granted by the Government on payment of 825. The licenses

may be extended for another year if the licensee has actually explored for coal

on payment of 850. The license is not transferable without notice being given

to the Chief Commissioner of Lands and Works. If a licensee wishes to pur-

chase the coal lands, he may do so under the land Act for 82.50 per acre.

Timber Licenses.

Unlicensed persons, except for farm or mining purposes, &o., are not per-

mitted to cut trees on Crown lands. A timber license may be granted for

1,000 acres for four years on payment of $10 annually, and 15 cents ^for each

PROVISrOIAL (iJOVEBN^IENT L.ANDS.

Crown lands in British Columbia are classified as eitlier surveyed or

unsurveyed lands, and may be acquired either by record and pre-emption^

or by purchase.

Pre-emptions.

The following persons may record or pre-empt Crown lands, viz: Any
person being the head of a family, a widow, or a single man over 18 years

of age, being a British subject; may record surveyed or unsurveyed Crown
lands which are unoccupied, unreserved and unrecorded.

Aliens may also record such surveyed or unsurveyed lands, on making
a declaration of intention to become a Britisli subject.

The quantity of land which may be recorded or pre-empted is not to

exceed 320 acres northward and eastward of the Cascade or Coast Moun-
tains, or 160 acres in the '-est of the Province.

No person can hold more than one pre-emption claim at a time. Prior

Tecord or pre-emption of one claim, and all rights under it, are forfeited by
subsequent record of pre-einption of anotlier claim.

Land recorded or pre-empted cannot be transferred or conveyed till

after a Crown grant has been issued.

Such land, until the Crown grant is issued, is held by occupation*^

Such occupation must be a bona fide personal residence of the settler or

or homestead settler, or his family or agent. Indians or Chinese cannot

be agents.

The settler mu.st enter into occupation of the land within thirty days

after recording, and nmst continue to occupy it.

Continuous absence for a longer period tlian two months consecutively,

of the settler or liomestead settler, and his agent or family, is deemed ces-

sation of occupation; but leave of absence may be granted not exceeding

four months in any one year, inclusive of the two months' al>sence.

Land is considered abandoned if unoccujjied for more than four months

in the aggregate in one year, or for more than two months consecutively.

If so abandoned, the land becomes waste land of the Crown, without

any cancellation of the record.

The fee on recording is two dollars.

The settler may either have the land surveyed at his own instance,

subject to rectification of boundaries), or wait till the Chief Commissioner

causes it to be surveyed.
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After survey has been made, upon proof, by declaration in writing to

himself and two other persons, of occupation from date of pre-emption,

and of having made permanent improvements on the land to the value of

two dollars and fifty cents per acre, the settler, on producing the pre-emp-

tion certificate, obtains a certificate of improvement.

After obtaining the certificate of improvement and paying for the

land, the settler is entitled to a Crown grant in fee simple. He pays Ave

dollars therefor.

Payment for Land and Croxim Grants.

The price of Crown lands pre-empted, is one dollar per acre, which

may be paid in four equal instalments, as follows—First instalment, two

years from date of record or pre-emption, and each other instalment yearly

thereafter, until the full amount is paid. But the last instalment is not

payable till after the survey.

The Crown grant excludes gold and silver ore, and reserves to the

Crown a royalty of five cents per ton on every ton of merchantable coal

raised or gotten from the land, not including dross or fine slack. It also

reserves to the Crown, since the 7th April, 1887, all timber on the land, ex-

cept for domestic purposes. A pre-emptor, however, can obtain a license to

cut the timber of his pre-emption on payment of dues at the rate of twenty-

flv. cents per 1,000 feet board measurement.

No Crown grant can be issued to an alien who may have recorded or

pre-empted by virtue of hia declaring his intention to become a British

subject, unless he has become naturalized.

The heirs or devisees of the homestead settler are, if resident in the pro-

vince, entitled to the Crown grant, on his decease.

If they are absent from the province at the time of his death, the Chief

Commissioner may dispose of the pre-emption, and make such provision

for the person entitled thereto, as he may doem just.

Pre-emption for Partnership Pumoses.

