MINUTES OF THE CONSTITUTION.

1. That tliis Association be denominated "The
Ontario Rifle Association."

2. Any person being a subscriber of $1 per annum,
shall become a member of the Association.

3. Donors of .1^20 at one time to the funds of the
Association, or of a prize of not less value than $40,
to be competed for at the annual pr-ize meeting, shall

be entitled to be enrolled as life members of the

Association.

4. Any Rifle Association in the Province subscrib-

ing not less than 810 ainiually to the Funds of the

Association, shall l)e considered as being in connection

with it, and shall bo entitled to a number of member-
ships in the proportion of one to every half-dollur thus
subscribed. Each subscribing Association is to elect

from its members the persons to hold such member-
ships, and return their names and addresses, when
elected, to the Secretary of the Association, to be
registered by him oue week previous to tlie match.

6. There shall be a Patron and Vice-Patrons named
by the Council.

13. The Council shall be regulated in their pro-

ceedings by such by-laws as may from time to time be

enacted by them ; no by-law being, in any case, altered,

or new one proposed, without at least one luonth's

notice of such intention being given to each member of

Council.

14. The annual prize meeting shall be held at such

times and places as may be determined on by the

Council.

15. Tlie prizes shall be competed for in accordance

with such regulations as may be passed by the Council

from time to time.

16. An annual report, embracing the audited ac-

count of the finances, shall be drawn u[> by the

Secretary, and shall (having been previously submitted

to the Council) be published as soon after the prize

meeting as may be found pi-acticable.
