NOOSE NOT PROOF OF SUICIDE|

Iowa Court Deeides Unusual Point
as t6 Death of Man,

A e e

Webster City, fowa, March 18.—Tho
a man may be found hanging from a
peg with ‘his feet resting upon the
ground, it {s not pesitive evidence that
he committed suicide, says the. supreme
court of Iowa in deciding a case against
the Brotherhood of American Yeomen,
That order refused to pay the insurance
on the life of Henrich Tackmuan, who
was found hanging in his barn in But-
ler County last October. The Yeomer
have a. sulcide exemption in their in-
surance certificate, and it was con-
tended on the part of the fraternal or-
ganization that he committed suicide.

The relatives of Tackman declared
that his death was accidental and pre-
sented such a plausible explanation of
how it might have occurred as to con~
vince both the district court jury and
the supremé court of their right to the
insurance.

Tackman was discovered with his
neck thru the noose of a bridle that
hung from a peg. His fect were resting
upon the stable floor. The relatives
claimed that Tackman might have
stumbled while passing the bridle and
fallen with his neck thru the noose,
which tightened of itself and so chok-
ed him as to render him unconscious
and powerlegs, he having been rather
a weak man,

Tackman’s son found him in this po-
sition, and no one had seen the acci-
dent or sujcide, as the case may have
been.

‘ta] with 800 beds.

It i possible that the new hospital
may, thru its position as a school for
the sons of the surgeons be difficult to
handle, Might it not be wise even at
this late gate to recast the scheme,
Which tho it may at present repre-
sent the sum of Ontario wisdom upon
this subject, is at least in danger of los-
ing the grant of $200,000 by the great-
- €st municipality of the province?

Is there any overwhelming reason
,against there beéing a university hospi-
tal and a city hospital? The university
hospital could be helped by the provin-
clal government, inasmuch as it would
be a school for the young doctors of the
province, and patients who went there
wculd go with the full knowledge that
they were making greater contributions

to medical progress than the average !

sick person does. The city hospital
would be partially endowed by the city’s
noney, With the growth of population

~ 'We ail know that the streét rallway,
-and the electric energy companies,have
defled the city on'every occasion, and
have refused to catry out their solemn
obligations, as set out in the contracts
between them and the city wherein
they get their monopolies, The city
has a dozen or score of law suits with
the street railway, and as a matter of
fact is now in possession of nearly a
dozen verdicts against the street rail-
way, but this company has seen fit to
appedal all the cases, and as a conse-
quence everything is hung :up.in the
courts, and a settlement is as far away
as ever, i

To our mind the only way of enforc-
ing these agreements with private com-
panies is for the city to be put in pos-
session of a big stick in the shape of
power to expropriate on arbitration.
1f the city had this power the street
raflway could be disciplined at any imo-

Of course it may be that in the gov-
ernment’s bill dealing with street and
highway traction they will extend the
principle already adopted of expropria-
tion at the tcrmination of the frane
chise  to: termination at any time on
notice, but whether the legislature do
this or not it 1s up to the mayor to see
that it is asked for in the interests of
the City of Toronto.

Of course it would be better if a gen-
eral law were passed in this direction,
but in the meantime let the mayor
take the initiative, as far as Toronto
is concerned. :

PRIVATE MONOPOLIES IN TORONTO

Toronto's council is being urged by
different ' persons and papers to give
the Bell Telephone Company a mono-
poly of the .city.at a certain agreed
upon price to telephone-users, in re-
turn for which the Bell Company is to
pay the city a certain annual sum,
and to give the city offices a certain
number of free telephones. Those who
urge this proposal go still further 2nd
say that every day’s delay is just that
much money lost.

To all of which The World has only
answer: It is better to have no
revenue from the Bell Telephone Com~
pany than that revemue should come
from another private monopoly creat-
ed in the city. For revenue obtained
from the company can only come from
higher charges to users than would be
necessary under a publicly-owned ser-
vice. 'Whatever unnecessary sum. is
charged the user in order to make vp
the city’s revenue is just fo much extra
civic taxation, the incidence of
which is not strictly fair.
When we start dealing with
the telephones we should start
right, and if possible to municipalize
the telephone business of Toronta, cr
{at least to go into partnership with
the Bell Telephone Company, on “ven

Johann Most was a virulent type of
the blatant anarchist. He devoted his
entire life to an effort to incite others
to deeds of violence which he mnever
attempted to nerform himself. When
driven .out of Europe he’came -to the
Lnlied Siates in 1850 and in this coun~ ,
try made speeches, edited an anarchist
newspaper, and conducted a saloon and
dance hall in New York. i
Johann Most was a Bavarian, born
in 1846, He began life as a bookbinder,
and cultivated oratory in his leisure,
The gift of fluency led him into be-
coming an agitator, -and in 1868 tha
Austrian authorities were so foolish as
to imprison him for a revolutionary
speech; and thus give him an effective
advertisement,

Upon his release he established a
newspaper at Chemnitz, which was
suppressed after a year's life. ' The in-
terval between this time and 1874, whan
he began to publish a newspaper in
Vienna, was spent in making speeches
in various « places of Saxony and
Australia.. His second newspaper met.
with the fate of the first, ard the effect,
of his publishing pamphlets and books
embodying his views was- to render it
desirable that he should remove out of
Australia,

Driven Out of Emurope.
