He admitted that China had broken her promises to England, but this, he 
argued, was because Russian pressure was too strong to be resisted. He com­
plained of “British ignorance of Russia’s line of action,” and asked :

final success of the Atlantic and Lake 
Superior Railway scheme and its steam­
boat connections. The report cabled 
yesterday as to a very large block of 
stock being underwritten has been con­
firmed by private cables to the pro­
moters here. The most important fea­
ture of the acheme is the faot that the 
Great Western Railway Oo. of England, 
one of the greatest corporations in the 
world, have identified themselves with 
this scheme. So far this company have 
had no connection with any of the trans­
atlantic steamship companies, but 
they have decided to have what will 
be equal to a line of their own. Those 
steamers, which are already engaged, 
have a sailing capacity of 17 knots an 
hour, and will be put on between Can­
ada and Britain this fall, 
no secret that the company have se­
lected Milford Haven as their British 
port, and that Paspebiac will, of course, 
be -the port on this side of the Atlantic.

AMERICAN ROADS CUTTING BATES-
Redactions on Every Road Enter­

ing; Buffalo Excepting the 
Vanderbilt System. $

Buffalo, N. Y-, Aug. 30.—Mr. George H. 
Daniels, General Passenger Agent of the 
New York Central Railroad, was In Buffalo 
to-day. In an Interview, he declared that 
every road entering Buffalo, with the ex­
ception of those Included In the Vanderbilt 
system, were cutting rates right and left, 
and had been doing so for a year. Asked 
as to whether passenger differentials would 
be abolished In Joint traffic territory, Mr. 
Daniels said:

“Passenger differentials will be abolished, 
I can give you only my opinion on this sub­
ject, bat I think my views are entertained 
and held by several more Influential gen­
eral passenger agents. The Inequality of 
differentials at the present day has left no 
doubt In our minds that the so-called 
'strong' lines deserve protection as well as 
the ‘weak’ ones. Competition for passenger 
traffic has assumed such a bitter state In 
late years, and the service of the different 
lines has been Improved, until now It is 
folly to ask the' New York Central, Lake 
Shore and Michigan Central to grant any 
concessions to their competitors, 
strength of our position on this matter 
has been brought to bear on the propel au- 
thorities, and differentials are surely to he 
abolished within the near future. A com­
mon rate and common time rule will he 
adopted In Its stead.”

■ OAK HALL, Hundreds In Like Condition.
The condition of this man was not es­

sentially different from that of hundreds 
of others who have suffered by reason of 
causes now well known. The purpose of 
this story is to show the cruel neglect 
which brought death sooner than It will 
ccnje to some of Parrett’» comrades.

This private was taken to a tent, which 
Is No, 5, on the north side of Company D's 
street, In the picturesque end of the camp, 
where the Eighth Infantry Is quartered. 
Tbo tent Is of the regulation sise, about 
seven feet by seven feet In dimensions. Two 
men can live In It comfortably with regard 
to room. It la uncomfortable for three, and 
crowded with four. Four men were In It, 
Including Parrett. The others were Pri­
vates Somers, Cox and Bchumer. There 
were four straw-filled mattresses laid over 
pt nchos and supplied with blankets. Three 
mattresses lay side by side, and the fourth 
lay at the foot of the three. Aside from 
Ibis bedding there was nothing else in the 
tent save a few tin dishes, which were used 
by the men when food was carried to them 
by their comrades.

All four men were 111. Somers, Cox and 
Scbumer were suffering with fever ; they 
were, and are now, very weak. Two of 
them succeeded In crawling to the sick roll 
each morning. Parrett was the worst off, 
though apparently the seriousness of bis 
condition was not discovered by those 
whose business It Is to look after the sick.

Day and night they lay moaning upon 
these mattresses, with their clothes and 
shoes on. No nurses came to them and 
they were unable to retain such food as was 
served to them. The regimental surgeon, 
Dr. J. A. Tabor, visited the tent, but the 
onlv other attendance came from the few 
men along the street, who may be said to 
be fairly well. “Fairly well" In this regi­
ment Is a condition which would be called 
alarming In New York.

