It Was a Brilliant Affajr.

The toast to the Queen was
received with cheers, President Witheow
read a telegram which he had recelved from
the Earl of Aberdeen, expressing the lat-

&L . RAILWRY SCHENE

to lts Final_' Success.

Great Western Railway Company of
England Have Identified Them-
selves' With the Project—Milford
Haven Selected as British Port —
The Elder-Dempiter Compa;
Also Competing—General Mo{lt‘-
re-! Notes.

Montreal, Aug. 30. ——(Speciul )—There
appears to be little doubt now as to the
final success of the Atlantic and Lake
Superior Railway scheme and its stean-
boat connections. The report cabled
yesterday as to a very large block of
stock being underwritten has been con-
firmed by private cables to the pro-
moters here. The most impontant fea-
ture of the .scheme is the facat that the
Great Western Railway Co. of England,
one of the greatest corporations in the
world, have identified themselves with
this scheme. 8o far this company have
had no connection with any of the trans-
atlantic steamship companies, but now
they have declded to have what will
be equal to a line o; their own. These
steamers, whieh’ are already engaged,
"have a sailing capacity of 17 knots an
hour, and will be put on between Can-
ada and Britain this fall. It is now
no secret that the company have ge-
lected’ Milford Haven as their British
port; and that Paspebiac will, of course,
be the port on this side of the Atlantic.
Your correspondent also learns that
strong representations are being made to
the Ottawa Government to so amend
their present invitation for tenglers as
to include Milford-Haven or other ports,
and if this is done the Canada Steam-
ship Company, which is the name of the
new concern, will also send in a tenr
der to the department for carrying the
mails, - :
‘Another Competitor.

In addition to above,  -there is another
competitor in the field, as The World
has been informed that only yesterday
the Postmaster-General sent a proposi-
tion from ‘the Elder, Dempster Co., in
which that company offers to carry the
mails between Montreal and Bristol, It
is claimed by the Fider, Dempster Co.
that with the sﬁle-ndld service they now

route, . A large quantity of ‘Canadian
express goes to Bristol, and a day saved
in the delivery of mail would be of
very good benefit both to exporters in
Montreal- and to consignees in Bristol.
The trade between these two places has
been growing very rapidly in the last
few years, and the amount of mail mat-
ter has rapidly increased. ;
Scare in Banking Circles.

There was quite a stir in bavnking
circles to-day, caused by the fact that
a package of bonds of the municipality
of Outremont, to the amount of $15,-
000, had been lost on St. James-street.
The bonds had been bought by Hanson
Bros., and they were being taken from
the Molsong Bank to the Canada Life
Building, when they were lost. It ap-
pears, however, that they were picked
up by an old man named Button, who
deposited them in the Dominion Bank
for safe keeping. The detectives of the
Canadian Secret Service found the
bonds, and they were returned to the

proper owners.

He doesn’t look like
the bright, hustling Mr. Middleton, chief
engineer of the Brantford and Woodstock
Railway, but he appeared quite self-pos-
scssed, and lstened with apparent great
interest to the evidence of the various wit-
nesses,

Several witnesses were examined, the ¢éps
deavor of the Crown being to prove that
Middleton told tlrose from whom he got
goods that the C. P. R. were going to pay
for them. Mr, Ball was severe in his cross-
examination and kept the witnesses down
to the statement that they only *‘under-
stcod” that ﬁe ~C. P. R. was responsible
rfor Mr. Mld eton's trafsactions,

The defen continuing, objected to the

Whetker
Macdonald accepted the invitation or not it
is hard to say. It is hardly likely that
he did, but he wrote Mr. Haggard, and
the second letter,
the first, acknowledges a communication
and "accepts an offer to write a story of
Macdonald’s life, experfinces and discover-
jes in the British Northwest Territories,
Alaska and the Arctic regions, for a con-
sideration of £10,000, nine thousand to be
paid in cash and the balance to be taken
in shares in Claim 30, Eldorado Creek
Company. Both letters are signed by the
famous novelist and look perfectly genuine,

Stories Which Make the Hearts of the People
Thrill With Indignation.

Private Soldiers Have

He Was Arrested, Though

Death. :
Camp Wikoff, Aug, 29.—(New York World
Special,)~Would you know how Private
Hugh Parrett died? Then read this story
of facts gathered one by one in twenty In-
terviews with men, whose names, for ob-
vious reasons, cannot be printed. The pri-
vate soldier who openly criticizes his su-
periors suffers anguish of body and mind.
Sergt. O. C. Rich, who Is 11l with fever and
urder arrest, will tell you that. Anger,
great and righteous, caused this veteran
to forget the code of ethles for a private
when he heard of his companion’s death,

| and he savagely exclaimed to the surgeon:

“It is hell to let a man die like that!"

. That was enough. Rich, burning with
fever a tossing in his bunk, was placed
urder afest, and expects to be court-mar-
tialled if he ever gathers the strength to
answer to the indictment.

