PAROLE SYSTEM WORKS WELL

Dominion Officer Archibald Gives
Some Illuminating Figures.

That the resuits of the prisoner pa-
role system continue most gratifying
wag the statement made by W. P.
Archibald, 'Dominjon parole officer,
when seen at the Prince George last
night. Mr. Archibald is on a tour of
wertern Ontario in connection with his
duties. 1 %

During the year 468 prisoners were
8o released, and since the method was
adopted ten years ago, there have been
251 prisoners paroled. Out of the en-
tire number, there have been only 54
licenses' revoked for sub ent . con-
victions  and ‘99 for non-compliance
with conditions which 4em'a.9d R
‘monthly report. The‘numbér of com-
pleted sentences of parole is 1487, und.
there are 879 men now reporting. '

Mr. Archibald sald that’ while jail
prisoners should be taken proper care
of, he was opposed to the “mawkish
sentiment” which sought to make such
confinement as comfortable as possible,
thus encouraging men to return to the
hospitablé walls.

The low percentage of paroled . pri-
goners who violate the conditions of
release is attributed by Mr. Archibald
to the care taken to allow freedom only
to men who are not genuine criminals.
Experience has shown that the reforin
of the habitual criminal was little to
be expected,

PINCHOT'S POSITION

-He is for the Rights of the People
Against the Interests.

In an address few days before
he was removed, livered before a
group of publishers at the University
Club in New York, Chief Forester Pin-
chot declared that ‘‘the great conflict
now béing fought” is to decide for
whose benefit our natural resources
are to be conserved—whether “for the
benefit of the many or the use and
profit of the few’’. He claims it as an
“honorable distinction” .of the forést
service that ‘it has been more con-
stantly, more violently, and more bit-
terly attacked by the representatives of
the special interests in recent years
than any other governmnt bureau,”
these attacks Raving increased in vio-
lence and: bitterness "‘just in proportion
as the service has offered effective op-
position to predatory wealth.,” He con-
tinues:

“There is no other question before
us that begins to be so important, or
that will be so difficult to straddle, as
the great question between special in-
terest and equal opportunity between
the privileges of the few and the
rights of the many, between govern-
men. by men for human welfare and
government . by money for profit be-
tween the men whe stand for the
Roosevelt policies and the men who
stand against them. This is the es-
zence of the congervation problem to-

ay.

‘“The conservation issue is a moral
issue. When a few men get possession
of one of the necessaries of life, either
thru: ownership of a natural resource
or thru unfair business methods, and
use that control to extort undue pro-
fits, as in the recent cases of,the Su-
gar Trust and the beef-packers, they
injure the average man without good
reason, and they are guilty of g moral
wrong.

“I believe in one form of government
and I believe in the Golden Rule, But
we must face the truth that monovpoly
of the sources ‘of production makes it
impossible for vast numbers of men
and women to earn a fair living. Right
here the conservation question touches
the daily life of the great body of our
ple, who pay the cost of special
rivilege. And the price is heavy.
That price may be the chance to save
the boys from the saloons and the cor-
ner gang, and the girls from worse,
and to make good citizens of them in-
| stead of bhad; for an appalling propor-
tion of the tragedies of life spring di-
rectly from the lack of a little money.
“Thousands of daughters of the poor
fall into the hands of the white-slave
traders because their poverty leaves
them without protection.’/ Thousands
of families, as The Pittsburg Survey
has shown us, lead lves of brutalizing
?verwm'k in return for the barest liv-
ng.
“The people of this country have lost |
vastly more than they can ever re-
gain by gifts of public property, for-
ever and without charge, to.'m‘en'wl;o,
gave nothing i retuin.” 1t {8 'trué that
we have made superb material progress
under this system, but it is‘not well’
for us to rejoice too freely in the slices
the special interests have given us
from the great loaf of the property of
all the people.
“We have allowed the great corpora-
tions to occupy with their own men
the strategic points in business, in so-
cial and in political life. .With
such men argument, compromise, or |
conciliation is useless or worse. The
only thing to do is to fight them and
beat them.,”

A Great Movement in Which There
is Work for Every Citizen.

(Charles Mulford Robinson, in The
Craftsman.) f

What is the secret of that wave of
city and town improvement effort
which is so conspicuously sweeping
over the country? Civic improvement
a8 always heen a need—not less great
at the beginning than now, tho only
in recent years has it led to energetic
action. 'To-day the movement is con-
tinent-wide, and has enlisted ail sorts

and conditions of people.

Has one husiness or industrial inter-
ests? Civic improvement facitates the
transportation of merchandise by street
and rail and water; it lessens wear
and tear by the improvement of pave-
ments; it broadens m ets by the at-
traction of residents, transient and
permanent; it increases the efficiency
of labor by the provision of a more
wholesome environment, and the op-
portunities for healthful. byt inexpen-
sive recreation.

Has one Interest in sanitation? Pure
air, p food and pure water are
among its objects; and better housing
is one of its first desires. Public haths,
cleaun pavements, clean yards are in-
cluded in its propaganda, and it is one
of the stanchest allies in the ‘“white
plague’” fight.

Has one love for little children? The
child is the special ward of the civic
improvement effort. For him the play-
ground is equipped, for him the school
is made healthfal, efficient, heautiful
without and within; for him are the
swimming holes in the parks, the skat-
ing ponds and toboggan slides, the ball
grounds, the interplavground meets;
and for the “little mother” are story-
teliing, sewjing, and singing; the swing,
the flowers, and for her charges the
sand box, Civic improvement paints
out the sign'of “Keep off the grass.”

Does one look back instead of for-
ward? The worthy landmarks of ‘the
past are preserved, the historic sites
are mariked, and the beauty of earlier
architecture is reverenced.

Is one's inferest in sociology? The
playground, the nark, the better hous-
ing make their appeal. The social
