The Germans, the premier said, had
only one success which was due “'to
surprise and this was now engaging
inquiry. The Germans, he stated, had
lost 100,000 prisoners, valuable posi-
tions and hundreds, of guns.

Russia Prolonged War, :

The premier said that if the Rus-
sian army had fulfilled the expecta-
tions of its generals, by this time the
pride of the rmian military power
would have. been completely -humbled.
On the whole, Premier Lloyd George
said, the British campaign, had not
achieved the expectations formed, but
he declared there had been military
successes in Palestine which would
have a permanent effect on the his-
tory of the world. Jerusalem, he stat-
ed, never would be restored to the
Turks.

The premier said that the losses in
shipping had been lighter by hun-
dreds of thousands of tons than he
had anticipated in his August esti-
mate,

After referring to the Italian- re-|
verses the premier said it would be
necessary  for Great 'Britain to make{
greater sacrificess .to strengthen its
armies in the coming year. The need
would arise to increase the nation’s
man-power by taking some men now
exempted.

British Food Problem.

The premier's speech was delivergd
when adjournment for the holidays
was moved ‘*n the. house of commons
this afternoon. He dealt first witn
the problem of food. Two circum-
stances, he said, had contributed late-
ly to the gravity of the situation—
the failure to obtain margarine and
buttér from Holland and Denmark,
and the fact that England had been
required to make sacrifices in order
to supply deficiencies of her allies.
Owing to the efforts of the food con-
trolier an improvement was visible in
circumstances which had caused su
much anxiety in the last few dayy.

The! new> German peace offensive; long
forecast, has begun, The kuaiser' ' hds
opened his latest political attack on the
aliies with a specious list of terms sent
out thru a neiutral channel. A ‘stidy ‘of
the program &s publisued is sufficient'to
convince the reader that Germany does
not sincerely want a reel peace, but
mer a division in the ranks of the
allies. The *harsher clauses concern
Great Britain.more than the rest of the
aliies. France comes next. Germany
proposes that Britain should pay an in-
demnity to Germany for the lost African-
colonies,” and that this indemnity should
go to Belgium, - Serbfa, Rumania and
northern France in compensation for the
wrongs that Germany has committed and
falsely has blamed Britain for being the

cause.
* x »

Much that is hidden concerning the
German motives in now offering peace
will come out in the near futitre. The
enemy has shown a weakness in .ocon-
senting to have his projects of freedom
of the seas, disarmament and commerce
submitted to the peace confererice. This
may be the bait to' the German offer.
These subjects do not appeal to the allies
for discussion with an unbeaten foe. As
for . disarmament, it i®» not so splendid
as it seems, As the world knows, Great
Britain depends on naval supremacy for
her existence, A reduction in®the naval
defence would be fraught with great
peril to the safety of the British Em-
pire, if ‘an unscrupulous power like Ger-
many suddenly launched an immense
submarine ottack with submarines con-
structed secretly. It has moreover been
found a comparatively easy task to rdise
a large army after the beginning of a
war, as BEritain did, and this maltes con-*
scription in ‘time of peace of minor im-
poriance. Naval power, however, is a
different matter. It requires many years
to bulld a fleet and to train the crews.
Great Britain could not improvise a
navy after the beginning of a great war
as she has improvised an army.

Germany is also seeking to influence,
the Russians to incline favorably to the
acceptance of a separate peace by draw-
ing the allies into a refusal of her terms,
She is anxiously working for a peacé con-
ference in order to give her agents an
opportunity to sow divisions among the
allies and to set them at loggerheads.
The position of the allies, on the con.
trary, is that they will accept no peace
without victory, For the safety of the
world it is deemed essential that they
should smash the German war machine,
The acceptance of terms at the present
time, it is feit, would leave Germany free
to exploit Russia, and thus would ma-
terially strengthen her power,

The French, taking
advantage of the wintry weather, may
be forming a concentration of troops in
French Lorraine 'as a threat against the
upper Rhine, In grder tq secure them-
selves against this'menace the Germans
have to make a counter-concentration in
Bavaria.’

