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IN making the Third Annual Report of their proceedings, the
Nucara District CormnrTee oF THE SocETy ror Promorine Crgis-
TiAN KNowLEDGE, are most happy to state that their labours during
the past year have been as successful as could have been expected ;
and now, that a large supply of books has been received from the
Parent Society, they hope, with the assistance of the Divine Bles-
sing on their humble exertions, to follow up the design of this ex-
cellent Institution, with increased activity and success.

During the winter, the sum of £190 sterling was remitted to the

Parent Society, which, with the sum of £50 sent in 1827, has near-
ly paid for the large supply of Books received in the summer of
that year : the Committee, therefore, felt themselves warranted in
ordering another supply on a still more extended scale, a Catalogue
of which is annexed to this Report, embracing, it is hoped, the most
important publications of the P. 8. which are likely to be required
in this Country. The prices to Members, however, will be found
rather higher than formerly, in consequence of the regulation of the
Parent Society, adverted to in the Report of last year, by which
Foreign Committees are charged the full cost prices of the Books
fornished to them, a departure from which regulation, on account
of any individual Committee, has not been thought expedient, as
aone ofthe Foreign Committees are now required to contribute to
the funds of the Parent Soeiety in any way, which it appears from
their lust Report, sustained a loss of upwards £20.000 during the
preceding year, by the expense of reducing the prices to members
in England, (who all pay an annual subscription of one Guinea,)
together with the amount of gratuitous distributions of Books to
Foreign Commigtees : so that the revenues of this Institution, though
amounting to upwards of £68,000, are barely sufficient to meet the
demands made upon them ; and consequently, it is even apprehend-
ed that, unless the subscriptions and benefactions at home increase,
it will become necessary to raise the prices of Books to Members
in England, or to limit the quantity which they are at present allow-,
ed to purchase.
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taken to supply with Books, should render it necessary to ask as-

sistance, it will be readily granted to us, in aid of this most im-
portant work.

In these Provinces the several District Committees appear to be
carrying on the objects, for v-hich they were established, with ener-
8y and success. In this Dist ict, the circulation of the publications
of the Society has been its rore immediate care, and this Com-
mittee are much pleased to state that they have not been disappoint-
ed in the advantages which they anticipated from the formation of
small Depositories in various parts of the District, under the super-
intendance of the Vice-Presidents, which have been a great conve-
nience to the people residing in their neighbourhood.

In addition to those mentioned in the Report of last year, a De-
pository has been established at Waterloo, under the direction of
the Rev. J. Anderson ; and as there is now such an ample supply
of Books on hand, it is confidently hoped that by the exertions of

the Vice-Presidents in other parts of the District, these Depositories
will become more general.

Books have been supplied to the following Clergymen : The Rev.
Cieorge Archbold at Woodhouse, Rev. William Macaulay at
Hallowell, Rev. J. Robertson at Edwardsburg, Rev. Alex
ander M‘Intosh at St. Thomas, Rev. John Wenham at Brock-
ville, Rev. G. R. Grout at Grimsby, and Rev. Ralph Leeming
at Ancaster, for the use of their respective congregations.

Small donations of Books have likewise been given to such Sun-
day Schools as have applied for them ; and 8 number have also
been sent so far as Penetanguishene, on Lake Huron, and distri-
buted gratis along the road leading to that distant settlement, by
the authority of the Lord Bishop.

On examining the account of sales, it is truly gratifying to ob-
serve, that several individuals and families, in every part of the
District, have been supplied with Books from hence. Thus afford-
ing a most satisfactory proof, that the objects of this Society have,
in many instances, been fully accomplished; which will also be
shewn, more particularly, by the following statement of Books is-
sued from the Depository during the past year ;—

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turning thanks to the Treasurer, for his laudable attention to the
interests of the Society, as well as to Mr. W. D. Miller, who still
continues to keep the Depository with his usual care. The trouble
of both these offices is necessarily much increased by the Commit
tee’s augmented success, which, however, has served on their part,
as a stimulus to greater exertions.

It is still a source of regret to this Committee, that the low state
of the funds prevents them issuing many books gratuitously ; yet
they have the satisfaction to state, that no application, when pro-
perly recommended, has, during the past year, been made to them
in vain : but, nevertheless, it behoves every friend of this Institution
te exert himself to procure additional subseribers, and to offer up
his prayers daily to the Throne of Grace for increasing success.—
And, as regards the Sunday Schools particularly, the Committee
beg leave, most earnestly, to call upon all persons concerned, to
feave ne means untried to form thiese important Seminaries in every
part of the District, where necessary . in order that Christian
Knowledge, the most important of all acquirements, may be promo-
ted more and more, and that the rising generaticr. of these highly
favored Colonies may hereafter have reason to look back, with
gratitade, on the exertions of those, who have been instrumental in
training them up, when young, in the paths of true religion and vir-
tue, the only sources of peace of mind here, or happiness hereafter,
And that the Members of this Institution may be the more in-
duced to exert themselves, they have only to remember that the ac-
tive Christian has the assurance of the Divine Blessing on all his
works of faith and labours of love, as well as the animating prospect
of being received into the Kingdom of our Blessed Kedeemer,
with this most gracious and approving invitation—* Well done
thou good and faithful servant, enter thou into the joy of thy Lord.”
