ORDINATION.

1. Do you believe the Scriptures of the Old
and New Testament to be the Word of God, and
the only rule of faith and manners?

2. Do yousincerely own and believe the whole
doetrine contained in the Confession of Faith,
approved by the General Assembly of the Church
of Scotland, in the year 1647, to be founded upon
the word of God: and do you acknowledge the
same as the confession of your faith; and will
you firmly and constantly adhere thereto, and to
the utmost of your power assert, maintain, and
defend the same, and the purity of worship as
presently practised in this Church.

3. Do you disown all Popish, Arian, Socinian,
Arminian, Erastian, and other doctrinds, tenets,
and opinions whatsoever, contrary to or inconsis-
tent with tho aforesaid Confession of Faith?

4. Believing, as you declare, that the Lord
Josus, as King and head of the Church, hath
therein appointed a government in the hand of
the Church officers distinet from the civil magis-
trate, are you resolved to maintain, and that, at
all hazards, that in the administration of spiritual
things, the church is bound to act ministerially
under Christ her head, as responsible in such ad-
ministrations to him alone ; while, in all things
secular and civil, her officers and members are
subject to the laws and rules that govern civil
society ?

5. Are you persuaded that the Presbyterian
government and discipline of this church are
founded upon the Word of God, and agreeable
thereto, and do you promise to submit to the said
