The west­
ern American box apple crop will 
amount to only sixty-five to seventy-five 
per cent, of last year’s crop, making the 
shipments about 4,000 cars short. Cali­
fornia has a light crop of Yellow New­
town, of which variety she annually 
ships a considerable quantity. British 
Columbia will produce sixty-five per 
cent, of last year’s crop.”
