As the members gathered a persistent 
report was circulated in the lobbies that 
Field Marshall Sir John French, chief 
of the general staff of the army, and 
Lieut. General Sir J. S. Ewart, adjutant 
general, had resigned rather than accept 
the mandate of Asquith that the army 
must obey the government’s orders un­
conditionally. The war office refused to 
deny or affirm the reports of the resig­
nations, but they were generally accept­
ed as true and formed the basis of in­
terpellations directed at the government 
by Unionist members.

THE PLUMBING BILL.No Blame Fixed For Two Deaths 
y But Jurprs Make Many Sug­

gestions For Hotels and Public 
Buildings

To the Editor of The Times:
Sir,—Permit me a small space in your 

valuable paper. Qn seeing an item in 
The Times concerning a bill which the 
Board of Health have put before the

After several hours of deliberation, the 
jury empanelled by Coroner Roberta to 
inquire into the deaths of J. Alfred 
Johnston and Jude LeBlsnc in the Grand 
Union Hotel fire about a month ago, re­
turned a verdict last night about 10.45 
o’clock. The verdict was a lengthy one 
and included many recommendations. It 
was as follows :

“We, the jury empanelled to inquire 
into the deaths of Alfred Johnston and 
Jude LeBlanc, which occurred in the 
-Grand Union Hotel in the city of St. 
John on the evening of Feb. 24, between 
the hours of 9.50 and 10.55 p. m., after re­
viewing the evidence submitted by dif­
ferent witnesses, come to the following 
conclusions :

“That after a careful study of the evi­
dence and an examination of the building 
in which the fire occurred, your jury is 
unable to decide the origin of said fire.

“In our opinion the boy, Alfred John­
ston, came to his death by suffocation 
by sleeping in his room at Grand Union 
Hotel.

“We believe that Jude LeBlanc came 
to his death as the result of the inhala­
tion of fire together with the fact that 
he had a weak heart as testified to by 
witnesses.

“From the evidence submitted we feel 
that under the conditions existing at the 
time of the fire in the fifth story of the 
Grand Union Hotel, all reasonable ef­
forts were put forth to effect the saving 
of both lives.

“We beg to submit the following rec­
ommendations: ,

1. That the stairway on the western 
end of the said hotel should be continued 
to the hallway of the top flat.

2. That as the present top balcony on 
the fire escape facing in Pond street is 
defective, a new top balcony should be 
erected level with the windows of the 
upper story, and a ladder continued to 
the ground.

8. That the law requiring free access 
to fire escapes through hallways should 
be strictiy enforced.

4. That a suitable fire escape leading 
to the roof be erected in light shaft on 
the south side of said building.

“Your jury makes the following rec­
ommendations as to all public buildings, 
hotels, etc.:

1. That all buildings be equipped with 
a sufficient number of standard and sol­
idly placed fire escapes so arranged that 
they can be easily and quickly reached.,

2. That the laws requiring free access 
to fire escapes through hallways be 
strictly enforced.

7. We would recommend that the law 
referring to the placing of cards re­
lating to fire escapes be enforced, and 
that all hotels have placed in each room 
a chart containing a plan of flat with 
exits painted in red.

SHALL FACTORIES.
The following paragraph from the 

American Lumberman on the subject 
of small factories Is worthy of consider­
ation by the business men of provincial 
towns:

“Many leading economists and public­
ists lately have declared that within the 
next decade one of the most striking de­
velopments in commercial affairs will be 
the establishing of moderate sited fac­
tories in the smaller towns of the coun­
try. In fact, this has been a very prom­
inent feature during the last ten years. 
There are doubtless throughout the 
United States hundreds, perhaps thous­
ands, of small communities that have 
the resources, the markets and other 
facilities for supporting small factories.

The coroner’s jury in the affair of 

the Grand Union Hotel fire recommends 
that all such buildings be equipped with 
fire escapes solidly placed and easily 
and quickly reached, and that all fire 
escapes be of a standard design and in­
spected at least once a year. Useful re­
commendations concerning the safety of 
buildings are frequently made and too 
frequently forgotten. Coroner Roberts, 
in the course of his address, very prop­
erly protested against a system under 
Which a man’s official head is unsafe if 
he insists upon the enforcement of the 
law. He would have matters relating 
to public safety taken out of politics 
and the laws rigidly enforced. There

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Paris, March 26—Legalized gambling 
in France has increased so enormously 
that the government has decided it 
ought to get a greater share of the pro­
fits. Under an act passed in 1907 the 
state has been getting 18 per cent, of 
the gross receipts.- A parliamentary com­
mission has brought in a recommenda­
tion that from the gross incomes of 
gambling casinos the state should have 
three per cent, on incomes less than $2,- 
000 up to 48 per cent, on incomes ex­
ceeding 31,000,000, according to a grad­
uated scale.

One hundred and thirty-three casiqos 
were authorized by the ministry of the 
interior last reason to have baccarat, the 
mechanical racing horses, whist, bridge, 
besiques, écarts and piquet. The official 
figures before the commission show that 
the casinos in France at summer resorts 
and springs took in about 110,000,000 
profit during a single season.

Public gambling revenues, according 
to the official figures, have increased 
about fourfold since 1907. These figures 
do not Include 4,600 dubs in France, 
where gambling is allowed and for which 
the state also takes a percentage of the 
profits, nor the pari-mutuel machines 
at race courses, which last season took 
bets of about $80,000,000.

system which cleans the mall pouches 
of dust The pouches are passed through 
rotary slides to a belt conveyor, the 
travel of each pouch being controlled 
from the working room by means of a 
conveyor which travels at the rate of 
280 feet a minute, carrying the heaviest 
mall bag from the working room to the 
train in thirty seconds. There are five 
of these conveyors extending from the 
basement floor to about thirty feet over 
the tracks of the Pennsylvania trains.

Incoming mall is taken from the trains 
by hand and dumped into hoppers which 
convey it to the belt subway under the 
train platform. Tf* bag is pushed on 
the belt by a piston or pneumatic ram, 
so timed with relation to other rams 
that no pouch is displaced by andther 
as It travels along. The bags are car­
ried along to one of the platforms re­
served for mail, and there slide up on 
a clever mechanical device called 
automatic tilting tray. This tilts them 
into a bucket which carries them to the 
basement floor at the rate of twenty 
buckets a minute.

The floor of the main corridor, run­
ning toe entire length of the building, is 
paved with pink marble, broken with 
circles of different colored marble. The 
ceiling is plastered in sections of twen­
ty-eight feet each ,and in each section 
is inlaid the seal of one of the nations 
in the postal union. There are ten seals.

At toe back of the public windows 
is the expensive workroom, said to be 
the largest in the country, 205 feet long 
and 160 feet wide, with not a column to 
break the space except around the edge. 
Three spans, each comprising two open 
girders enclosed in plaster, however, 
cross the room from north to south. 
These spans, however, are far more 
than they appear to the naked eye. For 
years the government has found it nec­
essary to have an inspection system to 
safeguard its business against dishonest 
employes. The white spans that arch 
over the big workroom were designed to 
contain galleries large enough to permit 
inspectors to move about in them com­
fortably. Through shutters in the side 
of each span, which look like vents, and 
through peep-holes in the floor of the 
galleries, the postal inspectors can easily 
look down upon all employes in the place 
as well as on the pubUc, remaining 
themselves unseen the while.

DANGEROUS CURRENTS
APPROACHING HALIFAX

(Halifax Bd»)
The inquiry into the wreck of the 

steamer City of Sydney was conduded 
yesterday afternoon.
