Mexico, April 15—Mexican bandits who

at Mrs. R, A. Auld, a Canadian, on the
. Jes of her feet in order to make her
divulge the hiding place of her jewels on
Thursday night while she was a passemger
on a train near Silao, seemingly have cook-
ed: up a large measure of trouble for the
Madero government.

When the incident became known here
the foreign colony held an indignation
meeting and petitioned the British min-
ister to investigate and, if the facts are
found ag reported, to make vigorous repre-

* sentations to the Mexican government.
The minister has made no statément.

According to the story of ome of the
passengers, Mrs. Auld, who was accompan-
ied by her husband, hid her jewels and
refused to give them up. . The bandits
threw her on the floor, seized her feet and
beat a painful tattoo on the soles of her
feet. ,Whether or not this treatment re-
sulted in the delivery of the jewels is not
known. The woman, however, was high-
Iy indignant, deeply humiliated and pain-
fully injured.

The bandits stopped the train by remov-
ing a couple of rails and then fired imto
the coaches, wounding a number of pas-
sengers, reports say six, one of -whom, an
American named Kane, afterwards died.

{ The bandits, it is said, demanded a large
stm of money from Kane, and when he
deelared 'his inability to produce it, shot
him in the month. .

TRIBUTE TO KING EDWARD

. IN QUTLINE OF FRENCH

France for Peace and Progress,
But Must Keep up Armament
for Protection of Self

Cannes, April 15—France’s attitude 'in
regard to world politics was .outlined by
Premier Poincare in the course of ‘an elo-
quent tribute which he paid at the dedica-
tion of »the statue of 'King ‘Edward VIL,
which was unveiled here yesterday.  The
French premier lauded ‘King Edward as
the maker of the triple understanding of
Great Britain, France and Russia, saying
that he was a laborer for the world’s peace
and civilization and - for the progress of
humanity. 7 .

Speaking as to ‘the future, M. Poincare
declared that France would steadfastly ad-
here to the policy of peace which King
Edward had laid down in the understand-
ing of the three countries, He tontinned:
“France will neither attack mnor provoke,
but in order to be convinced that she her-
self will be neither attacked nor provok-
ed, she must have land and sea forces cap-
able of commanding respect for her honor
and insuring the defence of her interests.
It is by our own resources of men and
money and by our naval and military pow-
er that we will primarily safeguard our
rights and dignity.”

This sense of gecurity, he concluded,
would be fortified by the sympathy and
support of France's friends and allies.

REAL ESTATE MEN
MAY SEEK CHAMGE

A difficulty which has arisen in connec-
tion with the investment of outside money
in real estate in this city is the’require-
{ment that all companies incorporated out-
side of the province must pay a business
license before they can record the purchase
or sale of property. The tax amounts to
$50 for companies with capital of less
than $100,000 and $100 for' larger concerus.
While not a big matter for companies
which are doing business here it adds
a fairly heavy charge if their only business
is the investment in one or twe propérties
and it is a charge that would have to be
met every year. Apart from the amount
of money involved it has been objected to
as an indication of the treatment which
outside corporations might expect in. the
province and it is said that on this ac-
count several deals which might have been
put through have been held up.

This provincial tax was brought to the
attention of Norton Griffiths & Co. when
they purchased a property here and they
are among the most recent of those who
will have to pay it. In their case they
would have to pay anyway on account of
doing business in the province but in other
cases it is regarded by some as more unfair
to 'the investors. The matter has been
engaging the attention of some of the real
estate men and lawyers and it is possible
that a move may be made to have the
legislation amended.

Mainy Icebergs

The presence of an unusually large num-
ber of ice bergs in the path of ttans-At-
lantic liners was indicated by. wireless
last week. Twelve hours before .the news
of the Titanic accident arrived, the serious
menace of the' iceburgs -was pointed out
by the arrival of the Cunard line steamer
Carmania which reported having dodged
twenty-five bergs, some of them more than
250 feet high. The Carmania reported
that the French steamship Niagara had
had a worse experience, having burmped
into two small bergs which punched holes
in her hull. The Niagara had this ex-
perience on Thursday, and unless she had
greatly reduced speed, she should reach
port some time today. The Titanic un-
doubtedly ran into this same ice bank.

