Presiding Elder's Report.
ONTARIO DISTRICT.

Beloved B'n-hop and Brethren in Conference Assembled :

In .submitting this report I wish first to express my appre­
ciation of the honor bestowed upon me in the three consecutive 
elections to the office of Presiding Elder. I wish also to express 
my upppreciation of the kindness shown me in the work to 
which you called me during these years. Criticisms I have re­
ceived, to be sure, and no doubt most of them have been well 
deserved, but in spite of my imperfections, I know that I have 
endeavored to do the best I could, and I also realize that I ought 
to be grateful for your forbearance and continued kindly treat­
ment as a presiding officer among you.

The labors connected with the office are only to be prop­
erly understood by having had a few years’ experience. The 
thought and effort required by one who has a desire to do

•_
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his duty may he best understood by regarding the following 
statements true : When serving a charge your interest is con­
centrated on one field of labor, but when serving a district you 
carry the care of from thirteen to fifteen fields on your heart. 
You rejoice with each in its successes, and grieve with each in 
its troubles. If there is anything wrong you kqow it. To aid 
in righting it is the usual requirement, and if you direct or de­
cide unwisely, then you hear just about how full of imperfec­
tions humanity really is, especially that part out of which they 
make presiding elders. My experience impresses me that the 
prospei ity of the church depends quite a good deal on the right 
settlement'of the inevitable difficulties that arise in all societies 
from time to time. In this part of his work the Presiding 
Elder needs the prayers of the Church, as the inclination is to 
divide up and take sides, and thus make a settlement more dif­
ficult, and sometimes impossible.

Rev. W. H. Dafoe was appointed to Parry Sound Mission 
by our last annual Conference, but r, signed at the

REPORT No 1.

Church Erection.
When once assured of the need of a church house the ques­

tions naturally arise : What kind shall we build ? Where shall 
build? How shall we build ?
To answer these properly and make no mistakes would 

perhaps put to the test even the wisdom of a Solomon. It is 
not surprising therefore, that men of a lower grade of wisdom 
make many mistakes on the line of Church Erection.

As soon as the early church organized she began to build 
or to acquire buildings for worship. At first she seems to have 
used the Basilica, or hulls of Justice for her services. As long 
as these consisted of singing, reading and preaching these Basil­
ica answered admirably, but with the advent of ceremony and 
ritual mure ornate buildings made their appearance. Pompous 
ritual went hand in band in hand with magnificence of struc­
ture.

Martin Luther found the church house of his day a palace 
lifted for masses and processions, but unfitted for preaching.

s

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The Reformation brought in a plain, even severe, style of 
church, built for the preaching of Clods Word.

In such a church, innocent of carpet or cushion, stove or 
organ, the preachers of Puritan times delivered their discourses 
and there the people shivered in winter or sweltered in summer, 
as the case might be.

Thus we have two possible extremes ■before us in building. 
On the one hand the gorgeous cathedral, and on the other, the 
plain and sometimes uncomfortable meeting house.

It is a foregone conclusion that our object to-day in building 
is to secure a place for the preaching of Uod’s Word. For this 
a simple structure is best, but while simple it should also be 
substantial. No ‘daubing with un tempered mortar” should be 
allowed in church budding. It should be well lighted and 
heated, have adequate ventilation ami good acoustic properties. 
In a word the church house should be as well furnished and 
provided for as the homes of the people.

Where shall we build ?

In choosing a site much difficulty is often experienced. 
Avoid partyism. Take as a rule and motto “ the greatest good 
to the greatest number.”

How shall we raise funds ?

By subscriptions from our people, adherents and friends 
Start on a business basis. Let everything be above board. Use 
no doubtful means to secure money. True it is that “ tile altar 
sanctifies the gift,” but not every gift.

Finally, build for God, and with Gou. Let us remember 
with Smeaton, the builder of Eddystone lighthouse, “ except 
the Lord build the house they labor in vain that build.” Ps. 127.

The trial day is coming when the untempered mortar shall 
be exposed and the wood, hay and stubble of church building 
be reduced to ashes by the Judgment tires.

In 1853, it required tifteeen hands to run the business. 
This is tile year in which the whole plant was moved to Day- 
ton. Ohio, where it ever since lias remained.

The first few years of its life at Dayton, was a repetition of 
the Circlevillc experience. The value of the property in the 
beginning at Dayton was about $1,500.

In 1857, the property had increased in value to about
830,000.

In 1801, the gross assets were $80,479, at this time twenty- 
five persons were employed in the establishment.

In 1809, the Agent reported tile House to be in a good 
financial condition, which it has enjoyed with increasing prosper­
ity ever since.

The original form of the Telescope was that of a medium 
sized folio issued seini-nionthjy. It was changed to a weekly 
in 1845, and has remained such every since, while its form be­
came that of a small quarto of eight pages.

In 1850 the form was changed to that of a large folio, but 
only four pages. In 1866, the business manager once again 
changed its form and the paper became a medium folio, and the 
number of pages was increased to eight.

1873 saw another change, and in 1880, the Telescope be- 
sixteen page paper, quarto in size. Other changes and 

improvements have come in due' time, until to-day we have a 
thirty-two page paper in its present form.

It is strong in its editorial department, full of grace and 
truth, choice in its selection of advertisting matter, and is the 
equal of any religious paper published in the country.

Education.

The subject of education may be viewed in its two-fold 

aspect. First, as a developernent of the mental faculties, and 
•second, as a storing of the mind with useful knowledge. It is 

■] established principle that man’s mental power's cun be devel­
oped very much the same as his physical powers. So by proper 
exeicise the mental faculties may he developed and made strong.

God has given to man many mental powers, such as thought, 
perception, reason, imagination, memory, will. As one advances 
in the various branches and subjects of study how strong and 
clear the reason becomes, how much more active his thought 
how keen lus perception and how fertile his imagination Let 
it he remembered, then, that this is one of the chtef purposes of 
education, that the mental powers may become strong and vig­
orous. 8

But while the mind is thus developing the student is at 
the same time furnishing his mind with a store of useful know- 
ei ^e. I lie mind of the student then becomes a great'reservoir, 
taking in a thousand facts and principles from the* multiple

mental powers in study and thus develope them to the fullest 
possible degree. Ministers are to be leaders of men. If so, they
