In looking over the names of those connected with the C.C.C. we, notice 
that only one member, a lady, has remained constantly on duty since its 
organization.

Having learned from experience in the management of the first Home 
during a period of seven years that the concentration of the helpless and 
destitute would be a means of comfort to many and at the same time be a 
great saving to the town, the C.C.C. of 1895 made vigorous and unceasing 
efforts to induce the Municipal Council of the said year to assume the respon­
sibility of procuring a warm and more commodious building suitable for the 
purpose, so finally arrangements were made in Nov. 1895 and the place known 
as the old Mansion House was leased for one year to be used as a Home for 
the Aged and on Nov. 14th was occupied by the Matron and five inmates 
from the old Home.

Nine of the inmates attended the Annual Excursion, and about the same 
number visited the Central Fair, complimentary tickets having oeen sent 
them by the officers of the Agricultural Society.

The Home has been visited daily, with a few exceptions, by the Visiting 
Committee, and everything necessary has been done to make the inmates 
comfortable and happy.

Owing to a lack of sleeping accommodation the committee-room has been 
converted into a sitting-room for the female inmates, and the former day room 
is now used ns a dormitory for the aged and inlirm women.

Some months ago the Committee decided upon separating the male and 
female inmates The men were requested to use the dining room as their 
sitting room. They also dine at separate tables.

There are at present IS inmates in the Home, 6 men and 12 women.
