JUDGMENT OF JUDGE PALMER IN
THE CASE OF

The Bank of Montreal vs. Wm. Parks
& Son (Limited)—The Cotton Sale.

His Honor Judge Palmer drew the at-
tention of the legal profession to section
7 cap 19, 47 Nic. relative to affidavits
and other papers requiring to be stamp-
ed prior to any motion or order being
made thereon and stated for the future
orders will not be made till all papers
are properly stamped.

In Weldon et al vs Parks et al His
Honor delivered judgment in which
after reciting the proceedings had in

the matter of the raw cotton and in the
application for a commission to examine
witnesses in Montreal, he said: “I refused
such becanse the application was
made in the middle . of
the  hearing, which  application
I refused on account of the delay in the
making of it, or rather I declined to stay
proceedings on the hearing until such
commission could be issued and return-
ed. From this decision William Parks
& Son Ltd, and also William J. Parks
appealed. They then applied to me to
stay proceeding ang,not to proceed fur-
ther with the hearing until the appeal
was disposed of. This I declined, and
I then gave an opinion by which I as-
sessed the debt due the bank of Montreal
at $87437 with inferest from the first
day of June 1891. These parties then
applied to me to stay entering the de-
cree, which would be the result of the
opinion I had given, until the appeal
was disposed of, which application I
heard and have delayed till this time,
giving any judgment thereon, because, 1
thought, although I do not deny that the

such a question would be whether such
a decision upon an interlocutory order to
issue such a commission could be put on
the same footing as the rejection of evi-
dence on the vive voce hearing or not. I
confess that I have very great difficulty
in answering such a question and as my
opinion would be of no authority in the
only court that could decide it I will not
here enquire into it further. It was up-
on this question that I had hoped my
brethren would have felt themselves at
liberty to give their opinion a majority
of which, if adhered to, would be author-
itive and the parties could have safely
relied upon it, but instead of deciding
this according to the suggestion of my
brethren I will endeavor to secure the
appellants against injury by reason of
the court deciding that such is the law,
by staying the proceedings unless the
bank will secure the parties against such
an effect.

The next point is that if the appeal
succeeds and the Bank of Montreal’s
claim is reduced by the amount that the
appellents ciaim, they say they will be
able t@ pay the amount and thus prevent

"the sale when they may not be able fo

do 8o if too large an amount is decreed
against them. I have no doubt that the
forced sale of a part$’s real estate is by
the law considered such an irreparable
injury as the court will not feel itself
justified in inflicting until it is finally
determined that itis the right of the
party to have it done.

When I use the term “irreparable
injury” I do not mean an injury that
could not be compensated for but
I mean in the practical and
commercial sense. I do not think
the law ought to sanction and de-
cree the forced sale of any person’s
property until it has finally determined
that such a sale should take place. Here

4, the
absolute right to appeal upon every
order and decision that is made by this
Court separately, and the question is
what right the party appealing has to
a stay of proceedings in all those cases ?
The rule whether proceedings should be
stayed pending the appeal is that such
stay is in the discretion of the Court.
The Court, however, is unwilling to
suspend the execution of .decrees
except in cases where there is a
danger of the object of the ap-
peal being defeated before
appeal can be heard but when that is
the case the court will suspend the exe-
cution of the decree pending the appeal
80 also where there is danger of ir-
reparable mischief if the proceedings are
not stayed it is usual to suspend pro-
ceedings, and in cases where the court
has directed the sale of real property
which may be 'prevented in case the ap-
peal is successful, and sometimes the
court can prevent the consequences by
terms imposed either upon one side or
the other, and when this can be done
this mode; is usually resorted to. The

Last Monday night Halifax was
struck by a hurricane which inflicted an
immense amount of damage. Half of
the 1. C.R. bridge connecting Halifax
with Dartmouth was destroyed, loss,
$50,000 ; several hundred yards of the
grain elevator chutes were blown down,
loss  $10,000 ; schooner Fanny R
Gillevray was driven ashore ; steamer
Alpha parted lines and smashed the
schooner Carrie A.; yachts Hebe, Youlla
and Wenonah drove ashore ; schooner
J, A. Cressley with 200 cases of lobsters
and cargo of coal, suuk at her wharf;
schooners Union and Annie Simpson
were somewhat damaged and portions
of the Dartmouth railway track were
washed away. From other parts of
Nova Scotia the news is to the effect
that the sch. Flora Belle is ashore ab
Mabou; the schooner Josephine with
considerable fish is capsized and sunk at
Ketch harbor; two American schooners
and two brigantines were driven ashore
at North Sydney but subsequently
floated.

Recent Deaths.

John Sandall,whose serious illness was
mentioned in the Gazerre yesterday,died
last evening. Mr. Sandall was a native
of St. John, In early life he was in bus-
iness with his father, the late Thomas
Sandall. Afterwards he entered into
partnership with the late George Thomas
in the commission business. The firm
met with reverses, and Mr. Sandall then
engaged in the fish business on his own
account. In 1851 heentered the customs
service in the city and continued in  that
service for upwards of 35 years.
