Petersburg, May 8.—The danger 
of another conflict between the govern­
ment and parliament has been greatly 
increased by what has happened 
within the last 24 hours. The good im­
pression produced by the official In­
timation of the new premier that the 
Emperor and the government were sin­
cerely desirous of working in harmony 
with parliament, >vhlch was accepted 
in good faith by the leaders of the con­
stitutional democrats, enabling them 
to counsel moderation, has largely been 
dissipated, and in its place the old 
feeling of mistrust has been revived.

The Liberals are utterly stunned tn 
view of the Semi-official assurances on 
the subject by the unexpected promul­
gation late last night of the obnoxious 
fundamental law, though in a slightly 
modified form. At a stroke it put an 
end to the claim which the new cab­
inet tried to foster, namely, that the 
downfall of Witte cabinet was due to 
imperial disapproval of the original 
draft of the law. An article in the law 
not mentioned in last night's dis­
patches, exempting crown lands from 
taxation and expropriating, and an­
other reserving the power of amnesty 
for political prisoners to the Emperor, 
run counter to the already expressed 
will of the majority, and are bound to 
produce a clash.

The only commendable new feature 
of the fundamental law is a provision 
to the effect that Imperial orders must 
be counter-signed by the president of 
the council of ministers, or the mem­
ber. qf the cabinet whose department 
is affected^ hut so long as the cabinet 
is not responsible to parliament it is 

• easy for his Majesty to dismiss an un­
willing minister and replace him by 
one who will do his bidding.

The indignation aroused by the Em­
peror's attempt to build an artificial 
disk around the prerogatives of the 
crown has been intensified by the as­
tounding action of the police last night 
in dispersing a meeting of some mem­
bers of the lower house of parliament 
and of the upper house, or new council 
of the Empire, at the hall of the eco­
nomical society. Without any warn­
ing the building was surrounded by the 
guard regiment and a detachment of 
cavalry, and a hundred policemen 
marched into the hall where Count 
Heyden, a marshal of the nobility and 
a member of parliament for St. Peters­
burg, was presiding and ordered the 
meeting to disperse under instructions 
from the chief of police. Vigorous pro­
tests were made that the meeting was 
entirely legal, but the police were in­
exorable. and the members of parlia­
ment left the hall after drawing up a 
formal protest which was signed by 28 
of the members,

Safety deposit boxes in several big 
institutions were made accessible yes­
terday. The vaults opened were those 
of the Union Trust, Crocker "Wool- 
worth, Canadian Bank of Commerce 
and Mercantile Trust. All the contents 
of the steel boxes were found intact.

Insurance Losses.

New York, May 8.—Efforts to adjust 
the losses and protect the reserves of 
the various insurance companies as a 
result of the San Francisco fire have 
not only resulted in a split in the New 
York Fire Insurance Exchange, but 
seems likely to bring about a tangle in 
the insurance world that will not be 
straightened out for a long time.

The Continental Insurance Company, 
through Henry Evans, its president 
has served notice of its withdrawal 
from the exchange. Further with­
drawals are likely, and may result in 
the entire disruption of the exchange, 
which has maintained an agreement as 
to rates and commissions which all the 
companies doing business in this city 
pledged themselves not to violate. At 
the monthly meeting of the exchange 
to be held Wednesday there is likely 
to be some lively discussion. It was 
learned yesterday that some of 
companies hope to be able to take ad­
vantage of a California state 
which they believe will relieve them of 
paying of any losses by fire or other­
wise on contracts which had the earth­
quake clause in them.

At the formal opening of the confer­
ence . this morning, President J. A. 
Wood gave a most instructive address 
on pastoral work. This is a subject on 
which Mr. Wood is considered an ex­
pert. It has played an important part 
in the success of bis own ministry, and 
his remarks made a deep impression.

He said: We ask concerning a candi­
date for the ministry, “Can he 
preach?’’ It is equally important in 
these day, and especially in a new and 
growing country like ours, to ask, “Can 
be do the work of a pastor?" On going 
to a circuit a minister should get out 
a book with the names and addresses 
of his people and should then go where 
the people are; not only Into the homes 
of the people, but even into what un­
der other circumstances would be con­
sidered questionable places. You can­
not resist evil unless you meet it. You 
must reach your people before you can 
expect to do them good. He would set 
no rule as to the frequency of pastoral 
calls, judgment must be exercised, 
but go where good can be accomplish­
ed. Is is of value to keep a record 
lest some part of the field may be 
neglected.

Mr. Wood advised young preachers 
especially to keep busy. “Don’t stroll 
about. Go as called of God to call.”

Marks Will Be Placed in Position to 
Enable Captains to Obtain

Are Believed to Have Perished in 
Fire—Thirty-Three Horses 

Burned " to-Death.
Anthracite Miners Ratify the Action

mScranton, Pa., May 8.—The conven­
tion of anthracite miners re-assembled 
here to-day and unanimously ratified 
the action taken by its sub-scale com­
mittee in conference with the operators 
committee in New York yesterday, de­
claring operative the award of the coal 
strike commission of 1902. for a fur­
ther period of three years. The con­
vention was presided over by John 
Mitchell and the report of an agree­
ment with the operators was read by 
Secretary Gallagher. Nearly all the 
delegates who were at the convention 
last week were present.

Notices were posted to-day by the 
Delaware, Lackawanna & Western, 
Delaware & Hudson, Erie, Pennsyl­
vania, and Scranton . coal companies, 
announcing the resumption of work 
next Monday.

RUSSIAN PARLIAMENT Philadelphia, Pa., May 9.—The soft 
coal and wood yards of A. L. Thomas, 
Beach street and Columbia avenue, 
were destroyed by fire to-day. Two 
men who were sleeping in the stable 
of the coal yard are missing. Thirty- 
three horses were burned to death. 
The origin of the fire is unknown. The 
monetary loss is about 815,000.

Washington, D. C., May 10.—The de­
parture of Commander Reginald Nich- 
Oisen, assistant chief of the equipment 
bureau, the navy department, for 
Cleveland, Ohio, to-day, inaugurates 
a new work of much importance to 
lake navigation. For years past there 
have been many complaints by lake 
captains of erratic behavior of their 
compasses upon which the safety of 
their ships depends in thick and bad 
weather. Cargoes of iron ore and me­
tals capable of - affecting the magnetic 
needles were undoubtedly at the bot­
tom of some of these complaints, but 
it was realized by navigators that nat­
ural conditions were often causing 
variations of the compass and that it 
might be possible to reduce the evils 
arising from such causes. Therefore, 
the Lake Carriers’ Association and the 
Pittsburg Steamship combination and 
other influential organizations interest­
ed in lake commerce have called upon 
the navy department to aid them.

