Who is Accused of Murder.

London, Sept. 11.—Martial Faugeron, 
a Frenchman who was charged to-day 
at Clerkenwell court with the murder of 
Merman Jung, an old jeweler about 10 
days ago, told a remarkable story of a 
plot to kill Joseph Chamberlain, the 
Colonial Secretary.

Faugeron said he had been the reci­
pient of email loans from Jung. (The 
day of the murder Jung summoned him 
to his shop where they discussed the 
misery caused by the South African war, 
which Jung declared Mr. Chamberlain 

resjHjlisible for, and told Faugeron 
that if he could kill Mr. Chamberlain 
Jung, through intermediaries, would 
guarantee him a fortune. Jung tender­
ed him a ten-pound note to buy good 
clothes to enable him to approach his 
victim. Faugeron says when he refused 
Jung declared he should not leave the 
shop alive, and picked up a- heavy iron, 
rushed on Faugeron and felled him to 
the ground. Faugeron then drew a knite 
and stabbed his assailant in the neck.

The prisoner, who signed the foregoing 
statement, was committed for trial.

Jung was a noted ..Socialist, the last 
survivor of a group of which Carl Marx 
was a member. They formed the Red 
Ihternational in London in 1864. In 
spite of Jung’s reputation of former 
years of being a ' violent and desperate 
Red, personally he was a quiet and skil­
ful organizer, and was never specially 
connected with any of the acts of vio­
lence in which hie reputed disciples were 
involved.

SAUCY 1-ASS ARRIVES.
Preceded by one of her small boats 

which arrived about half an hour ahead 
of the vessel herself the sealing schooner 
Saucy Lass reached port soon after dark 
last night, and is the first hople of the 
Behring Sea fleet It was off Race 
Rocks that the boat left the schooner 
and the weather being foggy those who 
manned it feared that the vessel would 
not make port as quickly as she did.

The Saucy Lass has a catch of 704 
skins, partially taken on this coast, off 
Copper island, and partially in Behriag 
Sea. She sailed for Victoria on the 10th 
of last month, leaving the others of the 
fleet still hunting in the sea. The 
weather up till that time had been bad, 
and, running short of provisions, Capi. 
Brown considered that with only fear 
boats he could not do much by remain­
ing. He denies that he was refused sup-, 
plies at OunaLaska, although he called 
there on hifUWdy south. With a crew 
of 17 men, all told, the Saucy Lass left 
Victoria on the 12th of March last, and 
going south took 185 skins. Crossing 
then to the Copper island coast she se­
cured 59 additional pelts, to which she 
added 28 more in Behring Sea. Seals 
were plentiful on the Copper island 
coast, and in consideration of the small 
number of boats carried the schooner’s 
luck might be said to have been good. 
No others of the home fleet were sighted, 
and throughout the season on that coast 
no Russian man-of-war put in an ap­
pearance to molest the operations of the 
sealers. In the sea few vessels xi:ere 
seen. It was said that the Arietis was 
top-liner with a catch on the 16th of 185 
skins. The Penelope was-reported on the 
15th with 125 skins, while the catches of 
the Diana, Viva and Enterprise on the 
10th were believed to run somewhere be- 

, tweea fifty and sixty. It is Captain 
' Brown’s opinion that all the fleet will re 

wain late in the sea, although up to the 
time he had sailed the weather for seal­
ing had been very unfavorable.

FACTS OF THE CASE.

The Colonist was in a dreadful state of 
agitation this morning about something 
said by the Times last night. The in­
dignation of our contemporary was so 
great that it completely lost control of 
itself and lapsed into incoherence, part 
of its remarks being printed upside down. 
We sincerely sympathise with the Colon­
ist. Its condition is not unnatural when 
all the peculiarities of the situation are 
taken into consideration.

10 ARE MISSE His discoveries until now have been of 
the gr^test value. In his previous 

Joumej®he followed the line of the 
sacred old Lop^Nor river and found 
many aperient villages and temples. He 
sent an imnjense collection of curiosities 
and an invaluable set of very ancient 
Chinese manuscripts to Russia by the 
last caravan that passed through East 
Turkestan. Just before his trip along 
the Lop-Nor he had crossed the- great 
Gobi t Desert, an achievement never 
equaled before. He found à wondemil 
chain of inland seas, and on the edge of 
the desert he discovered a vast area full 
of mighty ruins that showed that, once 
a great civilization had ruled there. 
Among the ruins were those 'of immense 
fortifications, Buddhist temples of great 
beauty, vast caravansaries and'handsome 
houses, all decorated with marvelous 
wood carvings.

Prof. Garner sailed from New York 
cn July 23rd, 1900, bound for Africa to 
pursue his studies into moneky langu­
ages. . He had enlisted the sympathy and 
aid of the Rev. Edward Everett Hale, 
Prof. Putnam, of Harvard, Prof, Fur- 
■ber and S. A. Merrill, of the Mechanical 
National bank. He reached Lisbon in 
August, and sailed thence direct for the 
Congo district.

Waiting for News.
t Otto Sverdrup, the dauntless seadog, 

who shared with Nansen the honor of 
having been farthest north until the 
Duke of Abruzzi quite unexpectedly 
broke the record, was neck and neck with 
Peary when they were heard from, last 
year. But neither party had fared well. 
Peary had been badly frost bitten, and 
Sverdrup bad shared with Peary’s 
pedition the fate of being frozen injfar 
south of any sort of a place where a 
land expedition for the pole would be 
feasible. Sverdrup has, or had, the 
Fram, Nansen’s famous ship, and he ex­
pected to repeat the experiment of drift­
ing as far north as possible on and in 
the ice, and then proceeding toward 
the pole with sledges.

