\Beundry Dispute Settled and
War Averted — Countries
Make Exchange of Territory
—Does Not Molest Republic

- Rio Janeiro, Sept. 15—The Journal of
Commerce in its issue yesterday said that
telegrams from the Pacific coast announc-
'ed that an agreement between the govern-
ments of Peru and Bolivia on the recent
/boundary ~dispute, Wwhich at one time
_threatened to plunge these states into
‘war, had been, or was on the point of

being signed. The basis of the under- |

standing in this dispute is the decision
handed down /by President Alcorta of
‘Argentian on July 9 last, and this “de-
ision is by the terms of the new agree-
<ment, recognized by Bolivia.
- According to the Journal of Commerce,
Peru surrenders to Bolivia a very small
iextent of territory lying between the
lMa.dre de Dies River and the Acre, trav-
ersed by the rivers Tahuamano and 'Buy-
‘amaro, which together form the river Or-
jton, an affluent of the Beni River.
| This territory, with an area of about
'6,500 square kilometres, was d.iquered
‘and colonized by Bolivians, who today
‘are in possession of numerous prosperous
‘industries there. Peru gets possession of
Lall lihe uppér course of Madre de Dies
{from its headwaters to the confluence
'['vnth the river Heath. = -
! “Such slight modification as the fore-
going from the decision reached by the
larbitrator,” says the Journal of Com-
‘merce, “in no way lests the Argenti
{Republic. The work of an arbitrator ter-
minates when he has delivered his finding,
and Argentina has no objection to a gen-
{erous relinquishment of territory on the
part of Peru, an act undertaken to assure
- [friendly relations between Peru and Bo-
livia.

“Conciliatory 'arrangements deserve the
approbation of all who desire peace and
oncord in South America and we are
,oersuaded taht the Argentine is sincere-

i1y desirous of seeing a policy of peace car-
iried out.” . )

“Public opinion in Brazil,” says the
Yournal of Commerce,” is sincerely de-

irous thet Peru, in the interest of peace
:and ‘concord, show herself friendly to
iBolivia, her neighbor and former ally, and
contcede the little she asks. Such a step
iwould mean mno important sdcrifice to'
{Peru nor would is show' any lack of court-
‘esy to-the Argentine.

““The essential thing for South America
is that the present complications dnd diffi-
| culties be done away with as soon as pos-
;sible. It is today impossible to forecast
‘the dangerous consequences of a continu-
\ance of the recent situation. The present
difficulty once composed, the road will be
‘opened for a reconciliation between Ar-
gentina and Bolivia, which it is to be
_hoped other nations will alsg follow.”

South Shore Steamship Service

homson Company had an .optional sub-
e;dy contract with the federal and pro-
(vincial governments for the performance
& twice a week service between St.
G‘ohn and Yarmouth to take care of the
federal subsidy in the event of the Sen-
fac going off the route, but when it be-
eame apparent that the Yarmouth service
avas not going to be put in operation im-
mediately the council recommended the
Magdalene Island Company for the fed-
eral subsidy of $10,000 and the provincial
pubsidy of $3,000. The federal subsidy is

being paid, but up to the present time th.e
provinecial government has not felt justi-
fied in paying its subsidy.

‘A delegation.from the board, however,
swaited. upon Premier “Hazen and his eol-
leagues some days ago in reference to the
‘matter.and were:assured of favorable con-
sideration,. and the indications are that
'this subsidy “ will' be paid also.

Transfer of Shore Lots to C.P.R.

The board is already on record as recom-
mending the transfer of the west side
shore lots to the C. P. R. upon certain
‘conditions, which recommendation was
forwarded to the common council in March
last, with.the request that the board be
furnished with a coopy of any agreement
on the matter before being finally dealt
with. As a copy has hot yet been receiv-
ed by your. council we are not in a posi-
tion to discuss. its terms, but feel that a
matter of ‘'so much importance o every
citizen should receive the fullest public-
ity before being disposed of by the com-
mon council.

Grain Facilities, Berths 5 and 6
The council has repeatedly called atten-

gonveyors for berths 5 and 6 before the
government wharves': are completed and
fequipped, as if this is not done the city
will lose considerable revenue .from its
‘'wharves, and, in view of the stand taken
by the federal authorities in the matter
of harhor commission of basing the value
of the harbor upon its revenue, every ef-
fort should be made to increase that rev-
enue.

