‘A New Rig in the Grab-game.

After what had transpired in refer-
ence to the continuation of the Andover
subsidy, up to a fortnight ago, the Mir-
amichi public hoped that the end of the
monopoly had been reached and that, av
least, one large and unnecessary drain
on the Provincial treasury had been
effectually and finally stopped. It was
to be expected that the subsidy organs
would whine over the matter and make
appeals for sympathy in any quarter
where there was even the ghost of a
chance of getting it, and it was not,
therefore, a matter of surprise that in
stgting, in plain terms, that the subsidy
was withdrawn, the Advocate and World
should hold up the pecple of the North-
west as being great sufferers. It was
understood, up to the time that the
chief organ—the World—made the an-
nouncement of the withdrawal, -hat the
Government had the matter still under
consideration, but when the end of the
struggle was announced by those papers,
and the victory was on the side of
public interest, a feeling of satisfaction
and of increased confidence in the Gov-
ernment was the result.

The public, however, will be astonish-
ed to learn that Mr. R. R. Call has re-
newed his attack upon the public trea-
sury and managed to enlist a powerful
interest in his behalf. We shall not go
at length into this new phase of the
subject but briefly state the main fea-
tures of its developments. :

It will be renembered‘ that Mr. Call,
a few weeks since, threatened to obtain
an injunction to restrain the S. W.

| Boom Company from jamming the

river with logs this season. For some
reason not yet known he did not carry
out his threat, although some of his
friends stated that he had gone to St.
John or Fredericton to put it into ex-
ecution. The Boom was, as usual,
jammed by the last freshet and Mr.
Call, thereupon, made the astounding
proposal to certain gentlemen interested
therein, that the Company: should pay
him $25 a day tp make good the loss of
earnings he would sustain by the An-
dover being prevented from running to
Indiantown. He would, however,
make his claim $16 a day provided the
Boom interest would use its influence
with the Government to assist him in
securing a continuation of the Andover’s
subsidy.

Let us look at this proposition :—

1st,—It means that he Government,
which, according to Mr. Call’s organs,
had refused—on publi¢ grounds—to
continue his subsidy, is' now to have a
pressure brought to bear on it bya
lumber corporation to change its policy.

2nd,—It means that a large private
corportion, having incurred an alleged
liability of so much money per day, is
to seek reliet by brimging a corrupt
pressure to bear on the Government by
which the money of the public is to be
substituted for that of said corporation
in discharging such alleged liability.

3rd.—It means that failing to obtain
a subsidy on the merits of his claims,
and for public reasons, Mr. Call
attempts to make corrupt use of pow-
erful private influences to secure it.

4th—1t means that while Mr. Call
could earn $26 a day by running his
boat over the short stretch of river be-
tween Millerton and Indiantown (for
his claim is that he loses that amount
daily by the Andover being prevenied
from running to the latter point) he
has had the effrontery to ask for a Gov-
ernment subsidy on the ground that it
did not pay to run the Andover on the
Miramichi without one.

Hth.—It means that, by his audacious
proposal to the Boom people—his
attempt to secure their influence in
favor of his subsidy, coupled with his
allegation of loss of earnings to the
extent of $26 a day—-he justifies all we
have urged against public money being
given to him by the thousand. y

Whatever course the Boom Company
or the Government may pursue in this
matter, we have our duty to perform to
the public and*we protest, in their be-
half against the Boom Company’s ne-
cessities being made use of to further this
grab at the people’s money. We shall,
no doubt, be abused by Mr. Call’s
paper for standing-as we do, between
his designs and the public interest. We
shall be told that it is political spite
against Mr. Call that prompts us, but
we have only to say that we have no
spite whatever in the matter. Although
Mr. Call has done his utmost against us
we wish him no harm, but neither he
nor any other man shall plan and plot
and make onslaughts upon the moneys
of the province without the Apvance
doing what it can to prevent their suc-
cess. The public show that they ap-
prove of our course; we shall therefore
continue to pursue it.

Where did the Money go to?

In a recent number the World stated
that the owner of the Andover had had
his subsidy withdrawn’ and that this
had ““deprived the Northwest Branch
of steam service and at the same time,
less money has been granted for the
reads than formerly.”

