BY TOY PISTOLS. A STRONG POSITION.

Thirteen Persons Dead and Seven In­
jured in and Around Norfolk, Va.

NORFOLK. Va., Jan. 6.—Thirteen 
persons dead and seven injured is the 
record xsaic by the use of toy pistols 
in this city and vicinity since- Christ­
mas Day. Six more lives were sacri­
ficed within the last twenty-four 
hours. The list of dead includes:— 
George Wright, fourteen years old. of 
Berkeley; Louis Calvert, twelve, of 
Portsmouth: Leonard DrUtngold (col­
ored), eight, of Rosemont: John Tur­
ner (colored), eight; Lynn Walker, 
twenty-five: George Spencer, seaman 
on the Lancaster; Harold Harney, eix, 
Bramble.tOn; Walter Sprague (colored), 
John Turner (colored, W. A. Brumsey, 
six; Charles Purnell Morris, twelve, 
West Norfolk; Willie Miller, eleven, 
Huntersville, and George Williams 
(colored). Oak Grove.

Every one of these met death on ac­
count of wounds received from the 

• premature discharge of toy pistole, 
firing blank cartridges.

This great list of fatalities has caus­
ed action to be taken by the municipal 
authorities. The mayors of Norfolk, 
Portsmouth and Berkeley have issued 
orders to the chiefs of police to confis­
cate all toy pistols found in the pos­
session of children.

Charles T. Bland, Portsmouth's rep­
resentative in the legislature, has 
drawn u bill, which he will present as 
soon as the legislature reconvenes, 
prohibiting thv sale in the State of 
Virginia of firearms to any person un­
der sixteen years old.

There Is a wave of popular protest 
against there -heretofore supposed 
harm!, hs toys and it is likely that civil 
ясі Ion will be taken against the manu­
facturers whose agente introduced 
і liem in the state. There is also prob­
ability of procedure against the mer­
chants who sold the weapons to boys.

The list of injured who have devel­
oped symptoms of tetanus up to the 
lest report is ècven, among whom is 
Miss Bessie Fils, of Portsmouth. While 
these cases are serious, the physicians 
in attendance hope there will be no fa­
tal resuite.

LOUISVILLE, Ky.. Jan. 6.—William 
Weiss, eleven years old. Is dead, and 
Henry Doyle, eleven years old, and 
William O'Neill, thirteen 
are dying In this city of lockjaw, 
caused by shooting themselves while 
firing toy pletdla on Christmas Day.

What a Reciprocity of Tariffs Would 
Mean.

(Winnipeg Telegram.)
The Importance of the Canadian 

market to the United States Is begin­
ning to be recognized In that country. 
Under present conditions United States 
exports to Canada amount to a very 
considerable figure, and many papers 
in the United States are pointing out 
that by pursuing a policy similar to 
that adopted by the United States, 
Canada would stop the importation of 
the greater part of what she at pres­
ent imports from that country, much 
to the disadvantage of American in­
dustries. The Detroit Tribune alludes 
to the retaliatory policy expounded by 
Mr. Charlton in the United States, 
with the approval of Sir Wilfrid Lau­
rier, and it points out that if Canada 
determined to raise her tariff to an 
equality with that of the United States 
It would close one of the United States' 
best and most rapidly increasing mar­
kets. In a war of tariffs It believes 
that Canada would occupy a strong 
position. It says:

“Since 1866 it has been commercial 
war between us and our northern 
neighbors, or, If not exactly war, a 
“pacific blockade" maintained by us 
against their products. Thus far Can­
ada has not replied in kind, except In 
late instances, such as the prohibition 
of the export of logs from Ontario and 
the establishment of preferential rela­
tions with Great Britain by the do­
minion. It is absurd imagine that 
she will longer remain quiescent under 
the treatment she has received or that, 
with her increasing industrial and ag­
ricultural development, she will fail to 
move for what John Charlton calls “re­
ciprocity in tariffs-if not reciprocity In 
trade." When she decides to throw up 
a barrier as high as our own. those 
who have stood out against fair trade 
arrangements will discover, too late, 
that one of the beet markets we have 
has been closed to us. and that at a 
time when its value to us is Increasing 
at an enormous rate. Then the factories 
that are now furnishing her $2,000,000 
worth of agricultural implements per 
year; those that send her $1,100,000 of 
copper manufactures. $3,000,000 worth 
of cotton manufactures, $5,000,000 worth 
of boots and shoes, and $1,500,000 of 
books and publications, $1,100.000 each 
of tobaccos and illuminating oils, will 
not be quite so busy as they are now, 
and the demand fbr breadstuffs and 
meat products for their employes will 
be less brisk. There will be loss, also, 
to the men who sold her last 
500,000 cattle, 11,000,000 bushels of com 
and 1,600,000 bushels of oats, and 
slackening in the demand tor other 
grains and for fruits and certain va­
rieties of vegetables, 
fighting not all the advantage is on 
one side. Neither does a particular 
advantage stay permanently where it 
has resided In the past/'

