There the Duke of Kent, father of
the late queen, was entertained when
he visited this city in 1794, and sixty-
four years afterward his grandson,
now King Edward VII. made his home
there during his short stay in St. John.

‘When the first Ward Chipman died,
 his son, afterward Chief Justice Chip~
man, Tnherited the family residence
and occupled it until his death in 1851
His widow survived until 1876 and re-
sided in the old home. It was during
her occupancy that the house was
fited up for the reception of the Prince
of Wales.

Chief Justice Chipman left the pro-
perty to Robert F. Hazen, his cousin,
but Mr., Hagen died in 1874, before Mrs.
Chipman and never occupled the house.
His son, Willlam, took up his residence
there in 1876, remaining until his death
n 1881. Robert F. Hazen was a
prominen® citizen and at one time
mayor of St. John, William was a
civil engineer and was the father of
Arthur Hazen of the Bank of British
North America. Mrs. Hazen, widow of
Willlam Hazen, who is still living in
the city resided in the house until 1885,
and since then the bullding has been
occupied by tenants. The house in
spite of its age is still very comfortable
and was very substantially built, It
is said by some to be of brick encased
with wood, while others claim that
bricks have been thrown in between
the wood.

The house will be torn down to make
room for the new Y. M. C. A. The new
building will be equipped with all

Fred. W. Goodspeed, the boy erimin-
al, whose career of misdeeds has so
shocked the community Within the past
yéar or so, was this morning for the
second time called upon to stand trial
for a crime hardly less grave than that
for which something less than a year
ago he was indicted,

Goodspeed has the same coolness and
self-possession which, during the former
trial, intePested spectators who had
gathered in the court room. It was not
us large or as excitedly interested as
the crowds which attended the Hig-
gins trials, about a year ago, yet its
one topic was Goodspeed. In the hum
of suppressed voices the name of
Goodspeed often became audible. The
boy has lost nothing in interest, if he
has in sympathy, His Honor Judge
Landry, to whom quite strangely has
fallen the lot of dispensing justice to
Goodspeed, as he did to his companion
in crime, Higgins, about a year ago,
entered the court room at precisely 10
o'clock. A few minutes afterwards
Goodspeed, in charge of Constable Raw-
lings, entered the court room and tof)k
his place in the dock.

As the youthful prisoner entered the
eourt room curiosity seized all and
heads were eagerly extended In the
endeavor tu catch a glimpse of his face,
Goodspeed indifferently returned the
stare of the curious. His confinement
has apaprently had no ill effect upon
his health. He is almost as plump, if
not quite as rosy as he was a year ago,

but his face has lost much of that look
of boyish innocence that won him
sympathy then and has acquired a'
tough expression, r:ora fitting to his

fon in the dock. ;
po;::n . Morrell, who defended Good-
speed in his former trial, is again con-
ducting his defence, while to Hon. H. !
A. McKeown has again fallen the task
of prosecution. After Mr. McKeown
had moved for trial, the roll of the pe-
tit jury was called. !

The prisoner was then nrralfned.lﬂhev
stood_up and eared to evince the.
closest lnm’g! y
was being read by the clerk. To the
question: “What say you to this
charge?” the prisoner answered in clear
tones: “Not guilty.”

The arralgnment being concluded,
the impanneling of the jury which is
to try Goodspeed was proceeded with.

Scott E. Morrell, for the prisoner,
peremptorily challenged Peter J. Ar-
nold, John Condon, Patrick Cassily and |
Wm. May Sinclair. Mr. McKeown, for !
the crown, objected to John Walsh.
The panel when finally m_ade up com-
posed the following: Albert McArthur,
John H. Walker, James Bault, Jacob
Colwell, Robert Reld, Charles E. Scam-
mell, Fred Seely, Michae] Ryan, Chas.
A. Doherty, Robert C. Tilley, J. Allen
Turner and J. H. D, Turner.

