CAN'T GET BAIL FOR
- MRS, CHADWIGK.

Nobody Will Put - Up Her Fif-
reen Thousand Dollars.

She Ocoupled a Scantily Farnished Cell
in the Tombs Last Night—
Is Il Today.

NEW YORK, Dec. 9.—In her lonely
gell in the Tombs prison, isloated even
from the other unfortunates whom
fate has led behind the prison walls,
Mrs. Cassie L. Chadwick, the former
society woman and now the central
figure in one of the most mysterious
and sensational cases of the century,
waited today while her counsel scour-
ed the city in an effort to raise the
$15,000 bail which had been fixed as
the price of her temporary liberty.
All day yesterday the woman waited
anxiously in the office -of the United
States marshal while one after an-
other of those to whom she turned for
assistance declined to come to her aid.
At last the quest for the time was
abandoned and her prison doors closed
behind her, Mrs. Chadwick's imprison-
ment in the Tombs has not tended to
her recovery from her nervous state,
having passed a night of wakefulness.
It was not until nearly four o'clock
this morning that she fell asleep. With
frequent intervals of waking, she slept
until shortly after seven o’clock when
the noise of other prisoners preparing
for the morning breakfast aroused her,

The matron in the Tombs saw Mrs.
Chadwick about 7.30 o’clock and told
her of the routine of the prison. She
told Mrs. Chadwick that if she did not
not care for the prison fare, she could
send out for her meals or get them
from the restaurant at the prison. Mrs,
Chadwick decided to make use of the
prison restaurant. She left word that
her counsel should be admitted to see
her. For fear that Mrs. Chadwick
might do herself bodily harm, a woman
attendant was specially detailed to
watch her all night from without the
cell, near enough to be at hand on &
moment’s notice. ;

Today, Warden Flynn enforced the
rule applied only in exceptional cases
of not allowing Mrs. Chadwick either
knife or fork with which to eat. Con-
sequently the lamb chop which she or-
dered had to be cut for her and she
ate it with a spoon.

It is expected that Receiver Lyon, of
the Citizens’ National Bank of Ober-
lin, Ohio, will return to.Cleveland. to-
night, and that his arrival there will
be followed by the issue of additional
complaints against Mrs. Chadwick,
charging forgery and based either on
the Carnegie notes or other papers gi-
ven by Mrs. Chadwick as securities for
loans. - The character of these other
papers is carefully guarded from pub-
lic knowledge, but it is intimated that
they are a part of sensational develop-
ments anticipated when the financial
transactions of Mrs. Chadwick are un-
covered to public view.

Up to a late hour this morning, Mrs.
Chadwick had not secured bail.

Now--More Russian Warships Sunk by
Japanese  Shells.

NOGI'S TWO SONS KILLED.
Headquarters of Third Japanese
Army, Dee, 7, via Fusan, Dec. 9.—On
the morning of Dec. 8 the Russians

gather their dead and wounded from
the eastern fort ridge fight of Nov. 2.

BATTLESHIPS ALL DESTROPED.

Headquarters of Third Japanese
army before Port Arthur, via Fusan,
Dec. 9.—On the night of November 26th
the Japanese established infantry
trenches inside the parapets of the
two Rihling and North Kekwan forts,
but on the following day they were
compelled to retire beyond the moats.
Since then there has been practically no
fighting done along the incline of the
eastern ridge of forts, the main strength
of the Japanese troops havingz been
conceatrated to effect the capture of
208 Metre Hill. The battleship Pobieda
has collapsed in the harbor and is now
burning. The battleship Retvizan and
the turret ship Poltava sunk. ' The
oruiser Bayan has been beached. The
other vessels are making no effort to
eacape.

MORE OFFICERS LOST.

TOKIO, Dec. 9., 10.30 a. m.—Imperial
army headquarters has published a list
of 36 officers killed and fifty-eight
wounded. No mention is made of where
the casualties ocourred, but it was pre-
sumably at Port Arthur.

LONDON, Dec. 9.—A despatch to the
Japanese legation from Tokio dated
today eays: “The naval staff at Port
Arthur reports that on Thursday
evening the Pallada (protected cruiser)
was set on fire and heeled to port with
her- stern sunk.. Hleven shote hit the
Gilllak (gunboat). The Bayan (armor-
ed cruiser) took fire at 11.30 and still
ablaze at 415 p. m. The Amur (trans-
port) was hit fourteen times and sank.
Many shots greatly damaged the ware-
houses and other buildings,near Pei
Yui mountain and the arsenal.

