OTTAWA, June 6.—We do not get
much furtker in the discussion of the
international issue.

The United
States government.is not satisfied with
this concession, but insists that no
matter how the treaty reads, all ter-
ritory occupied by the United States
at the time the present treaty is made
shall ‘be retained. That is to say, if
the United States has within the
month tak>n possession of country
clearly belonging to Great Britain, ‘it
shall become United States properly
merely by the fact that the flag has
been raised thare.

In tha fifth and sixth parliaments
of Canada Dr. Cameroma of Inverness
was accustomed to make an annual
speech.

The idea is to utilize the
Ottawa. river and other waters to es-.
tablish -an open waterway between
Montreal and Georgian Bay, and the
other Great Lakes. This is the most
direct route from the St. Lawrence to
the lakes and is represented to be 350
miles shorter than the journey by way
of the Lake Ontario and the present:
c¢anal ‘system. Through a considerable
part of its length the Ottawa river is
navigable and there is a considerable
chain of lakes, including Lake ‘Nipis-
sing, on the route. Still a good deal
»f work: will require to be done at
various points where there are shallow
waters and cataracts, as for instance
right here at the Chaudiere Falls. Mr.
Poupore  states that the estimated
cost of the canal is $25,000,000. Other
more sceptical people say that it will
cost two or three times as much.

Mr. McLeod Stewart, ex-mayor of
Ottawa, has had the scheme in
charge for several years. He inherit-
ed it from his: father, who advocated

ago. Mr. Stewsrt is an energetic man
and has made several journeys to
Eirgland in connection with the or-
gavizaticn of a company.

been formed, having a capital of sev-
eral millions, 6f which $200,000 is
paid up ‘and deposited in a'Canadian
bank.

But the real
debt of the dominion was niuch
greater than wis then supposed, when
the ' cost of completing the public
works then under construction is con-
sidered. The provincial government
computes that the allowance shduld
have been $76 per head in order to
make it equitable, and a claim of
$2.174,705 is ‘made out on this basis.
But the late dominion government re-
cognized this claim to the extent of
increasing the subsidy to the extent
of $20,000 a year.

Another claim grows out of the fish-
ery award. The provincial govern-
ment says that two years before the

I’ arbitration to Halifax the fisheries of

Prince Edward Island were free to the
Americans. The island was at that
tirhe not a part of the dominion, and
i« therefore entitled t¢ compensation
on its own accouat.

The other claims are in respect to
certain pensions to Mrs. Whalen, and
the judges’ salaries, which the provin-
cial government considers too low.
The Island judges have their salaries
eked out by certain fees, and the gov-
ernment thinks that the dominion
should recoup the provinces these
amounts.

Then there are claims growing out of
the public wharves which have been
manyv times stated.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s replies to these
clajms bear date of March 28th, 1899,

As to th: big financial claims of
over $2,000,000 he is not so explicit
But he is of the opinion that if cer
tain railways were built in Prince Ed-
ward Island these demands would be
to some extent meti. At all events the
financial position would assume a dif-
ferent phase. He says that Sir Louils
Davies has Seen presenting the claims
of a railway from Charlottetown to
Murray “Harbor, and that  suyrveys
have %een made; and the government
will soon be in a nosition to make re-
commendations.. ' Negotiations have
been going on with the provincial gov-
ernment to secure the assistance of
the province to the Hillsborough
bridge. This is the only undertaking
that Sir Wilfrid makes in regard to
that nart of the claim.

As to the claim for two years’ dam-
ages from United States fishing pre-
vious to 1873, Sir Wilfrid says that
these two years were not included in
the Halifax award, and that as the
dominion government got nothing for

it it has no right to pay anything. As’
‘to the division of the proceeds of the

award itself, Sir Wilfrid quotes the
minister of marine as stating that this
matter is involved in legal difficulties.
It can only be settled by stating a
case and having a new adjudication.
Sir Wilfrid will not promise to take
over: any mere piers and pay for

“f them.: He will leave the Whalen pen-

DEATH,NOT GOLD.

Six Halifax Men Perish on the Ed-
monton Trail,

~Fhree Survivors: Tell a Serrowful Story of
Suffering and Privation.

HALIFAX, Juué 9.—The news ve-
ceived from Victoria, B. C., fonight
that a Halifax varty of Klondykers
had nearly all serished caused con-
sternation. The party was in charge
of Capt. Louis’ Dixon, a wel Xnown
Canadian  nilitia officsr, The party
left Halifax April 12, 1898, by the Ed-
monton trail, but apparently lost their
way. Th2y went by canoes via Peace
river, Lizard river and Deaser river,
After that they evidently went astray.
The party consisted of ten. Three
survivors have arrived at Victoria.
Names unfortunately not given. The
names: of the barty were: Capt Louis
Dixon, uninarried: Arthur Longard,
unmarried; J. Boutilier, married; J.
H. Brown, married;. J. Dunbrack, un-
married;. Walter Dunsworth, unmar-
ried;: 8. Gibbon, single; J. S. Dimock,
married; Frank Johnson, single; W.
P. Borden, sgingle. Mr. Dixon, the
head. of the party, would have mar-
riad Miss Dimock, daughter of one of
the party, on his return.

Later despatches says the survivors
are Dunbrack, Johnson and Boutilier.
They say the six missing men wan-
dered. from the trail, and a search of
two days failed to discover them:

HALIFAX, June 9.—The
Alpha. which arrived last night at
Victoria, B, C., had as a passenger
Jacob Boutilier of Halifax, who brings
particulars of the disaster to a party
who left for the gold fields via the Ed-
monton route. Boutilier and two com-~
papions, named J. T. Dunbrack and
Frank Johnson, after great privation,
managed to reach Glenora, where all
but Dunbrack went to the hospital
suffering from scurvy and frost bites.

. Boutilier is absolutely penniless, and
the city of Victoria is caring for him,
Six of his companions, he says, he
fears never to see again. Their names
are I. Dixon, J. S. Dimock, John
Brown, Arthur Longard, W. H. Duns-
worth and Tom Gibbans, o 14

Boutilier says that about the begin-
ning of December the company broie
camp on the Lizard river, which they
had ascended a distance of two hun-
dred and forty iniles, They crossed to
the Beaver river, and after following
it for ome hundred miles attempted to
cross the Hay mountains in FPebruary.
The three who escaped and who ocou-
pied one tent kept close to their In-
dian guides. The others were more
independent and lay longer in their
tents in the morning, trusting to over-
take the others. The wind was blow-
ing strong, and drifted the lgose Snow
into the tracks, and in a few hours
the ‘trail was completely obliterated.
Dixon and the other five were unable
to find the trail, as the mountain was:
bare and without any scrub to indi-
cate the course. Not coming in gight,
the others halted, and for two days

attempted to find traces of the lost’

companions, but without avail.

With the greatest difficulty they
made” Coal river, throwing away their
packs in doing so, and finally reaching
Dease Take, half starved and - seurvy
stricken, When the government convoy
brought them to’ Glenora, where they
have been in the hospital for a month.
