Burning of Fine School

Building Believed to
Have Been Result of
Sectional Feud.

8pecial to The Standard.

Amherst, N, 8., Dec. 21.—Another
sensation was sprung upon the Cum-
berland public tonight by the arrest
of Charles Allan of Port Greville,
charged with setting fire to the school
building in that place on the tenth of
September, 1909,

Over four years ago the two school
sections of Fox River and Port Gre-
ville on the Parrsboro shore were
consolidated. The communities are
noted for the local jealousies that
have existed between them for years
and a fight arose over the location
of the school,

The H, B. Elderkin Company finally
donated a lot free of charge to be
used for school purposes and a hand-
some four-roomed building was erect-
ed and equipped in the most modern
fashion. The school was opened in
August of 1909, and a few weeks la-
ter was burned to the ground.

No one doubted at the time that
the fire was the work of a firebug, but
no formal investigation was held and
no arrest made. Last week Detect-
ive Candwell of Halifax, was sent to
Port Greville by the Halifax Board of
Fire Underwriters to investigate mat-
ters and after spending a few days in
that place he had collected sufficient
evidence to warrant him coming to
Amherst and laying information before
Magistrate McKenzie charging one
Charles Allen with arson.

Yesterday the detective, accompan-
fed by Constable Simpson, proceeded
to Port Greville and placed Allan un-
der arrest. He was brought to Am-
herst today and remanded-until next
Tuesday. It is thought’ that other
arrests will follow. Allan is a man
of 40 years of age, and has a wife
and family. It may be stated that
no attempt has yet been made to
build a mew school as the feud in
the two sections seems to be a bitter
one,

BARGE A

Steamer North Star Passes
Line To Drifting Craft But
Is Parted In Gale—Stands
By For Assistance.

Boston, Dec. 21.~In a wireless 'des
spatch received tonight, the steamer
North Star, New York for Portland,
which at noon picked up the missing
Consolidation Coal Company barge
No. 12, reports running into a heavy
gale, and the parting on two different
occaslons of the hawser by which the
barge was being towed to Portland.

The barge was picked up about
noon. A short time later, the barge's
hawser parted. The steamer hove
to, and with some difficulty succeeded
in passing a new line to the barge.
At 7.30 tonight, when 25 miles off
Cape Elizabeth, the second hawser
parted. The North Star is now stand-
ing by the barge waiting for the gale
to subside, and there is little possibil-
ity she will be able to take it in tow
again and reach Portland tonight.

The wireless message reports the
captain and four men, who comprise
the crew of No. 12, were still on their
craft but in no danger at present.
The gale, which has put the steamer
and the barge in their present pre-
d t, is fed by a blind-
ing snow storm which shows no
signs of abating.

Bolton, Eng., Dec. 21—More than
300 colliers lost their lives today in
an explosion in the Little Hulton col-
liery which is located a short. distance
outside the. city. The explosion occur-
red early in the morning, soon after
the miners had entered the pit to be.

‘Well Fitted Up—Hope.to Do
More Effective Work.

The Society for the Preventlon of
Tuberculosis opened its new quarters
To the water department bullding at
the corner of Leinster and Carmar-
then streets, yesterday afternoon. The
soclety has had the rocms painted in
& shmple yet cheerful color scheme
A parition has been put up in the
large room ‘on the northern side of
the building, A dividing it into two
rooms, -the larger of which will be
used as a reception and lecture room,
while the other will be used by the
doctors as an office in which to exam-
ine the patients. The room on' the
seuth side has been ‘fitted up for the
accommodation. of the nurse and doc-
tors while off duty. A fourth room
in the same flat now used for stor-
age, would give the association more
room to work and it is hoped to se-
cure this in a few weeks.

