Fredericton, March 20.—The busi-
nes of the House was considerably
interfered with today by the fisher-
jes sale, which took place in the
Crown Land office, the result of which
will be a considerable annual increase
1o the territorial revenue of the prov-
ince during the next ten years.

A meeting of the accounts’ com-
mittee was held in the morning and
the expenditures for education were
considered, as well as those of the
crown land department. One or two
items in the latter department were

. held over for further consideration.
Mr. Robinson, who is a member of
that committee, has not been in at-
tendance this week and the whole
responsibility of probing the accounts
has rested upon Mr. Tweeddale, who
seems to be saving his strength until
the public works expenditures are
reached.

The ridicu-
lous statements made by Mr. Copp
in December last, criticizing the re-
ceipts and expenditures’ of the prov-
ince ‘were s ' exposition of Bis
inability to deal with the facts and
figures presented by .Mr. McLeod.
\Mr. Sweeney cannot be said to have
won much greater distinction than his
leader in the method he pursued in
dealing with so important a question.

1t would naturally have been ex-
pected that Mr. Sweeney, in the course
of his' remarks, would have given
some explanation of his failure to col-
lect the stumpage for lumber %ut on
crown lands diring his term of office.
Since the present government came
into power the receipts from stump-
age have more than doubled, ‘not-
withstanding that there 'has been no
increase in the quantity of lumber
cut on the public domain.

Those who remember the debate
on this question last year will recol
lect the answer of Mr. Burchill when
Mr. Maxwell asked the question
across the floor of the House, if he
had cut any more lumber last year
than the previous years. “Not a
stick,” said Mr. Burchill, and then Mr.
Maxwell was unkind enough to point
out that the stumpage paid by Mr.
Burchill in 1907 was $1,275, and in
1910, $2,660, an increase of $1,485.

It cannot be said that Mr. Sweeney
made any attempt to explain his fail-
ure to get even a reasonable percent-
age of the stumpage during the time
he was gurveyor general. He did say,
however, that no government had as
yet been able to collect all the stump-
age, This statement is perhaps par-
tially correct as the preseni adminis-
tration, with an increasing knowledge
of the conditions, has been able to in-
crease the collections on this account
year after year as Mr. Sweeney could
just as easily have done had such
been his desire,

There was somathing amusing in
Mr. Sweeney’s attempt to appropriate
a portion of the credit for the increas-
ed collections becanse the present
chief scaler was appointed by the old
government. In making this claim he

_evidently falled to appreciate the
fact that he wag fixing the responsi-
bility for the non-collection of the re-
venue on his own shoulders.

New York, March 20—In the first
speech of his campaign for the presi-
dential nomination Col; Roosevelt
tonight contrasted his position with
that taken by President Taft. The
real issue, he said, was whether the
American people should govern them-
selves,

Col. Roosevelt's speech was deliver-
ed before a crowd which filled Carne-
gie Hall. So many persons wished to
hear him that an overflow meeting
was held in a smaller hall within
the same building, The street in front
of the hall contained a throng of per-
sons who were unable to gain admis-
sion to either meeting. Col. Roose-
velt was received with marked enthu-
siasm.

President Taft's recent speech at
Toledo was referred to several times
by Col. Roosevelt, who devoted a large
part of his remarks to reply.

“Mr. Taft again and again, in quo-
tations I have given and elsewhere
through his speech,” sald Col&Roose-
velt, “expresses his disbelief in the
people when'they vote at the polls.”
He asserted that the President’s po-
sition was that “We have in this
country a special class of person
wiser than the people, who are above
the people, who cannot be reached
by the people, but who govern them
and ought to govern  them.”

Col. Roosevelt sald’ that this was
“the old, old. doctrine,” which has
“ended to creafe a bulwark for spec:
al privilege.”

“This doctrine is to me a dreadful
doctrine,” said the speaker, “for its
effect is, and can only be, to make
the courts the shield of privilege
against popular rights”

FONTY DN

MINE HORROR

Forty Seven Others Entombed
in Mine Believed to be Be-
yond Aid—Fearful Result of
Explosion. ¢

Fort Smith, Ark, Mar. 20—Forty
miners are known to have been killed
as the result of an explosion i mine
No. 2 of the SBan Bois Coal Company
at McCurtain, Okla., 37 miles west of
here today and hope that 47 more
entombed in the mine are alive has
been practically abandoned, Thirteen
of the miners escaped shortly after
the explosion occurred. Several of
these, however, are 8o badly injured
that it is belleved they will die. A
systematic search of the wrecked mine
began early tonight under the direc-
tion of government experts and up to
9 o'clock five bodies had been recov-
ered and 35 others found. At that hour
the rescuers had reached the 11th lev-
el but here their progress was retard-
ed by a mass of coal, earth and twist:
ed timbers.

