New York, March 12.—A story of 
massacres, devastation and deaths 
from privation, was told tonight by 
Dr. A. D. Yuseff, a Persian physician, 
who has Just arrived here from his 
home country, in desc ribing the recent 
invasion of Urumia, Northern Persia, 
by the Kurds. At the approach of the 
invaders 50,000 Christians fled north 
through the mountains into Russia, 
many taking up the journey on foot, 
because of the scarcity of horses and 
other means of transportation. Dr. 
Yuseff, who, with his wife, took part 
in this flight, declared that the fugi­
tives left the roads behind them strew­
ed with thousands of their dead, 
had succumbed to hardships.

About fifteen thousand Christian re­
fugees are now under the protection 
of the Amerlçan mission in the city 
of I'rumla, and twenty thousand are 
in a like position in Tabriz, while 
many thousands are scattered In towns 
along the Russian border where there 
are missions, Dr. Yuseff said. The 
missions, he declared, seem to be the 
only hope. This Is largely due to the 
fact that they fly the American flag.

The first Invasion of the Kurds, of 
whom there are some three million 
living in the Kurdistan mountains 
west and southwest of the plains of 
Urumia, took place the latter part of 
September, but the invading party of 
five thousand was driven back by Rus­
sian troops, although, according to Dr. 
Yuseff, they were being aided in 
what they regarded as a holy war by 
native Mohammedans, once their ene- 
mleA but now turned friends. Ten 
of these wealthy Mohammedans, Dr. 
Yuseff declared, wtre hanged by the 
Russians, who charged them with 
helping the Kurds with money and In 
other ways.

"The second Invasion,” said Dr. 
Yuseff, ’began* late in December. 
About three thousand Russian troops 
were In the city of N 
Kurde began their advance, 
forcements were expected, but these 
failed to arrive. A force of five hun­
dred Russians and Christians engag­
ed the Kurds advance, killing about 
two hundred of the Invaders They 
lound them bearing flags with the 
word “Gehad,’ indicating a holy war 
was being waged.

“The Kurds kept advancing and 
about this time the Russian comman­
der at Tiflis ordered all the Russian 
soldiers in Persia to report at Jolfa, 
Russia, on the border, from which 
place they were to be distributed to 
other Russian points where they were 
needed.

“As this took the Russian soldiers 
from the city of Urumia, the command­
er sent word to all the villages In ihe 
plain's, on January 2, for the people 
to leave their homes and flee north. 
The Russian troops were to follow 
them, bringing up the rear. About 
fifty thousand Christians responded 
to the* warning, leaving .everything be­
hind them but such bread and blank­
ets as they could carry.

Ottawa, Mar. 12.—That the operat­
ing mileage of Canadian railways in- 
crespgd 1,491 miles, that their capital 
-liabilities increased by 15276.990.069, 
that 471,515 more passengers were 
carried and 6,598,721 tons less of 
freight hauled is shown by railway 
statistics for 1914 just Issued by the 
railways and canals departments.

The operating mileage of Canadian 
railways is now 30,795 as compared 
with 19,431 in 1904, ten years ago. Que­
bec has Increased her mileage by 57 
miles during the year.

On June 30, 1914, there were 22.891 
miles of railway under construction, 
11,429 in Quebec. Adding 309 miles 
of double track and combining yard 
track and sidings there was a total 
of 40,605.

The capital liability of operative 
railroads stood at $1,808,820,761 on 
June 30, or an Increment of $276,990,- 
069 for the year. This capitalization 
was divided as follows: Stock, $853,- 
Il0,<$3; debentures stock (C.P.R.), 
$173,307,470; funded debts. $782,402.- 
636. Adding $64,637,500 of stocks and 
$88,669,809 of bonds attached to rail­
ways under construction, the final ag­
gregate capitalization was $1,962,128,- 
070. Cash paid to railways reached a 
total of $16,106,319 In 1914, of which 
the Dominion contributed $15,583,059.

During 19-14 the railways carried 46,- 
702,280 passengers and 101,393,989 tons 
of freight. The average freight haul 
was 217 miles, the longest of any 
country in the world.

A GOOD MARKET IN 
NEW ZEALAND FOR 

CANADIAN WHEAT
There is a good market open at the 

present time in New Zealand for Can­
adian wheat and flour, and Canadian 
exporters would not And much diffi­
culty in establishing themselves in it. 
According to a consular report by W. 
A. Beddoe, received by the Department 
of Trade and Commerce, the wheat 
crop of New Zealand is short and the 
visible supplies previous to the new 
crop are not sufficient to supply the 
dally demand for flour.

On November 18, 1914, a wheat cen- 
sns was taken showing that there were 
in the hands of the merchants 132,868 
bushels, while according to a census 
taken on January 19,1916, showing the 
large decrease to 45,868 bushels. This 
is a decrease in the stocks on hand of 
87,000 bushels In two months. Al­

In discussing this subject the Glas­
gow Weekly Herald says:

SEEKING ITALIAN FAVOR

That Germany realizes the danger 
of Italian participation on the side of 
the Allies and is endeavoring to pla 
cate that country by the gift of Aus­
trian territory Is indicated in the des­
patches of last night. It is quite typi­
cal of Germany that she is prepared 
to allow Austria to put up the price 
of Italian neutrality while, in the 
event of the negotiations proving suc­
cessful, it would be Germany which 
would derive the greater share of the 
benefit.

