PLANT SEIZED

German Was Also in Charge

of This One—New York
State Police Act.
Monroe, N. Y., Mar, 5—A powerful

wireless plant concealed in an aband-
oned grist mill on an eminence near
Hortonville, Orange county, has been
seized by the State police. It was
sald to have been in the possession
of W. 1. Roemer, the German superin-
tendent of the country estate of A, K.
‘Woodman, whose family is now at
Palm Beach,

The plant consisted of two sending
and receiving outfits, one of which
was fully mounted and ready for use,
and a dynamo in the cellar capable of
supplying a current that would give
a wide radius. The outfit had
the aerials above the roof of the grist
mill and that fact attracted the atten-
tion of the police. The other outfit
was packed in cases in the mill.

Upon orders of Lieutenant John
Walton, of the State Police, Policemen
Daniel Faber and Harris Gunn went
to the Woodman estate and entered
the abandoned grist mill. They ripped
out the wires and seized the apparatus
and the dynamo. (

Lawyer WhoPrepared Exemp-
tion Papera for. Young Man
Sat. on Tribunal — Judge
Duff Wants Him Retired.

Quebec, Mar. 5—Justice Duff has
rendered his decision in the ‘case of
Gobeil-Simard, a case arising out of
the alleged misdemeanor of sald Go-
beil, at the exemption tribunal at Bay
St. Paul. The finding asks for the re-
tirement of Gobeil from the exemption
board. Mr, Simard, who is a stipen-
dlary magistrate for the North Shore,
had been appointed a member of the
exemption tribunal at Bay St. Paul and
Mr. Jules Gobeil, a lawyer, had been
preparing exemption papers for men
liable to be enlisted under the military
service act.

One day, Gobeil, who is the son of
Registrar Gobell of Quebec, was ap-
pointed a b of the ption
tribunal at Bay St. Paul to sit with
Simard.

Ottawa, Mar. 5—The department of
militia and detence makes the (ollow-

ed in arranging thres months fur-
lough, at the ¥ubllc expense, for all
marrfed men of the original first con-
ingent remaining overseas, whose
families reside in Canada. This was
finally consented to on the express
condition that all those granted leave
would return overseas for duty at the
expiration of their furlough,

“The first Canadian contingent has

this leave, as other dominions which
have made the same efforts have been
unable to obtain a like concession.

Many Applications.

“Applications are now pouring in,
from those who have already reach-
ed Canada, for discharge or employ-
ment in Canada, on compassionate
grounds,

“While the department of militia
and defence fully appreciate the natur-
al desire of the families of many of
these men that they should remain,
and the fact that, owing to war con-
ditions, many cases of hardship have
arisen, it must point out that all these
men would have been unable to ob-
tain leave or respite from their ar-
doug duties had it not been for the
strenous efforts made on their behalf
and the express undertaking that all
would return at the appointed time,

Canada To Be Bound,

“Should tHe department accede to
the request for discharge and exten-
sions which are now being made, in
spite of the definite understanding
on which thig furlough was granted,
any further effort to secure a similar
privilege for subsequent contingents
will be rendered impossible and, in
addition, the government of Canada
will be considered to have broken
faith, in view of the comditions de-
scribed above. The department feels
that it can confidently expect the
hearty support of all soldiers concern-
ed, their families, and the public of
Canada generally, when they appre-
ciate the full extent of the situation.”

Registrar W. A. Ewing has issued
the following notice to the press:

“Much latitude has been given to
men exempted from military duty as
farmers as long as they remain in
their occupation as farmers. Many
such men have left the farms and are
now working in other occupations.

Public Utilities Commission
Make Order Yesterday —
No Change in Hours for
Six Months—Those Willing
to Pay Day Rate Get Pre-

ference.

The Public Utilities (ommission
vesterday disposed of the Telephone
Company's application for a change
in the pours at which the *night rate
shall apply, by making an order that
no change in the hours be made for
six months, but that those using the
wires after six o'clock who were wil-
ling to pay the day rate should be
given the preference over those taking
advantage of the cheaper service.
This order was strenuously objected
to by the Company who contended it
was unworkable.

When the Commission came to or-
der Chairman Otty announced that
the application of the New Brunswick
Telephone Co. would be dealt with
first and read the following order:

“In the matter of the application of
The New Brunswick Telephone Com-
pany for approval of night rates.

“Upon reading the petition of The
New Brunswick Telephone Company
in the above matter, and upon hearing
counsel for the applicants and op-
ponents, and upon hearing the evi-
dence adduced oon the hearing of said
application, _

“It {s ordered, that the rates charg-
ed by the said company for night mes-
sages over their sald lines be and re-
main as heretofore, for the period of

six montks from the first day of

pay the day rates therefor, shall have
prior rights over all other persons
using the wires at the present night
rates, the latter messages being dt-

German Police Force.

“Esthonia and Livonia will be occu-
pied by a German police force until
security is guaranteed by their own
national institutions and order in the
state is restored. Russia will forth-
with release all arrested or depored in-
habitants of Esthonia #d Livonia and
guarantee the safe return of deported
Esthonians and Livonfans.

“Finland and the Aland Islands will|

also forthwith be evacuated by the

Russian troops and the Red Guard and

Finnish ports by the Russian fleet and
Russian naval forces,

“So long as the ice excludes the
bringing of Russian warships to Rus-
sian ports only small detachments will
remain behind one of the warships
Russia is to cease all agitation or prop-
aganda against the government or the
public institutions in Finland.

The Aland Islands.

The fortifications erected on the
Aland Islands are to be removed forth-
with with all possible despatch. A
special agreement is to be made be-
tween Germany, Russia, Finland and
Sweden regarding their treatment in
military, shipping and techmical re-
spects. It s agreed that at Germany's
desire the other states bordering on
the Baltic are also to be given 2 voice
in the matter,

Starting from the fact that Persia
and Afghanistan are free and iadepend.

Prisoners of war of both sides will
be sent home.

The contracting parties mutually re.
nounce indemuification of their war
costs, that s to say, state expenditure
for carrying on the war, as well as in.
demnification for war damages, that is
to say, those damages which have
arisen for them and their subjects in
the war regions through mflitary
measures, inclusive of all requisitions
undertaken in the enemy country.

Diplomatic Relations.

Diplomatic and consular relations be-
tween the contracting parties will be
resumed immediately after notifica-
tion of the peace treaty. Special
agreements are reserved relative to the
admittance of the respective consuls

The restoration of public and private
relations, the exchange of prisoners of
war, interned civillans, the amnesty
question, as well as the treatment of
merchant ships which are in enemy
hands will be regulated by separate
treaties with Russia, which shall form
an essential part of the present peace
treaty and as far as is feasible shall
enter into force at the same time.
