Waghington, April 10—American Consul
General Holloway, at Halifax (N. 8.), has

The American commissioners will meet
in a &hort time to outline the subjects and

use of waters adjacent to the boundary,
including all of the waters of the lakes
and rivers whose natural outlet is the
river St. Lauwrence.

The subjects which the Canadian com-
missioners proposed to consider, according
to Mr. Holloway are the following:

“The proposed diversion southward by
the Minnesota Canal and Power Company
of Duluth of certain waters in the state of
Minnesota that now flow north into the
Rainy River and the Lake of the Woods.

The diversion, aboyt a mile and a half
east of the town of Sault Ste. Marie of
part of the waters of the 8t. Mary River
through
American territory. St. Marys river now
forms part of the boundary between the
United States and Canada and the waters
of the river are clearly international. Can-
adian vessels, of meecasity, are using the
Tay Canal, but no treaty has been made
confirming their right.

BRITISH  FINANCES
VERY SHTISFACTORY

Revenue For Past Year $150,000,-
000 More Than Estimated — Tea
Tax Reduced Four Cents.

London, April 10—Budget day attracted
a large crowd of members of parliament
and visitors to the house of commons to-
day, and when the chancellor of the ex-
chequer, Austen Chamberlain, rocse to
make his annual statément the house was
well filled in all parts.

At the outset Mr. Chamberlain put his
‘hearers in a good humor by announcing
that the revenue of the year just closed
exceeded his estimabte by nearly $150,(00,-
900, showing that the trade of the country
had turned the corner, and whereas a
year ago there was a heavy deficit, there
had now been established something more
than equilibrium between the revenue and
expenditure,

Mr. Chamberlain estimated the expendi-
ture for 1905-06 at $705,140,000, and the
revenue, on the existing basis of taxation,
at $720,020,000, leaving a surplus of $l4,-
860,000.

B30 DEATHS IN NEW
YORK FROM MENINGITIS

Physicians Think the Worst is Over
and Epedemic Will be Over by May
First.

New York, April 10.—Like the first
plague of cerebro-spinzl meningitis which

prevailed here in 1872, the present run of
the mysterious disease is dying out. Phys-

.icians express the belief that it will have

disappeared by May 1.

The only explanation obtainable is that
a little sunshine and a few days of balmy
weather have accomplished that which has
baffled the medical fraternity.

The figures in the office of the registrar
of vital statistics show that 832 persons,
the majority of them children, have fallen
vietims so far. The number of deaths last
week was about twenty less than the week
before. At ‘the various large hospitals 1t
is announced that the number of appl-
cations for treatment is daily growing less,
and that the condition of the patients
show more improvement than at any time
gince the epidemic began.

Fredericton, N. B., ‘April 7—(Special)—
Mayor McNally delivered his inaugural
address at a special meeting of the city
council this afternoon. He made references
to the financial condition of the city and
to the state of various departments and
strongly urged the chairman of the com-
mittees to keep the expenditure within
baunds.

In regard to improving water supply of
the city his worship thought this could be
doné by adopting mechanical filtration.
He expressed the opinion that the time had
arrived when a system of sewerage should
be installed.

The council decided to postpone action
until next session in regard to procuring
legislation to enable the city to bonus new
industries. A committee was appointed to
prepare a bill during the interim.

The ice opposite the city made two
starts this morning and moved about fifty
feet. It is now jammed againet the bridge
piers but is liable to go out at any time.
A big ice jam formed at Springhill -today,
the jam at Hawkshaw having broken and
run down to that point. :

A field of ice below the islands is hold-
ing the jam in place. The water rose
more than two feet here today, but is not
yet up to the usual spring freshet.

Some 20,000,000 feet of logs in Douglas
boom were tossed about by the ice cakes
and piled up like nails in a keg. The booms
are holding well, however, and there is not
much likilihood of logs going adrift.

The river i3 now practically open from
Springhill to Grand Falls, a distance of
120 miles.

The ice bridge in front of the city made
ite first move this morning. It moved
‘both above, between and below the bridges
about fifty feet. No damage was caused.
Last year the ice made its last move here
on April 22 and the river was open imme-
diately afterwards except for a jam be-
tween Vicboria Mills and Robinson’s Point.

The going out of the ice on March 23,
1902, established a record date which will
probably remain standing for many years.
People are crossing the river at Hawk-
shaw in boats, while for many miles the

| ice is badly broken up. At Springhill.t.he

ice is weak and all that is wanting 18 a
sufficient rise of water to take it out.

Reports from along the I. C. R. indi-
cate that the ice has broken up at Doak-
town and other places, but that there is
still crossing at Newcastle and Chatham.

Hredeircton, N. B., April 9—(Special)—
The ice jam at Springhill moved about 50
yards today and indications are that it
will Tun out tomorrow or next day. The
ice has rotted considerably during the
past few days and is now little more than
slush, The river is open for a distance of
five miles below the railway bridge. The
water is still on rise here.

Robert Elliott, foreman for the Boom
Company, reporss that about 900 logs were
forced out of Sugar Island boom by the ice
on Friday last, but were caught in Douglas
boom just below. Mr. Elliott does not
think there is any danger of the logs stored
in Douglas and Sugar Island booms being
carried out by the ice.

The water committee and board: of
health held their joint meeting ¥riday
evening. ‘Chairman ‘Weaver, of the board
of health, presented a letter from Dr.
Hersey, the eminent bacteriologist of
Montreal, confirming the report of Dr.
Mason, of New York, being to the eftect
that although the water was not good it
was not what could be termed as being
exactly dangerous. It was the opinion of
the meeting that it should be recommend-
ed to water-users that all water for drink-
ing purposes should be boiled before be-
ing used until some definite improvement
takes place. It was the feeling of the
meeting that if the artesian process was
not satisfactory in every respect the me-
chanical filter arrangement would probab-
ly be adopted.

RUSSIA’S LAST THROW

As Rojestvensky passes Singapore, Rus-
gia makes her last throw of the. dice, and
a desperate one it is. It bas been shown
that while Japan holds the sea, Russia
canmot keep the field in Manchuria. 'Lhe
earlier victories of Admiral Togo made
jpossible the victorious campaign on land.
Now, if St. Betersburg advices are reli:
able, Rojestvensky, who is already in the
danger zone, will push on to meet the Jap-
anese fleet.in a final battle for mnaval
supi‘mﬁacy. The [Russian Admiral has
more ships, and even more first-class bat-
tleships, than Japan can send to meet him,
yet maval ‘experts regard the odds as
heavily against the Russians.

Admiral Togo’s fleet, at the beginning of
the war, was numerically inferior, yet he
cleared the seas of the enemy’s ships, and
all but the three cruisers now shut in at
Vladivostok, were sunk or captured.

