places stained with the blood of the
murdered, and bring out a tragedy ter-
ribly realistic enough to satisfy the jaded )
appetites of the mass. For. instance:
Midnight scene—heroine and a hundred
others sleefling—incendiaries fire the
building—awful shrieks from the interi-
or—glimpses of distroted faces through
the smoke and flame at the windows—
heroic efforts of the firemen who are
forced back after-most of them are kill-
ed—gallant rescue of the heroine by the
Hero. who arrives just in the nick of time,
and then (slow music) the jury viewing
the ‘charred and blackened corpses by
the flickering light of the dying fire.
There is an outline of incidents that
only need introductory love passages,
strining together, and the laber of
the carpegter, to make atragedy of mod-
ern life that will put $1,000,000 into the
pocket of the manager who brings it out.
We sacrifice the chance of making this
immense fortane, because we feel that

we have no right to rob the dramatic

rofession. e are in another line of
gusiness, and money cannot lead us_
astray. The opportunity is tempting.

The associated press despatch from
New York says that “some of the late-
ly arrived Italian Emigrants appeared
on Breadway Saturday, and presented a
most miserable speetacle. They were
almost destitute .of clothing and look
starved. The city authorities are some-
what alarmed at the arrival of somany
of them, and it is hoped that the officials
at Washington will take steps to pre-
{ vent a further immigration of such a na-
ture. The Italian Consul of the city
states that all of them have passports of
the Government, there being no bri-
gands among them.” It would seem
from this that there are no openings for

dealers. Even the distribution agen-
cies of New York are uncqual tothe dis-
| position of these people. If they come
down here Col. Shives will set them

down in a burnt clearing and “tell them
to plant.

Mr. Boutwell. the Sir Francis Hincks,
ofthe United States, wants the power
to expand or contract the volume of
currency in circulation at pleasure.
When money is locked up by specula-
tors he proposes to issue a few hundred
millions to ease the market, and when
the rate of interest falls below a certain
figure he will call in enongh to raise
rates. Ilis main argument is the ne-
cessity for an expansion of currency
when the crops are to be moved, and
contraction immediately after the work
is done. “The crops,” he says, “cannot
be moved generally by the aid of bank
brlances, checks and letters of credit,
but only by bank notes and United
States notes paid at once to the produc-
ers.” This statement is about as silly
as a Cabinet Minister can very well
make and hold his position. In the
most stringent monetary times men
who have balances at the bank never
complain of the scarcity of money.
It is the bank balance that moves things
and not the immediate use of bank
notes. It is the powerful medium by
which all the operations of trade, com-
merce and labor are carried on. The
bank balance always commands cur-
rency and credit, and the crops will be
moved quickly enough if the-balances
are only sufficiently heavy.

-

One of the little games frequently
played at Fredericton is the passage of
an inconvenient bill through the Assem-
bly with the intention of lobbying
against it and killing it in the Legisla-
tive Council. St. John members, for
“instance, permit anything to go through
quietly, winking to remonstrants and
assuring them that “Jones will knock
it higher than akite, sir, in the Council.”
It seems that the passing by the Quebec
Assembly of the bill abolishing dual
representation was one of these little
games, as it has been negatived in the
Upper House. If Mr. Chauveau’s
Government ‘had been sincere in as-
senting to the passage of the bill it is
not likely that the Upper House would
have interfered with the constitution
of the Lower House by rejecting the
measure. Cauchon has offered for the
seat he was forced to resign, and is op-
posed.

The political atmosphere of New
Orleans is decidedly epizootic. There
are two Govornors and ‘two Legisla-
tures, each backed by troops and courts
of law. The following is the latest:

The Herald’s New Orleans despatch
says the Warmouth Legislature adjourn-
ed in order to avoid being arrested in a
body by United States troops. The
militia are armed with inchester
rifles, and are well supplied with ball
cartridges. The police will either storm
the arsenal or starve out the garrison
unless they surrender to-day. A good
supply of 1ations was furnished them
throngh the rear yesterday. A memor-
ial has been addressed to the people of
the North against action of the Kellogg
E: in New Orleans. The Kellogg
Legislature wili-at once pass a new
charter for the city and inaugurate other
_sweeping changes. Acting Governor
Pinchbeck has made another batch of
State appointments.

Death of Vissountess Beaconsfield.

The death of the wife of Bt. Hon. R
Disraeli is announced. She was one of
the most honored ladies of the Kingdom
for her virtues and kindness to all whom
she met. She was Disraeli’s counsellor in
trouble, companion in power, comforter in
trouble, and best triend at all times. On
one memorable oceasion he said that to her
he attributed his rise to the highest posi-
tion whieh a British subject can oceupy;
many a time she had cheered him to re
newed exertion when his own spirit failed
him-; often she had exhorted him to
patience when patience seemed about to
desert him; she had advised with him
cone erning his most important public
steps; she had been ever at hisside,to urge
him torward, to sustain his hopes, to take
away the sting of his discomfiture.

This acknowledgment of his wife’s inspi=
ration and aid in his political career, was
so gracefal and delicate and.heartfelt, that
his bitterest antagonists were loud in their
applause, and not only Lady Beacosficld's
influence, but a new and happy insight
into Disraeli’s own character was cordially
recognized.

