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service conducted by our late Bro. J. Adams, and during the ser­
mon, he was in great distress of soul ; in the prayer-meeting, | 
he cried aloud for mercy, was enabled to lav hold on the blessed 
promise, “ According to thy faith, so be it done unto thee," and 
his sins were forgiven. He at once joined the church, became an « 
earnest worker, and-his name soon appeared on the Circuit plan. 
In 1828, he was received on probation for the ministry, and 
labored in the Mevagissey, Falmouth, Scilly Islands, Helston, 
Tenterden, Chatham) Isle of Wight, and Taunton stations. In 
1844, he was sent as a Missionary to this country, and until age 
and infirmity incapacitated him, he served the cause of God 
with earnestness and success. In 1859, he was elected President 
of the Conference, and retired from the full work of the ministry 
in 1871. As health and strength permitted, he continued to toil 
for the good of others. He made no pretension to great ability, 
but he was a very successful minister of the “gospel of Christ." 
His character has been well described as that of a good man, 
fearing God above many ; guileless as a child ; the friend of all, 
and the enemy of none.

It was apparent to all, last year, that our dear Brother was 
with us for the last time on earth, at our Conferences. His last 
days were in keeping with his previous life. Soon after the Con­
ference, he went to Clinton to reside. Although weak in body, 
he was rarely absent from the means of grace He longed for 
the “ courts of the Lord's house," and was everwilling and ready 
to preach and take part in any religious services. In October 
last, he voluntarily attended some Missionary Meetings in the 
Clinton Mission, to assist the Pastor, the appointed Deputation 
being sick. He could not continue the tour, but was taken to 
his home on the Friday morning, very ill, and he never rallied. 
During the last three weeks of his life, he was expecting death,— 
waiting for the Master’s coming. On the eve of the 16th of 
November, he called the family, with whom he lived, to worship, 
gave out the hymn, “ There is a fountain filled with blood,” Ac. 
He started the tune, and in the midst of singing, a suffocating 
sensation was felt by him, beneath which he soon sank, and his 
happy spirit took its flight to the upper sanctuary, to join the 
glorified ones in the work of endless praise. Thus the conflict 
ended in the 51st year of his ministry ; and a Brother greatly be­
loved, upon whose ministry the Master has placed the seal of 
great success, was called up higher.

pious dead, who have passed away from our midst, in the full 
triumph of faith, and are gone to be forever with the Lord ; of 
many who areestill seeking to adorn the doctrine of Christ their 
Saviour in all things, in their manifest devotedness in the use of 
the social and public means of grace, and their willingness to co- 
operate to further the interests of the church both financial and 
spiritual. We cannot but recognize, moreover, the general peace 
reported as prevailing in our Societies. There have been also 
tokens of God’s blessing in owning the ministry of the word 
and kindred means, in the conversion of souls and the quickening 
and building up of believers, although not to the extent desired. 
Our Sabbath School work is reported also to be characterized by 
unusual interest.

The features over which we mourn, may be summarized thus: 
Our limited prosperity, which, when taken into consideration with 
the amount of labor employed, is not sufficient to cover the loss 
by removals, deaths, backslidings, etc. ; the too close likeness to 
the world, on the part of many who. bear the name of Christ, and 
are even content to rest in a state of spiritual coldness ; and a 
backwardness on the part of many to co-operate with the minis­
try in those departments of labor and government that are so 
vital to the interests of the church. There is also ground to fear 
that family devotion is to a large extent neglected ; the very few 
conversions reported, as the results of Sabbath School effort ; 
and withal, the decline of piety among many of our young peo­
ple, arising from associations of a semi-religious character, tend­
ing in many instances to their injury.

A review of our Spiritual State has kindled in our hearts the 
noble purpose of re-consecrating ourselves to God and His ser­
vice, with a view to personal holiness in our own experience, and 
to greater prosperity in the church at large.

