announcement ofRule of Grafters. are so nobly doing their part. ition along all lines that effect eco­
nomic and industrial conditions is very 
great, and many appeals are being 
made to the people of the Empire to 
recognize this and to assist in over­
coming a situation that unless check­
ed will become acute. Under normal 
conditions in all probability no char­
ge could be made against the Canadian 
people regarding their extravagance 
in the matter of their use of paper. 
If it were generously used it was be­
cause it was easily obtained and the 
market value of the best quality of 
letter paper was no greater prior to 
last year than is the market value of 
some kinds of waste paper to-day. 
All over the Empire paper is scarce, 
and the terrible depletion of European 
forests by the war as well as the fact 
that wood is needed for the constant 
repairing and upbuilding and main­
taining of the sea tonnage makes it 
imperative that every bit of wood shall 
be strictly preserved. In England the 
paper shortage is becoming acute, and 
is being more keenly felt than as yet 
it has effected Canada. Here, however 
the government has asked that every 
means be taken to conserve paper, 
rags and rubber, and has given every 
facility to any organization endeavor- 
ing to aid in this work. Because the 
work of the Red Cross appeals espe­
cially to a majority of persons in many. 
parts of Canada, this collecting of | 
waste paper has been handed over to 
committees from that society, the pro­
ceeds from the sale of the paper being 
given to the Red Cross for its various 
needs. In Hamilton, where there are
