FEDERAL AGT HELPS
PROVINGES ENFORGE
PROHIBITION LAWS

‘Will Be Wrong to Advertise
Through Mails in Some
Provinces.

[Special "to The Advertiser.]

OTTAWA, Aug. 7.—Hon. C J.
Doherty introduced a bill in the Com-
mons this afternoen to amend an act
in aid of provincial slegislation pro-
hibiting or restricting the sale or use
of intoxicating liguors. The bill pro-
vides that action against persons may
either be taken at the place where
liquor has been sent or in the province
to which the liquor is sent.

A further amendment provides for
| the seizure of liquor in connection
| with which a conviction is secured. A
i third amendment provides for the pro-
hibiting of the circulating of adver-
| tising matter for the sale of liquor in
such provinces as undertake to pro-
hibit such advertising. It shall be an
| offence to e¢irculate such advertising
through the mails to such a province.
