To preach the Gospel effectively, you must
firat nrrest the, attention of your hearers, The
mind of every man, woman or child you meet
is pre-oceupied, either revolving some theme, or,
more probably, indulging a reverie,

The same is true also of every person who
comes to hear you preach. Every memory and
imagination constitute the scene of u vast prnor-
amic display of images and associations as wide
ag the world. If, like the prophet Ezekiel in
the ancient temple of Isiael, you could diga
hole through the, wall, and look into the seciot
chambers ‘of the souls of your heuters, you would
see, right there in the Lord's house, farms and
farming implements ; horses, hogs and cuttle
lumber-yards and merchandize of every kind;
railronds and cnials ; bank stocks, commercial
contracts ; deeds and bLonds, houses of every
style of architecture, houschold furniture and
instruments of music, an association of old
fyiends and now ones; engaged in public dis-
cussions and privato conflabs on all the exciting
subjects of the times. 1n many minds you wouid
see n train of gloomy associations—inistakes,
“forgets, mishaps, and wrongs unredressed, All
‘these images, and a thousand ‘more, pre-occupy
the minds of your heavers and hold their pre-
occupancy, passing in and out in alinost eudless

“suceession and variety., .

Now it avails nothing for you tv-arise Letore
such an assembly and say, ¢ Please to give me
your attention.! They can't do it. Not one in

. thousand has sufficicut mental discipline to
give you undivided attention, till you arrest it
by somo power strongcr than the sparkling
reverie tide which bears him alung o gently us
scarcely to awake his cousciousness of the fuct.
High intellectual deselopment and piety on the
part of your hearers, do not enable them to give
.you their attention unless you arrest it.

Your friend sclects a good position in the
chapel, from which he can see every gesture and
catch every flash of your eye, determining to
give you undivided attention. Just as he gets
himself well fixed for receiving and digesting
every word of truth you may dispense, his atten-
tion is arrested by the opening of the dour be-
hind him ; ho inveluntary turns his head to-
wards the fellow-worshipper, as he walks up the
aisle, looking for a seat, and says to himself,
* That man looks very mauch like an old friend
of mine—my old friend, He went to Chicago
and bought land—increased in value—sold it for
one thousand dollars per acre—went to Cali-

* fornia—wrought in the mines—made & pile—
“went to trading and lost it—made another raiso
and went to Oregon—was in the Indian wars
there—came very near losing his life—went to
Australia, was shipwrecked on his voyage, and
‘came very near. going under. X wish I could
hear what has become of him. Fudge ! what

am I thinking about? 1've lost a part of the
sermon.’

He then tries to gather up and conneet the
loose ends of' the chain of your discourse, riven
and east out of his mind by the image of his old
friend, and now he is intent on hearing you,
through without interruption. Eyes and ears
open to' -ceive some stitring truth that will
wake the sympathies of his soul. Following
along in the path you have marked out for his
thoughts, he hears you say, * Some fastidious
porsons are like the old Pharvisees, of whom our
blessed Saviour said, ¢ Ye strain at a guat and
swallow n camel,’

*Yes,” says he to himsclf, ¢the boys at school
used to vead it, ¢ Stinin at n gate and swallow
asawmill.’ A great set of boys. Bill Moore
married his cousin. DBart got drowned, poor
fellow ! Andy Snider went to Shenandoah and
learned the blacksmith's trade.  Bob M'Cirown
is a poor old bachelor,’ &c. He chases those
boys nearly all over creatien befure he wakes
up, atrests Lis reverie, and comes back to the
subject of discourse.  Now he's your friend, and
doing his best to give you his attention.

Around Lim are others who don’t care much
whether they hear you or not. There sits the
architect, critivizing, not your sermon, but the
style of your church.

In the next seat is the physiognomist, scan-
ning the faces of his neighbors, and by his side
the phrenologist, counting the bumps on their
heads. ,

Farther back is the young lover, casting his
glances towards the othev side of the church.

Up in the amen cormer sit the good old
fathers, looking up at you with louging cyes and
thiisty suuls, thivkiug about the guod old times
they Lad Juoug ago under old Father Miller.

The good sisters; on the other side, ave as
varivwely and, fully engaged, sonie examiuing
bounets and jbbons, some taking patterns of
the uew style of dress, some pricing guods.

