THE MORO CASTLE.

The Case Compromised by the Payment of
One Thousand Dollars Fine.

Porr Hawkessvry, N.S., Nov. 27.—By
compromising the case of the Gloucester
schooner Moro Castle, sseized here some weeks
since for smuggling, the Canadian Govern-
ment has got rid of a very grave difficulty.
SBubsequent to the seizure other charges of
Customs violations and fishing inshore wetre
made upon affidavits obtained from members
of the crew, it is alleged, improper
influences. The first chu-ge o lmugglmg
fell through, it having  been proved to
have occurred two years previous to
the datesworn to by the informer, who
was also alleged to have been paid for his affi-
davit. A fine of $1600 was imposed, but this
the owners refused to pay, and Consul-Gen-
eral Pheian madesa vigorous fight to have the
whole matter thrown into the Admiralty
Court, where the charges would have had to
be proved in a legal way. This would have
been very difficult, as the men who made the
effidavit are now in the States, and if bere it
is doubtful if their stories would survivercross-
After a careful investigation,
Customs Inspector Hill and Consul-General
Phelan agreed to compromise the matter by
the payment of afine of $1000, which 1s to
cover the expenses and be regarded as a final
settlement. This has been approved by the
Minister of Customs.
