1. l^Wcl•rillg to Iho Managing Diroctoi's Circtilar l<x). ]5i>, aiid liiV Circular
No, 234, ri'^pecting th© insurance of the Company's employed against injury,

or death by accident, I have to infoim you that it has beeii determined to

terminate the ex;tsting agreement with the Travel%fs Insu^rance Company, of
Hartford, and to substitiite therefor, as from the 12th January next, an arrange-'

me'nt by which the Grand Trunk Company will becom15 the Trustees of a
Fund to be formed for the purpose of indemnifying its employes for loss of

time consequent upon injuries received tohitst in tlie performance of their

duties, and in cases where such injuries may result in death, of msikiiig pro-

vi^ioii for the families or dependent relatives of the deceased.

'^-i^. The fund to be created will be called ^' The -Employes Tffsuranco

f'und," and will bo formed by four-weekly contributions by the employes, to

be deducted from their pay in the sad^e way as is now done under th^ present

system, and according to the revised rateg which are printed at the foot of this

Circular. The Grand Trunk. Eailway Company will supplement the amount
so appropriated by an equal donation from the funds of-the Company, , *

3. By agreement with the medical m^i, along the line of Eailway, the

employes who contribute to this fund will also iri future, whilst suffering frojn

bodily disability,cai:^ed by accidental injury,be entitled to receive for a reasonable

period the best medical advice within reach, the cost of which will be charged
against the Fund.

4. The following provisions of thfc existing contract.wifh the Travelers'

Insurance Company are applicable to the new arrangement, and all claims,

made upon the Fund will be adjusted strictly in accor^iince therewith : .

" Any IoB8 or loMes occurring under this arrangement shall be payable within a reasonable time after good
and sufScientproofthat the insured under the proTisionspfthe arrangement shall hare sustained bodily injuries '

effected by violent and accidental means within the intent and meaning of this arrangementand the cenditi'ons
herein contained and such injuries shall have occasioned the death of the insured within three calendar v
months.afler the happenidj^ thereof, or if the Insured shall sustain bodily injuries as fforesaid, which shall
independently of all other causes immediately and totally disable him from the prosecution of any and eTejy
kind of business, then, on satisfactory proof of such injuries and disability^ there shall be paid forthwith to
the insured, an indemnity for the loss of time sustained by him in consequence of disability as aforesaid,
at a sum per week to be determined as hereinafter specified, provided however that such indemnity shall be
pafable only for the period of continuous total disability immediately following the accident and injuries, ^ '

. but in no case for a period exceeding Twenty-six consecutive weeks. ' * ^"~-

" All claimsunder this arrangcjnent shall bepayable in the kind of currency either Canadian or American
in which the premiums are paid.

inliimiities or diseaw? exiBting prior qr Hubaequent to the date of thin arrangement or l)y tlie taking of IKjison or '

ariy t<urgi<'al operation or medical treatment for disease nor to any cane except wherti the Injury aforesaid in

liie proxiniiitp and sole cause of the diHabillty or death, and no clairti shall \x' mode under this arrangement
wlien the dAith or injury may havfe been rausjxl by duellinsr, fighting, wj-estilng, lifting or over exertion or
by suicide (fi-hlnles or otherwise sane 6r,insafie,) or by sunstroke, self inflicted injuries or by concc^^cd

, weapons carried by tlic insured or when the dci»th or injury may .have hapitened in cojiscqucnee of war.'riot
or invasion, or riding or driving races, or of exposure to^auy obvious or unnecessary danger, hazard or ^
perilous adventure, or of violating thti rules of any company' or cor|)oration, or when tlVe death or injury

. shall have happened while the insured was or in consequence of his liaving bctn under the influence q|,
•intoxicating drinks, or tulting iwrt in.gymnastic s|>ort8, or while employed in mining, blasting or wrecking;
«|r in the manufaclurin^^,^ or use of gui)powdcr or other explosive substances or while engaged in, or in
i!|)nsequeuce of any uMlawful act. and this insurance shall not be held to extend to mysterious disa|v
peantnces nor to any/case of death or disability, the nature, causy or manner of which is unknown or
incapable i^f direct iiiind positive proof.

<' All sums which ijiay te paid by way of indemnity to the insure<t by virtue of this arrangement, shall Ik-

accounted in diniihiition of the principal sum hereby insured, so that in case of subHetpient death or injury
during th« contmuauce of this arrangement tlic total amount to be |>aid by the said comisuiy shall not in anV
i'ase exceed th</priuciiml sum hereby insured. ^ '

"No claihi simll lie iwyabic under this armngeipent, imless n medica\ adviser of the Grand Trunk
Raihvoy Cj>(i)|Hiny shall be allowed to exiunine the person of the insured in res|)ect to alleged injury or
cause of^th when and so often as may be reasonably required on behitlf ofthe said company."

TJie piesont mode'of procedure Jli regard to establishing proof oJT in.jxiries

ajl<5ged lo have been sttstaiited, or of death resulting therefrom, Aivill continue
to be f(illo\ved. Settlement of 'all claims alloweAl will, however, in future, be
miade without the delay inseparable from, the present system, of insurance.

6. It is expected that all- preseiit and future employes of the Comi>any
who from the nature of their occuX)ations^are exposed to the risk of accidental

injury in the discharge of their -duties. Will enrol their names as subscribers to

the Fund,, and no servant'^of the Company Who neglects to avail himself of the,

opportiinit^' hereby afforded will be. entitled to receive any compensation' '

whatever from the Company's liinds in case of iiyury, either as a direct pay-
m^t, or in the shapte of gratuitous medical attendance, and as stated in the

Managing Director'a Circular M. Aoo, no wages tcilt be allowed to any employe
tohiht off dutyfront accident,y '\

7. The deductions hitherto made from the pay of employes insured under .

the old system will be continued, at the reduced rates, and th«3 parties, in
addition to being secured in all the rights which they now possess, will become
participants in the benefits conferred by the new arrangement,

8. As the Fund- to be established will operate for the mutual benefit of kit

the contributors, it will not be competent for an employe on leaving the seryico'
of the Company to claim repayment of the amouiit' of his individual contribu-

tion, or any part thereof, and this proviso must be understood and agreed to by
aJl who may become parties to the arrangement, and is made a condition of
their subscription to the Fund. . ,

9. In case of any dispute arising as tolhe paymeiit of claims made, the matter
shall be referred to the Managing Director of the Company, whose decflion on
the subject shall be accepted as final. ^ ' "
