The Sixteenth Volume of the Ottawa Directory, under its present manage­
ment, shows, by its extended pages, that the Capital is making steady, although 
not spasmodic, progress.

Every effort has been made to make the present issue complete and reliable, 
though, as may readily be understood, it is quite impossible to keep pace with the 
changes going on while the work of printing is in progress.

In the Street Guide will be found thp names of every street within the city 
limits, but as regards the newly added territory, owing to the absence of house 
numbering, the information is not as full as could be desired. The locating of 
each house has, however, been* made as clear as possible.

In the adoption of the “ ditto ” system, instead of the repetition of names, 
in the Alphabetical List, a very decided change has bfcen made. The new 
method, as now generally used by directory publishers, will facilitate the finding 
of names, as the confusion of repetition is avoided.

A complete directory of Hull is also given. The names of 2,350 house­
holders will be found in this department, and also a Street Guide, descriptive 
of e/ery street within the corporate limits.

The Directory this year contains nearly 100 pages more than last issue, owing 
to the extension of the city limits and the introduction of a directory of Hull.

Thanks are due to the citizens generally for the facilities afforded the can­
vassers while taking the information, and for the liberal patronage extended.

2oz. These Papers, when posted for delivery in Canada, must be prepaid at Letter or 
Parcel Post rates—but Deeds and Insurance Policies may be sent by Book Post.

Seeds, Cuttings, Bulbs, Roots and Scions or Grafts can only be sent to the United 
States as 5th class matter ; when posted for delivery in Canada, the postage is 1 cent 
per 4 oz. and the limit of weight 4 lbs.

Goods sent in execution of an order, however small the quantity may be, or articles 
sent by one private individual to another, not being' actually Trade Patterns or 
Samples, are not admissible as such. The limit of weight to the United States, Eng­
land and all countries in Europe, is eight ounces—postage, 2 cents for the first 4 oz., 
and 1 cent for every additional 2 oz.

Fourth Class Matt r.

PARCELS.

Closed parcels may be sent to places in Canada, the United Kingdom and New­
foundland. They should be plainly addressed, and there must be no correspondence 
enclosed.

Parcels for Canada must be prepaid 6 cents per 4 oz. They must not exceed 5 lbs. 
in weight nor 2 feet in length by 1 foot in width or depth, and the sender’s name 
should be written on the lower left hand cornor. They may be registered for a fee of 
5 cents.

Parcels for the United Kingdom and Newfoundland must be prepaid 35 cents per 
lb. or fraction of a lb., and must not exceed 5 lbs. in weight, nor 2 feet in length by 1 
foot in width or depth. A Customs Declaration of the contents and value of each 
parcel must be filled up at the Post Office by the sender. These parcels are forwarded 
by Canadian Contract Steamers only.

Fifth Class Matter

Postage rate 1 cent per oz., or fraction of an oz., to be prepaid by Postage Stamp.
Miscellaneous articles of merchandise, and generally all matter permitted to pass 

by mail in Canada, which is not of the nature of a letter, and therefore subject to letter 
rate of postage and not entitled to pass at a lower rate than 5th class under one of the 
other Classes, may pass as fifth Classs, when addressed to any destination within the 
Dominion or the United States.

5th Class matter must be packed or put up as to be open to examination of con­
tents, and must not exceed 4 lbs in weight nor 2 feet in length, by 1 foot in width or 
depth.

When psssing between Canada and the United States it will be subject to Cus­
toms regulations if liable to duty

The Registration charge on 5th Class matter is 5 cents in addition to postage

REGISTRATION

Every article intended for registration must be handed in at the wicket, and a 
receipt obtained therefore. On no account must it be dropped into a letter box. The 
registration fee must be paid by registration stamp The registration fee for letters 
to places in Canada and New» Foundlaud is two cents ; to the United States, Great 
Britain, and all European countries, five cents

The sender of a registered article addressed to any Postal Union country may en­
title himself to a certificate as to the disposal of said article by the Postmaster at the 
office addressed, on prepayment of an additional fee of five cents

All classes of matter may be registered to Postal Union Countries for a fee of five

Registered articles cannot be forwarded unless the postage and registration fee are 
paid in full.

Registration stamps cannot be accepted in prepayment of postage.

One cent post bands for newspapers or book packet wrappers, and one and three 
cent stamped envelopes are issued by the Department, and may be had at the stamp
