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* GENERAL CONFERENCE.

FIRST DAY.

Cincinnati, May 1, 1880. 
The twenty-third General Conference 

(quadrennial) of the Methodist Episco­
pal Church of the United States open­
ed in Pike’s Opera House, Cincinnati, 
on Saturday May 1st. All the Bishops 
•were present, namely, Levi Scott, Mat­
thew Simpson, Thomas Bowman, Wil­
liam L. Harris, Randolph S. Foster, 
Isaac W. Wiley, Stephen M. Merrill, 
Edward G. Andrews and Jesse T Peck. 
The venerable senior bishop Scott took 
the chair, and called the Conference to 
order. Bishop Foster read the thirty- 
fifth chapter of Isaiah. Bishop Merrill 
read the hymn beginning

"Watchman, tall u« of the night,
What it# ligna of promise are.”

Joseph M. Trimble led in prayer.
BISHOP SIMPSON

then took the chair, and said, Accord­
ing to usage, we invite the Rev. Dr. 
Woodruff, the secretary of the last Gen­
eral Conference, to come upon the plat­
form, and call the roll of the delegates, 
as they have been furnished to him.

Dr. Curry moved that the calling of 
the roll shall constitute a sufficient cre­
dential to establish the right of the 
parties to a seat, unless objection shall 
be made ; and the motion prevailed.

G. W. Woodruff, secretory of last 
General Conference, read the official 
certificate of the election of ministerial 
delegates from the Rock River Confer­
ence, and also the official certificate of 
the election of laymen from the Maine 
Electoral Conference, and stated that 
he held cei tificates of a similiar import 
from all the annual Conferences in the 
church, and from all tee electoral Con­
ferences except three, the certificates of 
which had not reached him. He had 
taken the names of delegates from the 
papers to supply the absence of these 
three certificates, subject to the approv­
al of the General Conference.

The roll call was then proceeded with 
and 331 delegates were present.

Bishop Simpson said : It is evident 
that there is more than a quorum.

D. Curry moved that G W Woodruff 
be the Secretary of the General Confer­
ence, and he was elected by acclama-
tl0A J. Kynett moved that the Secre­
tary be allowed to name his assistants, 
and the motion prevailed.

G W Woodruff, the secretary, then 
nominated and the Conference confirm­
ed • David S Monroe, of Central Penn­
sylvania Conference ; I S Bingham, of 
Northern New York Conference ; Lew 
E Barrow, of Desmoines Conference ; 
George Mather, of North Ohio Confer­
ence; Henry B Heacock, of California; 
Conference, J F Maeee, of New Eng­
land Conference as assistant secretaries. 
BISHOP WILEY’S ADDRESS OF WELCOME.

At this point Bishop Wiley made an 
address of welcome to the Conference, 
as follows :

We omit a considerable portion of 
Bishop Wiley’s Address. After some 
introductory remarks, he said .

We welcome you to what we consider 
one of the must beautiful, enterprising, 
and hospitable cities of the great West, 
and hope you may find time to visit 
many of our public institutions, our 
parks, and our beautiful suburbs, au 
realize for yourselves our just claim to 
on. regal title of Queen City. Cincin­
nati is rich also in its historical relation 
to the early labors of Methodism m ex­
tending itseD into the great West and 
South. The names of many of our 
early heroes are still fragrant ere in 
the memories of many of our citizens. 
Tbe names of Finley, Kaper, Christie, 
Morns, Wright, are embalmed m some 
of our Churches. Here, too, is the 
birthplace of German Methodism, and 
its venerable father, William Nast, is 
Still amongst us, honored and cherished 
by all. Fur nearly fifty this has
also been a great center of MetLodistic 
publishing interests, from which has 
gone forth through the West and South 
a steady stream of periodicals and oo s 
whose power and influence for go no 
tnau can measure.

