HEREAS. it is, expedient to repeal part of, and amend, an Act
passed during the Jast Session of the Parliament of this Province,
eiiitled “ An Act to Incorporate certain Persons therein mentioned, under
the S:yle and Titie of the Welland Canal Company ;* and to enable the Di-
rectors thereof to enlarge the dimensions of the said: Canal, 1f they shall

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think proper : Be it therefore enacted, by the King’s Most Excellent Ma-
jgesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council, and
Assembly of the Province of Upper (Canada, constituted and assewbled
by virtue of and under the authority ol an Act passed in the Parliament of
