ELLACOTT’S AFFIDAVIT

Gold Commissioner Says it Was “Mis-
leading—He Swore to Sixty Dav’s
Publication in the Gazette When
the Notice Only Appeared THhrice.

The certificate of improvements issued
to the owners of the Wide West mineral
claim on the application of C. H. Ella-
cott, P. L. 8., has been cancelled by the
gold commissioner. Readers of THE
Mixer will remember that in our issue
of March 12 we stated in our extracts
from the records that one had been is-

suel. There is quite a story connected
with the issuance and cancellation of
this certificate of improvements, and
Tae Miner will now p to tell it.

The Wide West is an 1895 location on
Deer Park mountain. It adjoins the
Goldhunter, Alabama and Sunset, but
each of these claims was located long
before it. When the Wide West was
surveyed its owners ignored the Alabama

together and took in a large portion of
it. The Alabama people were, of course,
aware of this and kept a lookout for the
notice of apvlication for a certificate of
improvements go that they might file an
adverse suit and protect their title.

O. C. Woodhouse, secretary of the
Alabama company, read the notice when
it first appeared in the British Columbia
gazette and prepared to :gpose it, but
the publication of the advertisement
ceased.  He called on Mr. Ellacott, who
had done the surveying for the owners
Dan Burke and others, and was inform
by uim that there was no need to file an
adverse as he had taken the advertise-
ment out of the Gazette because the
Wide West owners refused to pay him.

Mr. Woodhouse was therefore much
gurprised to read in THE Mixer of March
12 that a certificate of-improvements for
the Wide West had been granted. Mr.
MacNeill, the counsel for the company,
immediately made a _re resentation of
the facts to Recorder Kirkup, who tele-
graphed to the gold commissioner at
Nelson asking him to cancel the certifi-
cate for the Wide West, pending an in-
vestigation. Acting Gold Commissioner
W. J. Goepel did so, and under date of
March 15 sent a letter to Mr. Ellacott,
the Igist of which is as follows:

“In reply to your application I beg to
state that it has been brought to my at-
tention that the notice of your applica-
tion for a certificate of improvements
only appeared for two consecutive weeks
in the British Columbia Gazette, namely,
on the 3rd, 10th and 17th of December
last, and yet in your affidavit, you state
that the notices appeared in the Gazette
continuously for 60 days.

“This, to say the least, is misleading,
and you are not legally entitled to the
certificate.

] therefore return you all the papers
and your $5, and so far as thie office is
concerned you may consider the certifi-
cate of improvements cancelled.”’

Mr. Ellacott was called upon and asked
if he had any explanation to make of
the peculiar affidavit which the acting
gold commissiongr very i ig-
matised as ‘‘misleadin ,. to say the
least,” and it must have strained the
worthy official’s sense of justice to apply
go mild a term.
