First Sundz;;—i—n the New

Department a Record Num
ber of Calls

The first Sunday in the New Year
was a.memorable oné for the firemen,
as they had no less than six alarms to
look after, the greatest number in the
history of the Department.

From 6 a.m. until retiring hour the
men at the three stations were on the
qui vive.

Excepting the .early morning blaze
which was at the Congregational
Church, 'no damage was sustained.

The terrific wind and the knowledge
that the snow-drifts made it almost
impossible for the horses to get
through the City, made the day .and
night an anxious.time for citizens of
all classes. -

Early Sunday Fire.

At 6.10 a.m. the fire-bell woke those
living in the vicinity of the Central
Station, ,and almost as soon as the
bell ceased ringing the apparatus
could be heard going along.

It"was then a wild morning, not yet
daylight, and for once the . weather
conditions were such that the alarm
did not appeal to spectators. i

The fire was at the Congregational
Chureh, and, thanks to the efforts of
the firemen, the pretty building and
surrounding meighborhood were saved.

When the firemen reached the scene
the flames had made considerable
headway, and had they been a few
minutes late the whole church might
have been destroyed.

The fire was caused by the heat
from the furnace igniting the wood-
work.

It was no easy matter locating the
fire and for half an hour the firemen
worked assiduously.

Considerable damage was done -the
more by water than by fire.

The men had no sooner returned to
their stations than they were called
to the Congregational Church again.
The fire had not been completely ex-
tinguished and it was deemed advis-
able to summon the firemen.

This time they made sure that no
fire was left.

Slight Evening Blaze.

At 455 p.m. an alarm from box 37
called the Western and Central men to
the residence of Capt. Goobie,c 170
leasant St. where a slight fire was
in progress. It was extinguished by
some of the neighbors without the aid
of the firemen.

While then Central was on its way
to Pleasant St. an alarm was received
from box 225 at the Belvedere Orphan-
age gate, and the Eastern men respon-
ded. :

The roads were so blocked with
snow that the greatest difficulty was
experienced in getting along.

| f R. W: BEACH THOMAS, in a
M despaich from the north of
France, writes as follows of

the struggle round Ypres:

The story of a few minutes in the
experience of a single battery will
suggest how splendid and how ter-
rible the fighting has been.

What happened was this. A battery
of German guns found the exact range
of one of our trenches, and the men
were ordered to retire at the double
in order to save-life.

The retirement of our troops was
followed up so closely by the Gérman }
infantry that when the last of our men
were clear of the muzzles of the guns

London, Dec. 28.—An official
\communication issued in Vienna giyes
the result of inquiries made by a
'high military official into the defeat
of the Austrians by the Servians, as
follovxs

Our First Newspaper

HE first newspaper printed in
T North America was Publick
Occurrences which issued its
first and only number 224 years ago
in Boston. The publisher, Benjamin
Harris, proposed to get it out month-
ly, bit the authorities tame down on
the project “like a ton of brick,” and
Harris had to abandon the sceheme.

Publick Occurrences was printed
on three pages of a folded sheet, the
pages being seven by eleven inches in
size. It was “Printed by R. Pierce for
Benjamin Harris at the London Cof-
fee House” in Boston. The authori-
ties alleged that it contained “reflec-
tions of a very high nature,” and with-
in twenty-four hours of the appear-
ance of the first number the editor and
publisher was solemnly warned that
a repetition of the offense would merit
severe punishment.

OF COUNCILS

Union Disaster Fund Rules, 1915,

~Any Council wishing to avail of the

benefits of the Disaster Fund on be-
half of members of such Council
must qualify for such benefits by
forwarding annually a collection or
subscription from such Council. The
collection should, if possible, be
taken up on Parade Day, the said
collection or subscription to be paid
into the Fund by the first of April
in each year.

. Members of the F.P.U. belonging to |
a Council qualified under Riule One,}
who contribute Ten Cents annually !
to the Fund, and are qualified un-;
der Rule Three will be -entitled to
the benefits of the Fund. The per- |
sonal contributions of mémbers |
must be forwarded to Head Office by |
. the first of April in each year, and |
only such as contribute and whose |
names appear on the list of contri- |
butors sent in by the Officers of the |
gualified Council will be entitled to !

the benefits of the Fund.

of the cases brought before his no-
tice by the Councils concerned, and
no ‘miember’s case will be considered
by the President = unless such a
member is qualified for benefits ac-
cording to the foregoing Rules and !
the matter is brought béfore the |
President by the Council to which
the said member belongs.

- The payments due by April 1st,
1915, will be for the year 1915. No |

claim for 1914 will be considered‘

\unless for very urgent reasons.
Every member should be given - an
opportunity to contrlbute but after
April 1st no names can be added to |
the list. The Fund must be ‘main- !
tained at its present amount. $5200
and added to, if possible. The as-
sistance given will depend upon the
amount-of the annual receipts of the |

Fund. It is a permanent fund and |
must be maintained from year to
year. Conseguently, the amount |
now on hand must not be materially |
i'educed
the Fund annually, the more

;ststance will be forthcommg. ;
