7 LONDON, Oct. 30.—The Times
commenting to-day on its Petro-
grad despatches reporting the
Turkish bombardment of peaceful
sea coast towns, says:

“The situation in the Near East
has developed logically. For
some weeks past the influences
controlling the Ottoman Govern-
ment have peen workins to pro-
vocate the allies into declaring
war on Turkey. These efforts
have been in vain, as the allied
powers were determined not to
be the aggressors. They met acts
of provacation, like the incorpor-
ation of the German cruisers Bre-
slay and Goeben in the Turkish
navy and the abolition of the
capitulations, merely by protest.
Then a sort of ultimatum was ad-
dressed to England regarding the
watch kept upon the mouth of the
Dardanelles. This also failed, but
finally the Turks began a military
demonstratoin against the Egypt-
jan frontier, but they found all
preparations made for an attack.

“Now comes the bombardment
of the Russian towns. It is believ-
ed that the sultan and some of his
advisers favor a policy of neutral-
ity, but that they have been over-
borne by the committee of union
and progress which is bent on
war. ; s

“The great numbers of Turkish
froops are supopsed to be massed
along the Kussian frontier, where

the proliem of feeding them mast
be arduous. To the south the Ot-
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too is ready, as Turkey will soon
discover.

“By her foolish yielding to the
instigations of Germany. Turkey
has pronounced her own doom,
The Ottoman Empire in Europe
will soon be merely a memory.
Since the Turks are resolved on
gelf destruction, we do not regret
her appearance in the ranks of the
combatants.

“The present mighty struggle
will mean for Europe not only
the end of Prussian militarism, but
also the end of the Turks in Eu-
rope. These have been the chief
menaces to the peace of the old
world for more than 50 years.
Syria, Arabia and Mesopotamia
will also be freed from the
blighting influence of the Turk,
who will be relegated to the ob-
scure valleys of Asia Minor.”

ODESSA BOMBARDED

A despatch to the Daily Mail
from Petrograd declares that
Odessa was also visited by Turk-
ish warships. It says:

“Two Turkish destroyers fired
shells at Odessa harbor, sinking
a merchant ship. The Turks also
bombarded Novorossysk, a sea-
port of Caucasia.

“Two Turkish officers landed at
Theodosia, on the southeast coast
of Crimea, to demand the sur-
render of the port. The governor
promptly imprisoned them.

Carnage Has

In Flanders

PARIS, Oct. 30—2.25 p.m—The
French official announcement giv-
en out in Paris this afternoon says
that-the forces of the enemy,
which had passed the River Yser
have been compelled tc withdraw
by reason of inundations of the
low country brought about by the
Belgian army.

The text of the communication
is as follows:

“On the extreme left inunda-

tions brought about by the Bel-
gian army in the lower valley of

the River Yser have compelled the -

forces of the enemy, which had

passed this river, to withdraw._

They were subjected to a violent
cannonade by the Belgian and
French artillery during their
movement of retreat.

“The Germans endeavored yes-
terday to deliver very violent
counter attacks on the French and
British army corps which are pro-
gressing to the northeast and to
the east of Ypres. At the end of
the day our troops had notwith-
standing, continued their forward
movement in the direction which
had been assigned them and had
also taken pcssession of various
points of support.

“The British troops, assailed at
several points to the north of La
Bassee by superior forces, resum-
ed the offensive with energy and
reconquered to a considerable ex-
tent the terrain yielded to the en-
emy. At several other points on
.their line of combat the British
troops repulsed the attacks of the
Germans, inflicting on them im-
portant losses.

“On the remainder of the front
there has been no general action,
only partial offensive movements
on our part as well as on the part
of the enemy. We have made pro-
gress almost everywhere.

PARIS, Oct. 30, 7.20 a.m.—
The deadlock in . the extended °
battle line in France and Belgium
continues to-day, according to all
the information that has been
made available regarding the

great battle raging between the
Germans and the allies,

The latest French official com-
munication, briefer than ever, de-
clares simply that there is no im-
portant news to report. While
the fighting appears to be some-
what more general, it is not so
fierce or continued as was the
case for the better part of two
weeks after the battle line in"the
northeast - extended into Belgium
along the Yser and to the coast.
Evidently both sides are recup-
erating, as much as possible, from
the strain of these tremendous ef-
forts and are strengthening their
lines with the fresh troops
brought up by reinforcing forces.

No one here doubts that the
Germans  will shortly renew
their efforts to take the channel
ports, but there is every confi-
dence that the allies, as hereto-
fore. will check them in their ob-
iective.

Winter has made its presencé
felt all along the battle line. The:
last few nights have been very
cold and in the Vosges a heavy
snow has fallen, stopping the
German operations there. On the
rest of the line, the cold has not
interfered  iwth the fighting
which, however, as . previously
noted, is of a desultory charactef,
because of the exhaustion of the
troops

General Berthaut,' a French
military critic, in summing up the
situation to-day in a published ar-
ticle, declares that the outlook
for the Germans is bad all along
the line.

General Count Helmuth von Moltke,
now 66 years old, namesake ahd
favorite nephew of the great Field

Marshal who led the Germans to vic-
tory in the Franco-Prussian war, has
been chief of the German general
-staff since 1904 arnd a8 such is in su-
preme command of the united forces
of Germany—undet the Kaiser.

