
General Maude Reports Further Success
TURKS DRIVEN FROIMPOSITIONS- 

RAILWAY EQUIPMENT TAKEN

Mesopotamia Over Turksin
1 BATTLE OF MS 

ENFERS ON SEC10 STAGE OF THE NEW ADVANCE;
By Courier Leased Wire.

Bulletin, London, April 24.—The Turks in Mesopotamia have been driven from 
their position between Samara and Izatabilat, the war office announces. The British 
pursuing them occupied Samara station yesterday, capturing sixteen locomotives and 
224 railway trucks.

The announcement follows :
“General Maude (British commander in Mesopotamia,) telegraphing on Mon­

day evening, reports that the battle which was in progress on the right bank of the 
Tigris between Samara and Iztabilat continued well into the night of Sunday. The 
fighting was severe and hand-to-hand numerous counter-attacks being made b.V the 
enemy, but he was driven from a stubborn ly defended position, elaborately prepared 
with iron roofed dugouts.

“We followed in pursuit and occupied Samara station early Monday. The 
enemy had hastily destroyed what he could but our captures included 10 locomotives, 
224 railway trucks and two barges containing munitions.

“On Saturday and Sunday the enemy’s casualties were heavy, but the full count 
of the wounded and unwounded prisoners who fell into our hands has. not been com­
pleted.”

I can only give the slightest aecoun1 
of it, because, so far, all is vague, 
and the fighting is in progress at all 
points attained by our troops, and 
there is an ebb and flow of men— 
beaten back for a while by the in­
tensity of the fire, but attacking 
again and getting forward.

Having discussed the methods of 
preparing the garden soil to receive 
the seed we now turn to the sowing 
of (the seed ltoelf. There Is no need 
to hurry the sowing of the seed. Bet­
ter results will be obtained If the 
amateur gardener will wait until the 
soil Is warm and easily worked. The 
vegetables discussed are arranged 
as nearly as possible according to 
the time they should be planted.

LETTUCE. Lettuce is grown for 
its leaves, and is our best known 
salad plant. It is a short-season 
plant, and is often grown to follow 
or precede another crop. It Is quite 
hardy and may be planted quite 
early in the spring, grown to matur­
ity, and followed with a tender crop 
such as tomatoes, or it may be plant­
ed between any plants of the cabbage 
family.- It is a good plan in a 
small garden to plant only a few feet 
at one time and follow this with suc­
cessive plantings made every ten 
days or two weeks until July 1st. 
The lettuce seed may be sown in 
rows comparatively thinly at a depth 
of a quarter of an inch. The plants 
should be thinned to stand two inches 
apart.

If one desires large single heads 
of lettuçe the plants should be thin­
ned to stand from seven to nine 
inches apart. The thinnings may be 
transplanted to another part of the 
garden.

RADISH. The radish plant is 
grown for its roots, which are eaten 
raw just as soon as they are large 
enough to use. It is quite hardy, 
and may be planted very early in the 
spring. Radishes are frequently 
sown with other crops which are not 
such rapid growers, sucN as pars­
nips. They should, however, be 
pulled out before the parsnips or 
other crops need the ground. Suc­
cessive planting is also advised for 
this crop. Radish seed may be 
planted in rows, four inches apart or 
broadcasted, the depth preferred be­
ing from a quarter to half an inch 
only. Radish a- a general rule re­
quire no thinning, and the soil be­
tween the rows should be kept loose 
with the hoe. A crop of winter 
radish may be obtained if the seed is 
sown about the first of August. These 
should be thinned out to three inches 
apart.

Spinach is a short 
season crop which is grown to pro­
vide table greens. The plant matures 
in about six weeks from planting, 
and seed should be sown very early 
in the spring, as the plants run to 
seed during the hot summer months. 
The seeds may be planted in rows or 
broadcasted, and should be sown at 
a depth of one half inch. Successive 
planting may be made if so desired. 
When the leaves are large enough to 
use they may be pulled off or the 
whole plant may be cut from the 
root.