Partners, not exceeding four, may pre-empt as a firm 160 acres each

west of the Cascades, to each partner, and 320 acres east of the Cascades, to

each partner.

Each partner must respresent his interest in the firm by actual resi-

dence on the land, of himself or agent. But each partner, or his agent need

not reside on his particular pre-emption.

The partners, or their agents, may reside together on one homestead, if

the homestead be situated on any part of the partnership pre-emption.

For obtaining a certificate of improvement, it is sufficient to show that

improvements have been made on some portion of the claim, amounting
in the aggregate, to two dollars and fifty cents per acre oa the whole land.

Sooke situated about 23 miles eouth-west from Victoria, is a thriving

settlement and amongst the first on the Island. The noil is mostly black loam

and clayey loam with clay sabsoil, and is very productive. Cereals, fruit and

vegetables thrive well, oats have been sown as late as July 1st in some of the

swamps, and a crop of hay taken off in September, having attained a height

of five fet^t. Apples, pears, and plumbs do exceedingly well, and some of the

pears are the finest in the Province; turnips have weighed from twenty to

thirty pounds each. Iron of a good quality,-and copper are in the district, the

copper mine having been worked several months this year. Souke harbor is a
splendid shest of water, and salmon are very plentiful in it. The "Woodside
Mill" owned and run by the Mnir Bros., carry on a lumbering business. Mr-
James Keili, cooper, deps a good business. There are also a few good sitet

that might be obtained and used to advantage, for public works, such as sugar

refining, animal charcoal, &o, especially wht-n the proposed extension of the £
& N By to Becher Bay or Sooke is completed. There is communication twice
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a week with Victoria by a good wagon road; mails go once a week. A sloop

owno'l by Mr. J;iokt?oa plys bfltween So(»ke and Victoria. There are two
schools in the dintriet, and church service is held once a month. Sooke is one
of the favorite bunting grounds of the Victorians—a large number of deer

NANAIMO.

The site now occupied by the city of Nanaimo was bought by the Hud-
son's Bay Company from the Indians in the winter of 18o2, and was established

by the company as a tradint; post and mining village, where they carried on
operations until 1862, when the town plot, mining works and btiildings, to-

gether with an extensive tract of country which had been acquired by
special grant from the Crown, were purchased by the Vancouver Coal Min-

ing and Land Company, [Limited]. The population of the city and neighbor-

hood is estimated at about 7,000. This number is being continually added to

by immigration of miners, mechanics, laborers and settlers, with, in many
cases, their families; this influx of new population will in all probability be
steadily maintained by the proKressive development of the coal fields and
the stimulus of additional railway construction northward during the next

few years.

The city of Nanaimo, in tlie midst of a rich mineral region abounding in

first class coal, with extensive colliery works in full operation, surrounded

with good farming and stock country, and possessing exceptionally natural facil-

ities and resources, is destined to attain a high position of industrial, manufac-

turing and commercial importance and prosperity. The city wharves regularly

receive steamships from San Francisco, Portland, Or, Alaska and other foreign

ports, as well as from Victoria, Vancouver, New Westminster and coast ports,

and a fleet of trading and coaling vessels. The merchants and mechanics of

Nanaimo have been long known in the commercial world for their good busi-

ness standing; and on the whole there are few communities where thrift and
contentment so generally prevail as in this city.

The mainspring of the coal industry of Nanaimo is the enterprising

British joint stock company, known as the Vancouver Coal Mining and Land
Company [Limited], whose proprietary rights are ably represented in the city

by their superintendent, Mr. Samuel M Robins, J. P.