Four in the Shallow of Death.
So there they were—these four brave fel­

lows—on Friday afternoon, when Dr. Tabor 
walked up the street. Parrett crawled up­
on his hands and knees from hla bunk to 
theYlttle plot of worn grass In front of the 
tent. The subsequent conversation Is told 
from the lips of several men. Their stories 
—; alike. They are men whose reputations 
for truth-telling were vouched for by their 
comrades. They say that they were wit­
nesses to the actual scene. In a three 
hours’ visit to this regiment all possible 
efforts to verify the story pointed In the 

direction and confirmed the details.
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Merrill’» Helen of Terror.
“Capt. Merrill terrorized all hi» men. 

.Every order be gave was prefixed with au 
ontb. One day he beckoned to Lieut. Che- 
nault O’Brien to come to him, and the 
lieutenant responded at a brisk walk. Ills 
speed didn't suit Capt. Merrill.

•’ ‘Blank you, run ! ' shouted Capt. Merrill, 
red with rage.

“ T refuse to run. I don't see why I 
should run,’ replied the lieutenant.

"Capt. Merrill then ordered

In the Camp of the Eighth.
There were many scenes shocking and dis- 

trussing in the camp of the Eighth Infantry.
As The World reporter turned into the 

first street, a tall, gaunt soldier, with a 
face of ghastly yellow, fell while walking 
to his tent. He was Private McGarrin. 
He was lifted to a seat on a keg, and his 
swaying body was held by two comrades 
until a visitor could pour milk and whiskey 
down bis throat.

Scenes like this are common. At the sick

Three men, Sergt. Rich, who is under ar 
rest; Privates Morris Kennedy and Wagoner 
John Frank, of Company D, were huddled 
together In a tent, all Ill with fever. Rich 
had struggled to the sick call the day be­
fore and had been carried back.

Without Change of Clothing;.
All of these men who are 111 He on straw 

ticks with their clothes on. Many of them 
have no underclothing at all. They sleep on 
the mattresses wrapped in their blankets. 
Their stomachs are so weak that they can 
not hold food. No nurses are provided, the 
simplest arrangements for caring for the 
sick are lacking. Dr. Tabor has not even 
been able to secure an adequate supply of 
buckets. Some of the men have been Ill 
with dysentery three months, and are fear­
fully exhausted.

In one company there are but five men 
able to walk.

8000.000 for the Bank of Commerce 

—gome Have Ho Gold, Bat Bar­
rels of Experience.

Seattle, Wash., Ang. 80.—The steamer 
Roanoke arrived here to-day from St. 
Michael'», Alaska, with ISO passengers and 
gold dost, which a conservative estimate 
places at $1,500,000. The bulk of It was 
the property of the Canadian Bank of Com­
merce and the North American Trading and 
Transportation Company.

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MEN DYEING IN ORDER TO LIVE.
!• How English Artisans Hnrento Con­

ceal Gray Hairs to Obtain Posions.
It would be humorous—were lt not• ri

thetlc.eays The London Mall—to Iearn°that 
the dyeing of the hair Is not confined to the 
women with tbe peroxlded locks, but is a 
habit rendered necessary by fierce labor 
competition to tbe working man, whose 
gray hairs would handicap him against 
younger candidates for employment.

That the working man who Ur feet ting- on 
In years does have to resort to artificial 
Bids to rejuvenate his ap 
made clear yesterday to a 
porter,whose Investigations led him to In­
quire of some of the chemists who sell the 
dyes.

Mr. Black, the manager of Day’s drug 
store, High-street, Whitechapel, said: “It la 
absolutely true that there Is a large demand 
for hair dyes among the men working In 
the factories and wholesale houses In their 
neighborhood. The sale of hair dye is 
brisker during the busy season of the factor­
ies than at any other time. Tbe foreign 
element ln this district, and throughout 
London, Is so eager to work at a reduced 
wage that the Englishman whose hair Is 
turning has little chance. The slightest 
suspicion of gray hair is sufficient to cause 
the rejection of his application. It Is a well 
known thing, and a great shame, that men 
who are able-bodied, active, with experience 
In the work they are seeking, are constantly 
refused because they are ‘gray-heads.’ 
The bosses are like the children of biblical 
notoriety who derided Elisha. We are sel­
ling about fifteen bottle» a week Just now, 
but the average of weekly sales during the 
year would give a higher figure. The nion 
are generally between 35 n-'i 50. but all 
our client» are Englishmen. Our particular 
prescription has become so popular that 