But Parrett, poor fellow, should have been
seen by Secretary Alger on Saturday. The
unofficlal report of that Cabinet Minister
might have been different,

Parrett was a private in Company D of
the Eighth Infantry. He camg with his
comrades from Santiago on the Mobile.
Like most of his comrades, he was suffering
from the effects of the awful Cuban cam-
paign, His flesh was worn to the bone by
disease and exhaustion, His skin wds a
ghastly yellow. He had the famine eye,
sunken and lifeless. He was burning with
fever and weak with dysentery, He strug-
gled agalnst this siege of disease until he
became helpless in his tent:

Hundreds in Like Condition.

The condition of this man was not os-
sentially different from that of hundreds
of others who have suffered by reason of
causes now well known. The purpose of
this story Is to show the cruel neglect
which brought death sooner than it will
come to some of Parrett's comrades.

This private was taken to a tent, which
is No, 5, on the north side of Company D’s
street, in the picturesque end of the camp,
where the Eighth Infantry is quartered,
The tent is of the regulation size, about
seven feet by seven feet in dimensions, Two
men can live in it comfortably with regard
to room. It is uncomfortable for three, and
crowded with four. Four men were in It,
including Parrett, The others were FPri-
vates Somers, Cox and Schumer. There
were four' straw-filled mattresses laid over
penchos and supplied with blankets. Three
mattresses lay side by side, and the fourth
lay at the foot of the three. Aslde from
(his bedding there was nothing else in the
tent save a few tin dishes, which were used
by the men when food was carried to them
by their comrades.

All four men were ill. Somers, Cox and
Schumer were suffering with fever; they
were, and are now, very weak. Two of
them succeeded in crawling to the sick roll
each morning.

So there they were—these four brave fel-
lows—on Friday afternoon, when Dr. Tabor
walked up the street. Parrett crawled up-
on his hands and knees from his bunk to
the little plot of worn grass in front of the
tent.

‘comrades. They say that they were wit-
nesses to the actual scene. In a three
hours’ visit to this regiment all possibie

Parrett, it appears, was lying In the
street, clutching the grass, when Dr. Tabor
appeared.

If you don't I am a dead man,” Parrett
moaned.

“The hospital is for sick men,’” said the
surgeon, as he moved along up the street.
Almost Helpless, They Helped Him.

During the early evening Parrett lay with
his face down and his hands eclinging to
the straw mattress. At 3 o'clock Saturday
morning he moaned to his comrades that he
wished to be taken outside.

Two of the men, weak and ill, struggled
to their feet, and carried their comrade
from his tent, When outside they placed
their arms around his body and helped him
along. They wére too wedk to carry even
this shrivelled and worn form. They went
but a short distance and yet were nearly
an hour ¢n the route, »

They returned at 4 o'clock and placed
Parrett back in his old place on the bunk.
Somers turned his face toward the edge of
the tent and sought sleep. The other men
did the same. Parrett’s groans grew a bit

No nurses are provided, the
simplest arrangements for caring for the
sick are lacking. Dr. Tabor has not even
been able to secure an adequate supply of
buckets. Some of the men have bheen fll
with dveentery three months, and are. fear-
fully exhausted,

UGLY CAPTAIN, POOR FOOD.

The Trip on the San Marcos Wis
Full of Misery and Discomfort.

New 7York, Aug. 30.—(New York World

full of misery and discomfort, say her gol-
dier passengers, anchored In the shadow of
the Statue of Liberty yesterday forenoon.

‘A section providing that no court could be
instituted with less than 20 members, uniess
epeclal permission were given in writing by
the Supreme Chief Ranger, brought out an
interesting debate. .

Mr. :McEifresh argued, and moved that a
#igh chief ranger should have the same pri-
vilege of granting such permission.

Dr. Clark of Ontario supported this view.

I. H. Backns said that neither official
should have such power, and that no court
should be instituted, under any circum-
stances, with less than ten members.

Rev. Mr. Cregan of Belfast strongly sup-
ported this view.

G. A. Harper argued in support of the
yection granting and limiting to the Supseme
Chief the power to allow smaller courts to
be instituted. ;

A California delegate opposed an absolute
iimit of 20, and pointed out that the largest
existing court began with only 16 members.
After some further discussion, I. H. Backus
moved an amendment to the effect that no
oviganizer be permitted to institute a court
with less than 20 members.

H. O. Creed suggested that if the right to
authorize smaller courts be granted, the
minimum number of members be 15.

Mr. Fisher of Ottawa argued that the
power to authorize the formation of courts
of less than 20 members should be given to
the High Chief Ranger.

Must Have Fifteen to Start.

The court accepted the suggestion of Mr.
Creed, fixing the minimum in any case at
15 members. F

The amendment of Mr. Backus was lost,

_and that of Mr. McEifresh was adopted.

(’his gives both Supreme and High Chiet
Rangers the right to authorize the institu-
tion of courts with less than 20 members.
The former minimum was ten.

For New Members.