Ottawa, Dec, 21.—The government
has decided to wote $5,000,000 for the
relief of the Halifax sufferers. This
includes the appropriation ot‘ $1,000,-
000 already made. Announcement of
the governmeént’s intention was. con-
tained in a statament issued by Sir
Robent Borden tonight, which reads:

“Including the million dollars al-
ready appropriated for immediate aid
to those who have suffered from the
recent appalling disaster at Halilax,
the government Intends to make a
total contribution of five million dol-
lars. As the calamity was the resuilt
of . conditions arising out of the war
it is felt that a special duty rests upon
the government ito affond immediate
aid in this large measure.

“The minister of railways, the min-
‘ister of public works, the minister of
navial service and the minister of mili-
tia and defence will visit Halifax im-
mediately @fter Christmas and wiil
confer with the provincial govern-
ment, the civic authorities of Halifax
and Dartmouth and the rellef commit-
tees for the purpose of agreeing upon
arrangements as to the expenditure
and distribution of amount thus ep-
propriated. It is possible thalt a com-
mission may be appointed for - the
urpose.
“So far as assistance from private
sources is concernéd, the minister of
finance has arranged with the Cana-
dian banks that all their branches
thruout Canada will receive contribu-
tions, and Sir Thomas White has un-
dertaken. pending further arrange-
ments, to act as treasurer of the funds
thus received.”

Candidates- for Municipal

A well-attended meeting of “the rate-
payers of the northeast section of ward
six, was held lJast evening in Earlscourt
public school, “North Dufferin street. Dr.
G. W. Meintosh occupled the chair.

H. Cameron, candidate for mayor; Alder-
man Gibbons, Ald. McBrien, First Deputy
Reeve Fred H, Milier, and T. 8.

Controller Cameron in a lengthy ad-
dress, outlined his policy If elected as
mayor, and pointed out that he was an
optimist rather than e pessimist, but that
altho the present was a serious time, it
was nothing to be compared to what it
would be in the .future, and“that a check
would have to be put to civic extrava-
gance. All over the country will face
a serious problem for the ¢onsideration
f all thoughtful-minded men.

Serious Toronto Allments.

“Toronto is suffering from two or three
serious ailments,” said the speaker.
"First, a huge debt and the worse disease
of " all, poor Ilegislation. The man-
aegement of the City of Toronto
is a Dbusiness, and the election
of . councillors from the judgment
of the heart rather than from the head
has been, in a measure, the cause,” said
the controller, who sald that the city, al-
tho well paved, was not well lighted and
lacked proper transpontation facilities.
“If we had had a council of business men

would have looked after the business
of the city in the same manner as they
managed their own affairs, we d not
have a debt of $98,000.000 today,”” he said.
“But we must be fair,”” he continued.
“T'oronto for the past two years has not
had a dolMlar to her credit and because
Toronto was a growing city we pledged
our cred:t.”

“‘Our municipal departments, the man-
agement of which measures up with any
city on the North American continent,
lack co-ordination, and I Blame the sys-
tem and not the mayor, but we must
adopt more  modern methods. Business
administration, and that only, will re-
duce your taxes, which I am sorry to.say
will be struck at a still higher rate next
yeer.

Stewart Lyon Tells of Work

of Construetion and

Medical Units.

ANTIDOTE FOR GAS

New Discovery Saved Lives

of Many Thousands of
the Troops.

For almost an hour in Deer Park Me-
thodist Church last night Stewart Lyon,
former Canadian Press correspofident at
fhe front, and lately returned, helM his
audience spellbound while he told the
story of the boys and their heroic deeds
on the western front,
briefly the history of Germany for the
past 15 years he paid a tribute to the
‘contemptible little army’’ in Britain,
and the earl victox?r of the Canadians
in barring t way/ to Calais.

‘““There are 95,000 Canadians
arms on the western front besides 46,000
doing service in other ways, as doctors,
nurses, and railway construction gangs,”
said Mr. Lyon, and of these and their
great service he told many interesting
stories, describing them as the “unarmed
soldiers”’ to whom were due many of the
triumphs won by the Canadians:

To Dr. McKee of London, who ds-
covered an antidote for gas poisoning,
and his army of nurses and assistants,
he attributed the honor of saving thou-
sands of lives, as in seven hours 27,000
cases of gas poisoning passed thru their
hantds with a death rate of two per
cent,

To the.coal miners of British Columbia

and Nova Scotia he attributed the great
pick and shovel,

COL. MACHIN SEES PREMIER.