Wholesalers Report Market  Strong In

Local wholesale grocers report the pro-
vision market at present strong, with a
tendency to higher prices in many staple
lines, the advance not being confined to
one particular line of foodstuffs. Mani-
toba flour went up ten cents this morning
and a corresponding increase may follow
in Ontario patents.

Moore at the Every Day Club last even-
iflg, where before a large audience, that
listened with - almost breathless .interest,
he spoke in plain words upon the liquor
traffic and the social evil. Several times
in the course of his address the people
showed their approval by applauding his
remarks. :
_After giving out of his own experience
some very striking instances of the effect
of the drink habit upon both' men and
women, he denounced the traffic ‘and sug-
vested that the people of New Brunswick
’p.nd the premier a postal card shower;
_¢alling for prohibition, and send 80 many
¢hat he would be convinced they would be
content with nothing less. -

Continuing, Dr. Moore said that the
liguor traffic was linked up with the social
evil and with gambling, and if it were
destroyed they also would be greatly les-
sened. Referring to the World’s Purity
Federation, he told of its beginning in the
United States in 1900, and how it grew
and spread until now it is world-embrac-
ing, and he gave also an interesting sketch
of the distinguished touring party mow in
8t. John under its auspices.

“There are,” said Dr. Moore, “85,000
women on this continent living a life of
ghame. Their average of life is five years,
but the ranks are continually necruited
from homes of purity, and largely through
the agency of the white slave traffic. If
there are that many fallen women, how
many fallen' men?”

Dr. Moore declareq that the shame of
the men was as great as that of the wo-
men, and no distinetion should be made.
Speaking directly to parents, he urged
“"them not to permit their children to grow
up in ignorance of the laws of life. His
points were illustrated by facts that had
come to his knowledge. Referring to the
city of Chicago, he said it was estimated
by a committee that had investigated the
question that $20,000,000 per year was
spent on the social evil in that city. -

Dr. Moore paid a warm tribute to the
Every Day Club and the work it sought
to do, and declared there was need of such
clubs in .every town and village.

Noble Tillers of the Soil in
Ontario — A Suit Won
But Probably Regretted—
Ruling Social Affairs

Two or three months ago I mentioned in
these letters that Lord Hyde, the son
and heir of the Earl of Clarendon, had
decided to make his principal home in
Canada. Hg arrived in New York last
week, on the steamship Olympic, with his
wife and two little children, intending,
after a few days stay in the metropolis,
to go out to their. farm of 207 .acres in
Pickering, twenty miles from Toronto.

Lady Hyde was born in 1886, the daugh-
ter of Herbert Haldane Somers of the
Coldstream Guards; and is a sister-of the
present and sixth Baron Somers. Lord
and Lady Hyde have two children, George
Herbery, Arthur, Edward Hyde, who is
nearly six years old, and Nina Joan,
Edith, Virginia, just turned three.

Lady Hyde speaks very enthusiastical-
ly of her intended life in Canada, as a
farmer’s wife, doing her own house clean-
ing, cooking, washing and ironing, while
her husband labors in the fields and gains
the necessary experience and agricultural
gkill to enable him’to advantageously-in-
crease his holdings in Canada.

But they do not intend to spend all’

their time in Canada. They contemplate
going back to England in the winter and
putting their little boy to school there, The
present Lord Claréndon, to whose title
Lord Hyde is the next heir, is a man of
about sixty-six, who two years ago mar-
ried the rich widow of the Hon. Edward
Burke; and has two country places in
England; one of the ruined castle of Ken:-
worth; and -the other gituated at Wat-
ford, not far from London. An Aunt of
Lord Hyde was the wife of that Lord
Stanley of Preston who was Governor
General of Canada, and who diegd .as six-
teenth Earl of Derby.

Now May Be Sorry he Sued

Count Henri de Bearn, who is some-
times erroneously styled ‘Prince” de
Bearn, and who is at present secretary
of the French legation in Pekin, must
now regret that he sued the trust formed
at the time of his marriage by his wife’s
father, Ross Winans of Baltimore, and by
former Mayor Latrobe, for the benefit
of himself, his wife, and any children to
be born of the marriage, the money being
most advantageously investéd “in Mary-
land property. The couple had two chil-
dren, a girl, now six, and a boy of five.