Accordingly Commander Nicholson 
goes out to the lakes with the pri­
mary purpose of setting up prominent 
marks in proper places, so that the 
captains of passing vessels may check 
down any error in their courses and 
make the necessary adjustments. He 
will take with him the necessary in­
struments to establish “true north” at 
the marked sights and call upon the 
nearest branch of hydrographic offices 
for any help needed.

Boston, May 9.—District Attorney 
Moran to-day announced his intention 
of summoning before the grand jury 
the entire membership of the Massa­
chusetts legislature in connection with 
charges of bribery recently made over 
the defeat of the anti-bucket shop bill 
in the house of representatives. Al­
ready summonses have been issued for 
75 members of the general court.

Dunchurch, May 9.—Joseph Caron, 
his brother Anglo, and two Italians, 
were instantly killed on Monday night 
by a dynamite explosion on the James 
Bay railway construction here, 
bodies were terribly mangled. A shot 
on two boxes of dynamite had missed 
fire and the victims were working over 
them and accidentally fired them. Had 
the accident occurred twenty minutes 
earlier fifteen men would probably 
have shared the same fate.

Want Fixed Assessment.
Peterboro, Ont., May 9.—The Cana­

dian General Electric Company want a 
fixed assessment from the city. They 
promise to erect additional buildings, 
at a cost of between $300,000 and $400,- 
000, which will practically double the 
number of men at present employed, 
who now number about 1,000.

Alberta Legislature.
Edmonton, May 9.—The legislature 

was formally prorogued this afternoon, j 
The order paper was cleared last night 
after a very busy sitting. The pile of 
bills presented to Lieutenant-Governor 
Bulyea for assent this afternoon was 
about as formidable an array of legis­
lation as has ever been passed by a 
provincial legislature in a single ses­
sion, and when it is considered that 
the order paper was absolutely clear­
ed, that every bill was tested one way 
or anothbr, notwithstanding that al­
most all private bills were practically 
made over in committee, it is evident 
that the members of the legislature 
had done something to earn their in­
demnity. Altogether 77 bills passed, 
exclusive of supply.

Remanded.

Washington, D. C., May 10.—Another 
important step toward the realization 
of the policy of “China for the Chi­
nese” has been received in the promul­
gation of an Imperial decree at Pekin, 
naming Tien Tiang as “minister su­
perintendent of customs affairs,” with 
Tang Shao Yi as vice-minister. It is 
feared that this means the complete 
overturning of the system of foreign 
control of Chinese custom collections 
which have been in the hands of Sir 
Robert Hart for the past 20 years.

Tien Laing is the Manchu command­
ing chief of the Chinese army, dividing 
honors with Yuan Shi Kai, the Mon­
golian commanding chief, and he is 
said to be a man of great ability.

In 1898 an arrangement was made 
between England and China in con­
sideration of which England paid 100,- 
000,000 taels, providing that so long as 
British trade exceeds that of other 
countries the inspector-general of Chi­
nese customs should always be an 
Englishman. Under that arrangement 
Sir Robert Hart has administered the 
Chinese customs service with satisfac­
tion to all foreign nations. Now these 
new offices are created, and it is be­
lieved they will dominate his own, so 
it is expected that an immediate in­
quiry will be made by the great pow­
ers as to the extent to which the new 
Chinese decree tends to subvert the 
British agreement.

MURDER OR ACCIDENT? Preparing Reception For Men Who

New York, May 10.—Plans were got 
under way yesterday for a series of 
receptions and dinners in this city to 
Martin Sheridan, the winner of the two 
first prizes at Athens, and other mem­
bers of the Irish-American Athletic 
Club, when they arrive home in a few 
days from the Olympic games. A com­
mittee will meet them down the bay, 
hundreds going down to voice a hearty 
welcome. A committee of forty mem­
bers of the Irish-American Athletic 
Club has been appointed to make the 
necessary arrangements for the affair. 
A banquet in honor of the athletes 
will be héld in the Hotel Astor and 500 
guests will be seated. The date will 
be on or about May 25th. Sheridan’s 
friends on the police force will give a 
dinner in his honor immediately after 
the police parade on June 2nd.

New York, May 9.—Following the 
funeral to-day of Charles L. Spier, the 
traction manager who was found dead 
at his home or. Staten Island Monday 
morning following an larm of burg­
lars, a second autopsy was held and 
one bullet extracted. The bullet was 
located in the back, under the left 
shoulder, but in its course through the 
body it had penetrated the heart.

The physicians and officials at the

Moved on Up the River.
The members of the court made the 
remainder of the journey to the winter 
palace in carriages escorted by a troop 
of clattering horse guards.

The Emperor’s arrival was not her­
alded by the customary salute of 301 
guns, and for that reason the passage 
of the river hardly attracted the notice 
of the thousands of spectators who 
were waiting along the river.

Without halting at the Winter 
Palace, the launches crossed the river 
and their majesties landed under the 
grim walls of the St. Peter’s and St. 
haul’s fortress, which they entered by 
the imperial water terrace, driving hur­
riedly to the immense cathedral inside 
the walls, where repose the remains 
of the tombs of His Majesty's ances­
tors, the Imperial family knelt for 20 
minutes, made their devotions and 
asked for blessing and guidance.

Their Majesties, after their devo­
tions, returned to the terrace and re­
entered the launch. The faint report 
of a cheer swept up the river. 
Imperial launch immediately crossed 
the river and entered the Winter Pal­
ace from the quay entrance.

For the first time since the ceremony 
of blessing the waters, January 19th, 
1905, when the Emperor escaped death 
from the charge of grape fired from 
the battery on the opposite bank of 
the river, their Majesties were back in 
the capital. Little more than two 
hours later, vast crowds of civil and 
military dignitaries arrived at the 
Winter Palace to hear the Emperor's 
message.

Shortly before 1 o'clock, in obedience 
to signals, the streams of guests began 
slowly flowing towards the great St. 
George’s hall, an apartment 150 i vet 
long by 60 wide. It is given a stately 
appearance by a double row of grace­
ful Corinthian columns and marble 
walls. In the centre stood an altar cn 
which were burning candles. At the 
end of the hall, on a dais, was a gilded 
throne, surmounted by a canopy bear­
ing the imperial arms worked cn 
velvet tapestry.