When they were heard from last the 
two expeditions did not love each other. 
They were jealous and Peary was dis­
posed to resent what he considered 
poaching on his preserves. The rivalry 
between the two had. a serious aspect, 
too. The question of hunting plays a big 
part in the race for the Pole, and there 
was not enough musk oxen to be shot to 
provision two large expeditions like 
Sverdrup’s and Peary’s. So there was 
the keenest contest between them to see 
who could beat the other in the getting 
of meat. From, the report that reached 
civilization from Peary, it is believed 
that he succeeded in killing enough musk 
oxen for bis party. Had he failed it 
would have been more serious for him 
than the same thing would have been 
for the iFram, because the Fram,, beside 
the three.years5 provision which she car­
ried rcgulaly, had two years’ provisions 
packed away deep in her hold in ease of 
accident.

THE WRIT ISSUEDINTO EXISTENCE Given Up As Dead.

Nine of these twelve men returned 
alive and sound. But the detachment 
under Lieut. Quirini, which was the 
ond one to turn back under the pro­
gramme. was not seen again after March 
23rd, 1900. when it bade good-bye to its 
friends and started back on what was 
believed to be a perfectly safe and easy 
trip. The distance from its point of 
departure to the base was not more 
than 70 or 80 miles in a straight line 
and scarcely more than 100, even if a 
circuitous route had to be taken. There 
were no crevices in the ice. They had 
abundant food. The cold was not 
greater tbftn usual. The lieutenant had 
with him two of the best men on the 
ship, Felice Oilier, a noted Swiss Alpine 
guide., and Henry Stokken, an ex- 
cpllent Norwegian snilonnan.

But when the Stella Polare arrived in 
England a curious theory that had been 
whispered about on board reached the 
public. It was that Quirini having been 
ambitious to be a member of the party 
that made the final dash for the pole, 
had been embittered by his assignment 
to the work of a mere ration earner, 
and that it'would be easy to obtain food 
by hunting, and the party was well sup­
plied with camping supplies. For a while 
the rumor was not credited, until Count 
Emo, of Venice, an intimate friend to 
Quirini, announced publicly that his 
friend the lieutenant had no doubt done 
this very thing, as he had gone on the 
expedition with the firm determination 
of gaining glory for himself by some per­
sonal feat of daring.

We give a process of cleaning 
tlie result of which is excellent, and 
which we have seen adopted by one of 
the most celebrated collectors of engmv- j 
ings in Paris. The engraving must be 
soaked for twelve hours in a flat-bottom­
ed basin, containing a solution of half­
ounce of carbonate of potassium in naif- 
gallon of water, it is then taken out, 
shaken and placed between two boards, 
heavily weighted down; being first care­
fully spread between* two sheets of blot­
ting paper. It then undergoes a fresh 
washing by having a small jet of pure 
water playing upon it for some hours; 
when it is dipped for one hour ’in salt 
water (half ounce j»alt to half gallop 
water) and expqg^î to the air fpr half 
a day. It is then wasliei again in clear 
water and dried lietweeh two leaves of 
l lotting paper i.nuer hen ry pressure.
These successive operations are some­
what long, it»ik true, but. nevertheless, 
far preferable’ ttf the proceedings of the 
so-enlled restorers, of engravings, who 
frequently use chloride 
rapidly destroys the paper. Engravings 
so cleaned are certainly very white whèn 
they come from the ha mis of the cleaner; 
but little brown spots art? soon to be per­
ceived on the smfare of the paper—spots 
which it is impossible to make disappear.
It is on this account that paper whitened 
with chloride is never employed for 
printing good engfnvings or editions de 
luxe of books.—The Art Amateur.

When a pastor came out of a 
home that had^been wrecked by the 
demon of the liquor traffic it is more pro­
per for him to wear a frown than a 
smile.

Don’t expect him to have on infallible 
memory and judgment.

Don’t expect the pastor to know that 
you are sick by instinct.

Don’t be disappointed, if pastoral visits 
not as numerous as you could wish.

H.'C. Killeen, who Was appointed by 
the provincial government to inspect the 
road work now being done in the upper 
country in order to ascertain what was 
absolutely necessary or urgent and what 
Is not. 1ms returned to Victoria. He left 
here on the 8th of Juaie last ni>U has 
been travelling almost continuously since.

Speaking of the works now being car­
ried on, he says a roed is being built from 
Nelson to Forty-nine creek, a distance of 
nine miles, which will afford communi* 
cation with Fort Steele and outlying 
points. It will be a trunk road and 
tributaries will in course of time be con­
structed^ Another road under way lies 
for a distance of' six miles along Perry 
creek, a water notable for its placer dig­
gings. A survey is being anade up the 
Wild'Horse from Fort Steele, a distance 
of four miles, with the object in view 
of building still another road.

Mr. Killeen also reports that new 
bridges have been built at Fort Steele, 
Michel>, Perry Creek and Bull River, all 
these being for wagon traffic. In North­
east Kootenay, from Peterboro to the 
Red group of mines. 14 miles of the road, 
that will be 29 miles long when finished, 
has been constructed. In addition the 
road along Toby creek is being extended. 
Mr. Killeen says that the prospects 
for Kootenay, particularly the southern 
portion of the country, are most promis­