The matter has, we understand, been
dealt ‘with to some extent in the proposed
| agreement ' between the city and tha C.
P. R. regarding the west side lots, but
whilé negotiations are pending it is prob-
able that the city will. make some arrange-
ment with the C. P. R. to supply these
berths with grain during the coming sea-
son.

Advertising

Some two years ago the department of
interior of the federal government was
communicated with and urged to give
the province of New Brunswick the same
advertising and publicity that was be-
ing given to other provincés in the dom-
inion. After considerable correspondence,
the council was advised that a booklet
dealing with this province would be pre-
pared and circulated, whereupon the board
offered to furnish the department with
photos, cuts, etc., and any information
that might be of use in making up an at-
tractive booklet.

The offer was, however, declined on the
ground that the government was already
in possession of what material was want-
ed.” Some time after this the book ap-
peared and, while the matter used is ex-
cellent in itself and well prepared, there
is a whole lot of valuable information|
which has not been included, and the fewI
miblustrations appearing do not begin to
show the conditions in New Brunswick
today.

It is, however, a start made to adver-
tise this province, which in this respect
has been very much neglected. 10,000 cop-|
ies of the book were issued, 7,000 of
which were sent to the government im-
migration headquarters in London, 1,400
copies to the immigration department of
the local government at St. John, 1,000
copies to the board of trade and the bal-
ance are being distributed to individual
applicants by the department. .

A number of card hangers show-
ing some of the. principal ports of call of
steamers sailing from ' this port were: alsq
distributed among the merchants, and
may be seen hanging on the wall of nearly.
every business establishment in the. city.

Big Export Increase

The tremendous increase in the export
trade of St. John was used as the basis for
the preparation of a very attractive pam-
phlet which was issued by the board show-
ing the growth of the export business in
the past twelve years as compared with
Montreal, Halifax and . Quebec. - Some
2,500 copies of this pamphlet were issued
and mailed to trade papers and the press
generally throiughout Canada’ - and:..the
United States and also papers in Great’
Britain.

The secretary has since received a large
number of newspaper and trade papers,
some from England and/ Scotland, con-
taining half column articles dealing. with
St. John and its probable future as a
shipping port. The St. John Times also
devoted the front page of a Saturday is-
sde to the trade of the port as set forth:
in this pamphlet. A great deal of good
advertising was had in this way at no
expense to the board.

Trade With Cuba and Mexico

Judging from the number of steamship
lines which have steamers sailing out of
S8t. John for Cuban and Mexicun ports
within the next two months, and from
reports of merchants who have been visit-
ing these ports in the interest of trade, a
‘considerable business will be done from
St. John during the present season. The
first steamer leaving St. John in connec-
tion with this trade will be the Bornu'of
the Elder-Dempster line, leaving here on
the 20th, the Munson line will have a
steamer from here on October 2, and the
Boston-Cuban line will have one leaving
on October 6.

Tobique Dam :

A special meeting of the board is in-
vestigating matters in connection with a
proposed dam on the Tobique River. Bills
have been presented at the local house on
two different occasions asking for a char-
ter to construct this dam, but in eéach
case it has been thfown out. It is under-
stood, however, that the promoters will
again present a bill at' the next sitting
of the legislature.

The committee of the board will, in the
meantime, ascertain what effect such a
dam will have upon the salmon fishing in-
tereste, as the Tobique is about the only
spawning ground left for our harbor sal-
mon. Arrangements are being made to
have fisheries inspectors and others inter-
ested, from different points in the prov-
ince, appear before he committee in order
that they may have the benefit of expert
opinion on the matter.

Maritime Board of Trade

Acting upon the decision of the quarter-
ly meeting of the board in march last, the
council instructed its delegates to the an-
nual meeting of the maritime board this

year to take no part in the proceedings
—

of the meeting, but to take the first op-
portunity to mnotify the gathering that it
was the intention of the St. John Board
to withdraw from the organizaton.

This action of the council was the re-
sult of a careful review of the work of
the maritime board for the past few years,
which showed that; while a great number
of resolutions of more or less importance
had been' adopted;.there were really no
benefiting . results visible, and while, if
the . original. idea. of ifs promoters were
carried . out, it . is_an  organization that
could be made very useful in’educating
public opinion and. securing for the mari-
time provinces that recognition in the do-
minion -which, in view of the enormous
growth of the west, we can only hope ‘to
get .as a united body, sectional interests
have been allowed o dominate the annual
meetings to the cost of the board’s use-
fulness. ' - .