. In reply we said,—

““The grant was as large as ever, but

there was an election last year and the

late Surveyor-General discovered that
quite a number of his friends had been
neglected in the matter of road appro-
priations during the seasons when no
elections were pending, so he antivipated
this year’s grant by over $1,300. Some
persons say that he used this money
corruptly to secure votes, but while we
do not make any such charge just now,
we think Mr. Call’s paper onght not to
be the first to expose the road morney
shrinkage, which Mr. Adams caused.
It only shows, however, that when his
own interests are concerned Mr. Call is
ready to be ungrateful even to those
who have been his benefactors.”

The World of Saturday retorts as fol-
lows,—

“The insinuation that Mr. Adams
was the cause of the shrinkage in the
grant for great roads in the county, is
beneath contempt. Thers was an
amount advanced last year to cover an
over-expenditure on bye-roads, by, we

1 believe, Mr. Gillespie, but what has the

bye-road money to do with the great-
road grant ?”

Now, we did not mention Great Roads
atall, as we had no reason for doing so,
because we knew that the money was
simply expended ‘‘where it did most
good”—in Mr. Adams’ interest. The
official list of Bye-Road” appropriations
—a portion of which we published last
week and the remainder of which ap-
pears in this week’s ADVANCE—a list
with Mr. Adams’ name attached,togeth-
er with those of our three other repre-
sentatives, commences as follows,—

The World,as we quote above, said it
¢ believes there was an amount last year
to cover over-expenditure on bye-roads
by Mr. Gillespie.” The Apvance had
sa’d Mr. Adams had anticipated this
year's grant by over $1,300.” Which
of the two papers gave the truth? We
now say on authority of the Auditor
General’s record that the above war-
rants from No. 46 to 322, inclusive,
covering just $1,378.30 were authorised
by the Governor-in-Council before the
late Government resigned and on the
recommendation of Mr. Adams. We
further atate that some of these amounts
—which, be it remembered, are all
deducted from - the Northumberland
bye-road appropriation of this year
—were given to, settle old claims
rejected by the Government long before
Mr. Adams entered;it — claims too
for work on great roads and some of
therh for work done entirely outside of
the County of Northumberland. The
World has been applying the term
¢ liar” and making use of other dis-
gusting language in replying to our
statements, but we can ‘afford to let
public judgment and public sense of
decency deal with it in such matters.
If either Mr. Adams or the World
please ‘to contradict the above
plain and unequivocal statement we
will prove i, as we are always pre-
pared to do and have done any state-
ments we have made respecting the
wretched and corrupt administration of
public affairs under that gentleman’s
self-seeking occupancy of a place as our
representative in the Government of the
Province. In discussing these matters,
however, we prefer to deal with respon-
sible parties and not with the childigh
and obscure writers who appear tb know
so little of what they write about, but
seem to control and direct the World.

Manitobs.

Several Miramichi men, who went to
Manitoba with a view of settling there,
have returned home during the present
month and their report of the country
isnot such as to encourage many to
“go west”. Those who have come
back took away with them suffi-
cient means to buy land and settle in
the West if they so decided and they
think they were fortunate in doing so.
Their reports show that the new towns
and settlements are overcrowded, and
owing to the influx of both laborers and
skilled men from all quarters, there is
such keen competition for the work of-
fering, that wages are very.low, consid-
ering the expenses of living. The
chanees for securing dand at reasonable
rates are, also, very poor, as every
available acre is either settled upon or
in the hands of speculators. Men who
go to Manitoba in the expectation of
buying lands, find, on arriving there,
that they must go still further west and
the further they go the more hopeless
their chances of settling appears. The
large number who leave their homesin
the east, taking with them just enough,
perhaps, to carry them to Winnipeg;
Brandon or some such centre, are
forced to almost beg for work at wages
which a Miramichi laborer would refuse.
They have no alternative, however, as
they must work or starve. The exper-
ience of the Miramichi men has also
been that of otheis, as the following
letter from a Nova Scotian named
Chute, will show. It is published in a
Nova Beotia paper,—