CONSTANTINOPLE, Jen. 7,—Great 
Britain's protest against the permls- 
olon granted in September last to four 
unarmed Russian torpedo boat de­
stroyers to pass through the Darda­
nelles, into the Black Sea, under the 
commercial flag of Russia, will, It Is 
believed, be followed by similar action 
on the part of Austria-Hungary and 
Italy, while Germany and France will 
remain aloof.

DEATH OF CAPT. MACOMBER.

OUR POLICE DEPARTMENT.

.To the Editor of the Star:
Sir,—Will you kindly explain why It 

Is that the newspapers appear to take 
so little Interest In the various mat­
ters which from time to time engage 
the attention of the common council? 
The Star is a wide-awake paper, and 
is usually abreast of the times in giv­
ing editorial expression on all sub­
jects of vital Importance to the pub­
lic. Hence it is that I am surprised 
no comments, favorable or otherwise, 
have, at least eo far as I am aware, 
been made bearing upon the several 
questions discussed at the last meet­
ing of the council, questions which in 
my humble opinion should not be dis­
posed of without a great deal of 
thought and serious consideration.

According to reports of the proceed­
ings of the council It is proposed to ob­
tain from the local legislature power 
to appoint the chief ot police, which 
power, if granted, practically means 
the management and control of the 
whole police department. There sure­
ly must be some good reason why such 
a radical step ns this should be taken 
by the council, and unless thv leader in 
this movement can present the public 
with Letter arguments in favor of thr 
change, than they have as yet advanc­
ed, the public, 1 believe, will not be 
satisfied to have the council deprive 
the executive head of the police de­
partment of the power and control he 
now wields over the force. I cannot 
seriously think that the representa­
tives of the press at the meeting could 
have advisedly given the public the 
opinions expressed by some of thv al­
dermen In the discussion over this 
matter. Both Aldermen Maxwell und 
McGoldrick, the mover and seconder of 
the first resolution favoring the change, 
are credited with having expressed 
themselves ns having no fault to find 
with the chief of police: on the con­
trary, they have actually said that the 
present Incumbent is a good official. 
If this be really their honest convic­
tion, I would ask why then, if the chief 
is satisfactorily performing the duties 
of his office, do the members of the 
council (who are constantly complain­
ing of the valuable time they arc los­
ing attending the meeting of the com­
mittees of the council) now desire to 
increase their labors by endeavoring 
to usurp the powers of Chief Claik and 
thus to destroy the discipline and ef­
ficiency of the force, so far at least ns 
his personal lnffumcL1 over the men is 
concerned.

Will any citl’/vn who knows anything 
concerning the main working of the 
police department believe I'.mt the 
council, in askin g for this change, are 
actuated solely from' motive to enhance 
tho standard of efficiency In the de­
partment or to provide the publie with 
greater police protection than they 
now enjoy? It would appear to be 
that the real reason for this proposed 
change has not yet been given, but I 
rather guess what the alderman are 
after la a little more patronage. I 
gather thla impression of what AltW i - 
nian Maxwell said at the council—at 
Ipast it was so reported to me by one 
who was present. According to my In­
formant, Akl. Maxwell said that not­
withstanding hia recommendation to 
the chief for appointment of two young 
men who had recently returned from 
South. Africa, he was told by the ap­
plicants In question that the chief had 
told them they had better go to Hon. 
Messrs. Dunn and McKeown and get 
their recommendations if they desired 
to become members of the police force.