Mr. McKeown, in opening to the jury,
sald that the charges against Good-
speed were four. The first alleged that
Goodspeed assaulted his guard with in-
tent to kill. The rest of the charges
placed the prisoner's motive on a low-
er plane. It would be detailed by se-
veral witnesses to be called how he
was at first allowed free intercourse
with the inmates of the Boys' Indus-
trial Home, where he was confined,
but sometime afterwards for good rea-
sonl'to the authorities of the place, the
prisoner was kept apart from the rest
of the inmates, Mr. McKeown then
rehearsed the circumstances of Good-
speed’s assault upon his guard. Mr.
Marr would detail the circumstances
of the ‘assault when called as a Wwit-
ness. The matter of intent as well as
matter of fact would have to be con-
sidered by the jury.

Charles F. Marr, the keeper uvon
whom Goodspeed made the assault
was the first witness cailed. He saic

he had held the position of keeper a!

the Boys' Irdustrial Home since last
June, after Goodspeed was placed there
in confinement. On the day on which
the assault was made he was going
about his ordinary duties and nothing
out of the ordinary h‘d occurred up |
to the evening. Sixteen of the boys'
at the home slept in a large dormitory, |
while Goodspeed was kept in a room!
by himeelf. Tke room in which Geog-|
epeed slept Was part of the big dormi-
tory, partitioned oftf, Goodspeed’s |
room was secured by a padlock and
two buttons on the outside.

On that night Goodspeed was plac-
ed in his room about six o'clock. The
other boys were put to bed at half-
past eight. He -had never had any
quarrel with Goodspeed. After he put
the other boys to bed, he went to his
own room, As he was passing, Good-
speed called to him and asked him to
get him a drink of water. He went
and got the water and soon returned.
As he opened the door to enter Good-
speed’s room he recelved a blow on the
back of his head from an iron bar.

The witness, continuing, said that
after recelving the blow he wheeled
round and asked Goodspeed what he
meant. He replied that he meant no
harm, but only wilinted to get clear of
the place. On that day Mr. Longley,
the superintendent, was absent in a
customary visit to the city. The wit-
ness, continuing his' description of
Goodspeed’s attack upon him, sald that
Goodspeed followed up his first blow
with three others. On searching Good-
speed's cell afterwards, he discovered
a long, ordinary table knife. The bar
with which he was struck had been
taken by Goodspeed from his iron bed-
stead.

Cross-examined by Scott E. Morrell
the witcess sald that when he first
went to the reformatory he found that
Goodspeed was kept in a room by him-
self. Goodspeed was taken out for his
meals. He was not allowed out of
doors, except when taken to the flats.
After the prisoner had struck him on
that night, witness asked him what
he did it for, and the prisoner answer-
ed that he wanted to get out of that
‘place or ejse into the penitentiary. It
was about half past eight when Good-
speed made the attack. When Mr,
Longley returned he struck Goodspeed
with the very bar with. which Good-
speed had struck him. He didn't think
the blows were very hard. Mr, Long-
ley only hit him twice as near as the
witneds could tell. The other boys are
liable to be locked. up if they prove
unruly, The witness knew of one in-
stance. Two boys, while the witness
had been at the reforfmatory, had made
an attempt to escape and had been
punished for it,

Israel L. Longley, superintendent of
the Boys' Industrial Home, was the
next witness called for the crown. The
witness identified the warrant on which
Good d was to the re-
formatory, and it was given In evid-
ence. The witness said that he leaves
the home every Thursday evening,
leaving the boys in charge of the guard.
On the day of - d's assault on

v . Y, the
witness left on his usual visit to the
eity and returneéd about half past nine.
The guard Marr showed him some
bruises-on his arm. Referring to Good-
speed's sleeping room, witness sald he
had specially made the room for Good-
speed. Its dimensions were §51-2 feet

| by 6 feet. There were no gratings on
| the window of his room.

To Juryman Scammell witness said
that Goodspeed’'s room was sufficiently
lighted to allow of his reading.