BRITAIN ACCUSED OF DOUBLE

ST. PETERSBURG, Dec. 8.—Accord-
ing to a story current in high circles
here, Russia's efforts some time ago to
negotiate the purchase of seven Argen-
tine and Chilean warships have a curi-
ous sequel. The two south American
countries declined to sell the vessels
direct to Russia, fearing the possibility
of being subsequently held liable to pay
Japan heavy damages as Great Britain
was in the Alabama case, At that
time the question.of selling to a third
party as an intermediary was discuss-
ed and the possibility of Turkey play-
ing the role was suggested; but Argen-
tina and Chill stegdfastly declined to
entertain any proposition without a
guarantee against future liability.

Aocording to the story, Russia then
abandoned the project, whereupon
Great Britain stepped in, offering to
advance the money to Turkey to buy
the ships in return for certain conces-
sions which would permit Great Britain
to erect a second Gibraltar on the coast
of Yemen, opposite Perim Island, which
would give Great Britain control of
the lower entrance to the Red Sea.
Negotiations between Britain and Tur-
key along these lines are said to be
now progressing. It is added that
Ruseia is so much alarmed:.over the
report that an emissary has been
despatched to Cona\tantmople to in-
vestigate and block the game.

lll---Alleged Ilegal Arrest Further
Complicates the Case.

The Hanington-Beverly case, which
was to have come up in the police court
this morning has been postponed till
Wednesday morning next at eleven
o’clock. Mr, Beverly and his lawyer, J.
King Kelly, were in court this morn-
ing, but neither Mr. Hanington or his
legal advisor, A. A. Wilson, were pres-
ent. Mr, Wilson only returned this
morning from Gagetown, where he has
been on business. Mr. Hanington sent
word to the court that he was ill and
in consequence the case was allowed to
stand over.

All the evidence is in in the case of
Beverly v. Hanington, so that when
the matter again comes up Beverly's
assault on the postmaster will be aired.

Much surprise is expressed at the fact
that Mr. Beverly has his freedom, al-
though arrested for assaulting and
beating. Ordinarily when a person is
arrested for such an offence he is kept
in custody until acquitted or until he
is allowed out on ball

It will be remembered that Mr, Bev-
erley’s lawyer raised the point when
the case first came before the magis-
trate that Mr. Beverly had been illegally
taken into custody. The officer who
magde the arrest did not see the occur-
rence, but simply took charge of his
man at the instance of Mr. Hanington.
In such cases it {s the duty of the of-
ficer to take his prisoner before the
. police magistrate who informally hears
the circumstances and then makes some
order as to the disposal of the prisoner.
In the present instance this was not
done, but despite that fact Mr. Bever-
ly voluntarily left a deposit for his ap-
pearance and redeemed that deposit
when he appeared in court.

The law bearing upon the case seems
to be the following. Mr, Beverly at the
time of his arrest was in the post of-
flce, where, while he was still in the
employ of the department, he had a
legal right to remain and therefore
could not be regarded as a trespasser.

This advance it is understood will
shortly be followed by . further ad-
vances because the refiners are now
buying raw sugar at such prices that
they cannot probably continue to sell
refined sugar at today's prices. Be-
fore the refiners will be able to make
a working profit the price will have to
advance half a cent a pound above to-
day’s quotation. Today the refiners
are getting $5.40 per hundred, while
they are paying $6.37 for the raw
material.

MANUAL TRAINING.

. .
The Globe is moved to sneer at the

Board of Trade’s decision to appoint a
committee “to go to some place in On-
tario to look into the uses, value, im-
portance and the like of Sloyd schools,”
It intimates that such work is outside
the legitimate lines of the board’s busi-
ness and then proceeds somewhat in-
consequently to criticise the board for
not taking some such action several
years ago.

The sneer is as unfair as it is un-
founded. The board expressed no in-
tention of sending a committee to any
place in Ontario. What it did discuss
was the investigation of the Sloyd sys-
tem of manual training as in operation
at Kingston, N. B.,, and St. Stephen,
with the idea of becoming acquainted
with facts in its favor and of so pres-
enting them to the St. John Board of
School Trustees as to awaken that
lethargic body to a sense of the value
of that system to the schools of this
city.