Up to the present the work of the
society has been handicapped by the
fact that the board of health rooms
were only available one day in the
week, and then only after 4 o’clock
in the afternoon. Owing to the inabil-
ity of the nurse to take the tempera-
ture and weight of the patients be-
fore that hour, the doctors who con-
ducted the clinics and who give their
services free of charge, very frequent-
ly were unable to get through the
work of examination and treatment
before seven o'clock,

Open Two Days.
The society hopes to be able to make
arrangements to have doctors in at-
tendance in their new quarters two
days a week, and as the patients will
be invited to come early, the nurse
will be able to have them rveady for
the ministrations of the physicians,
and will thus save a good deal of
time, The society also expects to be
able to have Miss Rogers, who has
taken a special course in tuberculosis
work in attendance at the rooms at |
certain hours every day, to give ad
vice and help the patients in any way

possible, Miss Rogers will continue
to visit the homes of patients and
advise families as to the methods

of treatment and prevention of infec-
tion.

Mrs. David McLellan who was at
the rooms yesterday afternoon when
a reporter called, said that reports
from the doctors and nurses indicated
that the work of the society was pro-
ducing good results, and cited a num-
ber of instances of incipient cases of
consumption being discovered and
checked through the activities of the
soclety.

“It is a big problem and the more
we know about it, the more we feel
the importance of the work the soci-
ety is trying to do,” added Mrs. Me-
Lellan.

“There are 125 persons in this city
that are known to be afflicted with
tuberculosis, Many of them go about
where people congregate, and are 'a
cohstant menace to the health of oth-
ers

Agitation and education ‘will do
much to make the patlents careful and
reduce the dangers of infection. But
the main thing, we think, is to pre-
vent the children from catening the
disease, and ‘taking care of them
when they do cateh it,

“Medical inspection of schools will
do much to assist the work of the
soclety and promote the general
health of the city,

Train Accident.

The Boston train met with a pe-
culiar accident yesterday morning
when but a few yards from the union
depot. While crossing a switch be-
tween the Long Wharf and Mill street
the two front wheels on the rear
truck of one of the second clasp
coaches jumped the rails. The rear
wheels remained on the track and the
car bumped along until it came op-
posite the depot on the outside track.
Upon the application of the pressure
from the airbrakes, some of the ap-
paratus gave way and setveral pieces
of iron bumped against the corner
of the depot with such force that they
chipped the stonework deéply, No
serious damage was done by the ac-
cident but the escape was a narrow
one. Two other cars also left the
rails on Mill street during the morn-
ing, One of them was pulled on again
withont difficulty, but the other block-
ed traffic for a time.

PICTURE BUSINESS
HURTS AEAL DRAMA

W. S. Harkins Complains That
Easy Life of Photo Play
Artists Makes Salaries High-
er for Road Work.

W. S. Harkins, the veteran theatri-
cal man, who for thirty-five. years has
been coming to St. John with attrac-
tions, and who is almost as well
known here as the oldest resident, is
in the city again, and although he
will, upon being closely questioned,
admit that he is no longer in the
class of juvenile leads, he looks but
little older than he did twenty years
ago.  Time has dealt kindly with the
genial showman, more kindly in fact
than with most, and the only com-
plaint he has now is that the moving
picture magnates are gobbling up the
supply of good actors, and, incidental-
ly placing the Thespians on a plane
of independence almost equalled
by bank managers.

“Time was,” said Mr. Harkins last
night, “when A conld get the best in
the business for a moderate salary,
but now the picture people are get-
ting the best of them at a much low-
er salary than they will accept from
the managers of road companies, and
the competition is hurting the road
companies, The large manufacturers
of picture films can offer an actor a
52 weeks engagement and can geb
him for $35 per. Travelling managers
who play limited eeasons have no
such luck, When we go out for tal
ent we have ‘to put up a shorter sea-
son, find the discomforts of road life
against the picture men with the
steady engagements, It makes it hard
for the travelling companies to get
good people without paying higher
salaries than was formerly the case.

“In my thirty-five years I have
brought the best actors in Ameérica
to the provinces, but I could get them
twenty years ago a whole lot cheaper
than I can get them today. The
rapid growth of the picture business
is very largely responsible . for the
change.”

QUEEN

London, Dee. 20.—A busy time the
stork will have in the next few months
flying to royal palace and Anglo-Am-
erican mansions,

King George originally planned to
have coronation day on the 26th of
next May, which will be the Queen’s
13rd birthday. But he postponed that
important event, according to a re-
port prevalent in court circles, be-
cause the stork ordered him ito do so.