The explosion oceurred shortly after
9 o'clock this morning. = According to
an official statement from the officers
of the Fort Smith and Western Rail-
way Company, owners of the property,
about 100 men were working in the
mine at the time. Whether gas or
coal dust caused the explosion has
not been determined. KEight of the
men who escapedt alive were at work
in the mule stables and made their
way to the surface through the pas-
sage used for ‘the cars. The first
party of voluntéers to enter the mine
noom; folnd’ &n men badly fnjured
in 2 wrecl ehtry. THhYée of these
probabiy will die. g
Aften their first survey of the wreck
ed mine, goyernment experts express-
ed the opinion tonight that all of the
men imprisoned are dead and 75 cofl-
fins were ordered shipped to the grief
stricken mining camp.

Little Doubt Bill Will Pass Its
Second Reading As Labor
Party and Nationalists Of-
fer Support.

London, March 20.—The fate of the
minimum Wwage bill geems to be trem-
bling in the balance. A. J. Balfour
will mave the rejection. of the bill
in the House of Commons tOmOITow,
The dramatic re-appearance of Mr.
Balfour in the roll of jeader of the op-
position comes 48 & great surprise,
the decision being taken at o meet
ing of prominent unionists Including
Austin Chamberlain, Walter Hume
Long and F, E. Smith, at which An-
dvew Bonar Law, who assumed the
legdership on the retirement of Mr.
Ralfour last November, requested that
the former leader undertake the duty
of moving the bill's rejection.

‘Whether this development heralds
the return of Mr, Balfour to the ae-
‘tive leadership of the party remains
to be seen. The unionists lately have
been greatly elated at the growing diffi-
culties the government has been en
countering, due in part to the unpop-
ularity. of the Insurance Bill. The in-
creaging. labor troubles and the gregt-
ly increased public expenditure in-
volved has been given in recent bye
elections.

Protection is necessary, otherwise the spawning grounds
of the salmon and trout would soon be cleared of fish,
For too many years this protection was wanting and
there waa a serious falling off in commercial fishing at
the wouths of the rivers where the major part of the
fish, which form so important a part of our exports and
give employment to so many of our people, are caught.
In recent years the establishment of fish hatcheries where
the propogation of fry is carried on in a scientific manner
has done much to increase the productiveness of the fish-
eries, but protection of the natural spawning grounds is
&till necessary.

It is frequently claimed that the fisheries should be
put on the same basis as the game and licences issued,
the Government paving for the protection out of the pro-
ceelds of sale of licences. This has been tried in this
Province for two years and the results have not been

CONCESSIONS TQ FISHERMEN.

An important amendment to the Canada Shipping
Act, in compliance with a petition largely signed by own-
ers of sailing vessels equipped with gasolene auxiliary
power in the Maritime Provinces, has been introduced
into Parllament by Mr. Hazen. Owlng to the introduc-

years. Small vessels are not now solely engaged in
shing but during several months in the year are em-
loyed in carrying cargo between the different ports in
Maritime Provinces. As the law now stands these
vessels, not belng enguged solely in fishing, but as car-
riers, are llable to be operated in violation of the Statute
which requires that vessels carrylng cargo, if over ten
tons, shall be under the control of a certificated master or
The number of certificated engineers available
is obviously limited, even if the fishermen were in a
position to pay for their services, The amendment intro-
duced by the Minister of Marine and Fisheries will re-
move this objectionable restriction,

In the words of the amendment there will be na
necessity in future to carry certificated engineers on
‘salling ships of not more than one hundred tons, regls-
tered tonnage, propelled by auxiliary power, other than
“steam, employed partly in fishing and partly in the
“carriage of freight.” The Department in effect is
changing the Shipping Act to meet present day conditions,
The amendment while particularly of interest to fisher-
men in the Maritime Provinces will apply to all parts of
Canada

The importance and scope of the new regulation may
be judged by the nature of the complafnts set forth in the
petition which is signed by fishermen and boat owners in
the Maritime Provinces, It is on file in Mr. Hazen's de-

“(2) Said vessels are equipped with auxiliary power
for the following reasons: (a) To enable those operating
them to have them under better control when entering
harbors during light airs; (b) To expedite movements
from dock to dock when in harbor and save cost of tow-
ing; (c) To keep vessels in motion, and under steerage
way in calm weather when on voyage from port to port,
and thereby shorten the duration of voyage when fares
carried consist of perishable commodities such as fresh
fish; and (d) to supply in some measure & port to port ser-
vice to aid in marketing commodities largely owned by
the operators of said vegsels, rendered necessary owing to
lack of other available means of transportation, thus en-
abling those engaged in the fresh fishing or carrying trade
to market their fures in as prime condition as possible.
“The regulations of the Department of Marine and
Fisheries requiring the employment upon saild auxiliary
crafts of passed masters and &i s are burd

and oppressive for the following reasons:

“(1) It would add seriously to the expense of operat:
ing, as they would have to be paid much higher wages
than the ordinary men employed. (2) There are no such
men available at present; and if there were any we would
be unable to hire them, as we can make our vessels pay
only by running them with ordinary men. (3) Men who
have passed for steam engineers are not thereby qualified
to run gasolene engines as they are so different, (4)
Seventy-five per cent, of the goods carried is owned by
the parties operating said vessels, on which no insurance
is carried, on either vessel or cargo. (5) The agents of
insurance companies inform us that they will insure gaso-
lene vessels for seven per cent., where without gasolene
they charge thirteen per cent.”
This amendment is one of many changes required in
the Shipping Act, but, as Mr. Hazen explained in the
House it is not the intention to deal generally with the Act
this session. An elaborate amendment of the whole Act
would require consideration which at this stage would be
practically impossible. The decision of the Government
to put this amendment in force at once for the purpose of
affording relief to the fishermen during the present season
will be very generally appreciated throughout the Mari
time Provinces,

SOME  ACTIVITY
IN THE STOCK
MARKET

New York, N. Y., Mar. 20—Pros-
pects of an early settlemem of the
British coal strike including slgns
that our own coal dispute may be
amicably adjusted and further advan-
ces In copper metal, lead and finished
fron and steel, imparted a consider-
able degree of strength and activity to
the stock market today.

The buying was of a more substan-
tial character, much of it appareptly
originating  with conservative  inves-
t'rs and the large institutions which
have held aloof because of seemingly
adverse industrial and political condi-
tions,

Further dlgestion of this co: antry’s
steady growih of exports, as disclos-
€d in the February statement, was
abother factor of favorable import. Yet
another feature was the resumption cf
borrowing on a lar ge scale in this mar-
ket by Germany, a number of 20 day
loans having been made at ¢ per cent.
with more extensive loans for longer
periods. The shorter accommodations
are believed to have been vegotiated
in connection with the April 1st set-
tlements in Berlin which promiges to
be unusually heavy. The rise in the
coppers naturally provoked some dis-
cussion regarding future dividend dis-
bursements on Amalgamated Copper
and Anaconda shares, while nothing
deflnite is obtainable, it is believed
that the Amulx.\m.ued directors will
increase the prevailing rate with no
change in Anaconda.

The rise in United States Steel was
due. to better demand for that kind
of products, a condition which served
to neutralize any dnscouragement felt
over the company's report for 1911,
disclosing an enormous falling off in
total business for that year.

Preliminary -estimates for Washing-
ton respecting the amount of cotton
ginned: last year showed galns over
the preceding two years, but produc-
ed little more than a steadying ef-
fect on the local market.

The volumeé of business in the first
three hours was larger than in any
similar perfod this month, and al-
though trading eased off later, it was
without effect on prices, Union Pacific,
Rleading, Lehigh Valley and United
States Steel attained their highest lev-
el in the last hours, There was also
some inquiry for New York Central
and for Baltimore and Ohio which re-
ported favorably earnings for February
Atchison and American Sugar. The
closing was almost buoyant and in no
instance of importance were final
prices more than a fraction below the
best.

London was at first a buyer here,
but later its operations suggesting pro-
fit taking. For some unexplained rea-
son the London market failed to take
more than passing cognizance of the
prospective termination of the coal
strike, differing in this respect from
the Berlin bourse, where decided im-
provement followed the collapse of the
‘Westphalian coal troubles and the ces-
sation of disturbing political rumers.
Firmness ruled on the Paris exchange.

About the one discordant note heard
during the dav arose from the refusal
of the Fall River textile manufactur-
ers to grant the wage increase de-
manded by the operatives,

There was a better inquiry for
bonds, especially of the convertible
class. Allis-Chalmers made a sharp re-
covery on announcement of friendly
receivership proceedings. Total sales,
par value, $3,996,000. Panama threes
advanced 5 per cent on call,

Continued from page one.

“I am here,” said Mr. Flemming, “to
express to you the interest I have al-
ways taken in the work of your asso-
clation, It is a pleasure for me to
meet the representatives of the great
agricultural industry of this province.”

The premier went on to express his
belief that the future of the province
lay in effecting an Inecrease in the
quantity of our farm products. The
consumer is not supplied at present.
What we want is not more market
but the ability to supply the market
we have, “If we want to get the
wealth out of this country,” continued
Mr. Flemming, “we want the increased
production of the farmers now resid-
ing here, and one new farmer for every
one we have now. The most import-
ant problem we have to face is to keep
our young men on the land. We should
help to remove the feeling of isolation
and loneliness which is the cause of
much of the present emigration from
the land. The rural telephones would
prove invaluable for this.

“Good roads enhance the value of
farm properties and facilitate the
transfer of products. The farmer is
a partner of the government in the
maintenance of roads. As premier I am
going to try to make the life of the
farmer more attractive and offer more
inducements for the son to take up

land adjoining that of his father. A
new day is dawning for the Province
of New Brunswick.”

In coneclusion Premier Flemming re-
ferred to the importance which he at-|
tached to meetings of thismature and/
expressed the hope that deliberations |
of the present meeting would prove |
of benefit, not only to the delegates
in attendance, but to the entire farm
ing community. Premier Flemming's