It has been patent since the out­
break of war that Italy's heart is with 
the Allies. She refused to be drawn 
into the struggle on the side of the 
other two nations of the Triple En­
tente and has succeeded in officially 
preserving her neutrality up to the 
present time. If now she should de­
cide to come in with the Allies she 
would render service, the value of 
which Great Britain, France and Rus­
sia would not be slow to recognize.

It may be taken for granted that 
the open announcement coming to 
The Hague from Berlin that Germany 
has succeeded in getting Austria to 
consent to a cession of territory to 
Italy, as the price of her neutrality, 
if Germany and Austria are success­
ful in this war, represents but the cul­
mination of much German éffort and 
scheming. Ever^ince the war start­
ed there lias been a strong German 
agency in Italy attempting tv pur­
chase support for Berlin and at the 
same time, to prejudice public opinion 
against the Allies. In spite of this, 
however, gnd the fact that Germany 
has expended large sums of money in 
an effort to achieve her ends, the fact 
is that the Italian government has 
continued to make preparations for 
war and popular sentiment in favor 
of the Allies has been but thinly- 
masked.

It is more than likely that even with 
Italian authorities inclined to listen 
to the latest German proposal the 
condition attached would be too great. 
Italy is to receive certain territory 
now held by Austria on the condition 
that success rests with the German 
and Austrian cause. The Italian 
statesmen, astute as they are and well 
informed in the progress of events in 

‘the war zone, must realize that the, 
chances of German success are so 
remote as to be negligible and that 
the prospect of Italy securing the ter­
ritory desired would be much better 
if the Allies agreed to give it to her 
as a condition of her immediate par­
ticipation in the contest.

Italy’s geographical position, and 
the fact that she has one of toe finest 
armies in Europe give sufficient rea­
sons why Germany should fear her. 
And it would be Germany rather than 
Austria which would have the most 
to fear. It is not likely that Austria 
is fortified against Italy or that that 
portion of German territory nearest to 
Italy, and touching Austria, Is provid­
ed with protections sufficiently strong 
to stop an Italian army, because no 
danger has been expected from that 
quarter. Conseqûently, with the won­
derful mobilization and transport fa­
cilities possessed by the Italians, it 
should not be a difficult matter, as 
difficulties are counted in this war, to 
send strong Italian forces across the 
Austrian Tyrol and Into Bavaria. The 
presence of an Italian army on Bava­
rian soil, while toe forces of Germany 
and Austria were engaged in fighting 
the other Allied powers, should be 
productive of a speedy move for 
peace. With tHUjgççflipplished Italy 
would doubtless be Well remunerated 
for her share in bringing about an 
end to the war. Consequently If it is 
the purpose of the Italian government 
to "buy where it can get toe beet 
value" It Is likely that London can 
offer greater bargains than Berlin. 
Germany's efforts to nenrre- Italian 
favor are not likely to be crowned 
with unqualified success.

"Could we possibly manage to 
get along for six months without 
the nine million tons of foreign 
wheat and flour received in nor­
mal times? At first sight the de­
ficiency appears so enormous as to 
inevitably bring us face td face 
with starvation and anarchy in 
double quick time. But a scrutiny 
of the native resources of our isl­
ands dissipates the worst pessim­
ism. Bread—and very nutritious 
bread too—may be made of other 
cereals except wheat and there is 
actually grown in this country a 
greater quantity of cereal 
than is eaten. Then we are abso­
lutely self-supporting so far as 
potatoes are concerned and could 
get along quite nicely without for­
eign vegetables. The British farm­
er for a certainty would rise nobly 
to the occasion so that taken ail 
over if this 
thing, a blockade of Britain, over 
did come about while we might not 
live like fighting cocks 
tainly would never starve.”

Impossible looking

Meanwhile the number of German 
submarines occupied in this foolhardy 
task is constantly diminishing, 
have they succeeded in intimidating 
the merchant shipping of England even 
to the extent of causing a re-arrange­
ment of their shipping schedules. 
While it is not to be expected that 
this war will end without some ter­
rible battles being waged on land, nev­
ertheless it is not too much to say that 
the constantly tightening clutch of Bri­
tain’s navy upon the throat of Ger­
many has, more than anything else, 
impressed upon her the grimness and 
futility of toe tight she is waging and 
the whole world has been impressed 
as never before with the tremendous 

power of England. The great les­
son of this war Is that the safety of 
the Empire, as well as toe peace of 
the world. Is absolutely conditioned by 
the British navy. Canada understands 
this today. Yet Canada, through the 
action of the Laurier controlled Sen 
ate neglected to embrace toe oppor­
tunity afforded her of assisting to 
strengthen that navy.

LAURIER AND THE KAISER.