USELESS TROUBLE

Considerable comment has been elicited
by an editorial in the Toronto Globe of
last Saturday, in which the leading Liberal
newspaper laments the new and trouble-
some developments in connection with the
Autonomy Bill, and earnestly reaffirms ite
conclusion that the Government borrowed
a dangerous amount of trouble by attempt- |
ing in the first place to deal with a ques-
tion which should have been left entirely
in the hands of the new provinces. The
Globe, which asserts that the trouble is by
1o means Over, says in part:

“The situation at Ottawa is to the last
degree critical. To deny its criticalness is
o misunderstand its character. To regard
it as a passing incident, which will be for-
gotten within nine days of the vote, is to
‘misjudge the quality and the temper of
convictions and prejudices on both sides
of the controversy, The warring and irre-
concilable elements in the situation, and
the peril of the outcome, create a Very
real and a very serious crisis. But what
brought about this crisis? Frankly, it
had its origin in the seemingly ‘incurable
tendency of the Federal Parliament to
encroach on the sphere of the Provincial
Legislatures. That tendency persists from
one administration to another. This ques-
tion of education is only one of a claes.
But Federal interference with Provincial
rights on this question is the more danger-
ous because education has been the storm-
centre of the worst and most hurtful con-
troversies of the past.” »

The attempt of the Government to deal
with the matter has, the Globe points out,
created intense confusion and humiliation.
The Sbarretti incident has “added to the
acuteness of the crisis:” :

“The intrusion of Mgr. Sbarretti, and
the raising of the school question in con-
nection with the enlargement of Mani-
toba, is only an aggravation of the trouble,
and adds to the acuteness of the crisis. The
ntelligent people of Canada have no share
in- the abuse of the Papal Delegate; but
neither he.mor any other ecclesiastic, nor
any - deputation or committee of any
Ghurch, -Protestant or Catholic, can. with
smpunity hold conferences with politicians,
and negotiate for the settlement. of politi-
cal problems b of their 1siastical
standing or their supposed control of a
corporate vote.” :

“The Globe believes there is no way out
of the crisis that is free from danger and
loss to both political parties and o the
highest interests of the country. It is
pointed out that whatever ‘the Govern-
ment may now do, the people of the mew
provineés will settle the school question
for thenmselves:

“The Dominion Parliament has trouble
‘enough of its own without borrowing from
the Provincial arena. In the laet analysis
the question must be faced by the Prov-
inces, and it will never be settled except
on the floor of the Provincial Legislatures.
Why, then, should Parliament deceive
itself, and continue to vex the country
over a question which Parliament cannot
solve?”

The question is unanswerable. For all
that, one may believe the intense feeling
raised by the school controversy will sub-
side sooner than the Globe now believes.

CAMP AND THEN RELATES HIS EXPERIENCES

Standard’s Commissioner Praises the Sobriety and Indus-
try of the Lumbermen— Says Immigrants Should Be

Prepared to Work Hard
Come.

and to Take Things as They

(London (Eng.) Standard, March 17.)

1 am still working at the lumber camp of
which I treated in any- last letter. 'LI'here
are about ‘thirty men in this camp, a
third of whom are French Canadians, who
speak no English. It is surprising how
tenaciously the inhabitants of French de-
scent cling to their own tongue. All are as
fine a set of men, physically, as one could
wish to see; and courteous and kindly,
both to each other and to a stranger. In-
deed, their standard of manners and of
speech is higher than that of men of the
laboring classes of England, or, if that is
too sweeping a generalisation, of my fel-
low passengers on the Canadian Pacific
Railway steamer. I have been in the
woods and in camp with them for the
better part of a week,.and have scarcely
heard an oath of deeper quality than a
damn.

The arrival of a stranger with, presum-
ably, some little knowledge of the world’s
latest affairs, was not unwelcome to men
who had been out of touch with civiliza-
tion for four months, and I had many
conversations with them. With one ex-
ception—that of a quick-witted Bristol
man—they wer'e all Canadian born; and if
they were a fair average sample of the
native population, I should judge that
Canada is breeding a race of men of a sane
mental and moral, as well as sound physi-
cal stock. Will it be believed that “Yes,
Sir,” and “No, Sir,” are common forms of
speech among them? A man here is Sir
to his fellow-laborers—not a ‘bloke,” a
“cove,” or an “ole cock,” or such like
vulgarism. ¢ i

Courtesy of epeech, gentleness in the
modulation of the voice, seems to be habi-
tual to the Canadian woodsman. The men
respect themselves and each other. ‘Lhey
work willingly; the foreman have no need
to drive them—would mot, apparently, be
able to do so if they wished. They work
and live together like brothers, and in
camp here I have been in the company of
gentlemen. Their very speech is that of

"~ educated men, pointed, reasonably exact

and free from obscenities and senseless ex-
crescences. The maritime provinces, I be-
lieve, spend a large proporjion of their
revenue on their schools. ter evidence
of the excellence of the system of element-
ary ducation in New Brunswick and Que-
bec coyld not have been furnished, than
the conversation of ‘these forest workers.
Not only did: it show a fairi knowledge ot
the world’s affairs—it was wondrously rich
in woodland lore and in the bird and ani-
mal life of hillside, Jake and river—but it
also revealed a capacity for independent
thought, a sure grip.of an idea, ,,ir;eightx
and the qualities which are usually asso
ciated with highly-trained minds.

Perhaps, during these long Canadian
winters men reflect more than in temper-
ate lands. Not unfrequently a deeper note
was suggested. ‘A low moral level was
never touched. Indeed, take them all
round, they were men of a superior stamp
—certainly above the majority of those in
the steerage of the Lake Manitoba. What
is the explanation? In the French Cana-
dian it may be sought in their devotion to
their church; in the men of Scotch descent
—of whom there were several—in that in-
grained piecty and belief in moral excel-
lence, which, in the eighteenth century at
any rate, when much emigration from
Scotland took place, was the distinguishing
feature of the Scotch character.

In all of them a key to the phenomenon
is, doubtless, to be found in the fact that
men here lead a free life. They are not
crushed by sordid cares or debased by the
enivronments of poverty in great cities.
{Ihey live in natural conditions, amid lakes
and broad rivers. Should not such circum-
stances result in a better type of human
being than that which is born and bred,
and lives from hand to mouth in, say, the
noisome region—watered by the unsavory
iGrand Junction Canal—from Shoreditch to
the Mhames? They do so here, so far as
my observation carries me.

I have not yet seen a drunken working
man, or any other kind of man, in Canada.
Drunkards and their like there doubtless
are, but public opinion—this Jaboring
man’s  opinion—is strenuously against
them. My companions in this camp have
been here since mid-October. They have
not seen a drop of drink since they came

" in, and I gather that they will not see any

until they go out in April. They do their
work on tea. They are naturally and hab-
itually sober. I may of course, have hap-
pened upon a quite exceptional camp—
upon a group of men who are above the
average in this part of the dominion. But
1 do’ not think I have.