This glowing eulogy, proaounced by an
old man upon a wife several years older
than himself, was highly appreciated and
loudly applauded. 1t placed the old
couple in as romantic a light as Disraeli
ever placed any of his ficticious characters
in. :

When Disraeli retired from the position
of Premier the Queen offered him a seat
in the House of Lords. Preferring to re-
main-in the arena of the Commons, the
best fitted for the exercise of his unrivalled
eloguence and political acumen, as well as
for the attainment of political power, he
besought the Sovereign te enneble, not
himself, but Mrs. Disraeli. The request
was complied with, and Mrs. Disraeli took
her place among the peeresses of the realm
with the title of Viscountess Beaconsfield,
while her husband remained a plain Com-

moner.
Newspaper correspondeats have olten

depicted, as one of the sights ot London,
the old couple walking arm in arm on the
streets, and the affection that existed be-
tween them was proverbial. Everybody
will recall this affecting incident :

Lady Beaconfield’s hand wus bruised by
the slamming of the carriage door once,
when her hutband was leaving it at the

door of the House of Commons, and she
suppressed her emotions so effectually that
no cry of pain escaped her lips, as she fear-
ed the knowledge of lier suffering would
bave a bad effect on the speech her hus-
band intended making.

It is said that Mrs, Disraeli was first
attracted to her husband by perusing his
earlier literary ventures. Her first hus-
band was still living when * Vivian
Gre, took the fashionable London
world by storm ; and, although she bad
never seen its brilliant young author,
she wrote to him, and sought his acquain-
tance. A friendship thus romantically

”

i formed ripeuned into atfection when the
/ lady becawe free to entertain it; and the

result was a marriage which has been
crowded with the blessings, and been
singularly free from the po-s.ble wisfor-
tunes, of the wedded state.

A Halifax Man Robbed of $25,000
and a Set of Diamond Studs.

Songs from the Old Dramatists.

A volume almost unique in excellence is
a collection of poems, *‘ Songs from the
Old Dramatists,”” of Shakespeare’s time
and thereabouts, collected with admirably
appreciative taste, by Mrs. Abby Sage
Richardson, with drawings by J. La Farge,
that well-known artist-mystic, with orna-
mental designs and vignettes by S. L.
Smith, printed exquisitely by the.Riverside
Press, and issued in & binding of simply
beaatiful design- by Hurd & Houghton.
Mrs. Riehardson introduces these *‘ quaing
memorials of an age long: since gone by,”
in a charming preface, which commends
her lavorites to us the more that *‘ we are
too serio 18 nowadays to sing like the birds,
as the early singers sang in the morning
of poesy.’’ T'he songs interspersed through
the early English dramas and here
collected were indeed exquisitely beau-
tifal carrollings of poets whose imagi
nation was not harnessed by introspective
or atilitarian trammels. The idea of the
book is thoroughly good and it has been
ideally well carried out. Mr La Farge’s
four tull page title designs and illustra-
tions are very eharacteristic in the speH of
their dreamy beauty, though his thought-
ful mysticism is little consonant with the
playful fancy of the poets whom he would
iluminate. The designs have hecn done
in wood wonderlully well. Mrvs Richard-
son rounds out her book with indices of
authors and first lines, and a few well-ad-

vi<ed historical notes, -

MAUD MERRILL.
New York, Deec. 13.

Rich as this cily is in incidents of crime
or pathos, few sadder scenes have bezen
furnished by it than the funeral yesterday
of Mrs. Mary Amm Foley, better known as
Maud Merrill, which bas heen already re-
ferred to. The remains were removed to
an undertaker’s shop, but so dense was the
crowd of mén and women who thronged
around the building, demanding admit-
tance, that the proprietors were compelled
to put up their shutters before the autopsy
was finished. [Early yesterday another
crowd began to gather around the estab-
lishment, which the two policemen were
unable to wholly keep away. It was in-
tended to give only friends of the unfortu-
nate woman  admittance, but & limited
number of women were allowed to pass by

the coffin. The featuresof the corpse wore
a natural expression except under the left
eye, which was discolored .by gunpowder.
It was with the utmost difficulty that a
clergyman could be procured to officiate,
and at last Rev. J. J. Brouner was the
good Samaritan who volunteered when
others had turned a deaf ear. None but
the immediate friends of the girl, not ex-
ceeding twenty-five in number, were ad-
mitted inside, but a morbid throng pressed
around the doors. At the head of the
coffin sat the younger sister of the deceased,
sobbing as though her heart would break,
and all efforts of friends to console her
wero unavailing. The Rev. Mr. Brouner
stood at the head of the coffin, and, having
read the Scriptures, offered a long and
fervent prayer. He concluded with a pa-
thetic address, in which he dwelt on the
melanchely death of Mrs. Foley, and ex-
horted his hearers to give up the ways of
sin while they yet had-time, and lead lives
of religion and virtue. The worthy clergy-
man here took occasion to say that when
told that other clergymen had refused to
officiate, he consented, for he thought it an
act of humanity, as well as a duty, to 1mi-
tate his Master, and there was nothing in
his creed to prevent him. During the dis-
course most of the hearers sobbed bitterly.
The coffin lid was then closed, and the
casket was placed in a hearse and borne to
Greenwood. 'Foar earriages followed, con-
taining the boarders and the landlady of
the house in which Mrs. Foley boarded.