Q. 9.—What is the state of our Christian Experience ?
A.—The Experience Meeting was a time of special refresh­

ing, coming from the presence of the Lord. The brethren who 
spoke, gave very clear evidence of certain and cognitive con­
version, a positive change of heart, followed by a corresponding 
change of life. Of guilt and condemnation removed, and an 
immediate experience of peace and joy in the Holy Ghost, fol­
lowing their faith in the efficacy of the atonement of Christ 
“ Christ in you the hope of glory" was spoken of as the old-fash­
ioned religion,—the religion of the fathers,—and the same was 
also the religion sought after, obtained, and enjoyed by the 
younger brethren who spoke and bore testimony to the grace of — 
God. /

REPORT ON STATISTICS.
We regret to find that, in supplying the drain upon our So­

cieties by deaths, unfaithfulness, and removals, we have a defi­
ciency of 185 approved members, and 323 on trial for member­
ship, making a total of 508. But our regret is somewhat relieved 
in believing that 86 have gone to heaven, 633 passed beyond the 
boundary of our denomination, there becoming centres of influ­
ences for good, and swelling the moral power of other Christian 
churches, while the more rigid exercise of discipline, which we 
have reason to believe has been enforced, has eliminated quite a 
number of names from our rolls of membership, without dimin­
ishing the spiritual strength of our Church. We are gratified to 
find that 6 additional churches afford increased facility for use­
fulness. We discover a discrepancy between the returns made to 
the Sabbath-School Secretary, and that made through the District 
Superintendents, the explanation being found in the fact, that 
certain schools are closed in the winter, which become reported 
ata later date. We suggest the propriety of appointing District 
Sabbath School Secretaries, who shall make their reports both to 
the District Meetings, and to the General S. S. Secretary, thus 
securing uniformity.

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CHURCH SECRETARY'S REPORT.
Your Secretary, in presenting his report of the Church Ac­

counts foi the year, regrets that it is not, in all respects, as satis­
factory as could be desired ; but there is, nevertheless, a decided 
improvement in thé returns over past years. A little more at­
tention to .those matters, would enable both the District and 
General Secretaries to do their work much more accurately. The 
rule is, that the returns shall be in the hands of the District Sec­
retaries by the fini of April, but this has not been the case hith­
erto. Owing to the rearrangement of the work at the last Con­
ference, by the formation of the Toronto District, we cannot give 

" a comparative statement of the Districts this year. I can, how­
ever, give you a tolerably accurate account of our doings during 
the year.

There have been four churches built : one on the Pickering 
Mission—one on the Colborne Circuit—one on the Lakefieid 
Circuit—and one on the Talbotville work. Two Parsonages 
have been built : one on the Dereham Circuit—which is in every 
way a beautiful and commodious house ; the other has been 
erected at Fullarton, on the Fullerton Circuit Extensive im­
provements in some of our churches have been made. At Brook­
field, on the Lisbon Circuit, Wisconsin, the church has been al­
most rebuilt. Ar Hensail, 15 ft has been added to the church, 
and other Trust Estates have been considerably improved.

some others, both in theory and practice, are adverse to those 
principles, thereby endangering their own spiritual and material 
interests, weakening the hands of those engaged in the work of 
moral reform, and bringing discredit on the Christian name.

Your Committee would 
further suggest that “ the duty of church members in relation to the 
temperance question" be kept prominently before our Societies, 
with a view at an early period of making total abstinence one of

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The financial statement for the year is as follows :—Total 
receipts, $21,726.65. $5,450.00 have been expended for the
improvement of our Church and Parsonage Property. $5,450.00 
have been expended for the new erections. The increased value 
of property for the year is $9,855 71. The total debt last year 
was $65,484.50. The total debt this year is $61,214.17, but 
against this there are subscriptions promised amounting to $10,• 
435.53. The debt is now $4,270.33 less than last year. The 
total amount of disbursements for the year have been $21,113.74.

f The total value of Church and Parsonage Property belonging to 
this Conference is $435,219.48.