The motlier imagines she sces her boys iu
ueighbor Joney' orchard stealing apples, which
cacites hier holy hotror,  Another just remem
Leis that she forgut to retiin the clothos-line
she Lorrowed last week, and regretsit.  Auother
wonders if poor little Jimmy mightn't get into
tho woll befure she gets back.,  Auother is wou-
deting wlo did up your linen, gaying to herselt,
¢It's w pity our preacher cun’t fiud sumebody
who can do up o bosom for him.’ )

Others ave praying and trying to get their
spiritanl stiength renewed , butin spite of theic
efforts to gather in the wanderings of their
minds, and to have theic souls watered under
the droppings of the sanctuary, their roving
thoughts will run to and fro in the earth, while
you are proclaiming the tidings of mercy to
guilty souls. . .

They ave there to hicar the tidings, and wait
ing to bo arrested and interested. Some, to bo
sure, cave not for you nor your message, hut
you have them within range of yuur Gospel gun,
and ought to draw a bead on theni and fetch
them down, ) .

| while the preacher is preaching.” Away from

the care and bustle of business, under the soosh-
ing sounds of the Gospel, T have nothing to dis-
turb my meditations.’

Now, my brother, do not subpose that these
cases of inattention I bave enumerated ave rare
cases. I have only given you a glimpse at the
mental workings, or, rather, wanderings, of
every congregation you address, and of every
congregation that asseinble unywhere, till their
attention is arrested.  Not all indulging in vain
thoughts, to be sure, for wany are thinking of
God, and his law do they meditate day and
night.  All occupied with their own favorite
themes and thoughts, but noue closely following
the train of your thoughts, till you take them
captive, and draw them after you, by the power
of truth and sympathy.

You have nv right to compinin of their inat-
tention, and it will dv no guud to scold them
about it. Tt is your business to arrest them;
knock their thoughts and reverics into pi , and,
sweeping thew away, insert your theme in their
minds and hearts. To do this, you must wake
them up, stir the sympathies of their souls, and
thrill them, Ly all sorts of unanticipated means,
with the joyful tidings of sovereign wercy, or
the thundering peals of commor retribution.—
ZLcclestastical Observer. .

While honest fulk e asleop the "‘even-
ing wolves ” ave awake and ravening for their
prey.  While the traflic in useful cummodities
is suspended, the accursed traffic in human
bodies and souls 1s diiven forward, and deain is
dealt out Ly the dram, If the day is the time
for toil, the night is the time for temptation.

Toar fifths of all tho mischief to the characters
of our young people is wrought during the
hours of darkness. Not only *they that be
drunken are diunken in the night,” but the
chief temptations to drunkenness, whether ut
tho socind board or in the drinking-saloons, are
presented at that time. Aud happily are the
tempters to the bottle described by that Serip-
ture expressiun, ““ evening wolves.” They rend
and mangle and destroy thousands who have
been the joy and pride of the homeflock. “Ah,”
said & heart-broken fatlier to we beside the
silent form of a Leloved daughter, * this afilic
tivie does not distress me as much as the sight
of iny own son going right towards the drunk-
ard’s grave, He had become the prey of the
avening wolves, and forsiwken a Christian home
for the oonvivial club-room. And the most

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dangerous wolves aro those who wear tho ¢‘ sheep’a
clothing ™ of friondship and gontility. A coarse,
loatlsome sot entices no young man ; it is tho well-
dressed, smooth-tongued temper, with full purse
and protended friondship, who is the dangorous
one. Many of the elegant club-houses in our large
citics are really the dens of wolves, where amid the
fascinations of ulittering lights, rich upholsteries,

card-tables, and champagne, many & youth is ¢ led |

Wasit from the same
fountain as that of the Nazarene, and if so, why the
difference in their conclusions? \Why was Jesus for
unity and she for division? Jesus, the 1loly Spirit,
Paul, and all the inspired, are on one side in this
metter, while they who contend for divisions,
human lines of distinction, or *“little walls of par-
tition,” formed Ly the seliishuess, might, or ingenu-
ity of 1aan, are on the other side.