It is now forty-four years since a 
General Conference assembled in l* 
city. Few live now who participa 
in Us doings. Roberta, Soule, Bedding, 
ana Audiew presided over its delibera­
tions. Beverly Waugh, of tialtmioie, 
and TL.!».. A M.,rri». of this city, were

then elected Bishops, and with them 
Wilbur Fisk, who set the marvellous 
example which no man has bad the 
courage to imitate, of declining the 
episcopacy after having been elected to 
it. These, and nearly all who were as­
sociated with them in that Conference, 
have died in the faith. Great changes 
have passed upon the city, the State# 
the country, and the Church since that 
time. With an unbroken North and 
South, only twenty-two Conferences 
were represented, and on a ratio of 
one member for every twenty members 
of the annual Conferences, and one 
hundred and fifty-two laymen, a body 
of almost four hundred representatives 
from ninety-five Conferences of one 
branch of Methodism alone ; and these 
include representatives from nearly all 
parts of the world, whereas at that 
time we bad no foreign work at all, ex­
cept the mission in Liberia which was 
at that session created tbe first of our 
family of foreign Conferences. From 
Africa, from China,from Indu^and from 
several states in Europe, we welcome 
to-day tbe representatives of a Cbnrch 
whose mission stations girdle the world. 
The Conference of 1836 represented a 
membership of the whole of Episcopal 
Methodism of this country of 650,000. 
This one represents a membership ot 
1,700,000 in oar branch of tbe Church 
while tbe whole Church that was here 
represented in 1836 now numbers more 
than two millions and a half of mem­
bers, an almost four-fold increase of 
membership in forty-five years, and 
more than six times as many annual 
Conferences ; and this besides the tri­
umphant host that in that time have 
gone to their rewaid.

That session felt the first serions 
throes of the great anti-slavery move­
ment, and attempted to crush it out by 
a series of resolutions that we now 
blush to read. And yet, perhaps, no­
thing could more forcible illustrate the 
progress of history and the marvelous 
change which has taken place in the 
country and in tbe Church, than the 
simple reading of those resolutions, 
which passed that body with a prompt­
ness and largeness of vote which was 
almost unanimous. Two members of 
the body had attended and addressed 
an anti-slavery meeting in this city. 
Tbe Conference passed tbe following 
condemnatory preamble and resolu­
tions :

“ Whereas, Great excitement has pre­
vailed in this country on tbe subject of 
modern abolitionism, which is represent­
ed to have been increased in this city re­
cently by the unjustifiable conduct of two 
members of tbe General Conference in 
lecturing upon and in favor of that agita 
ting topic ; and, whereas, such a course on 
tbe part of any of its members is calcula­
ted to bring upon the body the suspicions 
and distrust of tbe community, and mis­
represent its sentiments in regard to the 
poiut at issue ; and whereas, in this aspect 
of the case a due regard for its own char­
acter, as well as a just concern for the in­
terests of tbe church confided to its care, 
demand a full, decided, and unequivocal 
expression of tbe views of tbe Geueial 
Conference in the premises ; therefore,

« Resolved, by tbe delegates of the annu­
al conferences,"in General Conference as­
sembled, that they disapprove in most un­
qualified sense the conduct of the two 
members of the General Conference who 
are reported to have lectuied in this city 
recently upon and in favor of modern 
abolitionism.

“ Resolved, that they are decidedly oppos­
ed to modern abolitionism, and wholly dis­
claim any right, wish or intension, to in­
terfere in the civil and political relation 
between master and slave, as it exists Jn 
the slave bolding States of this Union.

How bas all this changed, as to-day 
we meet in tbe same city with every 
vestige of slavery swept from our wlnl- 
land. every sentiment of pro-slavervism 
swept from our church, two hundred 
thousand bondsmen, gathered into our 
own Church and thirty of their own re- 
présentâmes assembled with us with 
t-qual rights and powers to deliberate 
with us on tbe best interests of that 
Cburcb that has had so large a share in 
their emancipation and uplifting !

Bishop Simpson on behalf of the 
General Conference replied to the ad­
dress of welcome.

The resolutions presented by a com­
mittee appointed by tbe last Confer­
ence to devise a plan for expediting 
the work of the Conference were tabled 
after a short discussion. Tbe resolu­
tions were strcnulcusly opposed by Dr. 
Buckley, on the ground that the young­
er men in the Conference not being ac­
quainted With its methods will not be 
able to vote intelligently if the work is 
ail done by the committees.

The session lasted three boors and at­
tracted a large number of spectators.

Second Day.