The rsservation cencerning the
Kaiser is important, because von
Moltke, modest and silent as the
famous. uncle whom Germans nick-
named the Grea: Taciturn, has never
believed that he is the man for the
place he occupies. In fact, he refused
the job twice, and accepied it when
the Kaiser offerad it to him for the
third time, only because his iraperial
master declared with brutal frank-
ness: “In time of peace any uan cai
do the worl: n tinie of war I shall
be my o el of staft.”

As 2 ar-o0ld lieutenant - Von
Moltke scrved throvgh i Franco-
Prussian war. For cois
lantry in the fizhting beofcre I
was decoratec i the order of the
Iron Cross. e was among . the vie-
tors whe raarched under the Arch of
the Star. His uncle, the Field Mar-
shal, was Pery proud of him and wrote
home to Helmuth’s father, Adclf von
Moltke: “Yesterday Helmuth march
ed in with ~his regim=ni—the tallest
man in it. The kinz asked me his;
name. He lookad splendid with his
Iron Cross.”

“I asked him about his trunks and
he explained that he had everything
he required in the little bag. I asked
if we should expect his man on a
later train =:1d he explained that he
had no valet, that he eould always
look after himself!”

VIEWS OF U. S. PROFESSOR

President Emeritus Eliot of Har-
ward University, sees a duty for Am-
ericans in regard to the European war
even more imperative than that of
neutrality, which has been so general-
1y observed since the President’s pro-
clamation. In an interview last week
at Boston, President Eliot said that
we must not confuse our minds as to
the actual policy of Germany and Aus-
tria, whose cause is ‘imperialism, mil-
jtarism, a .government by force.”
Once we realize this grim fact, neu-
trality in our hearts would be out of
the question. His sympathies are all
with “the two freest nations in Eu-
rope, England and France, nations
to which we areé indebted for our
own ireedom, democracy, faith in lib-
erty, and law.”

Commenting upon this, another
Harvard instructor, Prof. Leo Wie-
ner, leading authority on Slavic lite-
rature and history, backed Prof. Eli-
ot’s words with emphasis. He thought
the United States must declare its
real .sentiments toward the Allies
within the next two menths. “The
United States cannot restrain its sym-
pathies in the present crisis and keep
its self-respect,” said Prof. Weiner.

Hugo Munsterberg of Harvard since
hostilities -began, that many pecple
may have been deceived into thinking
that our foremost seat of learning
was dominated by Teutonic' influ-
- ences, like many of our newspapers.
Munsterberg, by the way, is a man
of great gifts and attainments.  His
works on popular science prove that
a man may be a splendid teacher of
psychology and an_absolutely false
ﬂude where the Kaiger is concerned.

Fisher, admiral of the fleet, to

succeed Prince Louis of Batten-

berg as first sea lord of the Ad-
miralty, was announced officially
by the press bureau to-day.

Prince Louis of Battenburg re-
signed the post of first sea lord of
the British Admiralty yesterday.

There have been no open char-
ges against the prince, but much
idle gossip because of his Aus-
trian origin, and certain London
newspapers recently conducted a
campaign against his holding such
a high command. The prince was
born in Austria, the eldest son of
Prince Alexander of Hesse. He
married a daughter of Louis IV.,
Grand Duke of Hesse. He is a
naturalized British subject, and
entered the royal mavy in 1868.
He is related by marriage to Em-
peror William of Germany.

He has been considered one of
the most noted strategists of the
British Admiralty, but in spite of
this there was strong opposition
to an officer of Austrian birth be-
ing retained as the professional
head of the navy.

Immediately after his resigna-
tion, Prince Louis was appointed
by King George a member of the
Privy Council.

Lord Fisher of Kilverstone, has
been admiral of the British fleet
since 1905. He was born in 1841,
and entered the Brtiish naval ser-
vice when thirteen years of age,
working his way up through all
the grades.

Ruthless Barbarity in Belgium
(Dr. Charles Sarolea in the London
Chronicle)

The Belgium campaign has assum-
ed a character of ruthless ¢barbarity
u.ne.qualled in modern warfare. After
sifting all the exaggerations, there re-
mains countless authenticated deeds
of inhuman and callous cruelty, and
there are only too many obvious rea-
sons explaining those deeds. In the
first place, the Germans were taken
unawares by the heroic resistance of
the little Belgian army; thew vented
on the.defenceless immhabitants their
disappointment -at the failure of their
plgns,.and they tried to succéed by
terrorization where they had failed
by the force of arms. In the second
place the German soldiery being quar-
tered in the chateaux of the nobility
and in the mansions of the well to do
burghers, and being allowed to sack
their well stocked cellars, gave them-
selves over to orgies of drunkenness.
In the third place the Belgian cam-
paign almost from the beginning as-
sumed the character of guerilla war-
fare, which is the most cruel and re-
lentless form of war. Almost from
the beginning the Germans, scattered
the small bands and removed from
the presence of theri superior officers
raided a territory denuded of troops,
and impunibly sacked and bunt the

countryside.