seasoning, pickling, and for eating 
raw. A large percentage of onions 
stored for winter use are grown from 
seed planted in the soil very early in 
the spring. The soil should be rich, 
moist and well drained, but fresh 
manure is not the best to apply. The 
seeds should be planted at a depth 
of about one-half iqch, and the rows 
should be from twelve to fourteen 
inches apart, 
planted very thinly so that there 
will be no need for extra thinning of 
the onions. Cultivation should cease 
when the onion tops are such a size 
as to prevent easy work. In the fall 
when the tops are about two-thirds 
died down the onions should be pull­
ed and laid in windrows so arranged 
that the bulbs are covered with the 
tops of the onions, 
any sunburn which causes consider­
able trouble In storage. After they 
have been kept in this position for 
five or six days they may be gathered 
up and placed in a slat box or 
basket and tied up some way so that 
the rain will not get at them and the 
wind will have plenty of chance to 
circulate around the bulbs, 
tops may be removed from the onions 
at this time if so desired, or they 
may be left rn. Dutch sets may be 
planted as close together as they 
will stand in a straight row very 
early in the season. They should be 
barely covered with soil, which 
should be well firmed by tramping 
on it, and the green onions should 
be pulled as soon as they are ready 
for use.

PEAS. Peas may be planted very 
early in the season, and for the early 
crop the seed should be sown in a 
furrow of two inches deep and the 
seeds placed an Inch apart. Some ar­
rangements should be made so that 
the pea vines will have some sup­
port. Limbs of trees or chicken 
wire may be used for this purpose, as 
the vines will cling to this for sup­
port and will be kept up from the 
ground. This support should be set 
preferably at the time of planting. 
This soil should be drawn up around 
the vine.

BEANS. Generally speaking, it is 
not a good practice to add fresh man­
ure to the soil where one expects to 
grow beans, 
deep loam, 
planted fairly early in the spring. 
The rows being at least eighteen in­
ches apart, 
deep may be made with the corner of 
a hoe and the seeds placed from two 
to three inches apart in the bottom 
of this furrow. Another way which 
is sometimes ^followed in planting 
beans is to make holes two inches 
deep twelve inches apart and in each 
hole three or four seeds be placed. 
It is always advised not to touch the 
plant when they are wet.

The solution of the nickel problem 
and the adjustment of mining taxa­
tion was a matter of outstanding 
importance. The report of the Royal 
Nickel Commission has been found 
to be thorough, and as a treatise on 
metallurgical production in Ontario, 
as valuable, as Hon. Mr. Ferguson 
said it would be. It has also shown 
that refining can be commercially 
done in Ontario, and now two large 
plants are in the course of erection.

The question of taxation was dealt 
with effectively, 
found that the present basis of tax­
ation was right, and it was only a 
matter of rate. Declining to heed 
the clamor of the demagogues, the 
Government considered the question 
not only from the standpoint of re­
venue, but from the effect on mining 
development. With these considera­
tions in mind the rate has been in­
creased from 3 to 5 per cent, on net 
profits up to $5,000,000; 6 per cent, 
over $5,000,000 and under $10,000,- 
000. and 1 per cent, additional for 
each $5,000,000 profit thereafter. 
Gold and silver are exempted from 
this increase, and the act is made re­
troactive to 1915, to include the per­
iod when the profits of the nickel 
companies began to soar on account 
of war production.

Legislation of interest to rural 
communities included an amend­
ment to the Tile Drainage Act per­
mitting municipalities to invest up 
to $100,000 in the drainage deben­
tures, and increasing the amount of 
these debentures the government 
may purchase up to $1,000,000. Fol­
lowing the same principle an act has 

permitting municipali­
ties to make loans toi farmers for im­
provements, which will have a bene­
ficial effect to a great many. The 
highway improvement program has 
been enlarged to provide for a sys­
tem of provincial highways from Es­
sex county on the west to the Que­
bec boundary on the east. For pro­
vincial roads the government will 
pay 60 per cent, of the cost and this 
affects any portions of county road 
systems that may be included in the 

scheme. Actual construction on 
this scheme will be deferred until af­

Following the Workmen’s 
pensation Act, the Government has 
enacted a measure to provide a sup­
erannuation scheme for school teach­
ers.

the market stalls. Mr. A. G. Brown 
of the Trades and Labor Council ad­
dressed the council protesting against 
the measure, which was regarded by 
his organization as doing away with 
the original purpose for which the 
market was created, and tending to 
raise the prices to the consumers.

Aid. Jones approved the auction 
system as hitting at abuses now in 
force, and eliminating the monopoly 
system upon the market.

Aid. Bragg reiterated the senti­
ments of Aid. Jones re. monopolies, 
declaring that the auction system 
rwould benefit the workingmen of 
the city.

Aid. Secord voiced his opinion up­
on the matter for the first time, dis­
pelling the belief that the consumer 
would suffer through the auction of 
the stalls.