The line of the Esquimalt & Nanaimo Railway, built by the Hon- Robert

Dunsmuir, M. P. P., and his associates, passes near the city, affording rapid

and excellent railway communication.
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The remarkable yrowlh of Niinairao durinf; the past year proves the cor-

rectness of the prediction in the lant B. C. Directory that it was dcHtinea lo

attain a liiyh iiosition of industrial and manufacturiufj importance. Tlie

population of the city and neighborhood has almost doubled its former num-
ber; many substnntial and ornate buildings have been erected; and the indus-

tries, shipping and trade of the place are extensively enlarged by the develop-

ment of new coal mines, yielduig large 8ui)plie8; and raanufacturies and houses

of business are well established, all affording gratifying and unmistakable evi-

dence of the prosperous advance being made by Nanairao. Further marks of

I)rogre88 may be indicated. The Nanaimo Water Works Company now furnish

an abundant supply of excellent water from a pnro source at Chase river, for

domestic, manufacturing, mining and shipping purposes, and by means of

hydrants, sufKcieut in number for the extinguishing of fires throughout the

city.

The Nanaimo Gas Company meets all requirements for illumination, as

evinced by the well lighted streets, places of business and public institutions.

The Telephone Company has accomplished the construction of a servioable

system of speedy communication amongst business men.

The Dominion Go. ernment are doing good work in removing from the

Harbor 8«)me obstructions to navigation and have constructed a canal across

Dolbelta peninsula that is u boon to voyagers between the settlement on Gab-

riola Island and Nanaimo.

The miles of new roads and streets lately opened and graded in the city

and its suburbs, the colliery work, railways and wharves which have been newly

made and are still in progress, the considerable municipal and governmental

improvements are all noteworthy especially the new school house and the court

house built by the Provincial Government. The Bank of British Columbia have

successfully established a branch in the city under the management of Mr.

Geo. Cruickshauk (the contractor being Mr. Geo. Mesher of Victoria.) A larger

Presbyterian church rears its spire, while it is said the Methodists will shortly

follow with a new church on Wallace street. From the numerous fine brick

buildings it would seem that the city has fairly entered upon a brick era of its

existence.

On the Bonapnrle, Park's rancli is bejiulifnlly pituatcd and has

never failing water for irri^'ation purposes. All tlie ranches in the valley

raise a fjreat number of cattle for the Va;)''ouver and Victoria markets. There

is a fine summer rantre on Hat Creek, which flows into the Bonaparte at

Cargile's. The Bonaparte is settled all alonjj; from Cache Creek to the 124,

when the Cariboo road turns olF northward.

Lillooet, in the Dominion Electoral District of Cariboo and Lillooet and

Provincial of Lillooet, ia situated on the right bank of the Frasor river and

is reached from Ashcroft by the B, C. Express Co's stages, 58 miles, from

Clinton 47 miles and from Lytton by trail 40 miles. The stages making close

connection at Clinton with those for Ashcroft and Cariboo.

This highly important apricnllurnl and pastoral section of the district of
New Westminster occupies that i

ortion of ihe south arm of the Fraser river
that extends from the niuniclpalily of Surrey on the east to the Gulf of GeorRit
on tlie west embracinf; within its borders some of the finest land on the
Pacific Coast, the section l)ein<r noted for the remarkable fertility of its soil.

This settlement ncupiis >8 about 4(',0(X) acres of rich delta land of deep black
earth with a clay botlor. , fielding immense crops of timothy hay, oat«, barley,

wheat, potatoes and fruit, alfo dairy prcdnco in nhnv.^poce. In addition to

what the cultivated fields of the Delta produce there is an immense growth of

wild (grasses, euch cs blue joint. Lunch grass, clover etc, aflbrding ample feed

for cattle and only on occasional winterH do stock require extra feediuf^. There
is a good wagon road extending from east to west throujrb this district and also

several ronds extending north and Fonth, all of which aliord excellent facilities

for shipment of the produce from the farms. The main outlet of the settle-

ment is Ladner's Landing, so called after one of the pioneer settlers, who, in

years past, saw the future vulue ot the lands in this neighborhood and located

there. \ railway company has been formed to run a liue from Popcum, a few

miles above Chilliwhaok, to Lnduer's Landing, a distance of about seventy

miles, which will grently enhance the value of property in this sattleraent.