\we have christened It ‘Charlie’s Fancy,’ 
and the cost varies from Is to half a crown. 
The dye remains good from a week to a 
fortnight, according to the amount of gray­
ness, but many of our customer» make a 
regular weekly .purchase. The men are shy 
end sensitive about It. They call me aside 
for a private chat, and lt la always for 
’my friend outside.’ We are constantly 
being asked curious questions. But one 
striking feature In the sale of hair dye 
la the popularity lt meets among Jewesses 
The Metropolitan Golden Hair Wash is 
entirely bought by them. I suppose It Is a 
case of not being contented with the shade 
they already possess. It Is simple for men 
to apply the dye. The hair Is washed with 
hot water and soda. Then lt Is well dried 
and the dye applied with n small sponge.

The manager of the Aldgate drag stores, 
10.1 High street, Whitechapel, was able to 
confirm from personal evidence the accur­
acy of the story.

“The most popular shade Is brown, from 
medium to dark brown.

America once had her Washington, Eng­
land had her Gladstone, Prance had her 
Lafayette, Germany her Bismarck, but the 
Independent Order of Foresters of the world 
have yet their Oronhyatekha, who, when 
he shall have passed away, will be no less 
lamented and venerated than were they. 
Bnt all must die—the king and the plebeian, 
the rich and the poor must lie down In 
one common sepulchre, thus emphasising 
the grim and awful truth of Gray’s 1m-
mort a^itnes:
“The boast of heraldry, the pomp of power,

And all that glory, all that wealth e’er 
save, i .-ail «aasa.ll

Await alike the Inevitable hour;
The path of glory leads but to the grave.”
Before naming the next chieftain, allow 

me to say s kind word for the present one. 
Harvey showed us the circulation of ttiei 
blood; Gilbert showed us that the earth, 
was a magnet; Newton showed us gravity; 
Fulton showed us how to utilise steam as 
motive power; Franklin produced electricity, 6 
and Morse and Edison showed us how to 
use It; I produced “Independent Forestry"
24 years ago, but It was Oronhyatekha who 
showed us how to use It successfully, and 
spread It over the civilized world. [Ap­
plause.]

My brethren, do not think at my time of 
life that I aril Indulging In flattery of my 
old friend of 21 years ago, for I have known 
him In the past longer and better than most 
of you, and therefore feel as did the poet:

"When the cares of life are many,
And Its heavy burdens grow,

To the ones who walk beside us.
If we love them, tell them so.”

Our chief, like Plato, exceeded his own 
times. He was the promoter of this grand, 
this gorgeons and beautiful Temple, which 
the American poet, Whittier, must have had 
In mind when wrote;

The consideration of the report of the 

Committee on Constitution and Laws was 
resumed, and a number of sections were 
adopted without debate. They were for the 
most part dbangw In the wording of the 
constitution, rendered necessary by legisla­
tion enacted at previous sessions of the 
court.

A new section provides that a subordinate 
conrt having less than ten beneficiary mem­
bers Shall not be entitled to representation 
In the High Court.

In cases where high courts have no by­
law of their own, governing representation, 
It is provided that each subordinate court 
having 50 members or less, but not below 
ten, shall be entitled to representation at 
Btigh Court, and one for every additional 

fraction thereof.
• Hlgb Court Dues, 

i Another section provides that Hlgb Court 
'dues shall not be less than 50 cents per 
member for every beneficiary member of 
subordinate courts In the Jurisdiction.

Sise of New Courts.
A section providing that no court could be 

Instituted with less than 20 members, unless 
special permission were given in writing by 
the Supreme Chief Ranger, brought out an 
Interesting debate.

Mr. iMeBlfresh argned, and moved that a 
high chief ranger should have the same pri­
vilege of granting such permission.

Dr. Clark of Ontario supported this view. 
I. H. Backus sold that neither official 

should have such power, and that no court 
should be Instituted, under any circum­
stances, with less than ten members.