A section was adopted providing that all
fees be refunded by both subordinate and
supreme courts in case of a member’s re-
jection by the Medical Board. If such a
member decided to remain in social membey-
ship, the certificate fee would be retained.

‘The same section provided that every
member might, as soon as passed by the
local court physician, be inltiated and made
a beneficlary member, being Insured from
that moment. If the Medical Board reject-
ed the application the member had his fees
returned to him, and his insurance ceased.

On this it was remarkéd by Dr. Buckley
and Dr. Cameron that it threw a heavy re-
sponsibility on local medical examiners.

Dr. Williams said he thought the medical
examiners generally would be quite willing
tp accept the amendment. Several delegates
argued that the greatest merit of the pro-
posal was that {t threw greater responsib:i-
ity on the local medical examiners. it
would make them more careful, and tend
to ensure a better class of risks. In this
view the Supreme Chief concurred.

The dis-
tance saved by a line north of Liake Erie
over ome running to the south of the
lake was great enough to justify
the building of this road through On-
tario. But the distance saved by the
Canada Southern is small compared with
that saved by the Otawa wnd Parry
Sound Railway via Ottawa. The latter
route makes the distance between
Chicago and tidewater at Montreal 400

i miles less than the distance between

Chicago and New York. This fact aec-
counts for immediates success attending
the opening of the Parry Sound road. We

freight traffic over the road this seasom,
the first it has beem in operation, is
enormous. Starting out with 500 freight

The argument he adduces in favor of the
theory seems a sensible one. It is much
easier and cheaper to handle wheat
than flour, and the nearer the wheat
can be comveyed to the centres ‘of con-
sumption the cheaper can the flour be
sold. Wheat is loaded by machinery
and pours into vessels by gravity, while
flour in barrels requires human hands to
move it about. Another point in favor
of Niagara Falls as a milling centre is
its unlimited water power and the fact
that Buffalo is the centre of an enormous
bread-consuming population. If this
theory is true in regard to the wheat
product of the United States, it is equally
true in regard to that of Canada. The
nearer the wheat is shipped as ‘such to
the, seaboard and consuming dentres, the
greater the ecomomy.

Passengers,
as well as freight, naturally seek the
line of least resistance, and theé world
is beginning to realize the flact that
as far as Buropean traffic is concerned
that line runs through Canada.

NEGLECTING OUR OPPORTUNITIES.

There are many ways in which Can-
ada can help herself without applyving
to the United States or relying upon
the findings of the Quebec Conference.
The Government neglects great oppor-
tunities, while chasing more or Iless
visionary possibilitics. We can build up
in Canada a great business in nickel,
lead and pulp, without the consent or
goodwill of the Americans in any shape
or form. American legislation has been
specifically shaped to secure the refining
of Canadian mickel and lead in the
United States, and it has been eminent-
ly successful in this respect. Their policy
has been to secure saw logs in Canada
and manufacture them into lumber in
the United States. Why shouldn’t Can-
ada learn from the experience of her
neighbors and adopt specific legislation
to compel the refinement of her minerals
within the Dominion? Fortunately it is
not necessary for us to apply to Wash-
ington or to convince the joint con-
ference of the justice of our cause. The
whole thing lies in our own hands.
We are stupid not to take immediate
action. We sell léad in the ore to the
Americans for $30 per ton and buy it
back refined at §80. The $50 difference
goes into the pockets of American re-
finers and railway men. The same
thing is true in regard to our nickel, The
demand for these metals is worldwide,
and of nickel, Canada possesses a mono-
poly. The Government can make no
mistake in insisting that every pound .of
lead and nickel ore shall be refined in
this country. British Columbia pos-
sesses every facility for treating lead
ores, and jiére is no more favorable
place in fhe/ world than Toronto for re-
fining nick®l matte. If the Canladian
Government oply looked after Cunadian
interests as sharply and as loyally as
the Americans do after their interests,
we would soon have smelters treating
lead ores in British Columbia and nickel
matte in Ontario. The Government
should have imposed export duties on
these ores before the conference was
determined on or even suggested. A pro-
posal to remove an objectionable export
duty would be lable to secure us better
terms than a threat to impose such a
duty. The Government is altogether too
slow in seizing on the opportunities that
are constantly forcing themselves upon
our notice.

THE FRANCHISE STEAL BURKED.

The World's exposure of the taetics
of the Hamilton Street Railway Com-
pany to secure a fifteen years’ extension
of their franchise by underhand methods
has niot been without a beneficial effect.
It was fully expected that the exten-
sfon would be granted on the 29th inst.
The Street Railway people, in fact,
boasted that they would get what they
wanted, and that the vote of the rate-
payers would be recognized by the alder-
men as binding upon them. But the
exposure of the scheme has had the
effect of deterring some of the aldermen
from sacrificing the interests of the
people as they apparently had been pre-
pared to do. It looks very much, in-
deed, as if the council, as a body, will
now refuse to extend the franchise, al-
though the majority of them had pledged
themselves to the company that they
would vote for the deal. It is plain to
every one who has read the flacts that