Veteran From Kerora Refuses to Be
Interviewed on Conscription.

Col.- H, A. Machin, MI.A, for Kc¢-
nora, was a visitor at the parliament
buildings yesterday, and held a pri-
vale confercnce with Premier Hearst.
Col. Machin, a veteran of.the South:
African war, has seen active service
in the present campaign, and fs now
a member of the military service
courcil at Ottawa, His sorvices
have been requisitioned by the gov-
ernment for the organization for con-
ecription.

He politely and firmly refused te
be interviewed in regard to ‘the
workings cf the Military Service Act,
and would not discuss the question
of conscription as it affects Quebec-
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, The German Peace Proposals.. ;

In the peace terms floatéd out by ggrgnany _yes-
terday as a feeler we have in the ,nrst""lggﬁanoe the
evidence of Germany’s plight; in the second place, a
situation of considerable danger for the allies in the
possibility ‘of others besides the Russians being tempt-
ed ‘from their allegiance to the common cause; and
in the third place, the clearest evidence of the craft
of Germany which® has still to be.countered by the
democratic nations. ; el :

We may feel quite sure that however badly othpr
eountries have suffered, however weakened their forces
may be, however weary of .war and anxious to get
back to peace conditions, Germany has suffered no
less, has .been no less robbed of her strength, is
@o less weary of the war. 'It is the one thing to re-
meémber in a fight that the efforts of ‘one’s opponent
must, have been as trying as one’s own. It is above
all things necessary to be remembered in this fight'
when any opportunity afforded the enemy to recu-
perate will certainly be followed in a few years Py
& greater war than the present., Germany is fully as
exhansted as any of her opponents, and it is only the
whip of the slave driver that urges on her bona-
soldiers to fiace the. armies of the free nations. The
free men, unspurred, ungoaded, may halt the sooner,
but they must not give up the struggle. The nation
that holds out a few weeks the longer is the mation
that wins. No ill-advised counsels of peace should be
listeried to'mnow. The stone has been rolled almost
to the top of the hill. Let us not be stupid enough
to let it roll down again. Sk

Our danger will arise from some weakening in
other lines than our own. Italy miglit be tempted.
The proposals- to. the Balkan kingdoms "are obviously
intended to detdch them from the allied cause. United
we: stand. Should Germany succeed in dividing us;
we.‘might not fall, but we should find it a task to

would attack. The withdrawal of Russia has been
a heavy blow. Another similar one might be deadly.
Fortunately our allies are all Jeyal, and not likel;t»«to
listen to the voice of the tempter.

The craft of the pro'posals is plain enough to thos
who ‘know Germany. = On the face of it they may
sound plausible, but even the Germans themselves are
suspicious of these peace proposals—the Germans, that
is, like the Independent Socialists, who "are atfle to
think. for themselves. The Leipsiger Folkszeitung
has assailed the Rusgian separate peace movement as
‘“‘the greatest danger yet mehalcing German and Eurg-
pean democracy,” and the Bolsheviki are q,enounced
by this newspaper as ‘‘traitors to the Russian revolu-
tion.” --The leaven is at work'in Germany, and these
thinkers will agree in a similar view regarding the
new peace proposals.

A plebiscite for Alsace-Lorraine may sound well,
but if the Germans are to compile the list of voters
what could it mean? The prize the Germans hold,
which they stole from France, is the mines of coal
and iron, without which no war could have been waged
by them. To suppose that the Germans would allow
this prize ito be plebiscited away may please some
pacifists, but is not in accord with common sense. On
the -other hand, France has fought for Alsace-Lorraine
as much as for anything.. The people of these lgsu
provinces are essentially French and wish to return
-to their own flag. Germany’s proposal therefore can-
not be entertained.

The suggestion that Germany paly IIngland Tor the
colonies lost by her in thé war to British arms, ana
that the momey be applied to the restoration of Bel-
gium, Serbia, Rumania and northern France, might
suit Simple Simon, but it would never do for the ‘pie-
man. Valuable and all as the German colonies are
their value would never begin to restoré the ravages
which German savagery has wreaked upon the deso-
lated territories of Belgium, France, Serbia and Ru-
m_a:n'iu. “Their value would not cover the injury done
to one of these countries alone. Nor can Britain be
trapped into a deal for selling the people of any colony
into the cruel hands of German imperialism again.