Mme. de Bearn died in St. Petersburg,
a few days after giving birth to her boy.
It was foundthat she had ‘left a will be-
queathing everything that belonged to her
t6 her husband. With this will ‘of his
wife, de Bearn endeavored to obtain pos-
gession of all her estate, but encountered
opposition - on the part of his father-in-
law, and Ferdinand Latrobe, as trustees
of 'Mme. de Bearn. Legal proceedings
ensued, and were compromised by the trus-
tees according to de Bearn about ome
third. of -his wife’s estate, the remainder
being held by the trustees in trust for
his ‘children. ' S

Subsequently de Bearn was advised that
he had been under no valid legal compul-
sion to renounce his rights to the remain-
ing two-thirds of his wife’s trust te.
So he began euit against his fat r-in-
law and Ferdinand Latrobe, winning the
day, and terribly embittering Ross Win-
ans’ which was foolish. TFor Ross Win-
ans possesses a fortune estimated at some
$30,000,000, and up to the time of his
daughter’s death thought very highly of
his son-in-law, who watld doubtless have
benefitted extensively under his will.

As soon as his' numerous French credi-
tors heard that de Bearn had at length
been awarded entire possession of the
trust fund that had been formed for his
wife at the time of her marriage, they
commenced proceeding to recover the
amount of their bills and, having obtain-
ed judgment against him, are now attach-
ing all his property in Maryland, which he
left jnvested there, on account of the ex-
cellence of the securities. Had he allow-
ed the entire estate to remain.in trust,
it would have been secure from his cred-
itors, and he would not have alienated the
good will and even affection of his multi-
mililonaire Baltimore father-in-law.

Count Henri de. Bearn, as I have on
several occasions pointed out in these let-
ters, especially when he was attached to
the French embassy here, is not a French
prince, and hag no right to style himself
“Prince” de Bearn. His princely title is
that of Prince de Challais, and it comes
to him by patent from the King of Spain
by resson of the fact that his mother,
Cecil de Talleyrand-Perigord, was Spanish
Princess de Challais in her own right. Nor
has he received any sanction of the
French government to use the title of
Prince de Challais, much less & that of
Prince de Bearh, in France. His only
French title is that of comte, and it dates
from the time of the first Napoleon. His
patronymie is de Galard, and he is a de
Bearn only on the distaff side.

The Last Word in Society

Few foreigners save those who have
lived in Sweden, are aware that Stock-
holm possesses an organization akin to the
old time Patriarchs of New York, to the
Assembly at Philadelphia, and to the Al-
mack’s of eighty and a hundred years ago
in London, which rules society and which
determines just who shall belong to the
world of fashion and who is to be exclud-
ed therefrom. Founded 250 years ago by
the eccentric Queen Christine, daughter
of King Gustavus Adolphus of the Thirty
Years War, it bears, at her instance, the
name of the Amaranth, that imaginary
flower which is supposed never to fade,
and which Milton in “Paradise Lost” re-
fers to as “immortal amaranth,” and as
having been removed from Paradise to
Heaven on account of man’s sin, and
which Longfellow describes as the unfad-
ing flower of immortality.

The society has flourished without inter-
ruption ever since it came into existence.
Jts powers mnever wane. It is a power
which in social matters is superior to that
of royalty, since there are a number of

Mr. W. Burton Stewart believes that
St. John is the natural location for great
steel works, inclulling a steel ship-building
plant. Mr. D. McNicoll says that St. John
is the patural winter gateway of all Can-
‘ada. He adds that facilities cannot be
provided fast enough to meet the demands
of growing traffic at this port, and as evi-
dence of ‘the truth of his remarks points
out that the Canadian Pacific could bring
twice as much business here at the present
time if it could be handled. It is state-
mehts of this kind by men like Mr. Stew-
art, Mr. Norton Griffiths, Mr. McNieoll,
Mr. Oharles M. Hays, and others who
aré authorities on transportation that
justify the citizens in believing there is &
great future in store for 8t. Jobm.