Kamloops, May 10.—The camp of the 
robbers who held up the C. P. R. train 
east of Kamloops on Tuesday night 
has been found.

Permit me, speaking for the people 
of this statél to express my proud ap­
preciation of the great kindness which 
dictate your message of sympathy and 
this very liberal, gift for the victims of 
the disaster. Such generous acts as 
this cannot but draw closer together 
the hearts of the people of the two 
grqat English-speaking common­
wealths upon this continent.

Referring to your expression of hope 
that the late reports would show that 
the first publications had exaggerated 
the seriousness of the calamity, I de­
sire to say that it is true that the 
earlier reports represented the loss of 
life as being much larger than it 
proved to be. Instead of four or five 
thousand the death list was probably 
not more than as many hundred. On 
the other hand, the destruction of pro­
perty wrought by the fire was greater 
than was reported on the first day, be­
cause the conflagration continued for 
three days and there was consumed 
practically the whole. of the business 
district of the city as well as many 
thousand residences. Two-thirds to 
three-fourths of all the people in a city 
of 450,000 inhabitants were rendered 
homeless. This is one aspect of the 
great calamity, but there are many 
Others almost as serious.

German Ambassador Removed Ship 
From Custody of the Turks. In a drunken

Constantinople, May 9.—The arbi­
trary detention of a German sailing 
ship, the Odysseus, by the Turkish au­
thorities recently threatened friction 
between Turkey and another European 
power, but the energetic action of the 
German ambassador quickly solved the 
difficulty.

The Odysseus was discharging her 
cargo at Chibuklu when she was 
boarded by the authorities and remov­
ed to Kavak, where she was anchored 
beneath the batteries of the Turks, 
who falsely claimed the vessel had ex­
plosives on board. The ambassador 
protested urgently but unavailingly, 
whereupon he took a few sailors from 
the German guardship here, the Lore­
lei, boarded the Odysseus, hoisted the 
diplomatic flag and took the ship from 
under the guns of Kavak to her dock 
at Chibuklu, where guard was kept 
over her while she completed the dis­
charge of her cargo. On returning to 
the embassy the ambassador found a 
state councillor awaiting with apolo­
gies and explanations.

Emperor’s Speech.
St. Petersburg, May 10, 3 p.m.—The 

Emperor’s reception passed off without 
any untoward incident. The tone of 
the speech from the throne was con­
ciliatory. It expressed the Emperor’s 
wish that relief be given to the peas­
ants in their present unfortunate 
conditions, and called on the members 
of parliament to put their hearts into 
their work and to co-operate with him 
in solving the present problems of Rus­
sia.

Chemainus, May 10.—The German 
ship Chile sailed yesterday with a 
cargo for Greenock.

Norfolk, Va., May 9.—Capt. Abra- 
hamson, of the Norwegian steamer 
OlebuII, which arrived in port on 
Tuesday, has reported that he passed 
twenty miles south by east of Cape 
Henry a derelict schooner whose masts 
were hanging over the sides of the ves­
sel, that her sails were patched and 
that there was no name by which she 
might be identified.

genuity necessary to supplement their

His 
liners, he claims, cost 25 per cent, more 
than they could have been constructed 
for in the open market, and at that 
they have not given the satisfaction 
they ought to have given considering 
the amount of money invested in them. 
Experience is of value in the design­
ing and the operation of the great 
steamships of the present day.

In marked contrast with the condi­
tions which prevail in the United 
States, British shipyards are experi­
encing the busiest season in their his­
tory, notwithstanding the keen com­
petition of German firms. In Febru­
ary they are reported to have placed in 
the water 31 vessels, aggregating 
about 74,861 tons, as compared with 21 
vessels, of 43,694 tons, in January, and 
18 vessels, of 40,415 tons, in February 
last year. In the two months British 
builders have launched 52 vessels, of 
118,555 tons gross, against 44 vessels, of 
about 93,152 tons, a year ago.

THE UNIVERSITY QUESTION. IMMIGRATION.Private schools are doubtless very 
admirable, possibly necessary, institu­
tions as adjuncts or auxiliaries to our 
state educational system. There are a 
number of them already established 
and doing good work in Victoria. But 
they are not links in the chain which 
would make our provincial educational 
system as complete as it ought to be. 
Eton and Rugby and Harrow, and the 
other great so-called public school^ of 
Great Britain, are designed to fit har­
moniously into the peculiar social fab­
ric of the United Kingdom. They 
make smooth the path of the fortunate 
youth of the land who have been pre­
destined by Providence to complete 
their education in the great historic 
universities. But we are passing curi­
ous to know how we are going to set 
up such institutions as Eton or Har­
row or Rugby in British Columbia, and 
what we would do with them if they 
were established. Is it proposed to ask 
the province to endow them? Are they 
to take the place of our high schools 
or are they to be of lower grade, per­
forming in shabby-genteel fashion for 
certain assumedly superior classes the 
functions of the public schools? It is 
quite certain the elements which 
a source of life to Eton and Harrow 
and Rugby are not present in paying 
quantities in British Columbia or in 
any other part of Canada. Such schools 
would be an anachronism in this coun­
try. They would be absolutely out of 
harmony with the spirit and with the 
letter of our institutions. The proposi­
tion is simply ridiculous. It is an 
emanation from the brain of an im­
practical dreamer, if it is not specially 
put forward in the hope of diverting 
attention from a question which, it is 
feared, may create political discord.

The time has come for the estab­
lishment of a university in this 
ince in order that our educational sys­
tem may be made complete and self- 
contained. It is not clear why there 
should be antagonism between the isl­
and and the mainland with respect to 
the matter. We are told that as the pre­
ponderating political influence is upon 
the mainland that therefore the claims 
of an island constituency, no matter 
what natural advantages it may pos­
sess as the seat of such an institution, 
cannot be expected to receive inde­
pendent and fair consideration.

There are thousands of acres of 
French foreshores owned by oyster 
growers, and the silt marshes adjoin­
ing are converted into rearing and fat­
tening clairs.

In Holland the areas are leased for 
a term of years by the Government 
and at the expiration of the term these 
areas are again leased by auction to 
the highest bidder. This policy has 
been invariably attended with success.