This -has been pointed out at several
meetings by the St. John board, and our
delegates have urged that the time of the
meetings be devoted to thee onsideration
of matters of mutual interest to the three
provinces with the view of -accomplishing
something. This, however, seems impos-
sible under the present organization and
method of conducting the meetings.

It is hardly to be expected, therefore,
that busy merchants are going.to devote
four or five days attending meetings from
which they can see no good results. W.
B.e Snowball, the president for the ensu-
ing year, is expected- in’St. John in the
near future, when it is probable that the
matter will be gome into fully with a
view to creating an organization that :will
justify its existence. -

Congress of Chambers of Com-
merce

The board has two delegates, Messrs.
W. Frank Hatheway and James Pender,
attending the seventh Congress of Cham-
bers of Commerce of the Empire which is
being held in Sydney, Australia. The lo-
cal board, as with other boards in the
dominion, offered no subjects for discus-
sion at this congress, as any subjects
which were considered of sufficient 'mag-
nitude had already been submitted by
other boards. i

This was due to the fact that it was not
until the last moment that our delegates
finally decided that it would be possible
for them to go. Most of those subjects,
however, which were submitted from Can-
ada had already been considered at one
tithe or another by the St. John board,
and our delegates were supplied with ex-
tracts and reports from the minutes bear-
ing on them as something of a guide to
local opinion.

New Industries

The new industries committee of the
board put into practice this year an idea
put forward some years ago by H. B.
Schofield, mnamely, that of committees
meeting at lunch during the summer
months to discuss board of trade matters.
A number of meetings were had in this
way, which were quite successful and we
trust profitable to one member of the
committee anpway, who, upon hearing
of a manufacturing industry operating in
a small way in the city, but requiring ad-
ditional capital in order to permit of his
carrying on the business, furnished the
capital himself. This, of course,
ot be done with every proposition
comes before this committee, but
serves as an example of some of the
vork being accomplished by board of
trade committees.

Another new industry established in the
city withing the past few months is J. M.
Humphrey & Company’s boot and shoe
factory. While only operating in a small
way ai present, employing some forty to
fifty hands, there is no doubt of its de-
veloping into one of the big industries of

The constitutions of the
survivors are sadly undermined and, al-
though they retain the appearance of ro-
bust health, the old-time vitality is not
there. i

No section of mainland United States
has a climate to ¢ompare with that of
Hawaii and very few parts can boast equ-
ally fine seenery. A large degree of- its
charm is derived from diversity. The island
valleys are no less famous for their beauty
thart are the rugged mountains for their
grandeur. Almost every scene includes in
its composition land and water, jungle and
crops, barren rocks and sandy beach. The
summits of the highest peaks are accessible
on horseback. One may ride in the intense-
ly bright light of a tropic moon to the
top of Haleakala and there view a sunrise
whose glories will ever live in the memory.
In the same manner he may visit Waiko-
loaa, the lake that occupies the extinct
crater of Mauna Kea at an elevation of
14,000 feet above the sea, which justifies its
name of “the highest water.” Here, if he
pleases, he may take an ice-cold bath as|
a change from the tepid water of Waikiki

beach. But the chief attraction to the

sightseer’ is Kilauea the greatest active vol-
cano in the world. Its erater is three miles
across and in the center of it is a pit 2,000
ieet in diameter, filled with hoiling lava,

l‘whose seething and bubbling and spouting

is a sight never to be forgotten. The state-
ment thet there is no danger of disastrous
eruption from the voleances of Haweil
seems to be well grounded. Some of them
have run over in comparatively recent
years, but never with sufficient violence or
suddenness to occasion loss of life. It is
explained that the craters are so-large and
open that that the giases have free vend
and no chance of collecting, so.as to gend
erate explosive force. Hawaii also boasts
the largest extinct voleano in the world.
This is Haleakala, on the island of Maui..
Its crater is more than 20 miles in circume
ference and 2,500 feet deep. The ride to the:
summit of this mountain is one of the
most beautiful that the islands afford. It
may be added that in the past few months
Kilauea has displayed greater activity than
in many years previous. Its enormous mol
ten lake has risen from a depth of 1,000
feet to within 100 feet of the rim of the
crater. This phenomenon has attracted
curious .visitors and  scientists  from alk
parts of the world.