DEar Sir,—I have been in this éountry
for eight weeks. I formerly lived in
Aylesford, Kings Co., N. 8., and since
coming here have been very fortunate. I
spent the firat three weeks in looking over
the different parts of the country, but
thought it too rough a life to lead to go
back of the railroad 100 miles - for fand,
in order to go to_farming, so I concluded
to go to wotk. I came back here to Win-
nipeg, and after looking around for a soft
job for three days and not finding any, I
took off my coat and went to work at
teaming for the North-West Lumbering
Co. I have now been with them five
weeks, and have as good a job as most any
man, or as good as H out of 10 in the city.
There are hundreds of mep here to-day
who cannot get work to do, and are now a
serious nujsance in the city, and have
been the means of cutting down the wages:
so that the majority of working men here,
after paying their board, have nothing
left. I meet men by the dozen every day,
who curse this cougtry and say {{they
could get money enough to take them out
of it, they would go. They tell me that
they could have made more money if they
had stayed at home and gone to work
the!

re.

To give you an idea how -hard up some
are on account of not getting any work to
do ; 1 went up the street two nighta ago,

and went into aun anction room, where I

saw a large pile of trunks and tool chests
and their contents being offered for sale,
which had been placed there by persons
who had no other means to keep them
from starving, and were trying to get
money enough to take $hem out of the
country. I know of carpenters here,
working for $1.75 and $2.00 per day, and
when they pay $6.00 a week for board and
other little expenses besides, you see they
have nothing left. If men in Nova Scotia
that are farming, would live in the same
kind of houses and style, and work as
hard as they do here, in nine cases out of
ten they would make more momey. Any
masn that will leave a farm in Kings or
Annopolis counties to come out here to
farm, would, when he got here, call him-
self a natural born fool ! If a man wants
to buy or get a farm within 40 miles of the
railroad, he has got to pay from $8 to $20
per acre for unimproved lands ; if he wish-
es to take up & homestead and pre-emp-
tion, he will have to ge back in most
cases over 100 miles from the track and a

ood ways west at that. Imagine travel-
fing these long distances, say in the
spring, when you have to cross deep creeks
and muddy slews, (which we call in Nova
Scotis, swamps), when you would have to
unload your team and carry it across on
your shoulders. It would make a man
think very favorably of his native
country. A man living in your country
knows nothing of the hardships the pion-
eer here has to endure. I have written
you these facts which the people with you
should know, and if you think them worth
printing, you are at liberty to use my
name.

The Pheenix Park Murders and their
Consequences.

(Dublin Freeman’s Jowrnal, National Organ.)

Not merely was the deed almost un-
equalled in its daring audacity and cold-
bloodedness ; it was unparalleled in its
effects. It not only sealed the fate of two
innocent individuals ; it changed that of
anation, and by its effects upon the rela-
tions between England and this country,
may yetinfluence the destinies of the
entire human race. On the morning of the
6th of May, 1882, all promised well, for
Mr. Foster and his system of ‘‘lettres de
cachet” had been dismissed. A popular
Viceroy and an amiable young nobleman
had been sent here to inaugurate, as all
believed, a new and brighter era—an era
of justice, of conciliation. of consequent
peace,progress and order. Dublin, Ireland
—was enfete. The pulse of the nation
beat high with hope and all went merry
as a marriage bell. So it was in the
morning and at midday. In the evening
all had changed. The prospects of Ireland
were struck down by the same hands that
laid Jow Lord Frederick Cavendish and
Mr. Burke, and with their  deaths
joy gave place to mouiaing, and
hope to despair. - Who does not remem-
ber the feeling of dismay and stupor
that pervaded all classes when the
fatal newse became known?  After a
while it gave way %o one of intense indig-
nation and desire that the country should
be purged of the foul disgrace, and the
culprits be brought to speedy justice. If
‘they had been then discovared, they
would have been lynched in the public
streets by the people of Dublin; but
everywhere a confident anticipation was
expressed that the assassins were not Irish-
men at all, and it was univerally believed
that after completing their bloody task
they had immediately left the country—a
belief which® grew as each succeeding
month left the tragedy still shrouded in
mystery. None were mere vigorous in
their denunciation of the erime than those
concerned with the popular party—nota-
bly, Mr. Parnell and Mr. Davitt—and
nightly so, for nose suffered so severely.
The party of Constitutional agitation and
peaceful refgem had achieved the victory.
Its fruits were within their grasp when
Carey and his associates snatched them
away by their bloody deed. O’Connell
used to say that the man who committed
a crime gave atrength to the enemy.
This was most true ; but it is seldom that
a single crime gives such strength to the
enemies of an entire people as did that of
the 6th of May. The whole policy of
England towards Ireland, and to a large