In conclusion. Mr. Editor, I would 
suggest that unleea а сотпЦааІоп In­
dependent of the council be appointed, 
It would not be wise to interfere with 
the present system of management of 
one of the most important branche» of 
our city's services. At least this is 
the opinion of one who takes a good 
deal of Interest in

When smallpox broke out In the lum­
ber camps near Jujkman, a number of 
weeks ago, the patients were removed 
to that town and placed in charge of 
Dr. Estes Nichols of Boston, who Is 
spending the winter here for hla health. 
Shortly afterward Dr. J. B. Thompson 
of Bangor, who attended the smallpox 
cases In the recent epidemic in this 
city, was despatched to assist him. 
Nine days ago it was learned that the 
disease had manifested Itself in the 
region around Fort Kent and Dr. 
Nichols has Just made his report and 
It was transmitted to Dr. Woodcock 
here in Sec. Young’s letter of Tuesday 
morning.

Dr. Nichols discovered one case at 
Fort Kent and at Seven Islands, a 
short distance above there, he found 58. 
The patients are in all stages of the 
disease and a large number of them 
are Frenchmen working In Morrison’s 
lumber camp. The utmost care must 
be taken to prevent the disease spread­
ing all through that section, and Dr. 
Nichole and the atate board are doing 
everything possible to check It. A 
quarantine has been established and 
guards placed along 
border.

There Is one case of smallpox at 
Presque Isle and 11 at Van Buren. In 
addition to these a great many have 
been exposed in those localities. The 
other cases In the state at present, ac­
cording to Dr. Young, are five at Shilo, 
31 at Biddeford, throe at Sanford, six 
at Kennebunk, one at Bethel and 
at Ne wry.

One great trouble with the situation 
In the northern part of the state Is that 
many French-Canadlans asolutely re­
fuse to be vaccinated. Ah proprietors 
of lumber camps are strongly urged 
by the state board of health to compel 
their crews to be vacçlnated and to 
build shacks in which smallpox pa­
tients may at once be isolated If the 
dlsase happens to break out. This 
course, Dr. Woodcock says, is being 
generally adopted.

The Irish Land Coeference has issued 
a voluminous report of its delibera­
tions, in which It is declared that the 
only satisfactory settlement of the ex­
isting land question is the substitution 
of an occupying, wr proprietary own­
ership of land for the existing dual 
ownership.

As the process of direct state Inter­
ference in. purchase and resale would 
be generally tedious, and unsatisfac­
tory, the report recommends, therefore, 
that except where owners or half oc­
cupiers so desire, and except In those 
districts under the Congested District 
Board, the settlement be made between 
the owner and the occupier, subject to 
the «necessary investigation by the 
state as to title, rental and security.

The report emphasizes the desira­
bility of inducing landlords to continue 
to reside in Ireland, and, with this pur­
pose In view, it says an equitable price 
should be paid to owners, based upon 
income, and that provision ought to 
be made for the resale to owners of 
mansion houses and demesnes, 
purchase price should either be assur­
ance by the state of such income, or 
the payment of a capital sum produc­
ing it at three per cent or three and a 
quarter per cent. If guaranteed by 
the state tenants’ repayments should 
be expended for a term of years, se­
curing a reduction of from fifteen to 
twenty-five per cent on rents.

To do this may Involve some assist­
ance from the state beyond the use of 
its credit, and the report 
that such assistance would be justified 
Jn the future •welfare of Ireland and 
the settlement of this vexed problem. 
The report offers no definite financial 
proposals, but It considers that an un­
exampled opportunity exists at the 
present moment for dealing with this 
question upon an equitable basis.

і Wiawe-Taylor. secretary of 
reiicè. left (here today for the 

United States on board the Cunard line 
steamer Iverriia. He goes to America 
to ascertain the views of President 
Roosevelt and other prominent Ameri­
cana on the land question.

In an Interview before leaving Cap­
tain Shawe-Taylor said:—"The govern­
ment now for the first time has before 
it a practical solution of this question 
acceptable to both landowners and oc­
cupiers. It would be a national cal­
amity if, While a truce exists between 
the two parties, this unique opportun­
ity was allowed- to pass."