Under cross-examination witness said
that Goodspeed was in the reformatory
& month before he was allowed to be
with the other boys. He was ordered
by the board to build the room in
which Goodspeed was afterwards
placed. Pressed to give his reasons
for the bullding of the room witness
sald it was mainly for convenience,
and also that the place in which he had
been previously kept was not suitable.
Witness also received orders from the
board to allow Goodspeed to go with
the other boys and to mingle with
them somewhat. g

Within the last year he remembered
the chairman of the board visiting the
home. He had also seen Mr. McKeown
there since Goodspeed has been in the
reformatory. Goodspeed was put with
th other boys because of the visit of
Mr. McKeown, and some members of
the board. Judge Ritchie and Mr. Tilley
had also visited the place. Three of the
boys who are at the reformatory now
attempted to escape. As a punishment
they were locked up. On the night of
Goodspeed's attack upon his guard, he
went up to Goodspeed's room. He ad-
mitted hitting Goodspeed. He gave
three or four strokes across the hips.
He did not think he hit him over the
shoulders, although such a thing might
possibly have occurred.

Goodspeed had made an attempt to
escape some time previous,

Witness left the door of Goodspeed's
room in such a way as to discover if
he would attempt to escape. In this
way he disgovered that the door had

, been tried from the inside.

Mr. Longley admitted that if Good-
speed's intention was escape he could
have got away more easily by way of
the windows of his room.

Clerk Willet, of the supreme court,
was next examined as to the. court re-
cords In reference to the trial of Good-
speed In January last.

This closed the case for the crown.

Mr, Morrell, in opening the case of
the defence, first offered in evidence
the written testimony of Mayor White.
This, Mr. Morrell said, would be all the
evidence he would have to offer,

The court adjourned at 12.30 and re-
sumed again at 215 this afternoon
Mr. Morrell, for the prizoner, Is now ad-
dressing the jury, the gist of his de-
fence being that the treatment of Good-
speed at the reformatory was different
from that of the other boys confined
there and in some Instances was de-
cidedly cruel. The boy was led on to
what he did solely on account of his

A BAD MOVE FOR LABOR,

Labor unions in ;Jpper and Western
Canada are blamed for methods which
work direct harm to their country and
which must eventually arouse senti-
ment against them to such an extent
that their existence will be threatened.

There is no question of Canada’s need
for more skilled workmen, especially in
the growing western cities. This need
has been advertised in England and
during the last year a considerable in-
flux of artisans of the better class had
been the result. But this increased com-
petition is not wanted by the unions
which desire to control the labor mar-
ket, so in many cases a system of pet-
ty persecution, of boycotting, and of
means taken to prejudice the new com-
er in the eyes of possible employers has
been adopted. The result of.this has
been the return of many immigrants
and the filling of the English papers
with letters from others warning Eng-
lish laborers against coming to Can-
ada,

This hindering of the best class of
immigrants that could possibly come to
this country demands strong action on
the part of the government, whose
ideas for Canada’s development these
unions in their selfishness are defeat-
ing. Trades unionism has done a good
work for the laboring man and for so-
clety generally. Its success in its vari-
ous movements has depended and must
depend largely upon the sympathy and
support which these movements
arouse, Such methods as some unions
are following in this matter will alien-
ate all public favor from unionism in
this country, and must greatly hinder
the work of the labor party,

KEEPING SETTLERS AWAY FROM
CANADA.

(Canadian Associated Press.)

LONDON, Sept. 9.—The Anti-Erigra-
tion Soclety of Dublin in issuing an an-
alysis of the board of trade returns for
August, says it is unsatisfactory to
find that Irish emigration to Canada
for eight months of the present year
is twice as great as the whole of last
year. The soclety directs the attention
of emigrants to the renewed warning
re emigration to Canada issued on the
10th of August by the Winnipeg trade
and labor council, which is endorsed
by the trades councils of Toronto,
Kingston, London, Hamilton, Calgary
and Vancouver. The soclety quotes a
Winnipeg warning re British emi-
grants not to trust a soufce of inform-
ation apt to be biased and that the
Canadlan government agents are not
likely to give information likely to de-
ter anyone coming.