St. John ‘schools are away behind the
times in more respects than one, but in
none more so than in their lack of any
manual instruction. The benefit of

“manual training has been clearly prov-

en in practice as well as in theory.
Schools which have adopted it would,
after giving it a fair trial, rather drop
any other course in their curricula than
abandon this. Its value for training
the hands and eyes and thinking powers
of the pupils and for fitting them dir-

| ectly for facing the work of mature

life is Indisputable. It has already been
adopted by many towns far smaller
than St. John, and always with marked
success. Yet the St. John school trus-
tees will have none of it. All repres-
entations made in its favor by private
individuals have been received with the
same sleepy indifference.

If the Board of Trade, by acquiring
and formulating the facts in favor of
manual training in public schools and
by presenting the results of its investi-
gation, backed by the weight of its in-
filuence, before the school board should

persuade that respectable body to con-
sider the system on its merits and apart
from the detracting fact that it does
not belong to the last century, it will
have perfornged a service for which the
city should b&\profoundly grateful.
+0——

A LATE DISCOVERY.

The St. John city corporation has
a retained legal adviser. - It is the
business of the recorder -to act as
solicitor for the city and to instruct
the council in matters of law. In the
line of this duty Mr. Skinner seems
to have given the opinion that the
company from which the city has been
buying an electric light plant ‘and
franchise had not the power to trans-
fer the franchise. That asset is be-
lleved to be non-transferable by the
Carleton company.

The Infiinite Art Displayed By the
Natives of the French Tonquin
Town.

The workmen are genuine artists, com-
bining artistic conception with great
manual skill. Furnished with rude
these workmen produce articles of
beauty. .

Theéy have applied the principle of
to
tkeir works The cabinet makers first
put together the various parts of the
Inaterials to be ii.crusted. The join-
ing is done without the aid of nails
and with a nice system of dovetailing
and use of paste, in which lacquer is
the base. From this cabinetmaker the
wood passes into the hands of the de-
signer, who makes sketches for its or-
namentation, on rice paper.

These designs are transferred to the
wood by the layers, whose duty it is to {

choose the pearl that will best serva
to bring out the beauty of the design.
The mother-of-pearl is obtained from
a large species of shellfish called cas-
que, caught chiefly upon the shores of
the island of Poulo-condar.

The inlayer cuts the pieces of pearl
into little bits and chooses the com-
bination necessary for the artistic suc-
cess of his work. The iridescence is
heightened by theu se of pearl - dust
furnished by a kind of mussel taken
from the brooks of that region. When
the bits of mosaic are chosen the in-
layer tries to glve them the form of
the design chosen and disposes them as
a mosaic in the wood. The crude mor-
sel is made translucent by pumice
stone. The pearl is then fixed in a
vise and the labor and patience begins.

Kneeling before ‘the vise he shapes
the piece with a file no longer than
an ordinary color crayon. When the
pearl is shaped it is necessary to
trench it in the wood. This is ordi-
narily done by children 1¢ to 15 years
of age. The bits of pearl are then set
in the groves and fixed with paste.
The whole is gently heated to melt the
paste and so fill the interstices. The
design is then polished, varnished and
given the finishing touches. The work
has been counterfeited, but never suc-
cessfully.

DAVID RUSSELL
DEFENDS MR. BLAIR

Says Blair Knew Nothing of
the  Gonspiracy.

g e

e Offered Blair a Larger Income as
Consulting Attorney in Corporation
Matters,

David Russell publishes a letter in
the Telegraph this morning defending
Mr. Blair against the attacks made
against him. After intimating that the
matter will be later aired in the courts
he says:

"My own defence will be brought to
light at the proper time and in the
proper place. It is my purpose here
to state the exact circumstances under
which Mr, Blair resigned his position,
and I feel certain that every man who
knows me and is not influenced by dir-
éct malice will be sure to know that
I am stating the truth.

“It was not a very long time after
Mr. Blalr assumed the chairmanship
of the raflway commission before it
became a matter of common taik in
Ottawa and Montreal that he was not
being properly supporthd by the gov-
ernment. Later he mentioned this to
me, and as I have the highest regard
for Mr. Blair's ability as a lawyér, and
more eéspecially in the line of corpora-
tions, I began to make plans by which
his valuable services could be made
available.

“Within & short time I decided that I
could find Mr. Blair sufficient of a more
congenial employment as consulting
attorney in corporation matters to
justify me in guaranteeing him a much
larger income than he was then enjoy-
fng, and this arrangement will be car-
ried out as made.