Queen Mary's accouchement is ex-
pected in March. This will be the first
birth at Buckingham Palace in 54
yvears. The last child born to King
George and Queen Mary was Prince
John Charles, June 12, 1905.

Sundry Anglo-Saxon families are
preparing to receive similar visits.
Among the expectant hostesses are
Viscountess Acheson, the daughter of
Johnw R. Carter, the American minis-
ter ito the Balkan States; Viscountess
Maidstone, who was Margaretta
Drexel, and 'the Hon. Mrs. Henry
Coventry, formerly Mrs. Richard Mec-
Creery,

Visiting Friends.

King George and Queen Mary have
been staying with intimate friends,
Lord and Lady Mount Stephen, at
Brocket Hall. The baron is the son
of an Aberdeen carpenter and began
life as a shepherd boy on the Spey-
side. Then he became a draper’s as-
sistant in Aberdeen and afterward in
London, emigrating to Canada penni-
less when he was 20 years old. Now
he is a multi-millionaire and has made
lmge gifts to charities. He has had
two wives but has no child. His sec-
ond wife was a Miss Tufnell and for-
merly was a lady-inrwaiting to the
present Queen’s mother, which ex-
plaing the Queen's intimacy with the
Mount Stephens,

A Third Throne.

An interesting feature of King
George's coronation will be the pro-
vision of a third throne for Queen
Alexandra. This will be placed on the
left of the King's coronation chair,
Queen Mary’s being on the right. The
two Queens' chairs will be identical
in height, and each will be two steps
lower than that of the King.

Westminster Abbey will be closed
to the public from the middle of Feb-
ruary, when it will be handed over to
the Office of Works. When this takes

place a complete transformation in
the interior of the building will be-
gin.

At the crowning of King Edward at
least 7,000 spectators were present.
This number is likely to be consider-
ably exceeded, since King George has
ordered that accommodation shall be
provided for members of the House
of Commons and their ladies. Two
tickets ‘will be available for every
member, and these will be ‘issued
early in the new year. Each member
of the House of Lords is entitled to a
ticket for the ceremony and another
for his lady, and these deniands must
be sal ed before any other claims
are considered, even those of foreign
royalties or their representatives.

Extra accommodation will be pro-
vided by erecting galleries in the chap-
el of King Edward the Confessor,
which commands an excellent view
of the whole ceremonial. Similar gal-
leries were built prior to the corona-
tion of King Edward, but were not
used, because 1t was fea™d that they
might obstruct the view of disting-
uished visitors.

At Sandringham,

The King and Queen have defer-
red to the wish of Queen Alexandra
and the royal family will consequent-
ly spend Christmas once more at
Sandringham, as has been heir in-
variable custom for several years.

It was King George’s first intention
to pass the holidays at Windsor Cas-
tle, as was usually done in the reign
of Queen Victoria, and certain ar-
rangements were made to this end,
Quéen Alexandra, however, groatly de-
sired to have her children and grand-
children around her once more, and
this is now to be done.

Neither the king nor the queen of
Norway will be able to remain in Eng-
land over the holidays, and will leave
Appleton Hall a few days before
Christmas, while the princess royal
and the Duke of Fife and their daugh-
ters will then be in Egypt, so that
the family party will only be a small
one.

Owing to the mourning for the late
King the holidays at Sandringham
will be shorn of much of their usual
festive character, but by desire of
Queen Alexandra, the huge Christmas
tree for the little ones of the party
will be erected in the ballrcom as
usual, and there will be the custom-
ary doles of coal, meat, etc, to the
tenantry.

UNIFORM RUGEY
HULES DESIRED

Many Differe_nt_s-tylcs of Play-
ing Game in Canada to
be Deplored, Says Ottawa
Authority.

A concerted movement is now on
foot to bring about a revision of the
present Canadian Rugby rules, and at
the same time make an effort to ac-
complish something which has for
Years been needed—the uniformity of
Rugby rules throughout the Dominion,
says the Ottawa Journal.