Now that the German troops are 
feeling the prowess of the Canadian 
soldiers, His Mightiness the Kaiser 

reflect that the spirit of the people 
of Canada evidently does not agree with 
the opinions of Sir Wilfrid Laurier. 
The Liberal leader and ex-Preraier, 
the man who sent the -Canadian troops 
to Africa C. O. D., has been guilty 
of many foolish expressions in his 
career> but few of these can 
with his unwarranted eulogy of Great 
Britain's enemy. Here is what Laur­
ier said of the Kaiser on February 
27th, 1913, when the Liberal lehder 
was fighting might and main to pre­
vent Canada from giving assistance to 
the British navy:

“THERE IS ONE FACT IN THE 
SITUATION WHICH I THINK
SHOWS THAT THERE IS NO IN-

Ottawa, Mar. 9.—A press bulletin 
issued today by the Census and Statis­
tics Office gives the results of a 
special inquiry for the purpose of {as­
certaining the stocks of wheat in Can­
ada on February 8, 1915. The Inquiry, 
carried out by direction of ithe H«n. 
Sir George Foster, Minister of Tnakle 
and Commerce, and conducted by the 
Census and Statistics Office in con­
junction with the Department of Trade 
and Commerce and -the -Board of Grain 
Commissioners, was effected by 
of schedules addressed to elevator, 
flour mill and railway companies and 
to crop-reporting correspondents for 
the estimation of quanties in farmers’ 
hands. Compilation of the returns re­
ceived shows that the amount of 
wheat and of wheat the equivalent of 
flour, In Canada on February 8 last 
was 79,130,593 bushels, or, if allow- 
ance be made for a small proportion 
of non-replies, an aggregate in round 
figures of 80 million bushels. The 
total of 79,130,593 bushels Is distribut­
ed as follows: Terminal elevator» 3,- 
776,246 bushels, flour mills 6,160.840 
bushels, other elevator» 26.776,246 
bushels, flour mlHs 6,160,840 bushels, 
in transit by rail 18,571,876 -bushels, 
and in farmers’ hands 29,654,000 bush­
els. The result of the Inquiry shows 
that the quantity of wheat In -Canada 
should be amply sufficient to meet all 
requirements between now and the 
next harvest. For seeding this spring 
and for food during the next six 
months, it Is estimated that 44*4 mil­
lion bushels will be required, thus 
leaving, on February 8, 1916, in addi­
tion to the usual email quantity of im­
ports, a balance of 36% million bush­
els for export and reserve. From Feb­
ruary 8 to March 2, 36,370 bushel» of 
wheat, and flour, expressed as wheat, 
were imported and 6,741,990 bushels 
were exported. The Inquiry took no 
account of quantities of wheat flour 
in the hands of wholesale and retail 
vendors in towns and villages 
throughout Canada, nor of quantities 
of wheat in local grist mills. Thtyie

the Farmer’s and Dairymen's Conven­
tion in Fredericton passed through the 
city last evening on their way to their 
homes. All spoke in the highest terms 
of the work carried on in the conven­
tion and were unanimous in the state­
ment that these conventions were of 
the utmost importance and value to 
the farmers of the province.

The convention in session consid­
ered many branches of the great food 
producing Industry and the exchange 
of Ideas was very satisfactory. It 
was felt that the meetings broadened 
out the farmer and helped him to feel 
greater pride In his profession as well 
as helping him to farm better.

The government of the province and 
also of the dominion saw that farming 
was the great Industry of the country 
and they were doing all in their power 
to assist the farmer in the increase of 
his yield. It was found that the far­
mer must keep up to date. Advanced 
and modern methods were essential 
to his prosperity and that of the coun­
try at large. Not only must the far­
mer be a good salesman, but he also 
must be able to buy. For this pur­
pose it was shown that cooperation 
was absolutely necessary.

These conventions were held with 
the object of teaching the farmer how 
to grow crops and raise cattle in the 
best manner and. in many cases great 
good had been done. The government 
employed experts who gave their time 
to studying conditions and means of 
producing and their knowledge was 
at the service of the farmer.

While at the convention the farmers 
were taken to the Dominion Experi­
mental Farm and there shown exam­
ples of profitable and non-profitable 
production.

Different methods were tried out 
and the farmer was shown the best 
way of doing things. While at the ex­
perimental station two herds of cattle 
were shown the farmers. One was 
composed of eleven high grade beef 
animals of good breed, while another 
herd was made up of ten grade ani­
mals with no particular breed. Close 
attention had been given to the feed 
and condition under which they were 
raised and it was shown that the pure 
bred animals, rated at the market 
price prevailing, would have shown a 
handsome profit, while the grade 
steers would have to be sold at a loss. 
The two herds Were raised under the 
same conditions :md with similar ra­
tions. In other matter* too the farm­
ers were given 'practical demonstra­
tions.

Taking the convention as a whole 
the farmers were well satisfied that 
the country would benefit by their de­
liberations and the people in general 
were satisfied that the farmers of the 
present day were an intelligent and 
scientific band of men engaged In an 
honorable profession.