[magine thirty British working.men, ac-
customed to a public house at every sireet
corner, living in the forest for six months
without a break, and with never a can of
beer to be had! Not 10 per cent of our
English working classes would stand the
strain. Tike the navvies who were sent
out to South Africa on railway construc-
tion after the war, they would throw up
the job because the beer seller had mnot
followed them into the wilds. Therein les
a fundamental ditterence between the
English and Canadian laborer. The fact
may not be palatable to some of my read-
ers; but it is one which has obtruded itself
upon my observation thus far. I present
it to Mr. John Burns for use in his cour-
ageous handling of the defects of the class
whose social interests he champions with
so much ability and self-devotion.

What chance has the ordinary immi-
grant in the lumbering industry of New
Brunswick and Quebec? "There is often, 1
am told, a scarcity of labor. But lumbering
is an art which requires to be <learned.
Anyone can shovel ice into a deep rut.in
a haulage track; a “green hand like myself
could earn a subsistance at that, as is prov-
ed by the fact that I have been boarded
iree for four days, and should be entitled
to draw $20 (£4 3s. 4d.) if I had stayed
my month. T did not stay because it was
not my business to do so, but to move on
for the purpose of writing articles on
other phases of Canadian life; and 1 had
not the effrontory to collect four days pay

from the Messrs. Fraser, being fully con-
scious of my ineffectiveness as a working
unit in the camp. The point I had estab
lished in practice was that even a mnew-
comer, ignorant of the woodman’s art, can
win his bread at lumbering in New Bruns-
wick and Quebec should he find himself
stranded in those provinces and unable to
get further west.

But felling and the handling of logs re-
quires practice. To use an axe efficiently
calls for skill and knack. The life, I
should judge, is a hard one. The work
begins when the stars pale in their light,
and ends only when they again illumine the
skies. It is continuwed, however heavily
and persistently the snow may fall, and
whatever may be the lowness of the tem-
perature and the keenness of the wind; for
not all the days are glorified by the sun.
Yesterday was such a day, and the lofty
forest hills and lake-gemmed valleys were
scenes of matchless beauty—an almost sil-
ent fairy land of white and gold,. the still-
ness broken infrequently by the cry of
the moosebird, or of the blue jay, and the
short sharp song of the white-throated
chickadee. But today there is no sun, and
snow is falling so heavily that a towering
range of hills a few miles away can hard-
ly be discermed, while ever and anon a
keen cutting wind tears through the forest,
bringing down masses of snow from the
tree tops and whirling it furiously about—
a kindly act of nature, from the point of
view of the wind life of the woodland, for
while, yesterday, the forest was crossed
and recrossed with tracks of hare and
squirrel, fox and caribou, there is now
scarcely a footprint to be seen.

N

Of the animals themselves, one is for-
tunate if one gets a glimpse of a squirrel.
The others are too cunning to show them-
selves, though their footmarks prove that
they pass over the haulage tracks at will.
Nor would one fare better if one plunged
into the recesses of vthe woodland, for the
first few steps would bring one breast high
in the dry snow; and it is no more poss-
ible to progress far in such conditions,
even with snowshoes, than it is to cut the
timber and drag out the logs. As for the
mogpse,that animal is “yarding,” away from
the sound of axe and sled bells; he travels
but little in winter, keeping to the area
he has selected as his granary until the
spring. Young spruce and snow are the
only diet he needs. The caribou roams far
afield for the wisps of light green moss on
which he subsists. He must perforce cover
much ground, for though a trec may be
hung with mces up to the topmost point,
the accessibility of his food supply is
measured by the height to which he can
stretch his muzzle. "The fox seeks his prey
over a wide area. The bear is hibernating,
and will not be seen until the end of
March or early in April. Beaver and
otter are hidden away in their homes in
the frozen brooks. :

But this is\a digression from the point
that the work of the lumberman is severe,
because it has to be done in all weathers.
Still, the men are as healthy and as “hard
as mnails,” despit®, or perhaps because of,
the unattractive fare. The average immi-
grant, accustomed to manual labor, or
young enough and willing enough to adapt
himeself to it, would find the work and the
life tolerable, if mot enjoyable. ‘At the
end of a season’s toil in the woods, even
as a “green’ hand, he should have at least
£20 in his pocket, for in the forest his only
possible expenditure would be on jerseys,
mocassins, socks, and tobacco; and with
£20 a man here is something of a capi-
talist. In England all he can do with it is
to put in the post office at 2} per cent;
but here it will get him 100 acres, and
leave him with £15 with which to build
a log house. By working in the summer
partly for himself and mpartly for other
farmers he gan keep himself going in fair
comfort; and another winter in the woods
should enable him to devote the whole of
the following season to the clearing of his
own land.

Thus, in a few years he would lay the
foundations of independence, as nearly all
the men in camp here have done, for each
of them, in one part of New Brunswick or
another, has a farm of his own, with wife
and children, who keep the cattle fed in
his absence. Of course, a man who can
bring capital with him has a great advan-
tage; he can buy the best land, with the
greatest accessibility to the railway, or a
farm which is already cleared and stocked;
but, as I have said before, many of the
most successful farmers in the province are
men who hegan without capital, took up
Jand, and by labor in the woods, winter
by winter, earned the money for the de-
velopment of their properties. And what
one man can do another may do. Even if
an immigrant does not take up land he
can live well—provided that he will work
hard and keep away from the drink. Take
the case of the Bristol man 1 have men-
tioned. He has been herc twenty years
and awns four hundred acres. He does
not work them mnow, because he finds
farming “lonesome,” and is one of those
talkative people who cannot live happily
without a succession of new faces and un-
familiar voices. Hence, by choice, he fol-
lows the life of a laborer—now with an
axe in the woods, or, in the summer, be-
hind some one's team.

Yet with all his instability of character,
he has been seven times ‘across the At-
lantic to see his own people. He takes hol-
idays with the frequency of a second-rate
actor’s “rest” and of as long duraticnm.
When his funds run out—I imagine that
much of them goes into the publican’s till
in “treating” friends—he comes out here
again to his farm, and gets other work
forthwith. He is going home this year—
second-class in a C. P. R. steamer. The
fare to Liverpool will cost him £7 10s.
Whoever heard of the English- laboring
man taking seven ocean return voyages for
a holiday in twenty years? His imagina-
tion would mot carry him further than. a
day trip, once in a lifetime, by a Belle
steamer to Boulogne and®back. And so far
trom such a man having land of his own,
his only foothcld—the only space which he
can call his own (so long as he pays rent)

—ig the single room in the back’street in
which he lives. I am not deriding him;
it is mot his fault that his environment is
what it is; but I am putting the case of
my Bn'sbaf friend in this way, in order to
bring into clear relief the prosperity of the
laboring classes of New Brunswick. It is
not to be compared with the want of
means and narrow social limitations of the
laboring man in England.