EDWIN FORREST.

The journals of this city bear testimony
to the esteem and a}imiration with which
the lamented Edwin Forrest was regarded,
and oumerous reminiscences of his event-
ful and busy life and remarkable character
are narrated. Mr. Forrest was a man ol
undaunted personal courage, and few men
ever saw him in contact with a danger
which he dared not face. He was once,
however, playing an engagement in the
0ld Broadway Theatre, and his pieces were
followed by an exhibition of Herr Dries-
bach’s lions. Mr. Forrest was one day
saying that he had never been alraid in
all his life—eould not imagino the emotion.
Driesbaeh made no remark at the time,
but in the evening, when the curtain had
fallen, -invited Forrest home with him

Forrest assented, and the two entering a '

house, walked a long distance through
many devious passages—all dark—until
finally Driesbach, opening a door, said,
¢ This way, Mr. Forrest.”” Forrest enter-
ed and immediately heard the door slam-
wmed and locked behind him. He bad not
time to express any surprise at this, for at
the same moment he felt sometbipz soft
rubbing against his leg, and putting out
his hand touched what folt like a cat’s
back. A rasping growlsaluted the motion,
and he saw two fiery, glaring eyeballs
looking up at him. ** Are you afraid, Mr.
Forrest ?’’ asked Driesbach, invisible in
tbe darkness. * Not a bit.”” Driesbach
s1id something ; the growl deepened and
became hoarser, the back began to arch
and the eyes to shine more fiercely.  For-
rest beld out two or three minutes; but
the symptoms becawe su terrifying that
he owned up in so many words that he was
alraid.

He was imprudent there, for Driesbach
kept him, not daring to movea finger, with
the lion rubbing against his leg all the
time, until Forrest promised not only 1m-
munity but a champagne supper into the
bargain.

THE BURNED BoDIES.

The excitement at the Morgue still con-
iinued yesterday, over the bodies of the
s.ivant girls burned at the Filth Avenue
Hotel, though it had somewhat moderated
f-om its fever heat the day previous. The
coffins had all been raised from their flag-
gings, and the lids of those containing
identified remains were nailed down, the
others being piled one top of another. The
gates were closed but two policemen had
their attention and time fully occupied in
keeping back a crowd of women -who, not
satisfied with the sickening vights already
witnessed, came to feast their eyes on fur-
ther horrors. Many told shamelul lies of
relatives among the slain in order to gain
admittance, and one old woman who had

been in the charnel house seven times, un-
dertook to push her way in the eighth.
The body of Elzabeth Campbell was
among the latest found, identified by her
father, an old grey-headed man. He knew
his daughter by means of a ring on her
finger, and a peculiarity of her feet which
were slightly deformed. The body was
borne away in a handsome coffin by the
undertaker, who, on accountof the decom-
posed state of the remains, refused the
father’s tearful appeals to bave it removed
to his house for a wake. The funeralof
Mary McCabe took place Thuzsday, it be-
ing at the the expense of her oulyrelative,
a sisfer. Eight bodies, &t last accounts
still remained at the Morgue, four not
identitied, and in case of their remaining
80 Sunday, some temperance and religious
societies will look to their interment in
Calvery Cemetery.

Death in the Colliery.

Perhaps none of the recent colliery dis-
asters to which England is so subject, bas
been more terrible than that which recent-
ly occurred a¢ the Pelsall Hall Colliery.
In this pit forty miners were working,
when an adjacent and disused mine, full of
water, which had not been operated since
forgotten times, and whose existence was
unknown, burst its partition and swept
through in a resistless flood into this busy
hive. Severalsaved their lives by swim-
ming, and one man bad a remarkable es-
cape, being carried for a quarter of a mile
underground clinging to a laider. When
taken out he was insensible. - Seventeen
otlers escaped, but there was no help for

the other twenty-two. Theefforts to pamp
out the water continued for days, while
around the edge ol the pit the wives and
children of the doomed men gathered, rend

ing the air with their cries, The appearance

ot fire damp left no hope, but the wowmen

tion in the mines that as long as the wife
refrains from eating, the husband will re-
main alive, for days tears was the only
meat these poor women fed upon, until in
imminent danger of their lives they con-
sented to take bread, and then all hope de-
parted from the village. 1o the midst of
this affliction the Bishop came down to the
colliery to preach to these agonized masses,
and the burden of his discourse was that
Uod had justly sent the calamity that they
might repent. He must have been of those
who pronounce the verdict of ‘‘a judg-
g:ent” upon the Chicago and Boston
res.

Tke
brigantines Kate Upham, Belle, and Troop
were wrecked at the Interpational Pier,
and the pier was much damaged. A tele-
gram from the Captain of the Kate Upham
states that the loss to her will be fully
$2,000. She is a vessel of 300 tons, owned
by A. L. Palmer, Esq.