There are a few points to which I deem it advisable to call 
attention: 1. In relation to seat rents. It is quite noticeable 
that nearly all the churches where seats are rented, are in our 
Town and City churches ; while from our country churches very 
little money is raised from this source. I may say that there is 
an increase in this department of receipts of $709.11 over last 
year. 2. Should there not be a time appointed for the re-valua- 
tion of our Church and Parsonage Property ? 3. I wish that the 
Brethren would specify the kind of improvements which have 
been made on their stations, as it would be a source of interest 
to the Conference to know what the improvements are, which 
have been made.

SUNDAY SCHOOL SECRETARY’S REPORT

To elevate and strengthen the moral sentiments of our youth,— 
to counteract the mischievous tendencies of the irreligious and ob­
scene literature, so largely in circulation on this continent,—and 
to nullify the constant, insiduous, and in many instances, unprin­
cipled attempts to mislead the young on the most vital interests 
of their being,—the Church should not only double her watchful-

I ness while on the defensive, but display tenfold greater diligence 
on the aggressive side of her work for God, the truth and poster-

I ity. There is no place where this work can be made so generally 
I effective as in a well-conducted Sabbath School.

I That Sabbath desecration, in the shape of semi-business 
transactions, pleasure-seeking, and the neglect of God’s house, is 

I on the increase,—that the disposition to question the claim of
I God's Word upon our reverence and obedience, is beginning to

Many of the returns—even from places where we would 
look for better things—are qualified by the statement, “ We suffer 
from the want of teachers.” It something could be done to 
create a greater enthusiasm in this department of our holy activi­
ties, it would not only be a great blessing to the church now, but 
be one of the most productive sources of future prosperity, for 
even here the promise is still good—“ In due season ye shall reap 
if ye faint not."

Your Secretary deeply regrets that the returns show a decline 
in nearly all the essential items. In presenting an epitome of the 
tabulated statistics, we have thought best to give a brief account 
of the work in each District.

In Cobourg District, there is a decrease of 6 Teachers, 82 
Scholars, 51 copies in the circulation of the Ensign, and $35.13, 
in the money raised in the Schools. This decrease is partly 
accounted for by Perrytown having made no returns for this year. 
This District has one Union School,, and 11 preaching places 
without schools.

Bowmanville District has a Union Schools, and 5 places 
where there are no schools. There is a decrease of 32 teachers, 
318 scholars, 108 Ensigns, and of cash receipts, $313.49.

Victoria & Peterboro’ District reports 1 Union School, 9 
places without schools, and one school at Lindsay, closed during 
he year. There is a decrease in the circulation of the Ensign, of. 
101, of 25 teachers, 145 scholars, and of money raised, $288.46.

Exeter District has 8 places without schools, and a decrease 
of 37 teachers, and 173 scholars, and an increase of money raised 
by the shools, of $64.50. There is one item in the returns of 

1 this District*which shows a depth of pbilantrophy, and an inter­
national sympathy quite exceptional in the history of our Sunday 
Schools, and perhaps in the history of the Sunday Schools of 
Canada,—Mitchell contributed $8 to help the yellow fever suffer­
ers in the Southern States.

The decrease on the three Districts last mentioned, is largely 
owing to the last Conference taking from them certain Stations 
for the constituting of a new District. But after adding the total 
returns of Toronto District to them, there is still a decrease of 8 
teachers, 228 less Ensigns* taken, and a falling off of $3*8.78 in 
the cash receipts ; while there is an increase on the ground cover­
ed by the four Districts of 123 scholars; but even that is not

Wœconsm has three places without schools, a decrease of 8 
teachers, 17 scholars, and $5.69, but an increase of ro in the 
number of Encigns taken.

The returns for Cleveland show a decrease of 6 teachers, 
10 scholars, $12.02 less cash, and to decrease in the circulation 
of the Ensign.

Your Secretary will close his Report by proposing four sug­
gestive questions : 1. Is it right to continue Union Schools in 
Bible Christian Churches ? 2. Should not something be done to 
open schools in those places where there are none ?