To whom shall we go? Jesus has the words of
eternal life; man has not. Jesus changes not—the
same forever; man changes and is as the grass.

Jesus speaks and reveals the wisdom of heaven;
man speaks and utters the wisdom of ecarth, The
wisdom of heaven will last forever; the wisdom of
carth is foolishness with God and will perish. Why
not, my brother, stand by that which is lasting, that
which is unchangealble? “ The Word of the Lord
endureth forever.

In business transactions men generally act with
a keen eyo to profit. Their lubor goes where
highest wages are paid ; their capital is invested
where the safest and best returns are to be had ;
fow men liko to do a losing business in tomporal
things. The above words from the Christ indicate
that our relations to God aresubject to the strictest
taws of business, All men aro doing 3 business in
which they will be cither losors or gainers in the
end, and the issue dopends entircly on the ia-
vestment they make, Every man his a certain
amount of capital under hiscontrol. God has given
life to all men, with all its possibilitics, He has
given wuental and moral power and capacity to all;
to some more, to others less. And God has asked

witting thow to the control
& firm of which the Christ is the senior member aud
manager. Yot Ho has loft it in man's power to
decide whothor ho will so invest his aflections, his
will, his capacities, mental, moral and physical, or
not.  In the verse preceding the one quoted (Matt.
xvi. 24.) Christ tolls us that the man who would
follow Him, or enter into this life-partnership with
Him, must make a most complote surronder of
himself and all he has to Him. Ris union with
Christ imperatively demands sclf-denial, cross-
bearing and consecration, He is to cease to be his
own and becomo Christ's ; and his new Master is
to have control of him and «all his resources. The
passage quoted at tho hoad of this articlo gives the
philosophical nocessity for such an entiro conseera-
tion, 'The partnerslup with Christ is furmed with
a view to profit.  The man who unites himsclf to
Christ desires and oxpects to gain all tho blessings
which Christ has to offer : pardon, help, lifo ovor-
lasting. To gain these he must risk somothing,
must invest somothing. Since the coveted prize is
80 great it is but just to require him to invest all
he has ; since tho peerl is one of such inestimable
price, it is but, right that he shouid be willing to
sellall that he has that he misht buy it. The
proposition rests un the plainest business principles.

Tho statement of Chyist at first sight looks para-
doxical ; it is, in reality, eminently sensible and
consistent. Every man's temporal life presents an
exemplification of 1t. The laborer expends muscle,
nerve force, vitahty, day by day ; ho luses them ;
but he loses themn only to save thom. By labor he
dovelopes his muscles, increases his strength, and
multiplies his vitality. Did he rofuse to use them,
his muscles would grow flabby, and his powers of
endurance materially decrease. He would be
saving them only to lose them.

The capitalist invests his money ; it pusses out
from his grasp and control. Practically, for the
time boing, ke loses1t.  But by duing so ho finds it
again in the returns, perhaps a thousandfold in-
creased.  Did he rctain it in his possession it would
but dwindle away in meeting the necessities of life.
Ho would saze it only to lose it in the ond.

The farmer sows his seed in the earth. Practi-
cally he luses the seed, for he can never gather it
up again.  But by doins this he finds it agnin in
the abundant harvest. Did he sare the sced it
would be to lose it in the ond, and mniss the harvest
besides. These are familiar examples of the invest-
ment of present posscssions with an oye to futwro
profits. Gud asks that men act on the same prin-
ciplo in reference &n tho cternal verities of the
future world. This lifo is all the capital men
possess which is availuble in this transcendently
important enterprise. God asks that it be invested
without raserve in His service. And He promises
the most magnificont retuxrns If wo invest life,
He promises lifo in return ; a life so full of possi-
bilities, und so transcendent in its joys ar ' honor,
that this life, grand as it is, pales iuto insignificance
in comparison. He agks us to lose this life to or-
selves, that we may find life eternal with Him.
And if tho farmer can trust to the God who sends
rain and sunshine, and causes tho earth to * bring
forth sccd to the sower and bread to the eater,”
to multiply tho seed sown, and fill his heart with
food and gladness ; surely man can trust to that
samo God, who ¢ givoth to all, life and breath, and
all things,” and who ¢ 0 loved tho wor'd that He
sont His only begotten Sun, that whesoever be-
lieveth in Bim might not porish, but have etornal
life," to roward him according to his sacrifices and
1abors in the zift of & homo with Himself forever.
And if the capitalist has faith enough in the skill
and integrity of men to entruat his money to their
control, surely men should have faith anough in
Him who was more than man, to entrust to His