Cincinnati, Monday, May 3.

BISHOP BOWMAN PRESIDING.
The Conference was called to order at 

9 o’clock. L. C. Matlock, of the Wil­
mington Conference, led in the devo­
tions, and read the 48th Psalm, com­
mencing, *• Grest is the Lord, and 
greatly to be praised in the city of oar 
God,” after which the 919th hymn was 
song, commencing—

“ Jesui shall reign whwe'er the sen
Shall his encceMiva jsfnr'i ran,”

which was followed bf prayer, and con­
cluded with the Lorn prayer repeated 
in concert. The secretary called the 
roll of absentees, noting those who 
were pieeent, and moved that the far­
ther calling of tbe veil be dispensed 
with, which motion prevailed. The 
minutes of Saturday’s session were read 
and approved. The names of substit­
utes for absent delegates were then pro­
posed, and J. W. Hoyt, of New Eng­
land Conference, was received as a 
substitute in place of Emerson Warner.

H. Eaton, of the Troy Conference, 
moved that tbe rules be suspended, and 
that we proceed with the selection of 
•eats, which motion prevailed.

The greater part of the work of or­
ganizing was accomplished. The com­
mittees were nearly all Hied. All ex­
cept fifteen of the 400 of more delegates 
from every quarter ef the globe were in 
their places. The plan for organizing 
the Conference, white was prepared by 
a special committee witfi a view of ex- 
pediting the work, and was tabled on 
Saturday, waa finally^disposed of by

tionsTsflbmIlted by heTtev. Dr.lfat- 
lock, of the Wilmington Conference :

Resolved, That the general Conference 
now proceed to appoint the following 
committees, which snail consist respect­
ively of one delegate from each General 
Conference, to be nominated at once by 
each delegation, to wit : “ Itinerancy,” 

Concern,” “ Revivals,” ’’ Mis- 
Education.” “ Church Exten­

sion," "Sunday Schools and Tracts,” 
“ Freedmen’s Aid,” and “ Episcopacy.”

A discussion somewhat prolonged 
and heated was precipitated by tbe fol­
lowing resolution, which was offered by 
the Rev. Dr. Smart of the Detroit Con­
ference :

Whereas, The administration ot the 
l>ouk agents and tbe Book Committee is 
to come before the committee on tbe 
“ Book Concern ” for review, and as the 
vork of the committee is of a secular 
character, therefore

Resolved, That the various delegations 
in making nominations for the standing 
committees are instructed to nominate 
for their Committee members who are 
uot officially connected with tbe Book 
Concern as agents or Book Committee 
and, as far as possible, laymen of experi­
ence in secular affairs.

In speaking of this resolution the 
Rev. Dr. Perrin (Detroit Conference) 
said : “ The distinction between min­
isters and laymen was of apostolic ori­
gin, and when Chancellor Haven ob 
jected to it he was supposing that which 
bad been established by apostolic auth­
ority.”

The Rev. Dr. Smart took the oppos­
ite view.

The resolution was finally tabled. 
The hearing of the Bishop’s address 
was made the special jrder for 10:30 
o'clock on Tuesday. A special session 
of the Conference will be held to-mor­
row afternoon for the purpose of or­
ganizing the committees. The recep­
tion and consideration of a report on 
ecclesiastical jurisprudence prepared 
four t ears ago, and submitted to the 
last Conference, bas been made the 
special order for 10:30 o’clock on Fri­
day.

Third Day.
Cincinnati, Tuesday, May 4.

BISHOP FOSTER PRESIDING.
The General Conference, after the 

transaction of some routine business, 
listened at 10 o’clock to the address of 
th. Bishops, which was read bv Bishop 
Sin peon, The reading occupied one 
hoir. After speaking of the re»pon- 
sitle character of the work which the 
Conference has to perform, the address 
re erred to the three bishops who have , 
died since the meeting of the last Con­

ference ; namely, Bishops Ames, Janes, 
and Haven. Condensed sketches were 
given of each, and also of Dr. Nelson, 
of the New York Book Concern, Dr. 
Dashiell, of the Missionary Society, and 
seven ministers and three laymen, who 
were members of the last Conference, 
bat have since died.