Aid. Mellen did not believe that 
prices would be raised by the sys­
tem.

PHENOMENAL BAGGAGE 
SYSTEM.

No department of the C.P.R. has 
more care or thought devoted to it 
than the handling of baggage, for 
the traveller owes so much of his 
good temper and comfort 
knowledge that his trunks are hand­
led carefully and delivered on time. 
The amount of baggage handled on 
so large a system is phenomenal—no 
less than 7.899.652 individual pieces 
being forwarded during the year 
1916. There must have been quite a 
number of families on the move, for 
the list includes 28,039 baby car­
riages. Milk cans form an important 
element in the work of the baggage 
department, as in order to ensure 
the rapid delivery of milk from the 
farm to the city dweller passenger 
trains are used. The total number 
of milk cans forwarded during the 
year 1916 was 1.162,472.

The most convincing proof of the 
care with which baggage js handled 
on the C. P. R. is given In the figures 
of claims paid on loss, damage, pil­
ferage. Out of nearly eight million 
pieces of baggage handled, the 
amount paid on loss was only $].- 
791.79 ; on damage only $1.669.08; 
and on pilferage only $571.07. the 
cost to the company in these respects 
being only five cents per hundred 
parcels.

This is a record of which Mr. J. 
O. Apps, the popular general bag­
gage agent of the Canadian Pacific 
Railway, may well be proud, and is 
sufficient to show that the so-called

is found many of the constituents 
which go to make up plant food. 
These foods must be so treated that 
they will be in such a condition that 
they may be readily taken up by the 
slender rootlets of the plant so that 
the liant will thrive and mature.

If possible add some manure to 
your soil and work it up well before 
planting time. This manure may be 
obtained possibl. 
sources close to your home; livery 
stables or firms dealing entirely with 
manure would be willing to supply 
it at a reasonable rate. On heavy 
soils it is particularly recommended 
that heavy applications be made in 
order that the soil will be of a much 
finer condition so that it will retain 
a large quantity of plant food. Many 
of the garden soils w 11 be benefited 
by the application ol lime, 
may be secured from various sources 
such as the contractor and builder, 
lime and cement dealers, and may be 
in the form of fresh lime or even 
slaked lime. This lime should be 
scattered over the surface of the soil 
after the digging has taken place, 
and a sufficient amount should be 
applied to make the surface of the 
ground fairly white. This should be 
gently raked into the soil just pre­
vious to the planting of the seed.

35c It is necessary in all 
gardens that the soil be turned over 
at one time or another during the 
early spring in order that it may be­
come dry and fined. We find that 
many of the troubles of the back­
yard gardens are caused by digging 
the soil too early in the spring. One 
of the easiest ways to tell when the 
soil is ready for digging is to gather 
a handful and press the fingers o-ver 
it. If the soil in the hand sets in a 
somewhat compact mass the time is 
not far enough advanced for com­
mencing digging. If, however, the 
soil falls apart into several small 
parts we may rest assured that it is 
perfectly safe to dig.

TOOLS. It is unnecessary for the 
backyard gardener to purchase many 
tools for this first garden. Those who 
have been growing vegetables in 
their backyard for a number of years 
gradually add to their supply until 
after three or four years they have 
accumulated many special tools 
which are suited for particular oper­
ations in the garden. Complaints 
are sometimes heard that the expense 
necessary to commence a backyard 
garden is very great. Many very 
good backyard gardens have been 
made and excellent harvests obtain­
ed with very few and comparatively 
inexpensive tools. A digging fork or 
spade, a rake, and a hoe are about 
all the tools essential at the outset, 
and these are inexpensive.

PLANTING OF SEEDS. When L 
has been determined that the soil is 
suitable for digging and the weather 
is nice and warm, it is necessary that 
the seeds be planted in the garden. 
As fine a surface as possible should 
be secured, so that the little seeds 
will quickly germinate and grow. To 
sow the seeds quickly, evenly, and 
thinly requires considerable practice 
and care. The row may be made 
straight by stretching fairly tight a 
piece of string from one portion of 
the garden to another and using this 
as a guide for making the trenches or 
drills for placing the seeds in. After 
the seeds have been dropped in they 
should at once be covered with soil 
by gently drawing some of the loose 
surface soil in over the seeds with a 
piece of stick or with the hands. This 
soil should, however, not be heaped 
up over the row but should be placed 
evenly with the rest of the garden 
soil and packed down.