Ladner's Landing is about seventy miles distant from Victoria, twelve mile»

from New Westminster, about twenty miles from the terminal city of Vancouver

and forty miles from the town of Nauaimo. which places form the principal

markets for farm produce. The mail steamers running between New West-

minster and Victoria deliver the mails six tims.^ a week at Ladner's Landing

po.st office. There are also steamers running from this place to the coal min-

ing town of Nanaimo, and the terminal city of Vancouver. This settlement con-

tains seven large salmon canning establishments, employing from fifteen hun-

dred to twenty five hundred men during the fishing season, there are alio four

free public soh'iols situated within this settlement with a resident teacher far

each school. Game is abundant, especially wild fowl which gather here iu large i

numbers late in the fall.

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MAPLE RIDGE MUNICIPALITY

AND PORT HAMMOND.

This extensive munioipality is situated on the right bank of the Fraser
River, on which it has a frontage of about 16 milet, and is bounded on the east
and west by the Stave and Pitt rivers respectively. There is a very consider-
able areji of easily cleared timber, such as elder and vine maple, while the
soil throughout is excellent. Dairy farming and fruit culture are the principal
pursuits of the settlers. The large tract ot prairie, known aa the Pitt
Meadows, has hitherto been comparatively useless, but a comaany is now be-
ing formed to undertake its reclaimation from the Eraser River summer flood.

There is daily communication with Victoria, Vancouver. New Westminster
and the interior by water and rail.

At Port Hammond, four and a half miles east of the
Pitt river, there are a railway station, post, telegraph and money order
offices, a wharf, owned by the C. P. N. Co. at which steamers going both up and
down the river stop daily; hotels, stores, etc., and about half a mile from the
station, the Anglican and Methodist churches, public school, and Town Hall
provide for religious and educational facilities and a place for the transaction

of public business. Still travelling east after passing the Big Slide, the build-

ings at Port Haney come into view, here the brickyards are located, and rising

conspiciously above the railway the Roman Catholic and Presbyterian churches
oommnnd attention. There is alio another public echool, while a flag station

wharf, post ofBce, hotel and two stores add much to the convenience of the settle-

ment. From this point salmon packed in ice are shipped to the east iu the

season.

Beyond Kanaka Creek, the railway passes through the well known
thriving orchards of Mr. Robertson, and thence follows the river to Whonnock
station a short distance west of Stave river. At Whonnock a post oflBco and
public school provide for the requirementa of the eastern end of the munici-

pality. A trunk road, with numerous branches, is in course of conitruction

and it iu intended to continue it both east and west to the municipal limits.

Some three or four miles from the Eraser and, roughly speaking,

running parallel to it is the Lillooet, a tributary of the Pitt river, a rapid

mountain stream fairly well stocked with trout.

With thousands of acres of magnificent soil, with a daily train service

across the coLtinent, with telegraphic and daily postal communication with the

rest of the world and with daily steamer connection with the principal markets

in the Province, the municipality cannot fail to gain in importance from year

to year.

Mail coniinuuioAtion, of course, is daily with the east and all ini-
portant points in the Province. During 1S88 the Royal City Mills have
loaded a nunil>er of vessels with timber and deals for foreign ports and
another lai(;e lumber mill, for foreign and eastern trade, will be'built
early in 1889.

In addition to its central situation and accessibility. New Westminster
oflers many advantages as a place of residence. In the surroundinc
foenery, especially as viewed from the higher points of the townsite the
lover of the beautiful in nature will find—in the winding river reaches the
green expanses of meadow and delta land, set in the darker green of the
bordering forest, backed by the blue-gray hills, and sentinel«d by the
farther peaks, which tower, snow-capped and majestic against the horizon
—a picture of which the eye never tiros. The climate of the Province is

There is a fairly prosperous Y. M. C. Association, several private and
denominational schor!:,, and a free ptiblio school (with high school in con-
nection > employing seven trained teachers. There is also a public library.

that it is quite possible for a resklciit to keep up with the o^^^reara of current

events. There i^ a large public park, just outside the city li'nito; and the

rifle and artillery corps, as well as the cricket, baseball and football clubs

and rifle association, are stimulated and encouraged by a healthy public

sentiment.

its citizens have now the satisfaction of seeing abundant evidence that it

has passed the critical stage, and of knowing that, while it may experience

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the common alternations of brisk and dull times, its growth and pros-

peritj' are as througiijy assured as those of any other city on the continent.