Rev. Mr. Cregan of Belfast strongly sup­
ported tMs view.

G. A. Harper argued In support of the 
lection granting and limiting to the Supnense 
Chief the power to allow smaller courts to 
be Instituted.

A California delegate opposed an absolute 
limit of 20, and pointed out that the largest 
existing court began with only 16 members. 
After some further discussion, I. H. Backus 
moved an amendment to the effect that no 
oigaDlzer be permitted to Institute a court 
with less than 20 members.

H. O. Creed suggested that If the right to 
authorize smaller courts be granted, the 
minimum number of members be 15.

Mr. Fisher of Ottawa argued that the 
power to authorise the formation of courts 
of less than 20 members should be given to 
the High Chief Ranger.

Must Have Fifteen to Start.
Tbe court accepted the suggestion of Mr. 

Creed, fixing the minimum In any case at 
15 members.

The amendment of Mr. Backus was lost, 
and that of Mr. ‘McdHfresb was adopted. 
This gives both Supreme and High Chief 
Rangers the right to authorize the Institu­
tion of courts with less then 20 members. 
Tbe former minimum was ten.

For New Members.
A section was adopted providing that all 

fees be refunded by both subordinate and 
supreme courts In case of a member’s re­
jection by tbe Medical Board. It such a 
member decided to remain in social member­
ship, the certificate fee would be retained.

The same section provided that every 
member might, as soon as passed by the 
local court physician, be Initiated and made 
a beneficiary member, being Insured from 
that moment. If tbe Medical Board reject­
ed the application the member had his fees 
returned to him, and his Insurance ceased.

On this It was remarked by Dr. Buckley 
and Dr. Cameron that It threw a heavy re­
sponsibility on local medical examiners.

Dr. Williams said he thought the medical 
examiners generally would be quite willing 
t# accept the amendment. Several delegates 
argued that the greatest merit of the pro- 
posai was that It threw greater responsibil­
ity on the local medical examiners, 
would make them more carefnl, and tend 
to ensure a (better class of risks. In tMs 
view the Supreme CMef concurred.

The whole section was adopted by h un­
animous vote.

CHICAGO’» SHORTEST ROUTE TO 
THE SEA.

Ten years ago’ no one would have 
believed that wheat and other American 
products would find their way to Europe 
via Ottawa. Such, however, is the case 
to-day. Ottawa la not only on the main 
line of the Canadian .transcontinental 
route, but it is a leading centre on a new 
-through route from Chicago to tide­
water. The Canada Southern Railway 
was built through the southern part of 
Ontario, In order to shorten the distance 
from Chicago to the seaboard. The dis­
tance saved by a line north of Hake Erie 
over one running to the south of the 
lake was great enough to justify 
the building of this road through On­
tario. But the distance saved by the 
Canada Southern is small compared with 
that saved by the Otawa umd Parry 
Sound Railway via Ottawa. The latter 
route makes the distance between 
Chicago and tidewater at Montreal 400 
miles less than the distance between 
Chicago and New York. This fact ac­
counts for immédiates success attending 
the opening of the Parry Sound road. We 
learn from The Ottawa Citizen that the- 
freight traffic over the road this season, 
the first it has been in operation, is 
enormous. Starting out with 600 freight 
cars last fall, the company was obliged 
to rent 600 more this spring to meet the 
exigencies of the traffic. Eight-five 
engines are employed, mostly of the 
Mogul type, drawing from 12 to 20 
through trains of wheat per day from 
Chicago to Montreal. The elevators at 
Parry Sound, which have a capacity of 
two million bushels, will be the means 
of providing the railway with consider­
able winter traffic. “But more remark­
able still,” says The Citizen, “is the de­
velopment of the west-bound traffic from 
New York and eastern points via Ottawa 
for Chicago and the American north­
west. This has run as high as $25,000 
a month already and is increasing." All 
of which goes to prove that the shortest 
route from Europe to the heart of the 
North American continent lies through 
Canada. Our geographical advantages 
are rapidly being recognized, both by the 
United States and in Europe. Passengers, 
as well as freight, naturally seek the 
line of least resistance, and th£ world 
is beginning to realize the fiact that 
as far as European traffic is concerned 
that line runs through Canada.