And why should Britaingpay for the destruction
wrought by Germany? Germany/ has done the evil,
and would escape all payment under the subterfuge of
ﬁying for a cheap bargain and having the seller apply

@ proceeds to liquidate Germany’s debts in full. It
8 the most preposterous proposal of the lot,

Nor is there a word in the ‘peace suggestions about
the freedom and ‘independence of Belgium. We know
that Von Tirpitz insists that Germany retain Belgium.
The new idea is that Britain pay for its restoration
and repair while Germany remains in possession. This
#lso is preposterous.

The proposal that the Russian provinces on the;

Baltic and the Black Sea and bordering on Prussia
be independent “under a German plan’ is no better
tl;nn the suggestion tl):xt Poland be an independent
kingdom under Austrian suzerainty. Much indepen-
dence there would be in either case! German mili-
tary officers would attend to the independence.

Turkey is to remain intact, according to the Ger-
man intentions. The corridor to the Persian Gulf is
to be protected by German and Austrian suzerainties;
and Tuarkey intact will continue to be the plague spot
of Europe, massacring despot of her weaker neigh-
bors at the behest of Germany, and perpetual menace
to the Arabs, the Egyptians, Armenians and all the
dwellers in Mesopotamia. There is nothing in this
to satisfy the blood that cries to heaven for vengeance
from every corner of these lands.

The disarmament of the nations and the freedom
of the seas and the politics of commerce are to be left
to a peace conference; where Germany would have all
Ber agents busy setiing the twenty-one nations, her
foes, by the ears..

Canon Gould’s eloquent address at the Empire
Club yesterday brought out once more the immense
importance to the. British Empire of the 'Arab and
‘Moslem influence in the east. He laid igreat stress
on the fact that the three holy places of three great
religions were now under the control of Britain or
her allies. - Sinai, on the Sinai Peninsula, was sacred
to the Jews. Mecca, the sacred city of the Mahomet-
ans, was-in the hands of our Arab allies.  Jerusalem,
the sacred city of the Christidns, second only to Mecca
in the hearts of the Moslems and more sacred to them
than Medina, was now also under the British flag. :
The reason for the loyalty of the Arabs and ‘the
‘Moslems to Britain dates b#ck to 1824, when the
British navy suppressed piracy in the Red Sea and the
eastern seas generally, and made a_ treaty with the
Arabs of perpetual amity. That treaty has been'-re-
ligiously observed; and it accounts for the fact that
King George has 80,000,000 Moslems under his
sceptre) 60,000,000 of them in India, not one of whom,
Canon Gould was assured, had been charged with dis-
affection or.disloyafty. ;

This treaty was at the basis of the Pan-Arabian
movement, as distinguished from the Pan-Turanian or
Pan-Turkish. The latter was, Teutonic and t’he former
British in its sympathies. When General Townshend
was surroundeg at Kut-el-Amara and forced to sur-
render it was ‘the Pan-Arabian movement that kept the
whole Arab world from rising and sweepirm‘the Britigh
into the sea, as the Germans expected they would.
It had become a proverb and finally an oath in the
east to swear by the faith of a Briton. “By the word
of a Britisher what I say is true.” is the most binding
affirmation an Arab can utter.

FISH CATCH LESS;
PRICES DOUBLED
WA \
Huge Increase Noted -Com-
pared 'With Those of
Pre-War Days. |
—

Ottawa, Dec. 20.—The total catch of
seafish in the.whole of Canada during
the month of November realized a value
of $2,145,240 at the pPoint of landing, ac-
cording to a statement, issued by the de-
partment of the naval service today. In
November last year the total catch was
valued at $1,074,398. The great increase
in the value of the catch is largely ac-
counted for by the fact that prices paid
to fishermen this ¢year are much higher
than they were last year. A compari-
son &f the price paid for two staple
fishes, cod and haddock, now and in'No-
vember of pre<war year, 1913, shows an
increase of 85 per cent. for cod and 115
per cent, for haddock. .