It ié worth while to set down in one
patagraph some of the works that ~ will
build up the city and that afé&now in pro-
gress or soon to be begun. There is the
work at Courtenay Bay. There is the Con-
nolly wharf contract and the revetment
wall at West St. John. There is the new-
elevator and other.Canadian Pacific Rail
way facilities at Wesp St. John and’the
hesd of the harbor. There is the new
brush and broom factory, the sutomqbile
factory, the blockite factory, the ‘large
new warehouses for local and outside
firms, the new bridge at the falls, which
will be begun this summer; the cement
plant, which it is believed will be estab-
lished; the mew armory to be finished
this year, the new post office, for which
tenders should soon” be called; the new
theatre on King Square, the new buildings
of one kind and another which will be
erected in the city and at East and West
St. John.

Youthful " suicides in ‘this country are
shockingly numerous. Onme frequently
hedrs of young students of both: sexes be-
tween the ages of fifteen and seventeen
taking their own lives for no more serious
reason than that of having failed to pass
their sessional esaminations. It is unwise
for the parents and teachers of children
of nervous temperaments, in the way of
an incentive to industry, to impress upon
them the dire -disgrace of being plucked
by the examiners and set back a year in
their courses.

On the part'of the education authorities
it is also a foolishly rigorous regulation
that penalizes by a year's hold-back the
failure in two or three subjects out of
a score, The boy or girl naturally feels
the disgrace of being kept a second term
in the same class, and school diplomas,
which are of primary - importance and
value, are unobtainable until all the six
classes have been duly passed; otherwise
the pupils are debarred emtry into - the
higher education institutes and the univer-
sities, and are ineligible for many grades
in the civil service.

A deplorably greater number of youthful
suicides occur. among the “intellectuals”
which are directly attributable to what is
generally and conventionally described in
the press reports as romantic causes. Mea-
sured by the shocking frequency of felo
de se, there must, assuredly, be more
youthful romance in Russia than in any
other country in the civilized world.

CASHIER SHORT QUARTER MILLION

New Berlin, April 13—The First Nation-
sl Bank of New Berlin (N. Y.), one of
the oldest banking institutions in Chenan-
go county, closed yesterday following the
discovery of a shortage in the accounts of
its cashier amounting to $250,000. The
cashier, Frank Arnold, is critically ill.

“The first day the little girl went to
school in an-indescribably dirty condition.

The patient teacher scrubbed her again
and hoped for a little assistance from the
mother,

“But she didn’t get it. Betty remained
dirty. At last, in depair, the teacher
washed one of the child’s hands and ome
side of her face and sent her home thgt
way. The next day she came back clean.

“It was the beginning of a new regime
in ‘that family. Everybody braced up.

The mother had
been shamed into staying with her chil-
dren, and the grandmother discovered a
practical gide to her religion.

“THey offered her five cents, and finally
twenty-five, without shaking her resolu-
tion, -

““What's the matter with you? asked
one of the @men.

“ T go to kindergarten now, replied
Betty, ‘and little girls that go to kinder-
garten don’t say bad words.’

“That tells you, better than any prosai¢
explanation what our . ultimate objeet-
is,” comtinued the secretary. “our associa-
tion was organized for the purpose of
arousing interest in kindergarten work in
communities where there are no such
schools. We work largely through field
secretaries who travel in our interest, and
by means of widely distributed literature.
Why, there are more than 4,000,000 chil-
dren of kindergarten age in this country
unprovided for,

“Kindergarten is the only form of edu-
cation that pays as much attention to the
moral and spiritual nature of the child as
it does to the physical and intellectual. I
believe it is the' greatest educational fac-
tor in the country.

“The people spend "$7,000,000 a year on
children. in prisons and: Teformatories.
Kindergartens, lots of .them, will reduce
‘the criminal population. Money spent on
them is economy.

“The kindergarten takes the child at its
most 1mplesswnable age, from four to six
years, when it is posgible to exert a last-
ing influence for good. ¥ormation is bet-
ter than reformation. That’s what we're
trying to do.”