The captain described in detail the 
method of laying out and stocking a 
deep water oyster farm in Connecticut. 
The first act of the cultivator is to 
scatter over the bottom of the water 
area, in the spring about May, a quan­
tity of full sized healthy native oysters 
called spawners. He sows from thirty 
to fifty bushels to the acre, or about 
one bushel to every ten bushels of 
cultch, that is shells, etc., to catch the 
spat. Early in July, when the oysters 
are rçady to spawn he sows broadcast 
tons of shells that he has been saving 
all winter, over the whole tract of land 
he proposes to improve that year. 
These shells are clean and as they fall 
along side the mother oyster the chan­
ces are fair for cathing the spawn 
These conditions at Connecticut sug 
gest the possibility for oyster farming 
in Northumberland Straits that separ­
ate Prince Edward Island from the 
'mainland.

The cost of securing, surveying and 
preparing the deep water beds is about 
$42.00 per acre.

After describing, at considerable
length oyster farming in inland waters 
in the United States, Capt. Kemp said 
that the Maritime Provinces are equal­
ly well adapted for the cultivation of 
oysters as the United States and there 
is no reason why they should not
prove as successful in Prince Edward 
Island waters as elsewhere.

Up to that 
moment the highest price ever paid for 
an orchid at, a public auction was 850 
guineas.

The sale room was filled with orchid 
lovers, but the general public was ab­
sent. One of the said public would 
have had some difficulty in obtaining 
admission. The doors were doubly 
guarded by attendants, who challenged 
every unknown one as 
new-comers are 
gaming rooms of the Casino at Monte 
Carlo.

The orchids on sale were from the 
famed “Rosslyn” collection of H. T. 
Pitt, who boasts that no plant from 
his stock has ever been sold or ex­
changed since the initiation of the col­
lection. Only the duplicate offsprings 
are obtainable of the famed orchids, 
and for these keen competition is as­
sured. Mr. Pitt boasts that he has 
six odontoglossoms which he can chal­
lenge the world to match and equal. 
One hundred and twenty duplicate 
plants were offered, and theÿ realized 
£5,342.

The bidding was in guineas, 
mere pounds falling below the dignity 
of an orchid sale.

At length the auctioneer arrives at 
the gem of the sale. He folds his arms 
and leans back in his chair, gazing 
aroudn on his audience, amongst which 
runs that kind of noiseless movement 
usually termed “sensation." “Now, 
gentlemen, we come to lot 50—Odon- 
toglossum Crispum Pittianum.” All 
eyes are turned on the little five-inch 
pot, out of which are growing two 
small leaves and an infant promise of 
a third.

It seems a tiny matter to create so 
great a stir, and one is startled to 
hear a bid of 250 guineas, followed by 
a rapid second of five hundred. Up 
go the bids in fifties and hundreds, un­
til a thousand is reached, and a cheer 
breaks out in the audience. Finally 
1,150 guineas are offered, there is a 
breathless pause, and the Odontoglos- 
sum Crispum Pjttalum is knocked 
down to Mr. Sanders, the Agnew of the 
orchid world.

Schooner Duchess of Bedford Went 
Out For Short Run on Saturday.

The schooner Duchess of Bedford on 
Saturday made her initial cruise under 
canvas since her recent christening, be­
ing sailed from Esquimau to this city. 
Her joint commanders, Capt. E. Mik- 
kelson and Mr. Leffingwell, had on 
board a party of friends, and it was 
their intention to have sailed for a 
couple of hours in the straits to form 
an idea of the vessel’s abilities, but 
owing to the fact that very light winds 
prevailed it was deemed advisable to 
make direct for the harbor, the little 
ship being berthed at the Hudson Bay 
wharf.

The Duchess of Bedford handled well 
in the very light xairs, as at no time 
was there what could be called a sail­
ing breeze, and her new owners ex­
pressed satisfaction at her perform­
ances, stating that although they were 
not looking for speed, she would be 

i -quite fast enough for their utmost re­
quirements. The very light breeze 
blowing was a head wind for leaving 
Esquimau harbor, and several short 
tacks had to be made, the schooner 
answering wTell to her helm and never 
missing stays. This should be a good 
feature for a vessel to have on an ex­
pedition like the one for which she is 
commissioned.

St. Petersburg, April 25.—One of the 
most interesting first fruits of the suc­
cess of the Russian revolution is the 
coming publication of the results of the 
scientific work which N. A. Morozoff, one 
of the Nihilists who participated in the 
attempt against the life of Alexander il. 
and Who was released last October from 
the dungeons of the Schlusselburg fort­
ress, carried on during his 23 years’ con­
finement there. Morozoff, w'ho is rated 
as the man of probably the greatest tal­
ent in the old revolution, conducted his 
work under the greatest difficulties, being 
allowed at first no books except the Bible 
and having to obtain writing materials by 
stealth or connivance of the guards. 
Later he was allowed to a limited extent 
the use of other books, and the result of 
his diligence w'as an immense compendium 
of knowledge, which, when published, will 
run almost to a score of volumes. It cov­
ers a wide range of subjects, the most 
valuable portion being that devoted to 
chemistry, the science in which Morozoff 
was a devoted expert before bçing im­
mured in the fortress. He elaborated a 
theory of the constitution of matter on 
which he worked for 18 years, and in the 
course of his investigation predicted thé 
existence of several elements which were 
actually discovered and isolated during 
his confinement in prison. ±iis achieve­
ments in the domain of natural science 
has been rated as of high value by sev- 

! eral physicians.
Not the least interesting feature of his 

work is his theory regarding the 
ing of the apocalypse of St. John. He 
read the Bible again and again during the 
long years of his confinement, studying 
especially the book of Revelations, which 
he decided had an inner astronomic 
son. He identified the animals named by 
St. John with various constellations and 
came to the conclusion that the 
horses mentioned represented four plan­
ets, the red Mars, the white Jupiter, the 
pale Saturn and the dark Mercury. The 
animals sitting on the horses, he thought, 
indicated a certain aspect of the Zodiac 
which prevailed at the time of the writ­
ing of the book, and when finally, after 
years, he was able to obtain a set of 
astronomical tables he calculated that the 
vision on which the book is based must 
have been seen in September 30th of 25 
A. D. Considering that it must have 
been written by a man of deep erudition, 
he asserted his authorship to John of the 
Golden Voice, who, he declared, was the 
only man with sufficient intuition among 
the Christians of that time to have writ­
ten it.

Morozoff’s chief interest in following 
out this fantastic theory was to confute 
certain theological dogmas, hoping by 
proving a late authorship of the apoca­
lypse to bring the dates of books of early 
Christian theology down to so late a 
period as to destroy their authority.

Prof. Surie Killed in Street in 
Paris.’!