It is doubtful whether Americans any<
where enjoy so easy and pleasant a life as
they do in Hawaii. The majority of them.
are engaged in business at Honolulu, which.
is situated on the leeward side of the island
of Oahu. The population of the city is
very mixed with a strong oriental element.
"The buildings include fine hotels, hand:
some business blocks and attractive dwel-
lings. The merchants follow = the: usual
tropical practice of working no more than.
six hours a day and securing an ample
amount of healthful and pleasuiable recre-
ation. The social life is simple, but charac:
terized by good feeling and hospitality.:

In heaven’s name then let us take
them at their word. Let us answer in kind
that we do not want their goods. Let us
strengthen”our own position and in April
next let the government put into effect
the provisions of the surtax act of 1903.
And then let our farmers and our manu-

come of the meagre market the United
States has hitherto afforded us.

“I think it should be generally mecogniz-
ed that the greatest service and good we
can render to the empire is to build up
a self-reliant, prosperous Canada. As busi-
ness men, however, we look with favor
upon measures: for imperial defence, and
while it does not follow that we should
advocate the immediate creation, at great
cost, of a Canadian navy, we should, at
least take steps in that direction. We;
should awake from the dangerous and
false sense of security into which we have
so naturally fallen to give our boys and
young men military training—not that we
should adopt radical militarism, but that
we should develop within ourselves a ro<
bust manhood, capable of coping in every
way with the best the world can produce
and remembering always that we carry im-
perial as well as national responsibilitigs.”

NO DOUBT ABOUT IT

The immigration policy of the
government is bearing fruit. An illuminat-
ing instance is cited by the St. John
Standard. It relates to the proposed stock
farm of Messfs. Peck of Albert county.

We quote:—

«It had been the intention of Messrs.
Peck, who own a large tract of land in the
vicinity of Hillsboro, to start a farm of
this kind for some time. The plan was to
import cattle from Ontario and fatten
them on the rich pastures and fine marsh
hay for the local market and for export.
The plan had not been carried out owing
to their inability to obtain a man quali-
fied to superintend such a farm. Soon af-
ter Mr. A. B. Wilmot was appointed su-
perintendent of immigration by the pres-
ent provincial government he was com-
municated with by Messrs. Peck with the
result that Mr. Wilmot was able to sup-
ply them with a Scotch farmer of means,
Mr. William McClymont by name, who
%vas familiar with cattle raising and had
come out to New Brunswick for the pur-
pose of finding out what the country was
like before deciding whether to bring out
his family and settle here.” -

The careful reader will observe how com-
pletely the immigration policy of the

Hazen

bert county development. It is true that
Messrs. Peck had all along intended to
start a stock farm. Mr. Hazen did not
inspire them with the idea nor provide
them with the land. It is also true that
Mr. Hazen was not responsible for the
coming of the Scotch farmer  to New
Brunswick. Mr. McClymont had come out
on his own account, to look over the
province. He was apparently not disposed
to take anybody’s word for it—not even
that of the Hazen government. But here
_was Mr. McClymont, late of Scotland,
and there were the Messrs. Peck and their
broad acres. Mr. McClymont was look-
ing for a farm. Messrs. Peck were look-
ing for a man. The psychological mo-
ment had arrived, and with it came the
immigration policy of the Hazen govern-
ment. Immigration Agent Wilmot was
on the spot. By a brilliant stroke of im-
migration strategy he told the Pecks about
McClymont, and McClymont about the
Pecks. They met, and it was a case of
love at first sight. Already a carload of
cattle has arrived from Ontario.
Mr. Hazen and the Standard do well to
call attention to this matter. In all hu-
man probability, had there been no im-
migration policy, Mr. McClymont and the
Messrs. Peck would still have been in
hot pursuit of each other, with no hope
of getting together in this life. Apparent-
ly they did not even think of inserting an
advertisement in the newspapers. But
Mr. Wilmot, having learned how each
yearned for the other, broke down the
Dbarriers, brought them together, and gave
them his blessing. The product of this
upion will be calves and colts, born of
emigrant cattle and horses from Ontario.
This story should be cut out for refer-
ence. If in the future any doubter should
jeer at the Hazen government’s immigra-
tion policy, or'assert that it is not filling
up the province with people, it will only
be necessary to cite the instance of the
historic and highly dramatic incident of
the meeting of McClymont and the Pecks.