that event. Instead of concession we
have had coercion in a form more terrjble
than ever this unhappy country has
before experienced in modern times;
instead of the repeal of unjust laws we
have had the suspension of every pretence
of constitutional government ; instead of
reconcilation we have increased repres-
sion on the cne side, intensified bitterness
on the other. Within the past twelve
months, and consequent on Brady’s
crime, bitter seeds have been sown, which
are even now springing up, and which a
generation will not uproot, And all this
has Been the act of & hnnd}nl of desperate
misguided men, none of them of any edu-
cation. and but one of whom was' above
the artisan class in position. Is it possible
that a great nation like England is going
permanently to punish a whole com,
munity for the crime of a dozen men, or
permita deliberately adopted policy of
justice to be set aside because of one des-
perate deed? If not, may we not ask
how long isIreland to be scourged because
a handful of desperadees committed a
heinous crime, which none lament more
sincerely, and by which mome have suf-
fered so heavily as those in whose sup-
posed interests the deed was cominitted.

Terrible Calamity in a Ooncert Hall
in England.

ONE HUNDRED AND SEVENTY-EIGHT CHIL-
DREN TRAMPLED TO DEATH.

London, June 17.—A terrible calamity,
involving the death of one hundred and
seventy-eight children, occurred in the
Town of Sunderland in the County of
Durham, last evening. From details thus
far received, it appears that an entertain-
ment had been given in Victoria Hall, by
a conjuror, which was attended almost
altogether by children, several thousand
being in attendance. The accident occur-
red at the close of the performance. The
body of the hall had been entirely cleared
of its occupants, when some 1,200 little
ones came rushing down stairs from the
gallery. At the top of the first flight of
stairs was a door which opened only about
twenty inches, permitting but ope child to
pass through at a time. At this poiut,
while the mass of children were pushing
forward, one fell and was unable to rise,
ewing to the others crowding on. The
result was that a great number were push-
ed down, trampled apon and suffocated.
The scene was terrible and no effort could
stop the mad rush of the affrighted chil-
dren, They came on ‘pell mell anrd soon
one hundred and seventy-pight of them
were knocked down and suffocated by
others trampling upon them. The greater
number of the bodies which were badly
mangled from the trampling laid seven or
pight deep. Many of the victims, and
others who were not killed, had the
clothing torn from their bodies, and this
together with the bleeding of the unfor-
tunates shows the terrible nature of the
struggle. The ages of the 178 children
known to have beon killed, yange from
four to fourteen years. The work of get-
ting out the bodies of the victims wass
begun immediately, They were laid out
in the hall for the purpose of identifying

identification was in progress.
SecoND DESPATCH:

LoxnpoN, June 17—Several deaths have
occured since the first report and the
fatal list is now placed at 186, The
rescuers’ first efforts were directed to-
wards rescuing the children who were
apparently alive, but so tightly were the
victims jammed together that it was re-
garded as dangerous to drag them out of
the helpless mass, lest the effort would
result in pulling off the limbs of living
children as well as mutilating the dead.
They, therefore, proceeded steadily and
systematically to lift off the topmost ones.
A few of those beneath had survived and
their moanings and low cries of pain
could be distinctly heard amid the excite-
ment and cries of bereaved parents and
friends who were thronging the adjacent
streets.

The disaster was referred to in all the
churches in Sunderland to-day and by
many of the preachers in London, and
prayers were offered for the parents and
friends of the victims.