The report of the Irish land confer­
ence is commented upon on all sides 
this morning as a very encouraging 
document, and as Indicating that the 
problem is ripe for solution. It is also 
said to give valuable suggestions to 
Chief Secretary of Ireland Wyndham 
for the projected bill.

The government organs, while point­
ing out that the conference does 
represent many of the great landlords, 
commend the tone and disposition of 
the conference as revealed in Its re­
port as very hopeful for the future of 
Ireland. These papers contend that 
the report involves the complete re­
pudiation of the whole Gladstonlan 
policy of land reform, «namely, 
ownership.

M. Bax­
ter appeared for Morrison, W. J. Ma­
honey for Stone, and E. S. Ritchie for 
Carlin. The prisoners all pleaded not 
guilty, and the trial this morning was 
made a preliminary examination.

Frederick G. Globe, the first witness, 
•said that on Saturday evening he had 
gone to meet his family at the D. A. 
R. wharf. His family did not arrive, 
and as he was about to start for home 
lie heard a sound of breaking glass, 
and turning saw four men at a house 
near by. Just then he was called by 
a little boy to see what was wrong 
with a man who was lying in the road. 
He went over in company with a man 
from the freight shed and lifted up 
the one who was on the ground. After 
hv had raised the fellow up, three oth­
er young men surrounded Mr. Globe, 
and one of them, whom he now Identi­
ties as the prisoner Stone, threatened 
to smash him. Another interfered and 
prevented the blow, but Stone insisted 
and struck Mr. Globe over the right 
eye. Mr. Globe fell back from the 
force of the blow and on regaining his 
f<et Stone struck him again. Upon 
endeavoring to get away he was struck 
on the head from behind and was pre­
vented from getting away from the 
crowd. By this time Mr. Globe was 
dazed from the effects of the repeated 
blows. He wras struck again from be­
hind, but not again from In front, and 
was hustled around considerably, be­
ing forced hero and there while at­
tempting to get away. He was hust­
led towards the end of the wharf and 
struck twice more on the back of the 
head. While backing up to get away 
he stepped over the end of the wharf 
and being forced by the men who 
were pressing against him, fell into tlv; 
water. The fourth blow on the back 
of the head was received just before 
hv fell over the wharf. Mr. Globe ‘ - n 
baker,^residing on Waterloo street.

After being pushed into tho water 
Mr. Globe swam towards the steamer 
Yarmouth. He heard a man call to 
him from the wharf and swam back.
A rope was thrown to him and utter 
some trouble he succeeded in fasten­
ing It about his body and was drawn 
up.

There is now under construction at 
Carleton a mammoth barge, which Is 
to bo usrtf in tho transfer of cattle 
across the harbor' from the Ballast 
wharf sheds to the steamers at Sand 
Point. The advantages resulting from 
sjjch procedure will be many.

During the flint of the winter the 
cattle coming over the 1. C. R. for 
shipment were nil sent around to the 
•VP. R. cattle sheds at Sand Point, 
thus adding the heavy bridge tolls to 
the cost of transportation. Then the 
I. C. It. made accommodations for 
nearly a thousand head of cattle at the 
Ballast wharf, doing away with bridge 
charges ou those, but making it neces­
sary for the cattle steamers to under­
go the expense of towage across the 
harbor, as most of them take in the 
greater part of their cargo nt Rami 
Point.

Under this new system botli these 
difficulties will be done away with. 
The barge now being built will have a 
capacity of three or four hundred 
head, and will be so constructed with 
huge double decks that the cattle may 
walk from the wharf into the barge 
and from the barge directly on board 
the steamers. The cost of the trans­
fer of this barge across the harbor will 
be far less than either the transfer of 
the steamer or the bridge tolls, 
will also make it possible for the 
steamer to load cattle at any time of 
tide, and will facilitate the transfer of 
other cargoes by making it possible 
for other goods to be loaded from the 
wharf while the cattle are coming 
aboard from the barge on the other 
side of the ship. Now it Is necessary 
for the steamer to complete the rest 
of her cargo and then spend an extra 
day getting the cattle on board.

It is expected that the barge will be 
qeady for use In a week or ten days. 
The man back of the Scheme is John 
K. Moore, and it is stated that he has 
already made cattle loading contracts 
with the leading steamship companies.