The Yorkshire Herald warns intend-
ing emigrants to Canada against pin-
ning faith in the representations of
agencles neither responsible nor re-
markable. For their own safety the
Herald advises emigrants to treat only
with the state emigration officlals.

Aldermen in a Rage Blame Him For

“Carlessness Which Caused Connolly

Suit--&’-()ther Officials Threatened

There fs war around City hall. The
usually calm and self-possessed alder-
men talk In loud and unlimited lan-
guage and ocoasionally the air is sun-
dered by eruptions of profanity, Most
of these same aldermen are good
church members, but even the moral
strength drawn from this source seems
too weak to chack the flood of indigna-
tion pouring forth on the devoted
heads of one or two city officials,

It is quletly asserted by some who
have heard the talk, that the alder-
men by a show of bluster are endeav-
oring to shift to other shoulders the
fault for which they themseclves are
largely to blame. However this may
be, the fact rvemains that Director
Cushing, ‘Engineer Murdock and Re-
corder Skinner are today much talked
about men. The former is getting the
worst of it, while Mr. Murdoch’s name
is brought in merely as another upon
whom the wrath of the council may
possibly spend itself, and Mr, Skinner
is mildly critized for that his opinion
influenced the city fathers in a decision
which has been shown to be a fqolish
one,

The cause of it all 18 the decision of
the court in the Connolly suit, and the
aldermen are kicking not so much
against the increased expense of fight-
ing the suit as against the carelessness
which made such an action possible.
Unless the majority of them change
thelr opinions greatly Director Cushing
will very shortly lose his job.

“But,” said AI}. Hamm this morn-
ing, as he and several others discussed
the situation, “But if I move that
Cushing be dismissed, I won't be able
to find a seconder to the motion.”

“Won't you? I'll second it quick
enough,” came like a shot from Ald.
Millidge, and this expresses the opin-
fons given by many of the aldermen
today.

One of them said to the Star, “It is’

perfectly ridiculous that such men as
these should be allowed to squander
the people's money. We want some
practical business men to do the work.
There are too many doctors and law-
yers In the council and too few with
any common sense. This Connolly
business is oply one instance of how
things are carried on."

Ald. Hamm protested that he had
tried to make the council take a little
Intorest in the work but that he was
looked upon as a crank and his words
received mo support, He had stated
that the men in charge of the city
wonk were not fit for the positions, and
Ald. Christie was forced to admit that
this was the case. But beyond this
nothing had been done.

It is the opinion among those who
gathered at City Hall today that the
time has come when some steps must
be taken. A meeting of all the alder-
men will be held on Tuesday next to
settle the question of the Dunn pork
factory site and at this meeting the
subject of the dismissal of Director
Cushing and perhaps one or two more
officlals will be discussed. The matter
has evidently reached a stage where
the aldermen In a flerce endeavor to
protect themselves are ready to do al-
most anything. Not only are they
indignant with Director Cushing, but
there is also internal discord, some of
the aldermen strongly blaming others
for refusing to rectify foolish acts and
for even countenancing what they
might have known to be foolish.

Mr. Murdock receives g share of. at-
tention merely from the fact that he
is another city official whose work has
from time to time drawn forth com-
inent, and his dismissal is also hinted
at. Several aldermen agreed this
morning that the expenditure of money
on the waterworks system is really a
very serious matter. Mr.. Murdock,
however, is not spoken of in the same
strong manner as is Mr, Cushing.

ACCIDENT IN THE WOODS.

Yesterday while Arthur Crandall, the
Passekeag millman, was in the woods
about a mile from his home getting
lumber, the axe he was wielding glanc-
ed and striking one of his feet nearly
severed it into two parts. The only
person near was young ‘Willie Carson,
who was assisting him in his work. The
foot was hastily bound up and Carson,
who is a stalwart young man, hoisted
Mr. Crandall on his back and trudged
with him through the woods to his
home. There Carson and John McVey,
a neighbor, put four stitches in the
wound, (as many as he could stand)
and rebandaged it until professional
ald could be summoned.