I feit that I was fully justified in
suggesting his immediate withdrawal
from a difficulp position, and I can fur-
ther state  positively that Mr. Blair
knew nothing of my so-called conspir-
acy agailnst the Liberal party, knew
nothing of the purchase of La Presse,
and knew nothing of any of the other
crimes with which I am being charged.

*“These stories are on a par with the
other wonderful sights seen by some
of my former friends in their moments
of temporary hallucination, and appar-
ently induced by a curious form of ex-
citement which only counts dollars by
the millions. They are on a par with
the Standard Ol story, with the yarn
that T tried to purchase the Canada
Atlantic, and was only outgeneralled
by Mr. Hays through his taking a sud-
den leap by which he got in ahead of
me by ten minutes. They are, in fact,
on a par with all the curious fairy tales
imagined and concocted in the editor-
ial rooms of the Montreal Herald, the
Toronto World, and a few minor papers
in the maritime provinces.”

tion. , About four years ago there was
some talk of the city taking over the
and in April,
1901, an act was passed by the legis-
lature authorizing the transfer of its
private as well as public property, the
latter being the franchise right. This,
however, was. not carried through, and
by a similar act in September of the
same year D. W. Clark & Co. sold out
to the Carleton Electri¢ Light con-
cern. The price at that time stood at
$21,060.

This company can sell to the city or
other buyers the plant and effects, but
it cannot transfer its franchise, being
a public property, without special
legislation to that effect. So the city
stands in the following position: It can
buy the plant and operate the same,
but it cannot secure the franchise.
This would subject the city to compe-
tition from the St. John Rallway peo-
ple or any other company that might
wish to step in, and this is evidently
not desired by the city fathers. They
wish to secure the plant and the mon-
opoly of the business in that section.
Municipal ownership may pay and may
be cheaper than private ownership, but
the presence in the field of a strong
private concern might work havoc on
the civic outfit,

THOMAS HENDERSON DEAD.

Well Known and Highly Honored Gitizen
Passes Away---Gaoght Death Cold at
McMillan Fire.

Thomas D. Henderson died at his re-
sidence, 29 Queen Square, at an early
hour this morning of pneumonia.
Though 76 years of age, Mr. Hender-
son had been in good health up to Mon-
day night, when, while a spectator at
the McMillan fire, he caught the cold
which ended in his death.

Mr. Henderson was born at Annap-
olis, where his father maintained a
private school, which enjoyed a high
reputation, and afterwards became
postmaster of Annapolis Royal. When
a young man Thomas Henderson came
to this city and entered the employ of
W. H. Hammond, and later of Law-
ton and Vassie. Then he returned to
Nova Scotia and went into business
with his father and two brothers, Wil-
llam K. and Richard W. for a few
years, returning to St. John to go in
the grocery and fruit business with
Joshua S. Turner. For some years he
carried on a commission business, and
firm of Henderson & Burns in the foun-
dry and stove business. More recently
for a time he was a member of the
he has been with Manchester, Robert-
son & Allison.

Mr. Henderson married Miss Fannie
‘Weldon, daughter of the late Andrew
Weldon, who died about twelve years
ago. They had two sons and three
daughters. Martin G. B. Henderson,
barrister, and Charles Henderson are
both in the Yukon. The daughters are
Mrs. W. G. Smith, of Princess street,
St. John; Mrs. Holland, of Boston, and
Miss Fannie Henderson, who is now in
Boston, but until recently was a teach-
er in the St. John schools, George
Henderson, barrister, clerk of the police
court, is a nephew of Mr. Henderson,
and was in his younger days a mem-
ber of his family. The prasent post-
master of Annapolis, John Hardwick,
is another nephew. There are two sis-
ters living; Mrs. Smith, wife of Dr.
Smith, of Mt. Allison University, and
Mrs. Hannah, of Blyth, Ontario.

The late Mr. Henderson was a mem-
ber of the Centenary Methodist church,
and a regular attendant on the services.
He took a deep and singularly intelli-
gent interest in public questions, and
was exceedingly, well informed in mat-
ters of political history. He had been
a liberal in Nova Scotia, but in this
province was an ardent supporter of
Confederation and afterwards of the
Liberal Conservative party.

In his business relations and in all
the affairs of life Mr. Henderson was
recognized  as a man with a high sense
of honor. He could not do or say a
mean thing. Mr. Henderson had a
very large circle of friends ané family
connections in this city, and through-
out the provinces, and was greatly en-

deared to all by his kindly nature and |.