In conversation with Phil Harris,
of the Ottawa uuniversity executive,
and & number of other Rugby experts,
the Journal learned that there was a
#eneral feeling throughout the Inter-
collegiate as well as other uitions that
the leagues should come together and
endeavor (o agree  upon one set of
rules, and not as is now the case, have
three léagues playing under three dif
ferent sets of rules,

It is a strange thing that the United
States with half a hundred big col-
leges, to say nothing of the hundreds
of smaller football teams, can play
under fhe same rules, while a dozen
Canadian teams must have entirely
different {xleu. Such is the case, and
the sooneri the league gets busy and
effects the change the better for the
teams all through. There are only a
few differences in each of the leagues
but such small matters as heeling the
ball out, yards for a' falr catch, hold-
ing on the line and the like could be
easily settled and the one set of rules
could be amended so as to suit all the
teams,

The executive of the Ottawa Foot-
ball club are also in accord with the
University of Ottawa authority on
these matters, and it is impossible that
something may be done before the
next Rugby season rolls round. The
reduction of the teams, as suggested
by Rev. Father Stanton several weeks
ago, it Is thought, would greatly help
the movement towards the interna-
tional football matches with the lead-
ing college teams of the [ nited Stutes

Adopted, While Vote for

Expulsion of Girls Responsible for Circulation
of Scandal Stood 106 to 5.

At a meeting of
the Eudlow street
Baptist church,
last evening, Rev.
W. R. Robinson,
concerning whose
conduct there have
been  stories in
circulation which
have been the sub-
ject of investiga-
tion by the dea-
cons, was unani-

W. R. Robinsor mously exonerat-
ed, and the names of Miss Ethel
Crossley and Miss Jessio Crossley,
who were said to be responsible for
the stories, were by a vote of 106 to
5, removed from the membership roll
of the church, Mr, Robinson was ac-
cused of undue intimacy with & mem-
ber of the congregation of his church.

A meeting of the deacons in con-
nection with the investigation was
held Monday evening, the following
being present: John F. Ring, Chas. E.
Belyea, Everett Ring, I. E. Smith.

John F. Ring presided and 1. .
Smith was chosen secretary.

At this meeting Deacon C. . Bel-
yea moved, seconded by Deacon Ev-
erett Ring, that the evidence taken at
previous meetings should be read at
the meeting of the congregation to be
held Wednesday evening.

This was adopted unanimously.

Committee’s Report. \

At the meeting of the congregation
held last evening fthe evidence taken
by the committee appointed to inves-
tigate the charges was read; after

which the committee presented a re- |

port, giving their findings as follows:

“After hearing the evidence of Mrs.
Emery, Mrs. E. L, Strange, Mi Mur-
iel Stewart, Miss Hthel Crossley, and
Miss Jessie Crossley, we find that
nothing has been brought forward in
the evidence that would affect the
character of our pastor in any way.
But in the evidence of Miss Ethel
Crossley and Miss Crossley
slanderous statements were made by
them, charging the Rev. W. R. Robin-
son, our pastor, with certain things
affecting his moral and religious life,
and also the character of one of the
members of our church. But when
Miss Ethel Crossley and Miss Jessie
Crossley were asked to prove these
charges, they failed to do so. Your
committee by a vote has exonerated
our pastor from all charges made
against him, and we place ourselves

on record as having the utmost eonfl-
dence in him as a Christian gentle-
man, and a true minister of Jesus
Christ.

“Further, we find that Miss Hthel
Crossley and Miss Jessle Crossley, in
glving circulation to these reports,
have not lived up to their church
covenant by absenting them-
selves from the meetings of the
church, leaving the vestry while the
pastor was speaking, and doing all in
their power to hinder his work in
connection with the cause of Christ
in this place. Therefore, resolved,
that we ask this church and its mem-
bership by their votes to place them-
selves on record as having every con-
fidence in our pastor, and exonerating
him from all blame of any kind, and
the Misses KEthel and Jessle Crosgley,
having failed to appear before us and
substantiate their charges, we would
ask this church by their votes to
withdraw fellowship from Miss Ethel
Crossley and Miss Jessia Crossley,
and order their names dropped from
the membership of the church,”

GEORGE PEER BADLY
dURT O HESPERIAN

First Serious Accident of Win-
ter Port.