But let me repeat that whoever comes to
the maritime provinces should be young,
in vigorous health, and of abstemious hab-
its. He would be prepared to endure a
severe though exhilarating climate, to per-
form hard and prolonged labor, and to fare
roughly—in a forest camp at any rate. The
lumber Jack’s cook is not an artist. Boil-
ed pork and beans do not, perhaps, lend
themselves very easily to the higher forms
of culinary treatment. But our cook was
such a shrewd and excellent fellow that it
would be unkind to reflect upon his pro-
fessional abilities. Had he had other flesh
than chunks of fat salted pork to operate
upon, I might have enjoyed his racy con-
versation for another week. But, failing
the arrival of more varied supplies, I shall
now—having stayed here long enough to
discharge my present obligations to “The
Standard” and its readers—wend my way
to Montreal, where I may, perchance,
meet with a cook who has inherited the
qualities of forefathers from the valley of
the Rhone—the birthplace and training
ground the reader will remember, of no
less famous and artist than Brillat Sa-
varin. And there, also, I may obtain an
insight into the lifﬁof a Canadian city.

Londen, April 7—(Special)—Dominion
liner Canada sailed yesterday for Halifax
with 1,200 passengers, including 350 second
cabin, .

They came from various
parts of the United Kingdom. There are
numerous young men and women from the
agricultural districts bound for Winnipeg,
also a party of children from the Chil-
dren’s Home, Bonor Road, London, and
another party of adults sent out by an
East End emigration.

MINISTER'S DAUGHTER
FOUND DEAD IN FIELD

Milford, N. H., April 9—The body of
Miss Susan P. Babcock, daughter of D. C.
Babceock, pastor of the Methodist church
here, who disappeared from her home on’
Sunday last, was found ‘today in the
meadow just off the Mount Vernon road,
and about mile and a half from the pap-
sonage. The body was viewed by the medi-
cal referee who pronounced death to have
resulted from exhaustion.

Miss Babcock, who was 40 years of age,
was well known in church circles and form-
erly president of the District Missionary
Society for New Hampshire. She had suf-
fered from a nervous trouble and is believ-
ed to have wandered from home while
temporarily insane.

Challenges the @Governor to Dis-
solve House and Test the
Country

Hot Attack of V_Vinnipeg Paper
--Manitoba’'s Minister of Public
Works Pays His Respects to
Sir Wilfrid Laurier.

Winnipeg, April 7—(Special) — Hon.
Robert Rogers at noon gave out the fol-
lowing: “The Free Press undertakes to
deal with me this morning under the head
of ‘Manitoba’s Shame.” If it was a shame
to make known to the public the treatment
which this province is receiving at the
hands of the dominion government and the
reasons why in my opinion, we are being
80 treated, then of course, I am guilty.

“If the Free Press or those for whom
they assume this, should think that I do
not represent the opinion of Manitoba or
that I am guilty of any wrong in making
public the fact that we are prevented from
getting our rights as a province and people,
then let them use their influence with the
lieutenant governor of Manitoba to dis-
solve the house and ~let the people in
whose name and for whom I have spoken
declare by their ballots whether or mnot
they want legislation drafted and moulded
by Sir Wilfrid’s boss from Rome.

“Facts already brought out go most
clearly to show we have a papal delegate
in Canada on the invitation of men who
by their own signatures represent them-

selves as being members of the parliament |,

of Canada and as representing the Liberal
party of the dominion,and therefore should
assume the responsibility for his action.

“As I understand it, the simple mission
of this delegate to Canada, with all the
weight and authority, which must attach
to his high office acting under the cloak
of wreligious influence, has ever been to
assist Sir Wilfrid and his supporters in
political matters. .

“Again I repeat, if for bringing to the
knowledge of the public these facts to-
gether with the evidence of the delegates
interference in respect ¢o matters con-
nected with the welfare of this province,
T am to be presented to the public under
the title given me-by the Free Press as

SCORE OF PEOPLE
HURT IN THEATRE PANIC

Celluloid Films of Moving - Picture

Machine Caught Fire and 600 Per-
sons Rushed for the Doors.

Kokomo, Ind., April 9—A score of per-
sons were seriously burned tonight during
a fire in the Sipe Theatre, which was caus-
ed by the ignition of a roll of celluloid
films used in operating a moving picture
machine. In the panic that followed, Geo.
Armstrong, 17 years old, jumped through
a window in the third Hloor and sustained
probably fatal injuries.

A moving picture show was In progress
and during the intermission a big celluloid
film, suspended over the balcony railing,
was ignited by an electric light. The ma-
chine operator, with a cry of “look out,
Neverybody; the theatre is afire,” threw
the audience into a panic. In an instant
the 600 people rushed toward the exits.
That more were not hurt is largely due to
the large number of escapes and exits in
the theatre, and the deportment of the
house employes. Young Armstrong occu-
pied a seat in the gallery and at the warn-
ing cry of the machine operator broke a
plate glass window and jumped to the side-
walk, a distance of forty feet. He is still
unconscious, both legs are broken and he
is internally injured.

Mrs. Bert Jacobs was so affected by the
shock as to require the attention of phy-
sicians for more than two hours. Her
condition is serious.

Vance Hunt was badly burned by the
flamjing films. Several others were severe-
lydtirned. ‘I'he theatre is damaged only

STREET RAILWAY BILL MAY
GO TO COMMISSION

(Continued from page 1).

Hon. Mr. Tweedie introduced a bill to
facilitate the opening up of the settle-
ment lands of the New Brumewick Rail-
way Company. He stated that the com-
pany had received 1,000 acres of land a
mile from the province for the building
of their railway. The government were au-
thorized to grant them under such condi-
tions as the attorney general might re-
quire. In all 200,000 acres were reserved
for settlement which were to be sold at a
centain price,- Several grants were issued
without any conditions, although the or-
der in council authorizing the grant re-
quired certain conditions. There are tracts
of land in Victoria county which are want-
ed for eettlement and this bill is to au-
thorizt the government to make arrange-
ments with the company for the eale of
lands for settlement on confirming their

grants,

Hon. Mr. Tweedie introduced a bill to
compensate the Hon. James Steadman for
his outlay in connection with the establish-
ment of the riparian rights of the province.
He said that it is proposed to give $1,000.

Bill Permitting More Salary to
Chief Clark. -

Hon, Mr. T'weedie introduced a bill to
amend the Liquor License Act. Hon. Mr.
Pugsley introduced a bill relating to the
salary of the chief of police of St. John.
He explained that the present salary is
$1,200, which was fixed years ago and this
bill gives the common council power to
increase it to a sum mnot execceding $1,800.

Hon, Mr. Pugsley introduced a bill to
amend the towns incorporation act. He
explained  that it provides that an appeal
may be taken by any person who feels ag-
grieved by an assessment from the council
to the county valuators.

Another provision is with regard to the
service of summons when personal service
cannot be effected. Also in case of a de-
fendant being arrested who does not give
bail he may be kept in the lockup instead
of . the county jail.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley introduced a bill in
regard to the expenses chargeable to muni-
cipalities in preliminary investigations of
criminal cases, It provides that before the
payment of any claim the bill shall be ex-
amined by the clerk of the county court
to be taxed and then shall go to the sec-
retary treasurer.-

To Prevent Forest Fires.