As wo read the Book of Cod, on almost every
paze we find the heart spoken of, and we feol satis-
fied that any servico for God, to be accopted by
Him, must have to do with tho heart. Tho prophet
Joremiah aays: ¢ Tho heart Is decoitful above all
things, nnd desperately wicked; who can know it.”
Sulomon says: ‘¢ Keep thy heart with all diligenco,
for out of it ure the issues of life.” Paul said as he
addressed the church at Romo: ¢ With the hieart
man bolieveth unto righteousness and with the
mouth confession is made unto salvation.” In
answer to the question of the eununch, ¢ What
doth hinder me to be baptized 7 Philip said: © If
thou believest with all thy heart thou mayest.”
Jesus said as He taught the peop'e with heaveénly
wisdomn: ¢ Out of the abundance of the heart the
mouth speaketh;” and again, ¢* Where your treasure
is thero will your heart bo also;” and yet aguin
the Savioursays: ‘‘Forout of theheart proceed evil
thoughts, muiders, adulteries, fornications, thofts,
false witness, blasphemies.” Our, kind Fathor on
high once said to His people, by Bloses: ¢ O that
there were such a heart in them that they would
fear o and keep all My commandmunts always
that it might be well with them and with their
children forever.” In thedream of Nebuchadnezzar
which Daniel was called in to intorpret, we find
this language: ¢ Let his heart bo changed from
man's and let a beast's heart Lo given him.” 1
bave not found in my study of the word of God
but this one passaze, the last quoted, that has any
resamblance to the expression at the head of this
articlo, and yet you will scarcely talk with Yyour
religious neighbor half au hour about people be-
coming Christians withont hearing it moro than
once. Why is this?7 We know that Peter of old
said: ““If any man speak let him speak as the
oracles of Gud,” and Panl told the Corinthians to
all speak the samoe thing, and when we forget this
rule we bring confusion. "I know these things are
so. I was brought up among the sects and heard
this cxpression very often, and I doubt not but
that I bad the idea in my mind that was meant by
them when they used it.

When 1 came to Milton, Queens Co., N. 8., the
first place I met with the Disciples, ono of the first
things I heard of them was that they did not be-
lieve in any change of heart. I asked the question
a great many times in talking with individusl Dis-
cip'es, and invariably tho answer came yes, and 1
becamo satistied they did. Bub never a word of
explanation did Igot as to what they understuod
by a change uf heart. Finally I became very much
interested in the matter of my own salvation. I
had always been taught that I wasasiuner, Inow
was convinced that God was ready to pardon sin-
ners. 1 had been trying to satisfy myself with
worldly pleasures, but [ had found nothingin them
t0 give true happiness. Llost my relish for them
and one by one I gave them up. God filled mny
mind. Jesus appeared the one alt-gether lovely,
and tho reading of God's Word and praying to Hin
was my delight. I loved to go among the children
of God and hear thom tell of their happinessin the
sorvice of God. Iwent further than this. I re-
solved svlomnly,, earnestly, and without reserve,
that I would serve God the rest of my life, and my
daily, hourly prayer was, ‘¢ Lord, direct me in the
right wag.,” I did not pray for God to pardon me.
{ had learned where His promue of remission of
sins was recorded. Why then, you will ask, did
you nut obey the Gospel and look to God for par-
don? After being in this state of mind two or

throe weoks, I met Bro. Juhn McDonald, who was
at that time preaching for the church at Milton,
and he asked me if I was & Christian, I told him
I was not but that [ would like to be, Woell, said
he, God wants you to be a Christian and if you
want to bo one, what is to hinder you, Leaid I
have not had a change of heart and it would not
bo right for me to be baptized without having o
change of heart.