An account was then given of the 
Episcopal work during the qnadren- 
nium. All the Conferences, both in 
the United States and the foreign field, 
have been visited. Swedish Confer­
ences have been organized in Illinois 
and Minnesota, and others in different 
parts of the. W est It was recommend­
ed that the Rocky Mountain District 
be administered as a foreign field. Re­
ference was made to the work of the 
Committees on Hymn Book, on ecu­
menical council of Methodism, on fra­
ternal relations, on lay delegation, on 
the annual conferences and on ecclesias­
tical code, all of which have performed 
important work since tbe adjournment 
of the last Confeience.

Then followed the statistics of the 
qnadrennium, which showed that 717 
preachers, and 119,000 members have 
been added to the denomination ; that 
512 preachers and 78,500 members 
have died ; that there are now 16,000 
churches in the United States, with 
property valued at 180,000,000, and a 
total debt of 87,000,000, and that $95,- 
000 of the Book Concern debt has 
been paid, and $8,415,000 worth of lit­
erature published. The address depre­
cated the mortgaging of Church pro­
perty for current expense, recommended 
the catechizing of the yonng, referred 
to the success of tbe Freedmen’s Aid 
Society, and recommended the adoption 
of measures for the education of tbe 
poor whites of the South. It declared 
the moitgaging of an educational insti­
tution for current expenses a flagrant 
violation of trust ; reported the non- 
nlfftifs by the ",nn*i conferences of 
the proposed change in the second re­
strictive rule so as to allow a change in 
the ratio of representation in the Gen­
eral Conference, and also that the 
change of the third restriction rule was 
lost in the annual conferences.

At the conclusion ef the reading of 
the address, the Conference on.ered 
that it be printed in all the denomina­
tional periodicals, and that 5,000 copies 
be published in pamphlet form. The 
deprecation of any departure from the 
standards of the church, was received 
with applause, and afforded the first 
print that has been given of the feeling 
of the Conference in regaid to certain 
somewhat radical changes that have 
been proposed. The inference is that 
the recommendation of the Bishops in 
this regard,will be followed.

The Rev. Dr. Waldtr, of Cincinnati, 
offered tbe following, which was adopt­
ed :

Resolved, That a committee of one min­
ister and one layman from each Geneial 
Conference District be appointed to re­
port to this Conference a plan for the ap­
propriate commemoration of the one-hun­
dredth anniversary of I he Methodist 
Episcopal Church, aud that so much of 
the Bishop’s address as refers to this mat­
ter he referred to said Committee.

The resolution below was finally 
adopted :

Resolved, That the election of Bishops, 
and the officers of the church deriving 
their power from an election by the Gen­
eral Conference, be made tbe special or­
der for Wednesday, the 12th inst., at 10 
o’clock, a. in., at which time tbe election 
shall begin, and shall continue from day 
to day, according to the pl-asure of tbe 
General Conference, until all shall have 
been elected.

In speaking to this resolution, Dr. 
Smart, of tbe Detroit Conference, said :

We need not be in haste about this 
matter. The candidates will all keep. 
There is no danger of their spoiling. 
We can’t tell now precisely what to do, 
and possibly we cannot by next Wed­
nesday. We do not even know how 
many Bishops we want to elect. We 
may want to elect Bishops for mission 
fields. The whole question ought to 
be deliberated upon, I am sure, and 
decided calmly ; and we ought not to 
be rushed into this election. Besides, 
I have been in five General Confer­
ences, and have ascertained that it is 
very (jard to këep a quorum after the 
spoils are divided. (Laughte-.) It is 
very hard to keep a quorum after the 
elections are- had. There are great 
questions that ought to be considered 
here, and jf you plunge the Conference 
into an earnest cauvass of votes, von 
will break up th>* business of the Con 
ference, aud great interests will suffer.”

It was afterwards decided that the , 
election should proceed in the following

i order : Bishops, book agents, secre­
taries of the church societies, editors. 
A strong but unsuccessful effort was 
made to reverse this order. The vari­
ous committees were organized as fol­
lows :

seated and referred to the appropriate 
committees. This done the remainder 
of the session was devoted to the call of 
the Conferences for memorial* and pe­
titions.