The causes of this confidence are not far to seek. Built on a sunny

slope, above a noble reach of river, New Westminster enjoys all the advant-

ages which a fine situation gives; and with its broad streets, its many fine

public buildings, its handsome residences, and numerous gardens, it is

emphatically attractive to the eye, and has, of late years especially, received

unstinted praises from new comers and tourists. By its situation on the

river it is the natural centre of the rich and fertile Fraser Valley, and com"

mands a largcand growing trade with neighboring settlements; and the

enterprise of its merchants and manufacturers is rapidly opening to its

fish, lumber and fruit, the markets of the Northwest, and even of the East-

ern Provinces. It is the chief centre of the fisting industry of the Pro-

vince, and its timber trade, which has of late been largely extended, will

be before the close of 1889 fully equal tliul of any part of British Col-

umbia. The rapid development of these industries, coupled with the growth

of agriculture in the surrounding districts, has led to the e<jtablishment of

other manufacturing concerns, such as a woollen mill, foundries, machine

shops, carriage and wagon factories, furniture factories, etc. These wealth

producing concerns, in turn, involve l^rge additions to the redidential por-

tions of i-he city, and large improvements, chiefly in the substitution of

brick for wood, in business premises. One of the recently erected blocks

(the Masonic and 1. O. O. F) covering one-fifth of an acre, and three

stories in height, ranks among the finest buildings of its class on the Pacific

Coast It is within the mark to say that ^h9 New Westminster of to-day

is to the New Westminster of eight years ago, as three to 01 ; and the fact

that the place has thus grown and x>rospered "on it« merits," without any

forcing process whatever, Airnishes the best t>o«8ible guarantee of its future

prosperity.

A daily stoamship ser-

vice is also established butweeu Victoria; a regularly weekly one with Ban

Francisco ; a simi-weekly one with Port Townsend, Seattle and Tacoma ; a

tri-weekly line to New Westminster ; a so'ni-weekly one to Nanairao and

Comox and an irre>,'ular one to the North Arm of Iho Eraser and other coast

ports. Three trains run each way between Van(!ouver and New Westminster.

A tr.inscontiuental train departs and arrives daily including' Sunday. Steam
ferry plys between the city and Moodyville and other places on the Inlet.

The city is lighted by f^as and electricity. A system of water works, said

Vancouver's industries aro as varied as they are numerous and include

sawmills, of which there are ten, whose annual cut will a;<)jrref,'ate clowe upon
2(XJ,(»0(),0()0 feet; wiish, door and blind factories; shiu'^loaud furniture factor-

ies ; foundries and machine shops, a quartz redueiufur and smeUiuy works •

breweries, waggon and carriage factories, blacksmith shops, tinsmiths and
many other industries. The establishment ot a boet root suf,'ar retiuery

a paper mill, paint works; grist mill, tanneries, soap works, net works are in

contemplation.

The various religious denominations are repre^iented. The Church of

England has two churches, tit. James and Christ. The latter just oi^uu-

ized. The Roman Catholics one church ; the erection of two others is in

contemplation. The Presbyterian church of Canada, has two commodious
churches, one in each end of the oily. The Weslcyan and Methodists aro wor-

shipinj;? in two bixildiu/i;s at present, but their new church, the handsomest one

in the i)roviuce, is approaching completion. The Congregationalists and the

Baptists, each have churches, that of the fo'iner now in course of erection, will

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This (lirttrict consists of 3 great valleys, viz: Tlie Lower Kootenay
Valley, about 1700 feet above sea level, is approachaljie at jiresentfrom the