A NEGLECTING OUR OPPORTUNITIES.
There are many ways in which Can­

ada can help herself without applying 
to the United States or relying upon 
the findings of the Quebec Conference. 
The Government neglects great oppor­
tunities, while chasing more or less 
visionary possibilities. We can build up 
in Canada a great business in nickel, 
lead and palp, without the consent or 
goodwill of the Americans in any shape 
or form. American legislation has been 
specifically shaped to secure the refining 
of Chnadian nickel and lead in the 
United States, and it has been eminent­
ly successful in this respect. Their policy 
has been to secure saw logs in Canada 
and manufacture them into lumber in 
the United States.

Fortunately it la 
not necessary for us to apply to Wash­
ington or to convince the joint con­
ference of the justice of our cause. The 
whole thing lies in our own hands. 
We are stupid not to take immediate 
action. We sell ltiad in the oare to the 
Americans for $30 per ton and buy it 
back refined! at $80. The $50 différence 
goes into the pockets of American re­
finers and railway men. 
thing is true in regard to our ndckeL The 
demand for these metals is worldwide» 
and of nickel» Canada possesses a mono­
poly. The Government Can make no 
mistake in insisting that every pound of 
lead and nickel ore shall be refined in 
this country. British Columbia 
sesses every facility for treating lead 
ores, and there I 
place in diet world
fining nikrti matte. If the Canadian 
Government only looked after Canadian 
interests as sharply and as loyally as 
(he Americans do after their interests, 
we would soon have smelters treating 
lead ores in British Columbia and nickel 
matte in Ontario. The Government 
should have imposed export duties on 
these ores before the conference 
determined on or even suggested. A pro­
posal to remove an objectionable export 
duty would be liable to secure us better 
terms than a threat to Impose such a 
duty. The Government is altogether too 
slow In seizing on the opportunities that 
are constantly forcing themselves upon 
our notice.

A dip­
lomatist assures me that Emperor XV -1- 
liam intended to revert to the subject 
of disarmament while at Jerusalem, in 
the ' coming autumn, to attend the dedi­
cation of the Church of the Redetgncr.

"In addition to taking the wind out 
of the Kaiser’s sails, the Czar is the 

■ only Russian sovereign who has tra­
versed Siberia, and he must have seen 
such a population of political malcon­
tents as might easily be induced by 
American, Japanese and English in 
fluences to declare for independence.

"The greatest objection to the circu­
lar is that such a clever person as Count 
Mnraveiff signs it.”

passionate state of public feeling in 
France on the subject of Alsace-Lor­
raine.
Conference Will Be Held AnyiR^y.

•One correspondent says : “Emperor 
Nicholas has had in mind the pros­
pective activity of the United States 
and Japan in the world’s affairs, and 
has ascertained that Grefcvt Britain is 
absolutely determined to impose upon 
China a complete military and naval re­
organization. I understand that if only 
four powers agree the conference will 
be held without the others.”

What the Newspapers Say.
The newspapers here continue to de­

vote a large amount of their space to 
commenting upon and criticizing the 
Czar’s peace note. While naturally 
differing in regard to the reasons actu­
ating the appeal, they generally agree 
that the outcome will toe a conference of 
the premiers, if not one of the sovereigns 
themselves, probably at Copenhagen, 
which will be followed by an expression 
of concurrence in the humanitarian aims 
of the Czar, and a report of the resolu­
tions to their respective governments, 
when the whole tiling will be shelved 
indefinitely.

The latest comments from Paris show 
there is intense irritation there on the 
subject. T,he Czar’s proposal is regard­
ed as being unfriendly and inconsistent 
with the Franco-Russian alliance.

Curiously enough, in support of this 
view, to-day’c official Hamburg Cor­
respondent publishes a telegraph from 
St. Petersburg, confirming the report 
that Emperor XXrilliam of Germany and 
the Czar exchanged views in regard to 
tJie establishment of a lasting state of 
peace, “which was fully demonstrated 
by the identity of the monarchs’ wishes.”