On the’ Atlantic coast fishing was car-
ried on during November under rather
unfavorable weather conditions, and as
a consequence the quantity landed was

barely equal to that of a year ago. The
total catch of cod, haddock, hake and

ber amounted to 100,564 cwt., which is
5400 cwt. less than for November, 1916,
but almost 18,000 cwt. greater than for
November, 1915, The total value of all
fish at the point of landing in Nova
Scotia  during Novembber - this year
amounted to $415,107, as compared with
$295,072 in November last year. Prices
paid to fishermen were 30 per cent. high-
er for cod and 36 per cent, higher for
haddock this year than last,

The sardine fishery in the Bay of
Fundy resulted in a catch of 23,9656 bar-
rels, against 22,685 barrels for November
ast year. The lobster catch in Char-
lotte and@ St. John Counties, N.B.,
amounted to 1080 cwt., as compared with
1726 cwt. in last year. The smelt fish-
eries in the Gulf of St. Lawrence pro-
duced 2598 cwt., in November of this
year, while last year in the same momnth
3510 cwt. were taken.

On the Pacific coast weather conditions
generally were not very favorable. Fall
salmon fishing during November resuilted
in-a catch of /168,404 cwit., against 96,079
cwt. for the same period last year, while
the herring catches for the month
amounted to £9,247 cwt., as compared
with 71,374 cwt. A The quantity of hali-
but landed was {3,080 cwt., more than
2009 cwt. less than a ‘year ago.

DOMINION'S TRADE

 MAKES BIC GAINS|

Tremendous .Tot’al Attaineﬂ
in Eight Months of
\‘-F’"iscal Year.

Ottawa, Dec. 20.—A big increase in
the trade of the Dominion is shown in
the trade statement for November issued
today by the department of customs.
For the eight months of the fiscal year,
which closed Nov. 30, Canada’s trade
reached the tremwendous total of $1,855,-
157,821. During the eight months’ period
of 1916 the total aggregate trade of the
Dominion was to the value of $1,499,255,-
942, PFor the month of December alone
the import and exgort trade of the Do-
minion reached $268,541,563. For Nos;
vember last year it was avproxlmatel{f
$82,000,000 less, being to the wvalué of
$186,056,381. ; :

During .the eight months’ period this
yvear dutiable goods were imported worth
+390,356,367. 'Lédst year the goods upon
which duty was paid aggregated $292,-
613,952. Free goods were brought into
the country to the value of $510,453,-
202, as compared with $242,230,334. The
total import trade amounted to $700,010,-
138, as against $539,852,286. These fi-
gures are }xd e of n and bullion,
Thé amoutt of duty collected for the
eight months was $114,936,024, an increase
of approximately twenty million dollars
over last year.'s figures.

Exports of domestic goods alsg show a
remarkable increase for the eight months.

A Petrograd despatch dated 1last
Friday said that Bolsheviki units at
Kiev, the capital of the Ukraine, had
been disarmed by the Ukrainians and
sent to their homes. Bolsheviki troops,
according to a despatch received in
London on December 17, attacked an
arsenal in Odessa where the Ukrain-
ian Rada was assembled. Ukrainian
troops were summoned, and after
street fighting the Maximalists were
defeated. The same despatch report-
ed that a majority of the sailors of
the Black Sea fleet had gone over to
the Ukrainians.

The Ukraine, which means a fron-
tier, is part of the old kingdom: of
Poland. It is. made up of parts of
the Governmehts of Poltava, Kiev,
Podolia, Kharkov, Ekateridoslav and
Kherson. These governments have a
combined area of about 120,000 square
nmiiles"and a population of about 23.-

Not Seeking Conquest.

Great Britain did not enter the war,

the premier asserted, to increase by
a yard the.ferritory of any one else,
but because of the belief that Britain’s
honor, the question of standing by her
ward, was involved,
- The advent, of 'America into the
world’s politics, the premier declared,
was an event which would loom large
in the future. This was true also of
the establishment of the international
council at Versailles. .

As for the disposition of the _Ger-
man colonies, the premier said, that
must be settled by the peace congress.
The future trustees of those countries
must take into account the sentiments
of the people themselves, - \

The premier told his bearers that a
league of nations in which Germany
was represented by triumphant mili-
tarism would be a hollow farce'

The next few months, said Mr. Lloya
George, would ke most trylng ones,
as-'one great power had gone out and
another had not fully come in.

Further Obligations.

The necessity of sending troops to
Italy and the Russian armistice had
increased the anxieties of the allies
and -cast further obligations on them.