The scientific world lost a valuable life 
as the result of a tragic street accident 
in Paris recently, when M. Curie, whose 
name and that of his wife will be brack­
eted in history in connection with the dis­
covery of radium, was run over by a 
heavy cart and killed.

The accident happened in the Rue 
Dauphine, near the Pont Neuf, where the 
traffic of carriages, tramways and omni­
buses is always very heavy. It was in 
getting out of the way of a cab that M. 
Curie lost his footing. One of the wheels 
of a dray, a great two-horse vehicle, 
passed over his head, fracturing his skull 
and killing him immediately. He was 
picked up by a policeman and carried to 
a neighboring police station, where he 
was identified by a messenger of the 
Faculty of Medicine.

Only a few hours before he met his 
death Professor Curie had been speaking 
with some of his friends and colleagues 
respecting further discoveries which he 
hoped to annouhee before long. He be­
lieved he had found his way to the pro­
duction of radium on a very extensive 
scale, in which case a revolution in in-

A Notable Improvement.
Now, during these fourteen years the 

number of seamen employed, of course, 
has steadily increased, yet not in pro­
portion to the vast increase in ton­
nage. For although the great ocean 
liners which carry passengers show a 
great increase to their crew lists owing 
to the number of what we may call do­
mestics carried and also their large 
engine-room staffs, yet the ordinary 
cargo steamer, though immensely 
larger on the average, shows scarcely 
any augmentation in the number of 
men carried ship for ship. This, how­
ever ,is of little moment. What we 
have to notice is an increase on the 
whole during the fourteen years of 
16,330 men. The growth of personnel 
has not been steady, indeed it was al­
most stationary for the first eight years 
of the fourteen, but since 1898 each year 
has shown an advance.

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STANLEY AVE. FIRE
TO BE INVESTIGATED

Complaints Made to Mayor Show De­
plorable CondItIon--Water Com­

missioner’s Statement.

i
The charges of an inadequate water

supply for the fire on Stanley avenue 
are to be. investigated at a meeting of 
the fire wardens to be held this even­
ing, at which Chief Watson and Water 
Commissioner Raymur will be request­
ed tb attend. It is claimed that the 
force of water available for this fire 
was wholly insufficient and that it 
demonstrates a very serious state of 
affairs in the city.

At the conclusion of the meeting of 
the city council last night His Worship 
Mayor Morley alluded to the matter 
in strong terms. He said that within 
the last 48 hours he had received 
eral complaints from people who had 
put out their fire because of the lack 
of water. He urged that the water 
committee at once grapple with the 
question.

Aid. Yates asked if the pumping sta­
tion on Yates street was going. The 
city should first see what could be done 
immediately, he thought, before any 
new scheme was taken up.i

Aid. Fullerton said that he 
present during the fire on Stanley 
avenue on Saturday, and it was de­
plorable to see the miserable 
streams with which the fire had to be 
fought. Under the circumstances the 
fire department deserved credit. Mayor 
Morley thought the fire presented the 
same kind of a proposition that Prin­
cess avenue did a few years ago. He 
would like to charge the committee to 
bring forth something towards the so­
lution of this shortage of water. He 
had had a talk with Mr. Taylor, the 
city barrister, since the latter’s return 
and Mr. Taylor had said that he saw- 
no reason why the city should not go 
ahead.

matter up with the citizens.

Aid. Yates asked if there was not 
some way of starting the pumping sta­
tion on Yates street.

Aid. Vincent wanted to get a report 
on the fire in question. The water 
commissioner had informed him that 
there was a pressure of 40 pounds but 
that the hose used was faulty. After 
some further discussion on the sub­
ject it was finally decided to get a re­
port from the fire wardens on the fire.

Chief Watson was asked this morn­
ing if it was true the hose used was 
full of holes and if he had a 40 pound 
pressure for the fighting of the fire. 
In reply the chief stated that the hose 
was good and that if there was 40 
pounds pressure it was in the centre 
of the city, not on Stanley avenue, for 
if he had such a force of water he 
could have fought the fire much more 
effectively.

presses himself in indignant terms in 
reference to the criticism of the water 
supply available for the use of the fire 
department in fighting the conflagra­
tion on Stanley avenue on Saturday. 
While acknowledging that the normal 
pressure at that point amounts to lit­
tle more than thirty-five or forty 
pounds he argues that Chief Watson 
was to blame in not being able to ob­
tain the streams necessary to effective­
ly combat the flames on that occa­
sion. His residence, he says, Is located 
within a very short distance of where 
the blaze occurred and therefore he is 
especially conversant with the condi­
tions. He finds fault with the method 
adopted by the chief, asking how good 
results could be expected to be ob­
tained when five hundred feet of hose, 
leaking at every joint, was attached to 
a hydrant known to have the water 
pressure mentioned. Why wasn’t the 
engine on hand to do the pumping? he 
asked. That was what it was used for 
and Chief Watson practically acknow­
ledged his mistake in not having it 
ready for service. Had it been avail­
able the commissioner was sure there 
would have been all the water neces­
sary to have quenched the fire with 
comparatively little damage to pro­
perty. As it was the whole block was 
endangered and his opinion was that 
if there had been any wind it would 
have been wiped out.

While Water Commissioner Raymur 
believes that the fire department was 
at fault in this instance he does not by 
any means wish the idea conveyed that 
he thinks the present system satisfac­
tory. He is most emphatic in the 
statement that an improvement is ne­
cessary, imperative, in fact, and that 
the question will have to be taken up 
in the very near future. The same 
complaints are heard from those resid­
ing upon the higher levels every sum­
mer, he pointed out. The only differ­
ence was that they had commenced 
earlier this year than heretofore, no 
doubt on account of the warm weather 
that has prevailed during the past few 
weeks. Continuing, he explained that 
the demand for water was constantly 
increasing. The present system was 
being extended to many new residences 
and the sewerage connotions continu­
ally augmented. If the supply was in­
sufficient last year it was only natural 
that it would be more so this summer.

The only way to obtain permanent 
relief, he affirmed, was by increas­
ing the capacity of the plant along the 
lines of Expert Adams’ recommenda­
tions. Goidstream water would have 
to be obtained or the Elk lake supply 
brought up to its limit in the way out­
lined in the Adams' report.

Asked whether temporary relief could 
not be obtained the water commission­
er answered in the negative. The Yates 
street pump, he said, was used daily 
during certain hours to increase the 
pressure in the higher levels. But this 
could not be done during the business 
hours of the day. It meant that there 
was practically no water available in 
the commercial sections while it was
in operation. To run it throughout the 
day would simply be a case of “rob- 
birig Peter to pay Paul.”