A WINTER PROBLEM

GERMAN AFRICAN EXPLORER

POSSIBILITY

OF ANGLO-GERMAN WAR

Dr. Carl Peters Expects Conflict—Situation Worries

Washington at Hudson-Fulton Celebration—
Winnipeg German Paper After Northcliffe.

Berlin, Sept. 14—Dr. Carl Peters, the
German African éxplorer, publishes in the
Tag a remarkable article on Anglo-Ger-
man relations, wherein he reaches the
pessimsitic conciusion that an armed con-
Hict between the two countries must be
considered a probability. Peters, who by
reason of his long residence in England is
presumably in a position to take a broad
gauged view of the subject, bases his de-
ductions on the belief that the antagonism
is due to the relative positon of the two
countries and their respective aims, and

. is deep-seated and inherent. He draws
significant parallel between their relations
today and those of France and Germany
in 1870.

“YWhether war or peace will develop

from the present conditions,” he says, ‘it

is difficult to say, 1 am no prophet, and
have no taste for speculative talk, but,
judging from the historic precegents of

the settlement of pending issues by the

methods of war it appears in the last
_analysis probable that this is the most
probable outcome. The course of English
as well as Prussian history points to the
conclusion that this time again arms will
ultimately decide whiclf of the two great
powers is to have the lead in the world.

The Issues

Summing up the issues dividing the two
nations, Dr. Peters says “It is interesting
to note how closely the sentiment of Eng-
land today resembles that of France after
the Austro-Prussian war. The issue at
stake in 1866 was the national unity of
Germany, through which France felt that
its traditional position on the contineut
was endangered. The issue today is Ger-
many’s industrial expansion. It is that
which alarms Great Britain. .

““Ag France, forty years ago,stried to
balk the Prusso-German policy, the Eng-
lish today are against the German world
policy. Then, as now, our western rivals
were politically on the defensive in trying
to maintain the status ,quo, France de-

fending its tradition hegemony on the
Continent and Great Britain is monopoly
on the seas, Both times Germany has
been following the natural law of its in;
ner development.

“Prussia could have avoided war with
France, but not without renouncing Ger-
man unity. The question of peace now
depends on whether the British will make
the renunciation of our expansion policy
the condition whereon we can  live to-
gether peaceably. In that case war be-
tween England and Germany would be-
come as necessary as the war between
Germany and France. A vigorous policy
as regards its interests overseas is today
an economic necessity for the German
Empire.” | ) i

Declaring that England is now standing
in the way of German expansion in Asia
Minor, China, South America, and the
Pacific; Dr. Peters adds

“Germany for its part must have elbow
room in the other three-quarters of the
globe so far as it wants and is able to get
it. So long as every German railway con-
cession in Shantung, every trade contract
in Constantinople, every bank franchise in
Fez, is regarded as a blow to British pres-
tige and interests an amicable adujustmént
is not to be thought of.” ,

Dr. Peters attributes part of the alarm
in England to the recent demonstration
that the Austro-German alliance is “‘a
real fact,” giving these central European
nations not only the balance of military
power on the Contiment, but access to

Northcliffe misquoted fact when he stated
thafi Geérmany desired war with France;
as it was France that declared war on
Germany.

“The lord is endeavoring to‘bring about
a hostile feeling on the part of Canadians
against the Germans—a feeling such as has
never before existed in Canada. This call-
ing up of the German peril is mean in the
 highest degree, and Lord Northcliffe is in
no way qntitled to express such sentiment
in our city—in which he was a guest—in
such a hateful way. He calls up a danger
of war with Germany—a danger that does
ngt exiet. It would be regrettable if Lord
.\ort}:chﬁ"g is following the policy in his
English, jingo papers, and thus stimulat-
ing a feeling of hate between the two
nations—a feeling that should always have
been friendly, but of this we are not di-
rectly concerned.

“But, we, will not have this policy im-
ported into Canada, even if the agitator
is a lord and multi-millionaire. We Ger-
mans living in Canada consider ourselves

Toronto, Sept. 14.—John Bergin, K. C.,
collector of customs at Cornwall for the
past thirteen years, died today, aged
eighty-two. :