THIRD DESPATCH.

London, June 17.—The staircase from
the gallery was a winding one. Both the
audience and the officials who were in the
hall at the time of the disaster were un-
aware for some considerable time of the
terrible tragedy being enacted at the door.

They were not informed until the hall-
keeper, who strolling near the scene of the
calamity, was attracted by the groans,
gave the alarm. Fay, who gave the enter-
tainment, was busy packing up his appar-
atus to depart when a man rushed up to
him and informed him of the disaster and
immediately fell down speechless in a fit.
Some of the families whese homes were 8o
suddenly darkened, lost over three
children. One man and wife pushed
their way into the hall in which lay the
bodies of the victims and without betray-
ing any emotion began to scan the faces of
the dead. Recognizing the face a
one of his children, the father pointing
with his finger, exclaimed, ‘That’s one,”
passing on again he recoguized anothers
and then a.third. Staggeringin a fit of
agony he cried, “My God, all my family
gone !” and overwhelmed with grief sank
to the floor. In some homes there are
tive children dead.

Queen Victoria sent a telegram to-day
to the Mayor of “Sunderland, expressing
her grief at the occurrence of t he disaster.
The children of various Sunday schools
also sent telegrams of sympathy, and flags
are at half-mast. One Sunday school
loses thirty scholars by the catastrophe.
Many of the survivors had their arms
broken in the crush, and - others are
sufferiog from broken ribs or rupturs of
internal organs.

Graham, the hall-keeper, says children
not twenty yards from the door, came
pressing forward unaware of the tragedy.

The scene inside Victoria Hall during
the identification of the bodies baffles
description, and was painful in the ex-
treme., The faces of the dead children, in
almost every case, were swollen from the
suffocating, from which many - died.
Their lips were parched and their noses
bleeding. Parents rushing-wildly about
would fall upon the bodies of their dead
children, wailing and weeping, clasp their
unconscicus forms in their arms and vainly
endeavoring to note sign of life. Many
poor mothers swooned away at the sight
of the dead, while others were wild and
almost violent in their hysterical grief.
The act of removing the dead from the
Hall, to-day, was an occasion for the
renewal of lamentation and confusion.
Many persons rushed through the police
cordon appointed for the preservation of
‘order andythere was a scene of great con-
fosion. The passage way was very close,
80 that a short time after the catastrophe
a horrible sickening stench came from the
pile of corpses at the main outlet of the
hall.

Latest reports to-night figure up 188
dead, and there are the gravest fears that
the number will reach 200. The eager-
ness of the children to depart from the
hall was caused by a desire to receive the
prizes that had been promised them.
Graham throws the blame of the calamity
upon a man connected with the entertain-
ment, who, it appears, fastened the door
half open in order that the prizes could be
given to the children one at a time while
they were leaving the hall.

Land Law Reform.

The Highlanders appear among those
who are seeking the reform of British
Land laws and leading men among them
have formed a society, which seems to
give promise of doing good work for the
crofters.

2.—That the object of the Association
be to effeot such changes in the Land Laws
as will secure Fair Rents, Durability of
Tenure, and Compensation for Improve-
ments, with such an Apportionment of
the Land as will promote the welfare of
the people thronghout the Highlands and
Islands of Scotland.

3.—That this object be carried out by
means of Public Meetings, the collection
and publication of facts connected with
the present system of Land Tenure; and
such other methods as the Committee may
consider desirable. -
4.—Thas the membership of the Asseci-
ation be open to all who approve of its ob-
ject and subscribe to its funds.
5.—That the management be vested in
a President, . Viee-Presidents, Treasurer,
Secretary, General and Kxecutive Com-
mittee; the Executive Committee to con-
sist of seven Members, in addition to the
Office Bearers.
6.—That a Business Meeting be held
annually in May, at which a financial
statement and report shall be submitted,
and the Office- ers and Committee
elected.
7.—That no alteration in the constitu-
tion of the Association be made except at
one of the Annual Meetings, or at a
Special Meeting called for the purpose,
twenty-eight days’ notice of any proposed
alteration having been previously given in
writing to the Secretary.