Hon. Mr. Sweeney introduced a bill to
prevent forest fires in connection with sur-
veys and construction of railways passing
through the crown lands of the province.
It authorizes the governor in. council to
employ persons to follow survey and con-
struction parties to prevent fires. It gives
them power of constables. The cost of
such persons to be paid by the contractor
unless another arrangement is made with
the minister of railways. It also’ requires
surveyors to obtain permites from the sur-
veyor general,

All these bills were read a second time

on the ground of urgency.

The house went into committee on the
bill to amend the highway act, Mr. Barnes
in the chair. There was'some discussion as
to the ages of persons who shall be called
out to break winter roads.

Ages were fixed at from 18 to 65 and:
clergymen are exempt.

On the section imposing penalties on
roadmasters megelecting or refusing to
perform duties imposed on them by the
highway -act Mr. Smith asked if road-
masters were to be paid.

Hon, Mr. LaBillois—No.

Mr. Hazen did not think. that good ser-
vice could be got unless there was some
remuneration, He thought it a high-hand-
ed piece of business to force men to do
this work without pay.

Hon. Mr. LaBillois said their first win-
ter’s experience showed that there was no
difficulty in carrying out the act and there
were no complaints made by roadmasters.

Mr. Smith said the chief commissioner
was in error as difficulties had arisen in
Carleton county. dn some cases the act
worked unjustly.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—There will always be
enough public spirted men in'a district to
take the lead in opening up the roads. The
superintendents will eelect such road-
masters to act as foremen in repairing the
roads in summer,

Hon. Mr. Hill thought sufficient consid-
eration had not been givén to the differ-
ence in localities. There was some roads
which led to imporant settlements which
had practically no inhabitants upon them.
He had been in favor last year of 'some
allowance being made for breaking roads

in cases of emergency. .

Mr. Hazen—We voted last year that a I

moderate percentage of the sum paid by
the people for road taxes should be ap-
plied to opening roads in the winter sea-
son and we hold this opinion still. The sec-
tion was then agreed to by the following
vote:

Mr. Hazen agreed with the premier with
regard to the practice although the names
had been taken in some previous divisions
in committee. He thought the practice
ought to be sattled.

Hon. Mr. Hill called the attention of
the chief commissioner to the 1road money
which was obtained from .direct taxes
made on wild lands which had been grant-
ed. He thought that these amounts should
go into the general fund.

[Hon, Mr. Pugsley thought the point
raised by the member for Charlotte was
worthy of consideration and that the chief
commisioner might look into the matter.
The bill was agreed to.

Mr. Robertson presented the petition of
George Robertson, president of the Im-
perial Dry Dock Compqu, asking that
their bill may pass.

House adjourned at 11 o’clock.

jusiness along the line of that railway.
is railway gives the people of Bt.
Stephen a competing line with the C. F.
R. and therefore the proper maintenance
of the New Brunswick Southren is a
necessity.
. The act incorporating the railway com-
which wag then known as the Grand
Southren was passed in 1874 and the rail-
way was completed in 1882. In 1880. Russell
8age of New-York, and other individuals
most of them residing in the United States
were incorporated as the Shore Line Rail-
way Company. They afterwards acquired
the Grand Southren Railway which was
renamed the Shore Line end in 1806 an act
of the parliament of Canada declared this
road to be a railway for the general ad-
yantage of Canada.;

This railway is 823 miles in length and
extends from St. John to St. Stephen by
way of 8t. George through a country which
is capable of giving it a large amount of
traffic. The amount of stock of the road
is put down at $49,000. It received from

’he provincial government a subsiady of
$413,000. and also local subsidies to the
smount of $3,000. It has a bonded debt
of $300,000. The total cost of the railway
and, rolling stock is set down in the rail-
way report at $1,813,000.

‘No. one who knows this road will be-
Jieve that any such sum was spent on its
eonstruction. Many are of the opinion
that the road was built for the amonnt of
the provincial subsidy. The mortgage upol
the road was foreclosed and Russell Sage
boughit it in for $101,000, It is very evi-
‘dent that the present owners of the road
paid: a very small, sym_for. of.

" The country through which the road

passes is one of the best and most wealthy

ertions of New Brunswick. In addition to
the large lumbering interests upon the
line of railway there are the Red Granite
Works of St. George, the fisheries and

. other sources. of revenue.

Bervice Very Bad.

“‘I'he service of this railway to the people
$as been most unsatisfactory and is get-
ting worse. It was tied up all last winter
dfter the first of February and in Janu-
ary of this year only eleven firips were
made.

The road also received a subsidy from
the dominion goyernment for carrying the
mails and that also has been most unsatis-
factory. I am informed that some Jumber-
men have been compelled to abandon their
operations in consequence of being unable
to bring their supplies over the road.

. Many appeals have been made for 2
better service and the answer to these ap-
peals usually ie that the road does mpt
pay and that they are not warranted 1n
keeping it open. I venture to affirm that
if the road does not pay it ought to pay

d that its failure to pay <an only be due

bad management.

In addition to the lumber mills upon the
line of railway which yield a large traflic
there are six granite cutting concerns at
8t. George besides the St. George Pulp
and Paper Company, with a capacity of
fifty tons of pulp a day. There is also the
ordinary local - traffic and a passenger
‘raffic which was by no means small and
might be very largely.increased if the road
was .put in a better condition.

Many Afraid of the Road.

Many people are afraid to travel over
the railway and prefer to go round by the
Jonger road. I believe if the road does not
pay it is due to bad management. ‘Lhe
rates charged are complained of by many
persons. The sleepers of the road are in

condition, the rails are small and much
worn and the engines of small capacity.
All these things are responsible for its
financial condition. The moad has not suf-
ficient equipment and’its managers neglect
to provide against delay that might be
caused by snow storms. It is favorably
situkted as regards snow storms and might
be kept open all winter with little care.
Mhére was a sleet storm last winter after
which the manager neglected to send &
#langer over the road and the result was
jb foze to the rails. The owners of the
voad have allowed their snow fences to
go down and this accounts for the block-
ade last winter at Spruce Lake. If they
had a proper equipment at ‘the St. Stepehn
end of the line it could have been kept
open to St. George without difficulty.

The company has been endeavoring to
get a bridge over the St. Croiz et Bt.
Stephen so as to establish connection with
the United States. This has been defeated
because the company and the St. Stephen
people could not agree as to the locality
of the bridge and it is believed by many
that there is & deliberate intention on the
part of the company to glve as poor a
service a8 possible for the purpose of co-
ercing the St. Stephen people.

The company have defied the govern-
ment with regard to keeping the road in
propet condition and ignored the com-
mapds, of the railway. commissioners of
Ca . The latter sent their engineer
over the road and da bis report he says
that $00,000 at least. will be vequired to
equip it properly, . oo

Mr. Grimmer said that even if that wal
g0 it was wrong to pass this legislation for
the purpose of meeting an eléction just
iboit to be held. It had never before been
held that a person not a taxpayer could
be clected to these offices. This establishes
an ertirely new principle.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said that if they look-
ed at the act they would see it was doubt-
ful whether anyone could be elected be-
cause it required the candidate to be as-
sesséd and to pay his taxes within the
town,_although there had been no town
assessment.