Now you see I did not know what & change of
heart was. I did not know that when you ceased
to love evil and tearned to love God your heart wag
changed. I caunot tell just what I was expecting,
but [ was looking for something mysterious, intan-
gible, indescribable—a myth—and there are thou-
sands to-day who, T believe, ave just as honest as I
was, that are laboring under the same difliculty.
I have immersed a number who have told me that
they bad been in that condition for years. This is
ono of the devices of the devil which he uses when
he is transformed into an angel of light, Any
teaching that kecps people who love (lod from
obeying Iim is a devico of the wicked one, no
matter from what source it comes Let us be care-
ful in our teaching that we speak as the oracles of
God. When we have anything to speak which we
cannot clothe in Bible language, examine it well
before you present it.

UNION.

In writing to Timothy Paul says, * Charge them
before the Lord, that they strive not about words to
no profit, but to the subverting of the hearers.” A
great deal of the energy of the Protestant churches
is wasted In the discussion of questions which are
by no means vital to the spiritual interests of the
heavers, but which dend to keen Protestantisin
divided into mauy scets.  Were that coergy turned
into its proper channel, the good work might possi-
bly go on as well, as under a union of sects. As it
is, the barrier is kept up by a persistent urging of
opinions on various subjects, which, in a large
majority of cases, are non-essential. But even if
this element of discord did not exist, is & union of
the many sccts or even & part of them feasible?
Yea, is it possible?

Much has been written on the subject; and
and, while reading, one is almost persuaded that it
is not only the imperative duty of all sects to unite,
but the one duty which is the most casily done.
Platforms of common belief on which all might
agree are presented.  Unfortunately, however, e ach
scheme bears astrong taint of the writer's particular
creed. The gist of all secns to be: RBelieve as we
belicve, and behold the consumimation of your wish.
This is » case, however, 1n which thelarge fish can
not swallow the smaller, as the Jatter might prove
troublesome; neither can the small fish swallow the -
Jarger, without losing their identity. Just here is
the trouble. All cry for union but none wish to
lose their identity. Asa certrin writer has said,
* Religious union is like the union of the boa-con-
strictor and the goat, After it is consummated
therd is no gont—it is all boa.constrictor.” Natur-
ally all wish to be boa-constrictors, but whowill be
the gonts. Will any scet renounce its opinions on
even unimportant points for the sake of union? I
think not.  “‘ A man’s opininns arc often dearer to
him than his arguments.”  You may overthrow the
latter, yet will he bold firmly to the former. Uatil
you can change this principle of human nature,
union is scarcely possible. It will be better to save
the energy employed in preaching union and in
striving about words, and apply it to the teaching
of the Gospel and the converting of sinners. Leav-
ing nice questions of doctriue, let us turn ouratten-
tionto the preachin" of ** Clrist and Him crucified.”

Did
He speak this parable for the sole purpose of mak- |
ing tho impression on the minds of His followors,
that they must keep in their midst, and continue in
perpetual conneetion with the congregation of |
which he once became a member, the man, who
first, pethaps, becamo cold in the dutics of the |
Christian life, and then allowing himself to be en-
snared by divers temptations, has become a slave
to * the lust of the flesh, the lust of the eyes and ;
the pride of life,” or, disvegarding overy principle
of purity, has bidden defianco to the claims of |

Christ and tho teachings of the Holy Spirit, has |
stooped to everything which is low, vile and disre-
putable, until, in‘the community in which he ir
best known his name has become a reproach and a
by-word? Mothers try to shield their children from
his baneful influence, and the members of the
church, as well as respectable members of society
having done nll within their power, in tho Spirit of
Christ and philanthropy, to lift him so that he
might be * clothed and in his right mind,” but .
having failed in their earnest endeavors, have been
compelled to leave him in the mire in which ho
wallows, and in which he seems determined to con-
tinue. Did Jesus speak this parable, I ask, to
teach such a lesson as this? Some may say that
that is tho lesson in the parable, because, ‘‘both are
10 grow together,” &ec. But, I ask again, Whegre?
and they may tell us, in the church, for the angels
will gather out of His kingdom, &ec., and as the
kingdom is the church, or body of Christ, therofore
they must both grow together in the clawrch.

1 admit, freely, that the terms—*‘ hingdom of
heaven,” “ kingdom of God,” *“body of Christ,”
and * church of Christ> mean the same thing ;
but, that the harvest field in the same parable re-
fers to the same thing is not quite so clear.