Tbe report of the commission on the 
Ecumenical Council of Methodism 
states that the Protestant Methodists of 
the Methodist Episcopal Church South, 
the Methodist Church of Canada, the 
British Wesleyan Conference, the Ame­
rican Wesleyans, the Free Methodists 
and the African Methodists, have all 
signified their interest in the purpose 
ot tbe Ecumenical Council, and will be 
re presen ied in its deliberations by dele­
gates. The united brethren have de­
clined to take any part in the move­
ment.

Owing to the fact that the present 
Conference is largely made up of new 
men, tbe delegates are as yet but slight­
ly acquainted with each other, and no 
actual work has yet been performed in 
the interest of any of the possible bis­
hops. The election of Bishops will take 
place on Wednesday May 12. In the 
meantime a committee will sit and re­
port as to the number that ought to be 
elected. The opinions on this point 
differ widely, ranging all the way from 
three to sixty. The applause which 
greeted that portion of the Bishop’s ad­
dress which recommended a conserva­
tive course in the treatment of the 
questions before the Conference indi­
cates considerable interest in the num­
ber of Bishops.

Fifth Day.

Cincinnati, Thursday, May 6.
During the session of the General 

Conference to day, the Rev. Dr. Mc­
Donald precipitated a spirited debate 
by introducing a resolution which pro­
vides for the appointment of a commit­
tee of thirteen to take into consideration 
the legislative department ot the Meth­
odist Episcopal Church.

The business of this committee will 
be to inquire into aud report some im­
proved method of church legislation, 
and to also report upon the practicibil- 
ity and desirableness of dividing the 
General Conference into two l-gi*iative 
houses.

i ministry and membership. The
ORDINATION OF WOMEN

is now assuming an importance, which 
will require the action of the coming 
General Conference. The ordination 
of women has never been practiced by 
the Methodist Episcopal Church, and 
the Bishops do not feel authorized to 
ordain them without some change in 
the law of the church on the subject. 
There will be a strong effort made to 
change the law in favor of such ordina­
tion, but it will be antagonized by a de­
cided opposition. We have a number 
of women licensed preachers, and are 
quite successful, and they desire ordi­
nation. The subject is one that de­
serves careful consideration. Most of

THE CINCINNATI CONFERENCE.
The twenty-third General Conference of 

the Methodist Episcopal Church of the 
United States commenced its sittings, in 
Cincinnati, on the first day of this month, i
and will probably continue in ae—ion 1 **ve of the best results, 
until the first week of June. The Metho­
dist Church, of which Wesley was the 
founder, has grown to be the largest ec­
clesiastical organization in that country.
This Conference repre—nta the larg—t 
section of that church in the United 
Stet—; and, therefore, possesses an im­
portance unequalled by that of any other 
as—mbly for religious deliberation in that 
country.

The rapid growth of that church in the 
United States is one of the marvels of the 
time. From its humble beginning, in 
John Street, New York, one hundred and 
fourteen years ago, it has attained its pre­
sent numerical and social standing. The 
doctrines which it holds and teaches, and 
the discipline by which it has been govern­
ed, have commended them—lv—, to a great 
extent, to the masses of the people ; and 
the—, with the spiritual terror of its 
membership, and the zeal of its ministry, 
have made it the most popular church of 
the protestantism of America.

Amongst the ministers and laity of 
such an ecclesiastical body, there always 
will be a considerable number who will 
desire to change some of the old land­
marks, and to introduce some novel mea­
sures. Innovators and agitators hare 
ari—n, here and there, all along its his­
tory. Con—rvative men, happily, have 
abounded, in sufficient numbers, daring 
all this period, Between those who would 
make haste prematurely, and those who 
would make haste slowly, a prudent end 
—fe medium course has been found, and 
eminently practical aud prosperous mea­
sures have prevailed.

In all the church organs, and in various 
ecclesiastical assemblies, great and small, 
it has been the custom to discuss, with 
considerable warmth and fulness, daring 
many weeks preceding each General Con­
ference, the characteristic features of 
Methodism. The general snperintendency, 
by its bishops, the itinerancy, and the 
presiding eldership idea, have been live 
questions from the beginning, and have 
been considered from every possible 
standpoint

The— questions, inevitably, will come 
before the pre—nt as—mbly. Modifica­
tions of one kind or another will be pro­
posed.