Northern Paoiflc Railway (Kootenay station or L'lke Pend d'Oreille) thenee

a good wagon road 32 niile-i long leads to Bonner's Perry, on the Lower
Kootenay liiver; from here steamers ply down the river 100 miles to Koo-

tenay Lake, 90 miles long, famous for the immense deposits of galena (silver

and lead ores), on its banks. This valley will soon be one of the richest

agricultural districts ia America, the soil (alluvial loam) on the flat salong

the river being of wonderful richness and great deptlj. At present the

Kootenay bottoms are subject to an annual overflow, which makes agricul-

tural development impossible. Tli-? K)iteuiy Valleys Oo, Limited, of

London, England, consisting of Englisli capitalists, i)ropose to prevent the

overflow by suitable works at the outlet of the lake (deepening it), and as

soon as this is accornplish«»d the wonderfully produciive Lower Kootenay

Valley will become one of the choicest localities for fruit growing and

farming, including hops and maize, for both of which the soil and climate

are most suitable. Two railways, the Kootenay Railway and Transporta-

tion Company and the Kootenay & Athabasca Railway Company, have ob-

tained charters and have surveyed their routes, the one to connect the Koo.

tenay Lake witli the Columbia River (25 miles); the other to build a line

from the north end of the Kootenay Lake to the C P. R., at the western

crossing of the Columbia, the great mineral deposits on the Lake l)eing

in both cases the inducements.

The Uppeu Kootenay Vai.lky lies parrallel with the lower valley ; but

nearer the base of the Rocky Mountains, the two yalleys being separated

by a spur of the Selkirks, over which fairly good trails for pack horses lead,

is of an enti:ely different character. The bottom land along the Upper
Kootenay River is not so extensive sis in the lower valley, nor is it subject

to heavy overflows. On either side of the river, there extends for many
miles an excellent bunch grass country. The forests are of pine-like

character, open, with no underbush. The river is navigable for shallow

draft steamers, and the Kootenay Valley Co propose also to operate largely

in this valley by constructing » short (one mile long) navigable canal across

the low watershed between the Kootenay and the Columbia, so as to con-

nect the Kootenay with the navigable waters of the Columbia, where there

are already two steamers plying, thus obtaining for the whole valley direct

steamer communication with Golden, a station on the C. P. R.

The Upper Kootenay Valley has a length of some 90 miles and is some
600 or 700 feet higher than the lower Kootenay Valley, but equally favored

in climate respects, as it lies at the very base of the Rocky Mountains, which
rise to a great height, sheltering it completely towards the north and east

and acting as a desirable "catch," diverting the warm Paciftc or Chinook
breezes into the valley, so that snow never remains long on the ground
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and ploiifjhing can be commenced usually by the middle of February. The
winters are short, with bright, clear days, but occasional short spells of severe

cold are e::perienced. The summers are dry and the heat is never opj)resf.i\'('

while summer frosts are almost unknown ineitiier of the Kootenay valleys.

Hops and all tlio more delicate crops thrive micommonly well. The cattle

and horses, particularly the latter, are tine, and hitherto they have winter-

ed out without feed or shelter. There are three or four hundred Indians

(Upi)er Kootenays) in the valley, wliose services would come in useful for

certain work, such as hop picking. 'J he Dominion Government has

established a mounted [)olice post in the valley; hitherto a single constable

has sufficed for wiiites and Indii;nir-. The Mineral deveioj>ment of the Upper
Kootenay has been mueh retarded V)y the valley's isolated jxjsition and
difficulties of transportation. Up to hist year all supplies and tools had to

be packed in on horse back from Idaho Territory (Handpoint), over 150

miles of rough mountain trails, the freight alone amounting to 10 cents per

pound. Under these circumstances no machinery could be got in, and
without that all mining must necessarily remain of the most primitive

kind.

The timber in the Upper Kootenay Valley is remarkably fine, par-

ticularly the turaarac (larch), and yellow phie species. Both these kiiuls

will soon come into great demand down the Columbia River, where, owing
to an abrupt change in the climate from a ilry to a wet zone neither of i

these trees is found. I

The Upper Kootenay Valley can best be reached from (lolden, on the

C P. R. by steamers Duchess and .Marion, which make two trips a week'
(115 miles) from the valley several lew passes (Vermillion, (.'row's Nest and

i

Kootenay Pa-sses), lead across to the North West Territory over %ir trails

and with good feed . In futurethe.se routes will be the cattle trails by

which the eastern market can be gained at little expen.se for shipping.

Likewise can the Northern Pacific Railway be reached ovc>r easy country,

so that the settlers will have the choice of two routes for shipping produce

and stock, the best cure for high freight rates.