“It- is therefore absolutely neces-
sary,” said the premier, . “for the se-
curity of our armies and our coun-
try, and for the defence of. our allies,
that this country should make greater
sacrifices in order to strengthen the
armies in the field during the coming
year.”

The pledges

given to labor in 1916
regarding men

exempted, he added,
have to be altered or
canceled; and Sir Erie Geddes,
minister of naval service, had called
2 conference for next week to con-
sider the matter. Anothet circum-
stance which impelled the government
to make a further demand upon the
man-power of the country:was that
undér present conditions they had
been forced to' send men back to the
fighting -line who had been repeatedly
wounded.

Enemy Faces Difficuities,

“But we must not imagine that the
enemy has not had his difficulties,”
he said, “We had Proof of that the
other day when facts were given to
us as to the deteriorated physical
quality of the German workers as a

result of the blockade Imposed by the
British navy. They have so deterior-
ated that the output of Germany has
gone down something like 30" per
cent, : :

‘#What are the prospects?’ asked
the premier. “France’s losses no
doubt, have teen, serious. Despite the
reverses which Italy has endured their
losses are not to be compared with
those of Austria and despite the loss-
es inflicted upon us, the permanent

loss to the British army is not more’

than one-fourth or one-fifth the per-
manent losses dured by the Ger-
mans. . If we take the reserve man-
power of the nations allied against
Germany it will be found to be more
than twice as great as that of Ger-
many and her allies.”

Since Russia had entered into sép-
arate peace megotiations, Mr. ILiloyv:
Georze declaved, fhe must Dbe re-
sgponsible for the protection of her
own territory, and that also disposed
of any question there Was about Con-
stantinople. B

Seek No Conquests.

* He continued: “We have conquered
ne cointry where the population be-
longed to the governing race. Wr
have not acquired a single yard o¢
territcry: where there is a German
Povulation. ‘With regard to the cap-
tured German colonies,  the ' ipeace
tonference must gettie about them on
the principle of respecting the de-
tires of the people of those colonieyr
themselves. 'We have laid that dowr
and we stand by it.

“‘We~did not emter the war to an
nex a single yvard of anybody's terri
tory. We entered the war fbecauss
we believed that the honor of Britain
wAas imvolved in' standing by her
word.” |

The premier declared that the war
was fdcreed upon the.

“Until that temper is broken, there
Can never be peace in the world. That
is why we said—whether it was Pre-

;sident Wilson, or Mr. Asquith—that

victory was essential. It was not be-
case it satisfied some low ‘vindicitive
sense in the human nature merely to
punish, but because we realized that
victory was the only thing that could
give reality to ‘Peace terms. A league
of nations, in Which Germany was
represented by a military caste tri-
umphant, would" ' 'be ‘a hollow farce.
The people of €Germany must be
he@rd. That=is why victory itself is
more important than mere terms.

 “Victory alorie will give reality. to
terms, and that is also the reason why
the government, after mature reflec-
tion, / decided to ask to be equipped

‘with greater powers to enable us to

increase the means we needed.”

Former Premier Asquith. following
Premier Lloyd George, said the prim-
ary need at this moment was ships,
for which the new construction must
be supplied by Great Britain and the
United States. Evervthing turned 'on
transport, he pointed out, and in every
discussion on man-power that must
be the dominating! facter.

Three lawyers addressed:the juty in be-
half of the defendants. All attacked the
trustworthiness of several of the govern-
ment's witnesses, among whom were
Charles Respa, and Willlam Leffler, serv-
ing prison sentences for alleged participa-
tion in dynemite plots; and William Jar-
osch, under indictment .on a simiiar
charge, but not on trial. ' The fact that
Carl Schmidt, one of the defendants, was
in prison at the time the acts charged in
the indictments are alleged to have been
committed, also Wwas emphasized.

8. P. Bradley, speaking for Kaltschmidt,
declared the  indictments against him
“strained the law at every point.”” One
of the charges is that Kaltschmidt set up
in the United States a military expedition
against Canada. Bradley declared the
evidence showed that only two men had
been sent into Canada by Kaltschmidt.

“We do not claim a crime has not been
committed,” he said, ‘“but we do claim
these defendants have not commisted the
crim* charged in the indictment.”