Concluding, the commissioner reiter-

Aid. eHall pointed out that the elec­
tric light company have not interfered 
with the city electrician either this 
year or last. If the citizens last year 
did not have something to show that 
the interest and sinking fund would 
be saved to the city the by-law for the 
loan would not be passed. He under­
stood that next year there would be 
a very large number of private lights 
Installed and that would effect a very 
considerable saving, 
that on the main street In Seattle only 
881 city lights were provided.

The report of the electric light 
mlttee was then taken up seriatim and 
adopted.

The city assessor reported on a num­
ber of ancient buildings. The first was 
the old wharf in James Bay.

D. M. Rogers, on behalf of the own­
er, Mrs. Dunsmuir, agreed with the as­
sessor as to the dangerous condition 
of the wharf. The property, however, 
Is about to change hands, negotiations 
are now going on and he believed that 
the prospective purchaser was coming 
from England and would arrive in a 
few days. He appeared nominally on 
behalf of Mrs. Joan Dunsmuir. He was 
not at liberty to divulge the name of 
the new owner.

Aid. Yates did not see what status 
Mr. Rogers had. When he did not ap­
pear for Mrs. Dunsmuir, who did he 
appear for?

Aid. Hall said that he had a recol­
lection of the same excuse being made 
on the part of the owner a year ago. 
The property was then as now, about 
to be taken over.

Mr. Rogers explained that what had 
been done last year had to do with the 
old buildings adjoining the wharf. It 
was promised that these should be re­
moved and they were In accordance 
with agreement. He questioned the 
council’s jurisdiction over the property 
as it is, but wished to meet the city.

Pressed by the Mayor to make some 
kind of a proposal, Mr. Rogers prom­
ised that within a week he would be 
prepared to reach some kind of an un­
derstanding with the city. The owner 
would allow the city to remove the 
wharf at its own expense providing the 
city supported the application for a 
new wharf.

On the strength of Mr. Rogers’ state­
ment the matter was left in abeyance 
for a week.

C. H. Lugrin’s resolution was then 
adopted and the matter of improve­
ments to the park as suggested by the 
Natural History Society were referred 
to the park committee.

The Local Construction by-law, num­
ber 10, was finally passed.

The finance committee reported ac­
counts totalling $8,288.71, and the re­
port was carried.

The streets, bridges and sewers com­
mittee recommended that a pipe drain 
be laid on Langford street, at a cost 
of $180; pipe drain through lots 28 and 
29, section 5, Garbally road, cost $275; 
outlet of the drain on Dallas road be 
repaired, cost $50; that the bridge on 
Dallas road near the cemetery be filled 
in, as a "pipe culvert, cost $400; that 
Point Ellice bridge be painted; that 
the city engineer be instructed to pro­
ceed with thé "work on the concrete 
taining wall on Dallas road; that the 
city engineer be authorized to arrange 
payment for a right of way through 
Denman street, on the line of sewer; 
that a sidewalk be laid on north side 
of Ellis street, cost $137. The report 
was adopted.

An old shed located at 43 Fisguard 
street was the next building condemn­
ed in the city assessor’s report.

The owner of this wrote protesting 
against the destruction of the shed as 
it is used for laundry purposes.

Mr. Northcott thought that the 
building should come down as it was 
in a very bad condition.

A motion to'have the nuisance abat­
ed was accordingly passed.

Two old buildings at the back of two 
structures on Store street were also 
ordered to be removed. These are own­
ed by Mr. and Mrs. Quagliotti.

The B. C. Market Company made ap­
plication for the construction of a re­
frigerating plant in connection with 
improvements to be made at the eorner 
of Yates and Government streets. The 
chamber has to be made of wood, 16 
feet by 30 feet, and will be constructed 
inside of brick walls. The by-law pro­
vides that no building or addition to a 
building be built of combustible mate­
rial, so special permission had to be 
sought in this instance.

The request was granted.
Hon. F. J. Fulton, provincial secre­

tary, wrote stating that His Honor the 
Lieut.-Governor had received a peti­
tion asking for the creating of a sani­
tarium in Esquimau. The Lieut.-Gov- 
ernor had already a record of the opin­
ion of last year’s council on the matter 
and asked for the opinion o{ this year’s 
council.

It was decided to forward a copy of 
a resolution passed by the council 
early in the year.

A letter read from the department 
of marine and fisheries requested that 
the city have transferred to some of 
its institutions an old man from the 
marine hospital. The request was re­
fused.

An account was received from Bod- 
well & Lawson for $900. This was re­
ferred to the chairman of the finance 
committee.

F. H. Eaton reminded the council 
that he had not yet heard from that 
body as to his letter asking if the 
council would make some public re­
cognition of the coming teachers’ con­
vention.

Aid. Goodacre said that Mr. Cuthbert 
had arranged with the tramway com­
pany to have the teachers taken for an 
outing. The finance committee had 
been authorized to expend $50 for the 
entertainment of the visitors.

Aid. Hall suggested that $50 be spent 
in taking the teachers up to the Gorge 
some evening.

It was moved and carried that the 
finance committee be requested to set 
aside $100 for the entertainment of the 
teachers.

A sensational tale of the sea is re­
lated by the officérs of the German 
steamer Willehad, which arrived at 
Sydney from the islands of the Bis­
marck Archipelago previous to the sail­
ing of the steamship liaheno for Vic­
toria. It appears that Six French con­
victs from New Caledonia were discov­
ered on a remote portion of the island 
of New Britain in a deplorable condi­
tion, and upon being questioned it was 
ascertained that they with ten others 
had escaped from Noumea nearly 12 
months ago. They constructed several 
rude rafts from staves of beer and 
other barrels, which they managed to 
secure, and rigged their frail craft with 
sails of the most primitive description. 
One of the rafts occupied by six men, 
after many months, safely reached an 
uninhabited portion of New Britain, 
having braved the winds aVid storms 
during a tedious voyage of nearly 2,000 
miles. For four months the men w.ere 
tramping in search of civilization, and 
eventually they were found and 
brought to Herbertshohe. No tidings 
have so far been received of the re­
maining rafts, and it is believed that 
they came to grief. One of the sur­
vivors .recently shipped on an Ameri­
can schooner, while a second obtained 
a position as engineer on a German 
steamer. It is understood that the re­
maining four will be brought to Syd­
ney shortly for transhipment to Nou­
mea.