Fishery Resolution.

Hon. Mr. Hill moved the following:—

Whereas it has been brought to the at-
tention of this legislature that the fish-
erieg commission, recently appointed by
the government of Canada, have submitted
to the government the following recom-
mendation: ;

(a) That an export duty be placed up-
on sardine herring.

(b) That the customs laws with regard
to the entering and clearing of vessels be
strictly enforced against sardine boats:

(¢) That the present weir license fee of
$5 be increased to a minimum ‘figure of
$20 with a maximum of $60. 5

(d) That no mnew weir licenses be
granted;

Ang whereag, this legislature is satisfied
that the enactment of these recommenda-
tions would practically destroy-the sar-
dine herring fishery of Passamaquoddy
Bay, upon which the fishing and trade
population of Charlotte county, in the
province, largely depend that until an
ample market has been secured for the
product of this fishery to take the place
of the market the fishermen of said county
now enjoy in the United States, it would
be unwise to impose #n export duty or
take any action to disturb existing condi-
tions; that the only immediate effect of
such a duty would be to divert the fishery
and the profits of the same from New
Brunswick and its people to the state of
Maine -and the fishermen of said state;
that in respect to the entering and. clear-
ing of boats engaged in the sardine carry-
ing trade, this business canmot be suc-
cessfully carried on.if a strict interpreta-
tion of the customs laws in ithat regard
be insisted on; that any increase in the
weir - license fee would prove a burden
which, owing to the erratic movements of

the fish, would prevent many of the poor-1

er fishermen from continuing their license,
and that the non-issuance of new weir li-
censes would shut out many young men
from ithe shore fisheries of ithe province
and compel them to leave the country or
resort to illegal fishing and that the con-
dition of the figheries does not warrant
any sudch restrictions.

Therefore be it resolved, that this legis-
lature place on record its disapproval of
the recommendation of the fishery com-
mission above set forth and respectfully
urge upon the government of Canada that,
under the conditions existing in the sar-
dine fishery, the enactment of the said
vecommendation iy not advisable and that

such enactment would be attended with
incalcuable injury to a large poxtion of
the population of the county of Charlotte,
one of the most important sections of the
province of New Brunswick.

STEAMBOATS MUCH SAFER

Good Effect of Slocum Tragedy Re-
ported in United States.

Washington, April 7—George Uhler, su-
pervising inspector general of the steam-
boat inspection service, has returned from
a visit to Pittsburg, Cleveland and De-
troit, where he went to confer with his
local inspectors regarding the enforcement
of the rules made. by the bureau last
month,

“I find that, with a very few excep-
tions,” says Mr, Uhler, “that vessel owners
throughout the country are anxious to
comply with all the provisions of the law
and are making their boats as safe as hu-
man ingenuity and care can accomplish.
Out in-the west, as in the east, the steam-
boat men are looking forward with a great
deal of hope for a good summer seasén.
The confidence of the public, which was
so serioualy shaken by the Slocum disaster,
has now been.restored to a very large ex-
' tent, and it is thought by most of the ex-
perts that the excursion business will re-
turn to its mormal condition next sum-
mer. Authorities seem to differ a good deal
as to the exact extent of the damage their
business suffered on' account of the Slo-
cum tragedy. Some place it as high as 75
‘per cent of loss; nearly all agree that the
receipts of the season following the dis-
aster were cut down at least 50 per cent.
T do mot think that I am exaggerating the
facts when I say that the steamboats of
the country are mow in better condition,
so far as safety is concerned, than they
ever were before in our ristory.

“The labor and expense that have been
involved in this rejuvenating process have
been simply incalculable. In the matter of
life-preservers alone the steamboat owners
have spent fortunes. I was talking to a
manufacturer of preservers the other day,
who told me that he was so rushed with
orders that he had turned down one or-
der for seventeen thousand that very week.
Contrary to general belief, cork is not the
only good material that may enter into the
make-up of a preserver. The bureau ex-
perts believe that the best thing yet dis-
covered is tule, a Teed that is grown in
California very extensively and in some of
the tropical countries. It is much lighter
than cork, is wonderfully strong, and will
last indefinitely with proper care.

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GREATEST NAVAL BATTLE |
OF THE WAR IMPENDING

Rojestvensky’s Fleet, Foul With Seaweed, Passes Safely
Into China Sea---Russians Elated Over the * Stratagem™
of Their Admiral, and Have High Hopes of Defeating
Togo---Oyama Pushing On to Kirin. |

Singapore, Straits Settlements, April 8—
The Russian Baltic squadron paesed here
at 2.30 o’clock this afternoon. The 47 ships
steaming slowly at eight knpts an hour,
four abreast, presented a striﬂing spectacle.

The vessels, however, bore evidence of
the effécts of their long sea voyage and the

 waterline showed seawced a foot long. Y

The squadron was led by a large cruiser,
followed by three converted former Ham-
burg-American line vessels. Then came the
¢ruisers, colliers, battleships, ete. The
colliers were mostly in the centre of the
fleet. The decks of the warships were coal
laden, while the colliers and the former
Hamburg-American liners were light of
draught. '

The fleet pased seven miles.

The Russian consul visited and gave de-
spataches to a torpedo boat.

The fleet consisted of six . battleships,
nine cruisers, eight torpedo boat destroy-
ers, three volunteer fleet vessels, sixteen
colliers, one salvage ship and one hospital
ehip, and three HamburgAmerican liners.
The fleet did not stop to receive despatches
or ‘o consult with the consul. Subsequent-
ly the consul visited Vice-Admiral Rojest-
vensky’s ship, talking to him from a
launch, He did not board the vessel but
was cheered heartily on leaving the side of
the ship. The consul gave to the fleet their
first mews of the fall of Mukden.

The vessel are burning soft coal and a
tremendous smoke is visible for miles.
(Gangways were not lowered and nobody
was permitted on board the vessel. No
news was vouchsafed. The only launches
allowed to approach the fleet were those
of the Russian consul and of the Asociated
Press. Natives lined the seafront and
were geratly excited. :

Artillerymen and submarine miners were
kept at their posts all day manning the
guns and mines. As the fleet did not touch
the harbor limits no salutes were fired.
The squadron disappeared about & o’clock
in the afternoon still smoking black on the
eastern horizon.

Rojestvensky's Best Ships Not
With Him.

Singapore, April 9—Fifty-one ships of
Vice-Admiral Rojestvensky’s second Pacific
squadron passed here yesterday. The most
imporant fighting vessels of the squadron,
including the battleships Kniaz Souvaroff,
Alexander III, Bordino, and Orel with
their compiement of cruisers, tropedo boat
destroyers, etc.; did not arrive and their
whereabouts is totally unknown. The ves-

lowing:

Battleships—Sissoi Veliky and Oleg.