Jesus explains:  He who sowed the good seed is
the Son of man ; the field is the world; the e@ood
seed are the children of the kingdom, but the tares
are the children of the wicked onc ; the cnemy that
sowed them is the devil ; the harvest is the end of
the world, and the reapers are the angels. As the
tares are burned, so tho angel reapers ¢ will gather
out of Hus Eingdom all things which offend,” &e.

Does the term=—His kingdom, here, refer to ¢ the
church which is His body 2"  If so, then, as far as
this parable teaches, there will be no reaping out-
side of tho church, but only the bad and the good
n the church will be properly assorted in the final
separation, and all outside will go *‘scot free.”
But it will be readily seen that this will not agree
with tho teachings of the book, so it will have to be
abandoned as untenable ground.

Well, what next? Just hold our peace and al-
low Him who never made a mistake to explain
Himself ; that will place the matter beyond dispute
and above appeal. Well, His explanation is not
that the good and bad seed wero sown in the church, i
but that the ficld where both kinds of seeds are
sown is the world, and if men will obey the injuac-
tion—let both grow, &c., THERE both kinds will
grow together until tho harvest comes, and then
the separation, final and cternal, which, I think, is
the chief lesson taught in the parable.

In the parablo of the pounds, (Luke xix) we find
three classes: Faithful servants; unfaithtul ser-
vant, and citizens who would not submit to the rule
or reign. One thought, which, I think, will readily
present itself to the mind is, that those men would
not be citizens did they not belong to His king-
dom. In this parable, the lesson is not one of as-
sociation, cither continued or limifed, but of in-
dividual_responsibility, so we find that the servants
will have to render an account, faithful and unfaith-
ful, and that there will be punishment inflicted

because of their rebollion on those, nlso, ontside
tho church, yet in the dominion of Him te whom
¢ all power in heaven and earth is given.”

We may reasonably suppose then that there is
broad and also a narrow souse in which we can re-
for to the kingdowm, as there is & broad aud a nar-
row Lrothorhuod., All men are brothers, in the
broad senso ; in the narrower, the members of the
game society, or church ; in another narrow sense,
only those who are burn of the same father and
mother are brothors.

Now thon, whon Jesus says: They shall gathor
out of His kingdom, &e., I think he refeis to the

kingdom in the broad sense, and that the reaping '

will therefore bo done where the gseed was sown,
and that certainly was in the world. In this feld,
then—the world—whore the tares and wheat are
growing togother, it is wrong for man to try to ef-
fect a separation.

In the 16th century, the words of Christ, *“ let
both grow together,” &e., being disregarded by the
dignitaries of the then predominant church; Tetzel,
Eckius, Caietan and Miltilz, backed by oll the
horde of Dominican monks and the sanction of
Leo X. would have removed one tare, 80 esteemed
at lenst, in the person of Martin Luther, prema-
turely from the ficld, had it not been for the strong
sheltering wing of Frederic, Elector of Saxony,
whose wisdom and prudence, under the providence
of God, did much to shicld the heroic reformer
from the ire of the self-appointed ¢ reapers.” John
Huss, Jorome of Prague, and many others were
plucked up by those who s were wise above what
wos written.” Some in the 14th century, before
the Protestant Reformation, perished in the fiames
because thoy persisted in wearing short frocks and
small hoods. This gathering up of tares out of the
field was wrong, contrary to the teaching of Christ
—Ilet both grow, &e.

¢ That both should grow together in the church,
(I quote from & previous article, see Remove The
Weeds,” in the February number of THE CHRISTIAN)
is contrary to the common sense, to all experience,
and to the teachings of the Bible, It will have an
evil influence on the character of the church.
Growth in grace will be almost impossible to the
generality of the members, because minds which
are capable of being influenced by that which is
good, are also capable of being influenced by that
which is evil ; therefore, we should not macadamize
the rond which leads to temptation, but, removing
the evil influences, we should smooth, as much as
possible, the way to holiness, to glory, and to
God.

I have much more to say on this matter, but
think this will more than fill my corner, so I will
ask you toread carefully, 1 Cor. v. 133 and 2 Thes,
jiii. 6, and rest. 0. B. ExEry.