Upon the one 
band it is affirmed that only Kallock fired 
his pistol, on the other hand it is asserted 
that a half-dozen witnesses will testify, at 
the approaching trial, that De Y oung dis­
charged the first shot at Kallock. Bat why 
should DeYoung, an editor, or Kallock, a 
Baptist minister, have had a loaded pistol 

j about his person ? To our mind the pos­
se—ion of a loaded pistol about the person 
of Bennett and of DeYoung and of Kallock 
looks like prima facie evidence of criminal 
intent. There may be circumstances in 
which the custodians of large sums of 
money may need to have loaded deadly 
weapons within easy reach, bat such cir­
cumstances, probably, are few and far 
between. Pistols are a symbol of barbarism. 
The carrying of each mi—hief-working 
weapons should be prohibited by law, and 
punishable with — vere penalties. Perhaps 
it would be a wholesome thing, all things 
being considered, to hang, without much 
delay, both Kallock and Bennett.

* These are transferred with a view to

PRESIDING ELDERS.
The discipline of the Methodist Episco­

pal Church provides for the office of Pre­
siding Elder. Tho— officers are, practi­
cally, sub-bishops ; and they superintend 
the work in the circuits and stations 
within their jurisdiction. They generally 
visit each station four times in —eh y—r. 
On the occasion of the visit of the Pre­
siding Elder, the Quarterly Meeting is 
WbM on a Saturday, the Leve-Feaet on a 
Sunday morning, the Presiding Elder 
preaches, and other religious — trices are 
fceld. The advantages to a station or 
circuit of regular and frequent visits of a 
minister, of such experience and practical 
Ability as a Presiding Elder should pos­
sess, have been found to be very great, 
especially on the weak and struggling 
charges. Although, possibly, some modi-

A SIGNIFICANT SIGN.
A Mr. Kemble and four other persons, 

in Pennsylvania, some of whom had been 
members of the Legislature of that State, 
and all of whom were w—ltby and pro­
minent men, were recently tried in the 
Supreme Court at Harrisburg for bribery. 
The crime of bribing the legislators of 
that State had reached extraordinary 
dimensions. Lobbyists in attendance on 
the Legislatures had been accustomed to 
bo—t that “ bank-notes make the laws,” 
and that there are always members who 
“ go to be bought.” The persons to whom 
we have referred were indicted for bribery 
and brought to trial. They —verally con- 
fes—d their gnilt, and obviously expected 
to es—pe with comparatively slight pun­
ishment. To their amazement and grief, 
however, and to the —toniahment of the 
whole country, they were sentenced to one 
years’ imprisonment in the State Prison, 
and a fine of 11000 each. The Commis­
sioners of Pardons stepped in between the 
offenders and punishment, and granted a 
pardon to each of them. The action of 
the judge in imposing such a sentence 
will, nevertheless,have a salutary effect on 
lobbyists of various degrees.

DANIELS’ ILLUSTRATED HISTORY 
OF METHODISM.

The author of Moody : His words, works 
and workers,” and of the “ History of 
the Temperance Reform and its great 
Reformers,” was well known to the read­
ing public by these widely circulated 
works aa a vigorous and popular writer 
before the appearance of this magnificent 
book. But bis history of Methodism will 
give him a wider and more enduring repu­
tation tuan any of his former works. For 
writing such a history be has special qual­
ifications. Possessing a true apprecia­
tion of what general readers require, a 
keen sense of the humorous, a complete 
mastery of bis subject and a sympathy 
with it, he has produced a history so 
fascinating in ita style, and so rich in its 
contents that it must eventually become 
a real favorite with general readers of 
Methodiet history. Though Methodism 
is but of yesterday several writers have 
found congenial employment in tracing 
ita providential rise and ita equally provi­
dential progress. Every one must admit 
that Mr. Daniels has made excellent use 
of the material at his command- Still 
this work is neither a copy nor a compi­
lation. Much new matter is introduced ; 
and throughout the author retains his in­
dividuality as thoroughly aa Dr. Stevens’ 
does in hie three volumes.