The Columbia Vallby comprises the great bend of the Columbia Kiver

round the Selkirks, which is undoubtedly the most majestic grouj) of moun-

tains in North America. The valley, following the Columbia, is iH) miles

long; but oidy the uppermost portions are available for agriculturul or

stockraising purposes, the remainder being a densely timbered and rocky

country of much future importance, however, on account of its mineral

richness. The three chief places in the valley are Golden at the mouth of

Kickinghorse Eiver, where the 0. P. R. first strikes the Columbia Kiver,

after descending from the Rocky Mountains. It is of some importance ns

the distributing point for the Kootenay Valleys. Seventeen miled farther

down the Columbia river is Donald, containg roundhouses and workshops

oftheC. P, R. Finally, Farwell, or Revelstoke, as the railway company

call it, which again ia the distributing point for the Rig Rend mines, where

quartz mining (gold) has a bright future.

They are, beyond

doubt, the best canoe makers on the coast.

Anthracite coal of a superior quality is bointr mined on the north island,

if it is found in as well a defined seam as is expected the result of the present

development will be, a very profitable industry will have been established

that is much needed in these parts; 70 tons of this coal was brought to Victoria

during last month and had a ready sale at 820 per ton. Bituminous coal beds

of considerable extent are said to exist on the Islands.

!« situated some twenty miles south of Fort Simpson, and is an

Indian settlement with a population of about iii Indians and 2.') whites, a

good industrial school for 25 pupils maintained by the Dominion Govern-

ment, one store kept by .John Cunningham. The industries prosecuted here

are a saw mill, a salmon cannery, blacksmith's wcu'k, and other mechanical

arlx. The C. M. S. have a Mission here.

.SKKKNA niVEB.

Is situated fifteen miles sjmth of Metlakahtla, and is the second

largest in RritL-^h Columbia. The river is navigable for a distance for

steaniers and canoes to the head of the Hal)ine Lake.

The Skeena is a prolific salmon stream, and fish of the finest quality

are procured. Seven canneries in operation, during the season an attractive

feature are the hot springs opposite Aberdeen, about three miles from Poit

Essington and thecapital mountain goat huuting in the neighliorliood, with

l)eautiful scenery and fine falls.

PORT ESSINGTON.

Is the principal settlement on the Skeena, contains a church of England

and a Methodist church, saw-mill and other evidences of civilization, Mr.

R. Cunningham carries on a large trade. At each of the other canneries

there is a store.

The Indians are quite nunieroua, and the

country abounds with fur-bearing animals.

A good si/e stream empties into this inlet, up which the Halmon run

in large numt>ers, and several canneries have been established in this

neighborhood since the issue of the lust directory.

O-WEK-KAY-NO.

Is situated at the head of Rivers Inlet, where the well-known canning
establishment ofShotbolt & Co is located. The Indians in this neighborhood

number about 150. and speak the Bella Bella Indian language.

FORT RUPERT.

This post is situated near the Northern extremity of Vancouver Island,

and was established by the Hudson Bay Company for a trading post.

The district of Cas»iar is situated along the north-western boundaries

of the province. The ijopulation is about 400. Attention was first drawn
to Cassiar by tlie discovery of gold ou Til ibert creek, in 1873. The princi-

pal streams on which mining has been prosecuted profitably are the Dease,

Thibert, licDame and Walker creeks. The district has produced over

$5,000,000 in gold.

The features of the district are mountainous, being of little use for

agricultural purposes, except on the Stickeen River, where there are a few

farms which produce grain of the best quality and all the hardier kinds of

vegetables of excellent quality. The miners are supplied with vegetables

from the last named farms, ihe product being regulated by the demand.
The southern portion of the district being ou the coast, has produced,

during the last nine years, in salmon, furs and gold, a considerable coutri-

bution to the exports of this Province. The average yearly exports from

Uassiar during the time mentioned has been about $700,000.

Its rivers and lakes teem with fish, and its forests abound with game.

There is not the least doubt that remunerative gold deposits are waiting to

be developed, and a mining population will be found in this country for

many years to come.