The most violent tornado that fi 
occurred in the history of Sydney 
swept over a portion of the northern 
suburbs a short time before the Ma- 
heno sailed.

It left in,its track a scene of great 
devastation.

At Naremburn Park Patrick Toomey 
was struck by falling debris, and died 
shortly afterwards.

A house occupied by a family named 
Leslie collapsed before the occupants 
had time to escape.

Mrs. Leslie and her daughter Ivy 
were severely injured, and are nowjn a 
precarious condition! Ethel Leslie es­
caped with a severe shock.

Over 100 buildings Were either wreck­
ed or damaged.

Large trees and telf&raph poles were 
snapped, and iroh sheets were whirled 
upward, twisted, and’ carried consider­
able distances. _

The German ship--.Kalliope, which 
sighted the Norwegian barque Servla 
in a sinking condition, p.nd rescued her 
crew, has arrived at Sydney. From 
statements made by her master and 
officers, it appears that it was on Jan­
uary 10th—24 days after sailing from 
Hamburg—that the Servla was sighted 
in distress, and- urgently signalled for 
assistance.

The Kalliope bore down on the Ser- 
via, and found that she was in a sink­
ing condition. The Servla was then 35 
days out • on a voyage from Newport, 
bound to Pensacola (Florida), and had 
encountered a terrific hurricane in the 
North Atlantic. As a'result of the ex­
cessive straining she had sprung a 
leak. Hope of rescue had almost been 
abandoned, and all hands had been en­
gaged at the pumps both by night and 
day for a week when the Kalliope was 
sighted.

One of the lifeboats of the Kalliope 
weis lowered from the stern, and towed 
by means of a long hawser. The ship 
was navigated as near as possible to 
the distressed craft, and then at a 
given signal the crew of the Servla, 16 
all told, jumped overboàrd from their 
vessel and swam to the boat, which 
was hauled alongside the Kalliope. A 
call was made at Funchal, Madeira, on 
January 17th, to land the castaways, 
and the Kallione then resumed her 
voyage for Sydney.

The well known four-masted barque 
Swanhilda, a vessel made famous by 
the fact that Butler, the notorious 
murderer, endeavored to escape by her 
from justice, has arrived safely at 
Sydney after a prolonged voyage of 
107 days from Conquimbo, Chili. For 
some time past grave fears had been 
entertained for the safety of the Swan­
hilda, but Captain Macflonald states 
that the length of the voyage was due 
to a succession of calms and light airs.

Homeward on her seventy-sixth voy­
age," the Empress of India, pioneer of 
the line that is making Canada famous 
both in the Atlantic and Pacific, ar­
rived at the outer wharf shortly after 
six on Tuesday.

The cement works at Tod Inlet, where 
the Vancouver brand of Portland cement 
is manufactured, is running at its fullest 
capacity. This speaks well for the pro­
duct made by R, P. Butchart. The capa­
city of the works at the present time is 
600 barrels day. In , order to be in a 
position to meet the steadily increasing 
demands put upon the company, of which 
Mr. Butchart is the head, another unit 
has been ordered and is now on the way 
to the works. When this is installed the 
capacity will be 900 barrels daily.

From Puget Sound and elsewhere along 
the Pacific Coast of the United States 
there are reports constantly circulated 
that there is a very serious shortage of 
Portland cement. The fire in San Fran­
cisco has had a considerable effect in 
producing this effect. In consequence of 
this shortage there has been a sharp ad­
vance in the prices on the American side 
of the line. Mr. Butchart was asked 
this morning if there was any danger of 
the price going up in British Columbia in 
consequence of this. His reply was that 
he had ho intention of taking advantage 
of the temporary shortage in the United 
States to advance the prices in British 
Columbia. Moreover, he was going to 
meet the full demands on the Canadian 
side before he would ship any of the 
duct of the Tod Creek works tb the other 
side.

If he desired to take advantage of the 
shortage in the Pacific States at the 
sent time he could dispose of the entire 
stock on hand at the factory to the deal­
ers in the United States at a very large 
advance over that obtained on this side. 
Mr. Butchart says that he could get from 
75 cents to a dollar a barrel more for all 
the cement on hand on the American side 
than by disposing of it to the provincial 
dealers. He has no intention, however, 
of taking advantage of the situation to 
cut the local demands short, 
contrary, the Canadian market will be 
fully satisfied at the regular prices 
vailing before any is sent to the United 
States.

A meeting of the fire wardens’ com­
mittee ot the city council was held 
on Tuesday for the purpose of inves­
tigating the reasons ror the inadequate 
water supply available in connection 
with the recent fire on Stanley avenue 
and conditions generally. There were 
present Aid. Fullerton, in the chair, 
Aid. Douglas and Goodacre, and His 
Worship Mayor Morley. Chief Wat­
son, of the fire department, and Water 
Commissioner Raymur were also in at­
tendance.

The proceedings were opened by the 
introduction of a representative of the 
new management of the Savoy theatre. 
He wanted instructions with regard to 
the emergency exits necessary accord­
ing to the city by-law. The informa­
tion required was given and the dele­
gate informed the regulations would 
have to be complied with.

Chief Watson, speaking of the Stan­
ley avenue fire, stated that he did not 
think that if an engine had been on 
the scene any more could have been 
done. Owing to the poor pressure upon 
the higher levels, and the apparent 
probability of having to get along 
der the present conditions for 
time, he had decided to take the small 
engine to all fires within the district 
lying east of Cook between Pandora 
and Fairfield road.

Answering a question, the chief said 
that the pressure at the time of the fire 
ranged between 40 and 60 pounds.

To the chairman Chief Watson 
plained that there was plenty of appar­
atus on hand Lo handle the blaze. Be­
sides the hose there were two chem-

During ‘the discussion of the advis­

Upon resolution it was decided that. 
the chief shjuld hereafter have all fire­
men undergo a medical examination 
before being engaged.

The meeting then adjourned.

fuller details of the proceedings before 
the railway committee at • the capital on 
Wednesday last, | when the V., *W. & Y. 
was under discussion :

At the railway committee of the Senate 
this morning Senator McMullen opposed 
the building of the Vancouver, West- i 
minster & Yukon railway on the ground 
that Mr. Hill and the Amenvafl interests 
were behind the project which aimed to 
divert the business of Canada to the 
United States.

Mr. McGlverin, the solicitor of the road, 
said it was to be built from Vancouver 
to Edmonton, through the Yellow Head 
Pass, without subsidy.