Cruisere—Admiral Nakhimoff, Dmitri
Donskoi, Aurora, lzumurd, Jemichug,
Almaz, Russ, Anadyr, Furst Bismarck,
Kaiserin Maria Theresa, Kaiserin Augusta
Victorian, Kaiser Friedrich,Rion and eeven
torpedo boat destroyers, all sailing under
the naval flag. Under the commercial flag
were the volunteer steamers Voronez, Kief,
Yaroslav, Tambeff, Vladimir and Orel, the
Russian Navigation Company’s stéamers
Meteor, Jupiter and Murieury, the East
Asiatic Company’s steamers Korea and
Kaitai, the North Baltic Company’s steam-
er Kniaz Gortcakoff, one salvage ship and
sixteen colliers.

A French steamer arrived here today
with a sailor belonging to Admiral Nak-
himoff, who fell overboard and was picked
up off Malacea after having been twelve
hours in the water.

Russians Elated Over Rojest-
vensky's Progress.

St. Petersburg, April 8—There was great
rejoicing last night at the admiralty, yacht
and other naval clubs over the fact that
Vice-Admiral Rojestvensky successfully
had navigated the gateway of the China
Sea withbut encountering the Japanese.
The dangPr of the fleet being beset by the
“Waspgfof the Deep” in the narrow wat-
ers vglifch divide the breastwork of islands
of 6 Malay Archipelago and the positive
Wiace to the big ship so precious in the
ming encounter with Vice-Admiral
ogo’s fleet was so great that some of the
naval experts actually favored a route
around ‘Australia.

The credit for the strategem by which
the feat was accomplished was Admiral
Rojestvensky’s, who accurately judged that
as the Malacca Straits was the most prac-
ticable as well as the most direct route,
the Japanese would calculate that he
#ould not dare to force a passage through.
Besides that, Rojestvensky planned a
stratagem to deceive the Japanese with
the secret of which only two men in St.
Petersburg were entrusted, by directing
the Russian admiralty to order the colliers
which were to follow him to rendezvous
in Sunda Straits, 500 miles southward of
Singapore, feeling sure that the Japanese
intelligence department would be equal, as
it probably was, to the task of ascertain-
ing the destination of Rojestvensky and
thereby not only threw the Japanese oft
the scent, but officially deceived his own
admiralty, where the news of the fleet
having passed Singaporé probably. created
quite as much surprise as it did in the
marine department at Tokio. Several col-
liers were dispatched to - the rendezvous
and manv already had fallen into the
hands of the Japanese, but Rojestvensky
deliberately sacrificed them as pawns in &
bigger game.

The admiralty points out the great ad-
vantage gained by this by pushing on all
possible, scouts and torpedo boats being
sent out ahead to watch for Japanese.

At the rate the Russian squadron steam-
ed from Madagasear, which averaged eight
knots an hour, the greatest naval battle
since Nelson's victory. at ‘Trafalgar should
oceur in about ten days. ‘'he admiralty
realizes that Rojestvensky faces great odds,
owing to the immense superiority of the
Japanese in crnisers and torpero boats,
and reliance in his success is based upon
the seven battleships with which he can
oppose the Japanese.

Russia Has Hopes of Naval Vie-

St. Petersburg, April 10, 12.40 a. m.—
There is reason to believe that Vice-Ad-
miral Rojestvensky’s entrance

{China sea has been followed by orders for

thé cruisers Gromoboi;, Rossia and Boga-
tyr, which have been ready for some time
at Vladivistok, to put to seai Whether it
is the intention to send them south imme-
diately or to hold them in the vicinity of
Vladivostok, is not known.

warranted by the evidence; that a verdict
of acquittal would have been a failure of
justice.” This is equivalent to saying that
in their opinion Tucker was guilty of the
offence.

But under the Massachusetts practice
the prisoner is allowed to take up his case
to the supreme court on a bill of excep-
tions which will probably delay the final
decision several monthe more. Thus a
year and a half will pass between the
commission of a high crime and its final
punighment.

\Are such delays necessary or desirable?
The general policy of American’ law is
leniency towards prisoners, ‘There is a
streak of sentimentaliem beneath the aver-
age conception of justice. Im eo far as
this is humane, it is excellent. But in
practice it is used by criminals and vio-
lators of law for their own ends.

' The result is that there are more mur-
dere and homicides in the United States
in one year than in all other civilized
countries put together. 'A spirit of Jaw-
Jeseness spreads among the people and the
most .thoughtful citizens are appalled at
these conditions. There is no reason why
it @hould be so, and if public sentiment
took a vigorous hold of the question the
wolntion would be found. It is possible to
defer so much to the rights of murderers
ae to lean out backwards. The enforce-
ment of law then becomes a farce.

Oanadian Oapital in Massa-
chusetts.

The enterprising managers of the Robb
Engineering Company, of Amherst (N.
§.) have just taken up the big boiler con-
¢ern of dsdward Kendall & Sons, of Cam-
bridgeport. The plant will be installed
according to report, in South Framingham
under the name of Robb-Mumford Boiler
Company. The new concern will continue
the manufacture of tubular boilers and
other kindred specialties, and will employ
about 100 hands. This appears like strange
news, but as so much American capital 8
going into Canada for investment, we can-
not complain.

In England this process has been going
on for generations, and huge enterprises
have been constantly founded by British
manufacturens in foreign countries., In
Massachusetts we have a number of great
industries, largely founded and managed
by Canadians. For example, the great
Orlington mills are managed by William
Whitman, a native of Nova Scotia. He
has become a most ardent protectionist
and active oppoment to. reciprocity with
Canada. Henry W. Pattemson, aleo a Nova
Scotian, is.one of the leading men in the
| great jewelry establishment of Smith, Pat-
terson & Co. They have a branch house
in Monitreal.

And 8o I might go on with a long list
of Canadians who have won prominence in
the business world here. Some of them
still cherigh in their hearts a fresh re-
membrance of the lJand herein they were

born, and some don’t care a fig about Can-

ada. The whirligig of time brings out
curious mental traite. Some are afraid
that they will lose caste by acknowledg-
ing their Canadian origin. Others wigh to
be more American than the :Americans
themselves, If they had been born in
the slume of Dublin or Cork or in the un-
healthy dives of European cities instead of
the pure atmosphere of a Canadian village
—where manhood can find a sure moral
and physical basis—then forsooth, it were
well to be of foreign birth. It is time our
people dropped this silly and nonsensical
hypocrisygy We are as good as we make
ourselves to be, and a man or woman well
born in Canada is as good as any other
product of the human species I care not
whence he comes. :

Harvard and ‘‘Tech.”