Hon. Mr. Templèman said he had been 
invited to give the view of the govern­
ment. He would say that the govern* 
ment did not view with favor any attempt 
to block legitimate railroad building en* 
ter prise. The government is in favor ot 
the building of this railway and of any 
other railway that is going to aid in the 
building up of the country, no matter 
where' the railway comes from. The rail­
way was a Canadian project.. Its officers 
were Canadians. The man, behind it was 
John Henry, the biggest lumberman of 
Canada. Mr. Templeman said the com­
pany had shown its bona fides by build­
ing. It was reasonable that the route 
should extend to Edmonton. The West 
wanted the same liberty in, railway build­
ing that the East had.

He challenged those 
this prejudice against the building of rail­
roads across the boundary to show where 
Canadian interests would be damaged.

British Columbia coal had been taken 
to the United States. It has resulted in 
the development of the coal fields. When 
the first line was built across the border, 
it was stated Canadian ore would' be 
taken across the line to be smelted. That 
had not turned out to be true. The 
smelting was being done in British Col­
umbia. If this line were built there would 
be no likelihood that Alberta wheat would 
be taken across the line to be milled.

Mr. Templeman said he was in favor of 
giving the C. P. R., the Canadian North­
ern and any other company which want­
ed to build, permission. It was said Mr. 
Hill was behind this line. He hoped he 
was. Mr. Hill was a railroad builder. He 
was the only man who had built railroads 
in British Columbia without subsidy.

Senator Ferguson thought there was 
behind this a sinister plan to interfere 
with the financing of Canadian roads 
building to the Yellow Head Pass.

The 
small engine and No. 2 hose company 
went to the hydrant at Stanley avenue 
and Cadboro Bay road and at 10.25, 
when the water was turned on, a pres­
sure of 20 pounds was obtained by the 
indicator. As there were two streams 
with 300 feet of hose to each practic­
ally no pressure was obtained. When 
the engine got working to the full ex­
tent of water available both streams 
became most effective and water was 
thrown more than the distance neces­
sary to clear the highest building in 
the vicinity.

The indicator at the central fire sta­
tion, however, shows that such a drain 
considerably affects the pressure in 
down town districts. At the time the 
test, was being made an abrupt drop 
from 62 to 35 pounds is shown, al­
though the normal was shortly after­
wards restored. The main from which 
the first test was made is a six-inch 
one and no difficulty was experienced 
in obtaining a full supply of water.

Rockland avenue was the scene of 
the other test, in front of the residence 
of A. J. Gailetly. At 11 o’clock the in­
dicator showed a pressure there of 27 
pounds to the inch, the main being 
four inches in diameter. The same 
lengths of hose were used as for the 
previous trial, but as soon as pressure 
was got from the engine it was found 
only one stream could be used with 
much effect. The main began to show 
signs of exhaustion after only five min­
utes’ playing of the hose, and even 
when only one stream was being used 
a large amount of air came through.
This test was brought to an abrupt end" 
for fear the houses in the «vicinity 
would run short of water. At the fire 
station the indicator dropped from 62 
to $2 pounds during this test.

Before proceeding with the trials the 
Mayor and fire wardens made an in­
spection of the horses of the depart­
ment, and it was decided to recom­
mend the purchase of a new horse for 
the fire engine at once. The response 
to the call by both men and horses 
was most prompt, hooking up being 
completed within ten seconds after the 
alarm. It is probable some arrange­
ment will be made within a short time 
to secure further horses. There are 
three fire engines at the Central sta­
tion, but only one team available. By 
reason of this the chief is unwilling 
to let the engine be taken outside the 
business sections.

The explorations which 
he will make will be among northern 
Canadian islands, and the Canadian 
flag will be hoisted by him. The Do­
minion government, as previously 
mentioned, has made a grant of $1,000 
towards the cost of the expedition.

Victoria has the proud distinction of 
being the starting point for the first 
expedition within recent years to be 
made to the unknown Arctic regions 
northwest of America. Ori the eastern 
side there have within recent years , 
been many expeditions engaged, and 
the territory is now comparatively well 
known.

Seattle, May 8. —' Franz Edmund 
Creffield, who styled himself the 
“Joshua” of the so-called “Holy Roll­
ers,” met his death yesterday morn­
ing at the hands of George Mitchell, 
who asserts that he committed the 
deed because the “prophet” had led 
his two sisters astray. Mitchell had 
come to Seattle for the purpose of kill­
ing Creffield. He had followed the lat­
ter’s wife from Albany, Or., here. Cref- 
fleld's slayer declares he does not feel 
any remorse over the deed which he 
committed ; on the contrary, he believes 
that he has done only what was right.

Creffield and his wife arose early 
yesterday morning and came down 
town to make some purchases. They 
were living on Fifth avenue, near Pike 
street. Coming down Pike street, they 
turned down First avenue, walking 
leisurely, stopping in front of a drug 
store that Mrs. Creffield might be 
weighed. Then they crossed over to 
the other side of First avenue, and had 
proceeded only a few blocks, when, 
just before reaching Cherry street, 
Mitchell came up from behind, and, 
without a word, placed the muzzle of a 
32-calibre pistol at the back of Cref- 
fleld’s neck and fire one shot. With 
hardly a groan Creffield sank to the 
sidewalk, mortally wounded.

Mrs. Creffield, who had not seen 
Mitchell or suspected his presence un­
til she heard the shot, turned and saw 
what had happened. At first she seiz< d 
Mitchell, trying to hold him till help 
came. But seeing the form of her hus­
band lying on the sidewalk, with the 
blood flowing freely, let loose her 
grasp and knelt by the side of the dy­
ing man.

Marie to be hanged for murder, but 
whose sentence was commuted to life im­
prisonment on the ground of insanity.

Chalabran was in the insane ward, 
though he was never considered simple. 
Monday evening he was in his cell, and 
Tuesday morning at 6 o’clock his cell j 
was empty. He cut through the iron 
work of his cell door and through the 
bars of a window. A rope dangling from 
the penitentiary walls showed how he had 
escaped.

Chalabran was 28 years old and a sailor. 
He weighed 140 pounds, was 5 feet 9*4 
inches in height, of fair complexion, had 
grey eyes, brown hair and a birth mark 
on the left leg back of the knee. There 
were two scars on his head. A reward of 
$100 has been offered for his capture, and 
the prison guards and city police are out 
searching. It is thought that the escaped 
man had assistance both from within and 
without.