The proposed alliance of Harvard Uni-
versity and the Massachusetts Institute of
Technology is arousing considerable dis-
cussion in Boston. The main object, of
course, is to prevent unnecessary deplica-
tion of work by the Technology and Law-
rence Scientific School—which is the scien-
tific branch of Harvard. Then again it is
thought that the recent enormous gift to
Harvard by the late inventor, Gordon Mec-
Kay, for scientific purposes, could be bet-
ter utilized if the two institutions would
merge their plants under suitable ccndi-
tions. But colleges and technical schools,
while professing to be centres of liberal
thought, are nevertheless. conservative.
Fach institution has its own set of alumni,
ite own traditions and epirit and no hasty
alliance will be made. One is situated in
Cambridge and the other is near by in
Boston. President Pritchett, of the Tech-
nology, is not a graduate of that school,
and though a progressive open-minded
man, he is being freely criticized because
of his activity in promoting the merger.
Most of the Technology alumni are op-
posed to the scheme,

The faculty are now considering the pro-
ject, and at an early date it is proposed
to hold a maes meeting of the alummi for
public discussion of the matter. A printed
report of that discussion will be distrib-
uted generally among the graduates, and
an attempt will be made to poil a vote of
former students by mail. Hence there is
vncertainty as to the outcome. Looking
at the problem, however, in a dispassion-
ate light, there would seem to be little
occasion for two such schools doing the
same work at a greatly increased cost of
energy and money. A consolidation of the
two plants would serve a larger constitu-
ency and do more effective work.

During the past forty years the insti-
tute has grown to be a great school for in-

struction in the practical sciences. It can

bring to Harvard the inepiration of
achievement and can no doubt utilize her
millions to great advantage. The prestige
and traditions of Harvard would likewise
ennoblé the work of the Institute and it
would seem that in such union there must
be a great promise of educational progress.
Already there ave too many so-called col-
leges over the country, that are dissipating
both capital and genius.

Chapman, of Department of In-
terior, Here, Waiting to Sail.

AUTOMOBILE A FINE ONE

Hvery Place in England and
Wales, and Part of Scotland
and Ireland to Be Visited in the
Interests of Immigration; Sam-
ples of Products to Be Shown
and Addresses Delivered.

Since Thursday there has been in the
city awailing the sailing of the steamer
Lake Champlain, a gentleman connected
with the department of the interior, who
is taking to England a means of adventis-
ing Canada extensively. He is F, O.
Chapman, and he is in charge of a gaso-
electro automobile, thirty feet in length,
and eighteen feet high, in which he will
tour every portion of England and Wales,
and also parts of Scotland and Ireland.

In Liverpool he will be met by an as-
sistant whose duty it will be to look af-
ter the machine, while Mr. Chapman
points out to all within hearing the wis-
dom of settling in Canada—the western
part of the dominion in particular.

The car weighs five tons, and has a
most effective lighting system. Electric
power is’ generated, and not only the car
itself can be illuminated, but the entire
locality as well, The car will contain
samples of Canadian wheat, grasses and
grains, also stuffed animals, and Mr. Chap-
man’s lectures will deal with every phase
of possible interest to the intending set-
tlers,

“An advertising undertaking so novel,”
gaid Mr. Chapman, “has never been at-
tempted before, and by adopting such
means there will be reached a class of
people whose attention could not be gain-
ed by any other method.”

It is expected that three years will be
gpent in the old country, and practically
every city, town and hamlet throughout
the length and breadth of England will be
visited, the importance of each place reg-
ulating the duration of the stay.

The scheme is purely Canadian. The
car was constructed in Windeor (Ont.),
under the supervision of Mr. Evans, for-
merly of the Evans & Dodge Cycle Com-
pany, and is one of the largest ever made.
In addition to ite scope for the accommo-
dation of exhibits, it has a complete ma-
chine shop in which is contained the elec-
tric switchboard,

On the back df the car is a map of the
world, showingitin vivid scarlet the Brit-
ish possessions. The whole undertaking
is both extensive and expensive, and is
unquestionably areditable to Canadian en-
terprise.

SMALLPOY N CHATHAM

Two Cases and Perhaps a Third—
Dr. Fisher, Now in St. John, Tells
of It.

Chatham, N. B., April 9—(Special)—Un
account of an outbreak of smallpox,
chunches and schools have been closed,
and all public gatherings prohibited until
further notice, by order of the board of
health.

The houses containing disease, besides
all persons who have come in contact with
the patients have been quarantined, and
several stores fumigated.

Many contend that the disease is chic-
kenpox and that measures taken by the
board of health are more stringent than
circumstances warrant.

Dr. E. B, Fisher, of Fredericton, gecre-
tary of the proyincial 'board of health, was
at the Royal yesterday. He came Satur-
day from Chathem where he had gone to
diagnose cases reported as smallpox, and
to take steps to prevent spread.

He reports that there are two cases and
one other extremely doubtful one. The
patients are Miss Gillmore and Mrs. Ma-
lone. In Miss Gillmore’s case the disease
had reached the stage when it could be
diagnosed confidently.

Mrs. Malone’s case ‘was not so far ad-
vanced. The local doctor told him she
wag suffering from what looked like
chicken pox. When Dr. Figher visited her
he asked to see her hands and in the palm
of one of them he noticed the bright
spots of the rash.” This appearance of the
rash on the palms of the hands and the
soles of the feet is, Dr. Fisher says, a
characteristic of smallpox. -

The third patient, a man, was admitted
to the hospital. He was sick and had an
eruption of the skin. Dr. Fisher is very
doubtful of this case. The smallpox is of
the mildest type, he says. The houses
have been quarantined and all the usual
precautions taken.

LORD KELVIN AT EIGHTY-ONE

London, April 7—ord Kelvin, the well
known scientist, who is eighty-one years
old, has undergone a serious operation. He
is reported to be progressing as well as
could be expected.

William Thomas Kelvin is a man of

many titles—Fellow of St. Peter’s College,
Cambridge; ' President of the Royal So-
ciety, Edinburgh; Grand Officer of Legion
of Honor of France, Foreign Associate of
French Academy, Forejgn Member Berlin
Academy of Science and many other so-
cieties and orders.

He is a son of James Thomson Kelvin,
L, D., professor of mathematics, Glas-
gow University. His first wife, who was
Margaret Crum, of Thornliebank, died in
1870, and four years later he married
Frances Blandy, of Maderia.

Educated in Glasgow Univensity and Bt.
Peter's College, Cambridge, Lord Kelvin
has won many prizes for excellence in his
studies, and was elected a Iellow of St.
Peter’s College in 1846 and re-elected in
1872.

He acted as electrician for the Atlantic
cables from 1857 to 1858, and from 1865 to
1866. In the scientific field he has gained
much credit by inventing the mirror gal-
vanometer and siphon recorder in connec-
tion with submarine telegraphy. He acted
as engineer for the French Atlantic cable
in 1869, and in this capacity was interested
in the laying of all the great cables in the
Adlantic ocean and waters of the West
Indies.

He later invented the mariner’s com-
pass, nawigational sounding machine, and
many electrical measuring instruments be-
tween the years 1876 and 1897.

He is president of many of the most
prominent scientific societies and author of
many works on scientific subjects.

After graduating from Loronto University
in 1890 he spent a year in the ‘L'oronto

the Johns-Hopkins Tlospital in different
positions. When the Chicago University
was opened, Dr. Barker received appoint-
ment of professor of anatomy, and last
year he was appointed professor of medi-
cine there. His work, “The Nervous Sys-
tem,” published in 1899, is the most com-
plete work of this kind.
