The angel of death passing over the
village of Lyndhurst on Wednesday,
April 25th, called home the spirit of
Mr Peter Kendrick, aged 77.

By the death of Peter Kendrick, the
village of Lyndburst loses one of its
oldest and most highly respected citi-
zens, and his loss will be sincerely
mourned, not only by all residents of
that pretty little village, but also by
a wide circle of warm friends extending
through the Couuty of Leeds and
Eastert.

A Fierce Demoniac Healed—Mark 5 : 1-20,

. Commentary.—I. The fierce demoniac
i'(ve. 1-5). 1. They—Jesus and the disci-
l:l.e: The other side—They crossed the

of Galilee from Capernaum to the
‘eastern shore. Gadarenes—This name
vin Matthew is Gergesenes, and in the
Revised Version is Gerasenes. “Thomp-
son found a village called Gersa, about
the middle of the eastern shore, with
imncient tombs in the adjacent mountain,
iamd pear the village found a steep place
‘exzzuly suiting the story of the swine.”
~DBroadus.

2. The tombs—These tombs were either
natural caves or recesses hewn out of
‘the rock, with cells upon their sides for
the reception of the dead. Such tombs
can still be traced in more than one of
‘the ravines on the easetrn side of the
lake.—Cam. Bib. A man—DMatthew men-
tions two men. Mark and Luke speak
only of one, probaby the fiercer-of the
two, without denying that two were
'healed. Unclean spirit—*“Called unclean
because the spirit defiled both body and
goul, the outward filth being a type of
the inward defilement. The original
says, in an unclean spirit, in the power
of ,under the influence and dominion of,
& demon.”

3. Could bind him—Attempts had been
made to bind him because he was ex-
ceedingly fierce -(Matt. viii. 28). Luke
tells us that he was naked. 4. Fetters
and chains—Fetters were for the feet;
chains for any other part of the body.—
BSchaff. Tame him—It was impossible
to bring his wild, savage nature under
restraint. These feats of strength are
often exhibited by mad men.

5. Night and day—He was deprived of
sleep. Mountains..... tombs—Here the
demoniac had his home; for “all maniacs
were outcasts as soon as they became
wiolent, for that age had mno provision
for taking care of them. Institutions of
pity for the unfortunate are among the
gifts of Christ; antiquity knew nothing
of them, or of the spirit that would

oduce them.” Crying—Probably with

ideous yells. Cutting himself—Here is
an impressive picture of what all men
would become under the absolute domin-
fon of Satan.

II. Tho demoniac goes to Christ and is
delivered (vs. 6-13). 6 Ran and worship-
ped—As a man he is attracted toward
Christ but when under the influence of
the demons he desires to withdraw from
Christ. 7. And cried, ete.—It is impos
gible to account for his strange con-
sciousness of a wonderful power in
Jesus, for the utterance of language
which comes, as it were, from a being
within the man, or for the language on
the part of our Lord clearly recognizing
the fact of possession, or for the de-
parture of the devils out of the man in-
ito the swine by the express permission of
Jesus, on any other hypothesis than the
existence of beings superinduced upon
men. Whedon. To do with thee—Liter-
ally, What is there between thee and
me? What have we in common? Why
interferest thou with us?—Cam.  Bib.
The devils at once recognize their great
enemy with divine power. Tortment Me
not— Hercin the true devilish  spirit
spoaks out, which counts it a torment
not to be seamced to torment others,
and an injury Sune to itself when it is
no more permitted to be injurious to
others. 9. What is thy name— Christ
asked the man (not the demon) his
name in order to get his attention and
bring him to a consciousness of his own
personality. Legion—The demon answer-
ed, speaking through the man. The Ro-
man legion consisted of about six thou-
sand men. The word has come to mean
any large number—a host.

10. Besought—The domon knew who
was in authority over him. Out of the
country—This is explained in Luke viii.
31. They did not wish to be sent “into
the deep;” that is, into the abyss  of
hell, into the bottomless pit (Rev. xxo.
3.) Send us to anywhere, anywhere but
to perdition. Send us to the most shat-
tered man; send us to the lowest crea-
ture, into man or beast, bird or reptile;
anvwhere, but into hell!”—Parker, 11.
Great herd-—Though the Jews did  not
eat pork the Roman soldiers did and the
swine may have been kept to supply
their wants, 12. Into the swine—How
could demons enter swine? We do not
know. But we sce many things quite as
difficult to understand. The conn:ction
of mind and body in us is an equully
great mystery. 13, Gave them leave—
“The devil cinnot so much as trouble
swine without leave from God.”—Pool.
Were choked—Cavilers have charged our
Jord with wrong doing in “sending” the
demons into the swine and thus causing
such a great loss to the owners, but it
should be noted that what Jesus  did
was to drive them ont of the man and
then permit them to go where they wish-
ed. He did not *“send” them into  the
swina. “The owners, if Jews, drove an
illeeal trade; if heathen, they insulted
the pational religion; in either case the
poowission was just.”—J., F. and B.

11i. Lhe effect of the cure (vs. 14-i7).
14. Fled—Their occupation was gone. n
the city—Gergesa, near the sea. \Went
out—The quickness with which intelli-
gence flies in the east, and the readi-
ness with which people will turn out
from a village to tramp away miles to
satisfy their curiosity or bid a friend
welcome or adieu, are things scarcely
known here.—Hall. Matthew says, “Be-
hold, the whole city came out to meet
Jesus.”

15. See him...sitting~There is a mar-
velous contrast between the man’s for-
mer and his present condition. Instead
of wandering among lfombs, in naked-
ness, and filling the people with terror
by his wild, maniacal ravings, he is now
sitting at the feet of Jesus, clothed and
in his right mind. Those who come to
Christ and take Him as their Saviour
always come into their rizht mind. Were
afraid—They knew they were in  the
presence of one who had great power
and perhaps they feared Jessu might
send upon them the punishment they
kneav they deserved on account of their
sins. “When Clrist comes into a place
there is ecither deadly fear or great re-
joicine.” 16. They that saw it—Those
who fed the <wine and others who may
have been tlere when Jesus landed.
Then, too. tli disviples may have told
the story. 17. T depart—They no doubt
fearad greater lossew  They preferred
ewine to Christ. “They condidered the
 malvation of the man as a poor compen-
gation for the loss of their pigs. A man
who drives away devils must be himself

e

diven away. So dd men hug the discase
and hate the physi¢ian, Skeptics at the
present day ee with the Gadarenes
and repudiate Jesus, because the demons
destroyed the swine.”—Wihedon.

IV. The saved man at work for Christ
(vs. 18-20). 18. Be with Him—How dif-
ferent is this grateful man from what he
,was before he met the Saviour. He

loved Jesus now and desired to join him-
self to Christ as one of His constant fol-
lowers.

19. Go home. ..tell—We owe our first
duty to our home and friends. “To be a
witness for Christ in the country where
he was so well known was far better for
both the man and the people than to
follow Jesus among strangers. Jesus
thus showed His love for the people who
had rejected Him by leaving a witness
among them who might lead some of
them to repentance.”  20. Decapolis—
From deka, ten, and polis, city, meaning
ten cities. “When the Roman conquered
Syria, B. C. 65, they rebuilt, partially
colonized, and endowed ‘with peculiar
privileges ‘ten cities,’ the country which
was called Decapolis. With one excep-
tion ,they all lay east of the Jordan,
and east and southeast of the Sea of
Galilee. The name was also employed to
denote a large district extending both
sides of the Jordan.”

PRACTICAL APPLICATIONS.

“Dwelling among the tombs” (v. 3). It
is an unnatural thing for a human be-
ing to live among the tombs. A tomb
indicates death, It is constructed for
the dead and normal human life shuns
it only as duty or affection calls in that
direction. “Why seek ye the living am-
ong the dead” (Luke 24, 5), The wretch-
ed demoniac was more contented among
the dead than among the living. There
was a sympathy, an affinity, between
death and the demon-possessed man.
They who are away from God are in a
condition of death, “dead in trespasses
and sins” (Eph. 2: 1). They are dead in
the sense of being without the life of
God in the soul. Those who dwell among
the tombs, spiritually, are dead to holy
impulses, are dead to holy joy, are dead
to divine love, are dead to a genuine
hope of heaven, are dead to communion
“with the I'ather, and with his Son Je-
sus Christ” (I John, 1, 3).

“Neither could any man tame him”
(v. 4.) While this miracle does not fur-
nish exact parallels of Christian experi-
ence, yet there are facts stated that run
closely along the thought of personal sal-
vation. Unregenerate human nature is
appropriately spoken of as untamed. The
carnal nature “is not subject to the iaw
of God, neither indeed can be” (Rom. 8,
7.) As the demoniac could not tame
himself and no one else could tame him,
s0 no man is able to subdue his own wild
rebellious nature and make it Christ-
like, but the Holy Spirit is able to sub-
due and transform the wildest disposi-
tion.

“Come out of the man” (v. 8). Jesus
proceeded in this case on the supposition
that there was something wrong with-
in. The unclean spirit could control
the man whom he inhabited, but he is
now addressed by one who speaks with
authority. It is Jesus who spoke to
the wind and the lashing waves, “Be
still,” and there was a great calm; who
spoke to the dead son of the widow of
Nain, “Arise,” and he sat up; and who
now says to the demon, “Come out eof
the man.” It was not in the nature
of an invitation, or of advice, or of ex-
hortation. but of command, Satin wonid
have enjoved being coaxed and entreat-
ed, but he cannot bear the direct com-
mand of the Son of God, who came to
destroy his forks.

“Thou Son of the most high God (v.
7). Satan recognizes the presence of his
conqueror. He cannot endure His near
approach. Many people will not acknowl-
edge the divinity of our Lord, but the
demon did in this case. Satan will con-
test the possession of a human heart:
e will not leave until he is compelled
to 4o so. 1le will argue and plead and
threaten as long as he is given any op-
portunity. and will even flatter and say
it is a good thing to belong to a chureh,
but he has a master. Jesus is the glor-
ous (’OIHIH(‘TIH‘.

“The uneclean spirits went out” (v. 13).
Man’s nature was not designed by his
Maker as the habitation of Satan. God
had a mnobler purpose in view. He
breathed into man His own nature, His
own life. \When He re-creates man He
bids the spirit of evil ta come out and
it is done. Man thus becomes the *‘habi-
tation of God throuzh the Spirit” (lph.
ii. 22). . Satan and the Holy Spirit can-
not dwell togethier. They are eternally
opposed to each other. When at God’s
command the unclean spirit goes out cf
a human heart the Holy Spirit enters
and the body becomes lis temple. See
I. 'Cor,: vi. 19}

“Clothed and in his richt mind” (.
15). There was a transformation with-
out and within. Alissionaries, who labor
among the tribes of Afriea, tell us that
when a native becomes converted he at
onee makes a l'i'.‘lﬂ'_fl‘HH‘KT\' to wear
clothes. It is not necessary for the mis-
sionary to urge him to do so, for he is
inclined that way immediately. The
terror of the Gadarene recion was ren-
dered quict and civil, and was a marvel
to those who saw him. Ife was ‘in his
right mind” Man unrezenerated is not
in his richt mind. The Seriptures speak
of him as foolish, as unwise, as erring,
while he who has been saved through
orace, is spezen of as having a sound
mind.” TPeople come to their senses who
find salvation.

“How great things the Lord hath done
for thee” (v. 19). Tt was natural that
the cured man should desire to go with
Jesus, and it was also a commendable
purpose, but Jesus had a better field of
labor for him. We understand that he
did not hesitate to obey the command of
the Master, but went about the work at
once. Testimony is a great part of
Christian work. There should be a glad-
ness to tell salvation’s story. D. 8. W.

GARRISON IN EGYPT STRENGTH-
ENED IN CASE OF NEED.

2

Secretary of State for Colonies Makes
an Announcement fIn the British
House of Commons—Safety of the
Suzerainty Itself Said to be Endan-
gered,

London, April 30.—The official admis-
sion that the British garrison in Egypt
is to be increased and the despatches
from that country to London make the
situation arising from Turkey's action
at Tabah look serious. Negotiations are
now passing direct between Constanti-
nople and London. Aecording to 2 Cairo
correspondent the relations between the
disputants are already very strained.
Both Sir Nicholas O’Connor, British
Ambassador at  Constantinople, and
Lord Cromer, British Agent in Egypt,
have formally demanded that resolute
steps be immediately takem. The
Porte has been notified that if the
negotiations ‘are further unnecessarily
delayed or protracted, other action
will. be taken. This action it is be-
lieved, will taks the form of a naval
demonstration and the ocupation . of
some Turkish island in the  Aegaen
Sea. The employment of a land force
in the neighborhood of Tabah is not
likely.

It is rumored in Cairo that Turkey
is concentrating a considerable force:
of troops southward of Damascus.
The Tribune which accepts the offi-
cial denial of its story that an army
corps had been ordered to prepare to
mobilize, says that people whose lan-
guage is entitled to the very greatest
weight say that not only are the
incalculable British interests in Egypt
endangered, but the safety of the
suzerainty itself, and, generally, Eng-
land’s great work of civilization  in
Egypt, stafids in some peril. The crux of
the situation seems to lie in the fact that
Turkey’s design is endangering the sym-
pathy of a considerable portion of the
native population.

It is believed that the movement of
troops to Egypt will raise the garrison
there from 2,000 to 5,000.

Question in the House.

London, April 30.—~In the House of
Commons to-day  George  Peabody
Gooch, Liberal, asked what increase
was contemplated in the strength of
the garrison in Egypt, and whether it
was to be permanent or only tem-
porary.

Sir Edward Gray, Seeretary of State
for the Colonies, replied that T.ord
Curzon conzidered that  the  existing
unrest there, due to frontior troubles,
necessitated reinforcements. 1t was
impossible to say for how long it
would be necessary for them to remain
in Egypt.

SO'NO NEED TO TRANSLATE PRAY-
ER BOOK FOR FOREIGNERS,

The receipts for the first four months
of the year were reported by the Treas-
urer, Mr. G. A. McWhinney, to
$18,276, double the amount in the same
period last year. 1 !

Mr. George B. Archer and Miss Norah,
Bowman were approved by the Board as
missionaries for the foreigm work, to be
sent out so soon as the funds warrant.
2ev. A. W. Allen’s appointment as
assistant sccretary was confirmed.
Bishop Stringer was. heard respeeting
the endowment of Selkirk diocese, but
a canvass of Canada was discouraged
since independent mission. appeals are
not allowed. An increased board grant
to the diocese was favored.

The Indian Committee reported the
joint efforts of Protestant bodies, hav-
ing care of two-thirds of the Indians in
the Northwest, to obtain from the Fed-
eral Government d larger support of
schools, as well as a revision of policy
whereby ineffective work will be discon-
tinued, and industrial institutions for
training in suitable pursuits in life sub-
stituted.

The addition of two members, Bishop
Hamilton and Canon Forneret, to the
committee of management was approved.

INTERCOLONIAL.

Montzeal, Toronto, Gttawa and Hamilton
Baggage Will Be Delivered at the
Passenger’s Address. on Payment of
Twenty-five Cents for Each Piece.

15. See him...sitting—~There is a mar-
velous contrast between the man’s for-
mer and his present condition. Instead
of wandering among tombs, in naked-
ness. and filling the people with terror
by his wild. maniacal ravings, he is now
sitting at the feet of Jesus, clothed and
in his right mind. Those who come to
Christ and take Him as their Saviour
always come into their rizht mind. Were
afraid—They knew they were in’ the
presence of one who had great power
and perhaps they feared Jessu might
send upon them the punishment they
knew they deserved on account of their
sins. “When Clrist comes into a place
there is cither deadly fear or great re-
joicing.” 16. They that saw it—Those
who fed the <wine and others who may
Rave been tliere when Jesus landed.
Then, too. tlic disciples may have told
the story. 17. T depart—They no doubt
feared greater lossew . They preferred
ewine to Christ. “They condidered the

diven away. So do men hug'the discase
and hate the physi¢ian. Skeptics at the
present day agree with the Gadarenes
and repudiate Jesus, because the demons
destroved the swine.”—Wihedon.

IV. The saved man at work for Christ
(vs. 18-20). 18. Be with Him—How dif-
ferent is this grateful man from what he
was before he met the Saviour. He
loved Jesus now and desired to join him-
self to Christ as one of His constant fol-
lowers.

19. Go home...tell—We owe our first
duty to our home and friends. “To be a

witness for Christ in the country where
he was so well known was far better for
both the man and the people than to
follow Jesus among strangers.  Jesus
thus showed His love for the people who
had rejected Him by leaving a witness.
among them who might lead some of
them to repentance.”  20. Decapolis—
¥rom deka, ten, and polis, city, meaning
ten cities. “When the Roman conquered
Syria, B. C. 65, they rebuilt, partially
colonized, and endowed with peculiar
privileges ‘ten cities,” the country which
was called Decapolis. With one excep-
tion ,they all lay east of the Jordan,
and east and southeast of the Sea of
Galilee. The name was also employed to
denote a large district extending both
sides of the Jordan.”

PRACTICAL APPLICATIONS.

“Dwelling among the tombs” (v. 3). It
is an unnatural thing for a human be-
ing to live among the tombs. A tomb
indicates death, It is constructed for
the dead and normal human life shuns
it only as duty or affection calls in that
direction. “Why seek ye the living am-
ong the dead” (Luke 24, 5), The wretch-
ed demoniac was more contented among
the dead than among the living. There
was a sympathy, an affinity, between
death and the demon-possessed man.
They who are away from God are in &
condition of death, “dead in trespasses
and sins” (Eph. 2: 1). They are dead in
the sense of being without the life of
God in the soul. Those who dwell among
the tombs, spiritually, are dead to holy
impulses, are dead to holy joy, are dead
to divine love, are dead to a genuine
hope of heaven, arc dead to communion
“with the Father, and with his Son Je-
sus Christ” (I John, 1, 3).

“Neither could any man tame him”
(v. 4.) While this miracle does not fur-
nish exact parallels of Christian experi-
ence, yet there are facts stated that run
closely along the thought of personal sal-
vation. Unregenerate human nature is
appropriately spoken of as untamed. The
carnal nature “is not subject to the law
of God, neither indeed can be” (Rom. 8,
7.) As the demoniac could not tame
himself and no one else could tame him,
s0 no man is able to subdue his own wild
rebellious nature and make it Christ-
like, but the Holy Spirit is able to sub-
due and transform the wildest disposi-
tion.

“Come out of the man” (v. 8). Jesus
proceeded in this case on the supposition
that there was something wrong with-
in.  The unclean spirit could control
the man whom he inhabited, but he is
now addressed by one who speaks with
authority. It is Jesus who spoke to
the wind and the lashing waves, “Be
still,” and there was a great calm; who
spoke to the dead son of the widow of
Nain, “Arise,” and he sat up; and who
now says to the demon, “Come out eof
the man.” It was not in the nature
of an invitation, or of advice, or of ex-
hortation. but of command, Satin would
have enjoyed being coaxed and entreat-
ed, but he cannot bear the direct com-
mand of the Son of God, who came to
destroy his forks.

“Thou Son of the most high God (v.
7). Satan recognizes the presence of his
conqueror. Ie cannot endure His near
approach. Many people will not acknowl-
edge the divinity of our Lord, but the
demon did in this case. Satan will con-
test the possession of a human heart:
He will not leave until he is compelled
to @0 so. fle will argue and plead and
threaten as long as he is given any op-
portunity. and will even flatter and say
it is a good thing to belong to a churech,
but he has a master. Jesus is the glor-
mous (‘OY]I‘IN‘TUI‘.

“The uneclean spirits went out” (v. 13).
Man’s nature was not designed by his
Maker as the habitation of Satan. God
had a mobler purpose in view. He
breathed into man His own nature, His
own life. When He re-creates man He
bids the spirit of evil ta come out and
it is done. Man thus becomes the “habi-
tation of God throuzh the Spirit” (Lph.
ii. 22). Satan and the Holy Spirit can-
not dwell tozether. They are eternally
opposed to each other. When at God’'s
command the unclean spirit goes out cf
a human heart the Holy Spirit enters
and the body becomes Mis temple. See
I Cor. vi. 19.

“Clothed and in his right mind” (v.
15). There was a transformation with-
out and within. Mlissionaries, who labor
among the tribes of Af , tell us that
when a native becomes converted he at
onee Hill]\l‘\' ary HL‘:(‘H!(‘{‘.?; to wear
clothes. It is not necessary for the mis-
sionary to urge him to do so, for he is
inelined that way immediately. The
terror of the Gadarene region was ren-
dered quiet and civil, and was a marvel
to those who saw him. Ie was ‘in his
right mind” Man unregenerated is not
in his right mind. The Seriptures speak
of him as foolish, as unwise, as erring,
while he who has been saved through

is spezen of as having a sound
mind.” People come to their senses who
find salvation.

“How great things the Lord hath done
for thee” (v. 19). Tt was natural that
the cured man should desire to go with
Jesus, and it was also a commendable
purpose, but Jesus had a better field of
labor for him. We understand that he
did not hesitate to obey the command of
the Master, but went about the work at
once. Testimony is a great part of
Christian work. There should be a glad-
ness to tell salvation’s story. D. 8. W.

GARRISON IN EGYPT STRENGTH-
ENED IN CASE OF NEED.

)

Secretary of State for Colonies Makes
an Announcement 1In the British
House of Commons—Safety of the
Suzerainty Itself Said to be Endan-
gered.

London, April 30.—The official admis-
gion that the British garrison in Egypt
is to be increased and the despatches
from that country to London make the
situation arising from Turkey’s action
at Tabah look serious. Negotiations are

| now passing direct between Constanti-

nople and London. Aecording to 2 Cairo
correspondent the relations between the
disputants are already very strained.
Both Sir Nicholas, O’Connor,  British
Ambassador at Constantinople, and
Lord Cromer, British Agent in Egypt,
have formally demanded that resolute
steps be immediately takem The
Porte has been notified that if the
nagotiations are further unnecessarily
delayed or  protracted, —other action
will. be taken. This action it is be-
lieved, will taks the form of a naval
demonstration and the ocupation  of
some Turkish island in the  Aegaen
Sea. The employment of a land force
in the neighborhood of Tabah is not
likely.
It is rumored in Cairo that Turkey
is concentrating. a considerable force
of troops southward of Damascus.
The Tribune which accepts the offi-
cial denial of its story that an army
corps had been ordered to prepare to
mobilize, says that people whose lan-
guage is entitled to the very greatest
weight say that not only are the
incalculable British interests in Egypt
endangered, but the safety of the
suzerainty itself, and, generally, Eng-
land’s great work  of civilization in
Egypt, stands in some peril. The crux of
the situation seems to lie in the fact that
Turkey’s design is endangering the sym-
pathy of a considerable portion of the
native population.
It is believed that the movement of
troops to Egypt will raise the garrison
there from 2,000 to 5,000.

Question in the House.
London, April 30.—In the House of
Commons to-day  George  Peabody
Gooch, Liberal, asked what increase
was contemplated in the strength of
the garrison in Egypt, and whether it
was to be permanent or only tem-
porary.

Sir Edward Gray, Secretary of State
for ‘the Colonies, replied that Tord
Curzon conzidered that the  existing
unrest there, due to fror r  troubles,
necessitated reinforcements. 1t was
impossible to say for how long it
would be necessary for them to remain
in Egypt.

JUSTICE FOR WOMEN

WOMEN INTERFERE IN DEBATE
UPON FEMALE SUFFRAGE.

Members Were Convulsed—Launghter
Only Elicited More Strenuous Cries
and Finally Police Cleared the Gal-
lery.

London, April 30. —The
Commons late to-night witnessed one
of the most remarkable of its many
noteworthy- ~ scenes. James Kier
Hardie, the Labor leader, has intro-
duced a motion in favor of women’s
suffrage, and the debate was going on
in a humdrum and listless manner
for and against it, when suddenly,
while Mr. Samuel Evans was speak-
ing against it, a shrill, derisive “Hear,
hear!” was heard from the grille
which screens the women’s gallery.
Stillness followed as Mr. Evans stop-
ped and the startled members eyed
the gallery to see whence the sound
came. The indignant faces of women
peering through the grille soon reveal-
ed the source of the interruption, and
| the old officials of the House seemed
ready to faint from amazement at the
unprecedented female hardihood. Then
the House simultaneously burst into a
roar of laughter. This acted upom the

Omé of ' them
cried scornfully, “You liberty-loving
Liberals!” Meanwhile the Speaker
had ordered the gallery cleared.

A police inspector and ten constables
smiling amusedly, went to carry out the
opder. The women, led by Miss Kenny,
who lately caused a great scene outside
the Prime Minister’s residence, which
ended in the arrest of herself and three
companions, did not resist the inspec-
tor’s polite request to quit, and outside
they offered their names and addresses.
In their hasty departure they forgot
their banner, which is now among the
trophies of the Parliamentary police.

The expulsion of the demonstrators
was not without a protest. The tender
heart of William Redmond bled for
them, but his burning declaration that
it was a breach of decency'to turn them
out did not melt the Speaker, to whom
the traditions of the House are para-
mount.

The debate was adjourned.

Earlier in the day the same agitators
clashed with the police in ' the streets.
Their taking positions in Ludgate
Hill among the street hawkers to sell
female suffrage pamphlets, caused such
crowds to assemble that they blocked
traffic. The police compelled the women
to move on. All but one of the demon-
strators abandoned their mission, but the
last one held out until the police had dis-
lodged her from fifteen different places.

WILL KNOW ENGLISH.

SO'NU NEED TO TRANSLATE PRAY-
ER BOOK FOR FOREIGNERS,

Meeting of General Board of Missionary
Society of Church of England—Mis-
sionaries Approved for Foreign
Work—Four Months’ Receipts,

Toronte despatch: As it is expected
by the western Bishops that in a few
years practically all the young people in
the western Provinces will speak Eng-
lish, the General Board of the Mission-
ary Society of the Church of England
decided yesterday not to tranclate the
prayer book into the languages of the
foreign settlers.

The thanksgiving offering of the Wo-
men’s Auxiliary. amounting to $5,560,
was voted to Northwest missions, the
self-denial offering to Shingwauk Home,
and the life membership fund to for-
eign work. 4

The receipts for the first four months
of the year were reported by the Treas-
urer, Mr. G. A. McWhinney, to be
$18,276, double the amount in the same
period last year. 5

Mr. George B. Archer and Miss Norah,
Bowman were approved by the Board. as'
missionaries for the foreign work, to be
sent out so svoon as the funds warrant.
Rev. A. W. Allen’s appointment as
assistant sccretary was confirmed.
Bishop Stringer was. heard. respecting
the endowment of Selkirk diocese, but
a canvass of Canada was discouraged
since independent mission. appeals are
not allowed. An increased board grant
to the diocese was favored.

The Indian Committee reported the:
joint efforts of Protestant bodies, hav-
ing care of two-thirds of the Indians in
the Northwest, to obtain from the Fed-
eral Government a larger support of
schools, as well as a revision of policy
whereby ineffective work will be discon-
tinued, and industrial institutions fon
training in suitable pursuits in life sub-
stituted.

The addition of two members, Bishop
Hamilton and Canon Forneret, to the
committee of management wa's approved.

NEW SYSTEM ADOPTED ON. THE
INTERCOLONIAL.

Montzeal, Toronto, Gttawa and Hamilton
Baggage Will Be Delivered at the
Passenger’s Address on Payment of
Twenty-five Cents for Each Piece.

AMonecton, N. B., April 30.—Commenc-
ing May 1st, the system of checking pas-
sengers’ baggage trom Intercolonial sta-
tions direct to residences, hotels, depots
and steamship wharves in Montreal, To-
ronto, Ottawa and Hamilton will be in-
sugurated. Railway baggage agents are

delivery checks, which will be used ex-
clusively for this purpose. Passengers
desirous of having their baggage sent
divect to residenees, hotels, etc., in  the
above mentioned cities‘are to be advised
that upon payment of twenty-five cents
for each piece to cover the transfer com-
pany’s charge for delivery, baggage can
be checked direct.

used to be the ducking stool, but this
feature of the law was repealed many
years ago. Btill the common scold law
remains on New Jersey’s statute books,
as do many others of the old Blue Laws
handed down by the early setlers.

In other States these old laws have
all or nearly all been repealed, and a
few of them have been wiped off the
New Jersey statutes, but as a whole
the old Blue Laws of New Jersey still
exist and are at intervals enforced. A
few years ago District Attorney Charles
H. Winfield, of Hudson county, prose-
cuted and convicted a woman who lived
on the Hill in Jersey City of being a
common scold.

The old common wscold law had not
been brought up for years, but the wom-
an was such a nuisance that some of
her nighbors, in casting about for a
meang of suppressing her, heard of the
old law and had it enforced. The scold
was imprisoned for ten days.

Another case remembered about the
court house in Jersey City is that of
Joseph Vannblarcomb, a farmer of Ber-
gen county. He visited Jersey City fre-
quently and was so profuse in his pro-
fanity that he gnineJ’ the soubriquet of
Swearing Joe.

Some years ago he was arrested, con-
victed—there were plenty of witnesses
—and sent to jail for thirty days. But
Joe promised to swear off swearing, and
in some way got a mitigation of sentence
after four days and went back to his
farm.

In a volume of the statutes of New
Jersey of 1833 many of these old laws
can be found, and in a revision under
an Act of April 4, 1871, a number of
them were retained and are still on the
statute books. Of these there is a law
prohibiting “hunting on the Sabbath
day, with gun or dog, or in any way tak-
ing or killing any game, wild animals or
fowl,” under a penalty of $25 fine, one-
half of which goes to the complainant
and the rest to the poor of the town or
county. To carry a gun on another’s
man land on any day except by the own-
er's permission is an offence for which
the owner can collect $5 and keep it all
himself.

Only milk and the United States mail
are allowed to be carried through the
State on Sunday, and Justice of the
Peace are authorized to stop any canal-
boat or freight train on Sunday and
hold it at the expense of the owner
until the next day. This law also applies
to droves of cattle, shecp, horses, swine,
ete.

To drive a stage on Sunday, except in
cases of necessity or mercy or to carry
mail, is punishable by a fine of $8 or
imprisonment. To drive an ordinary
wagon or vehicle for the purpose of busi-
ness or pleasure costs $2.

Fishing on the Sabbath with any seine,
net, hook or line, whether you catch any
fish or not, is punishable by a fine of
$14 or impriscnment until it is paid.
There must be no fishing after sunset
on Saturday and until 12 o’clock on Sun-
dz2y night.

The man who so far forgets himself as
to ‘swear or use profane language in
the presence of a Justice of the Peace
while in the exccution of his office niay
at once be convicted by the Justice with-
out any further testimony,” and either
fined for the benefit or the poor or im-
prisoned for four days. Another law
makes the toll roads free to persons go-
ing to funerals, to Sabbath worship or
to any religious meecting.

Then, so that there can be no mistake
as to what one can and cannot do on the
Sabbath, nearly all these offences are
bunched in one clause, which specifies
“that no travelling, worldly employment
or business, ordinary or scrvile work or
labor, either upon land or water (works
of necessity or charity excepted), nor
shooting, fishing, sporting, hunting, gam- |
ing, racing, or frequenting race tracks,
or tippling houses, dancing, singing, fid-
dling or other music for the sake of mer-
riment, nor any playing of football, nine-
pins, bowls, quoits or any other kind of
pastimes, playing, sports or diversions”
is to be indulged in on the Sabbath day,
under a penalty of $1 fine for each of-
fence, the money to go to the poor.

Citizens who observe the seventh day
of the week, or Saturday, as a day of
worship are exempt from answering to
any process in law and equity as defend-
ant, witness or juror, except in criminal
cases, and if such a person is brought be-
fore a justice for committing any of the
offences named against the Sabbath, or
first day of the week, he shall be dis-
charged on proving that Saturday is his
day of worship.

Under the head of “Laws for the Sup-
pression of Vice and Immorality,” pass-
ed in October, 1833, is the following,
which applies to all days of-the week,
and is still in vogue:

Whereas, Public shows and exhibitions
of divers kinds have of late become very
frequent and common within this State,
whereby many strangers and worthless
persons have unjustly gained and taken

| to themselves  considerable sums of

money, and it being found on experi-
ence that such shows and exhibitions
tend to no good or useful purpose in
‘o mtrary to collect
together great numbers of idle and un-

wary spectators, as well as children and
servants, to gratify vain and worthless
curiosity, loosen and corrupt the morals
of youth, straighten and impoverish
many poor families; if any person shall
for any price, gain or reward, show forth
or exhibit, act, represent or perform on
any public stage or in any public house
or other place, whateves, any interluues,
farces or plays of any kind, or any
games, tricks, jugglins, lleight of hand
feats or uncommon dexterity, or any
bear batiting or bull baiting, or any such
like shows or exhibitions whatsoever,
every person so offending and on being
convicted shall forfeit and pay to the
use of the poor §16 for each offence.

Exceptions to this are the exhibitions
of “natural curiosities or inventions, or
‘wondprful mechanical appliances.” 1f'
three justices of the peace deem that the
play, show or exhibition is “innocent or
may tend tn answer any reasonable or
useful end,” it may be given.

The old law for the punishment of
witches, conjurors and the like was re-

pealed in 1833, and another law was! '

passed for the punishment of pretenders
at witcheraft, or any person pretending
to exercise, or any kind of conjuration,
sorcery or enchantment, or pretendi
to discover goods or chattels suppose
to have been stolen or lost, by a fine of
$50 or imprisonment for thre¢ months,
or both.

A former prosecuting officer of Jersey '
City said recently that these old laws'
would have no doubt been appealed iong
ago had the State had a constitutional
convention. No constitutional conven -
tion has been held since 1844.

“Some of these laws are not bad laws, !
anyway,” he said. “Of course, it wouid

not do to enforce them all continually, ',

for that would, in many instances, bring i
about some very ridiculous situatious.
The majority of them have simply be-,
come obsolete, and are rarely enforced,
and then it is only where some citizen
bappens to think that one of them willi
fit his grievance and give him redress
when everything else has failed.

“That common scold law is a good one,
and perhaps to revive the practice of
ducking scolds would make it more ef-
fective. Thege laws could be abused, but
the courts are very careful about them,
and they are rarely enforced except in'
extreme cascs.”

Yet there is a deal
of difference between the literary
merits of the two choices. One is
much inclined to say boldly that mo
translation, except the English ver-
sion of the Bible, can be one of the
best books—for an English reader.
There are a hundred better books in
English, by Britons, than any trans-
lation of the classics by an English-
mean. Our {uidu have mot even reach-
o the first step of deciding what ‘‘a
beok’ fa. If Shakespoare be ‘‘a
book,”” why is not Aristophanes, why
mnot Aeschylus, why is mot So-
ooles “‘a book?’ Ia the list Bhake-
is a book; but Aristophanes is
represented by ong play, ‘‘The

ore than asy ether comedy?—while
Moliere spoaks in as an essayist. Ob-
the list as givem in The
Peli | Gasette is misprinted or
misarranged. Certainly the enquirer
will as easily procure the ‘‘Egsays of
Molere’’ as the ‘‘Hesays of HMomer,”’
ynless a fow introductioms te plays
are intended. The imclusion of Mo-
liere among the essayists must be a
crose division of the press.

CONSIDERLCANADA’S FUTIJRE,

BSenator Wark Writes of Some Changes He
Has Seen.

Hon. David Wark, the 100-year-old
Senator, writes to I'he Montreal
Witness asking that the commission
recommended by the Congress of
Chambers of Commerce held in Mon-
treal last year be called at once to
consider Canada's future.

‘“This,”” he says, ‘“would be the
strongest tie to bind the Empire to-
gether. Every province and every
part of the United Kingdom would
no doubt send its ablest statesmen
to the commission, which would ad-
vise on the great leading questions,
and the commission could themn be
broken up into committees to settle
details; and after closing their labors
no time should be lost in calling the
great mew Parliament to enact inte
law a constitution and code for the
whole new Empire. I have thought of
an Upper House, and hope to see it
taken up and dealt with by some of
our ablest statesmen as one of the
most important questions to be set-
tled.

‘“If the commission is called now
our population will be found to con-
sist largely of the descendants of the
loyalists and emigrants from the
British Isles and their do»scendants,
who would all be opposed to separa-
tion; but the number of new settlers
coming in yearly from foreign coun-
tries may soon, with those already in
favor of separation, form a majority
and in the near future prove very
embarrassing, and those who wish to
avoid this will see the necessity of
prompt action. I am a firm believer
that God exercises a wise providence
over the affairs of this world, and in
my long life has given me opportun-
ity of seeing many proofs of this.

‘I remember when a husband died
in India his widow was burned on
the funeral pile, and when mothers
cast their children into the Ganges.
Now these acts have been put an end
to. I can remember when British
merchants sent their ships to Africa
to bring home cargoes of men and
women and sold them in the colom-
ies to be reduced to slavery. Now an
end has been put to the slave trade
and slavery. I remember when a
Bible could not be had almost at
any pricc. Early in the nineteenth
century a society was formed which
has since been circulating Bibles in
hundreds of languages. Scarcely a
Christian missionary labored in any
heathen land; now they are employved
in thousands in many of the dark

It is weighty evidence of the
truth of this statement that the
three men who to-day are filling the
ncst honorable ang responsible
posts in our empire were, not many
yoars ago, occupying useful but ob-
scure roles as private secretaries on
salaries not exceeding £300 a year.

Governor of Queensland,
succecded Mr. Curzon as unpaid sec-
retary to Lord Salisbury.

Sir E. J. Monson, our ambassador
at Parls, has exchanged his pittance
as Lord Lyons’ sccretary 40 ycars
ego for £9,000 a ycar and the highest
poslition in our diplomatic scrvice;
and Lord Currie, our ambassador at
Rome, Is another of his many assist-
ants ‘'whom Lord Salisbury has ad-
vancod In the wiorld. e 0

Mr. Gladstone was just as gndd a
frlond to his amanuenses, as Sir Al-
gernon West, Sir Charles Ryan (late
Comptroller and Auditor-General),
Sir Arthur Godloy and other officials
who hold or have held the highest
phuccﬁ in the civil service would tes-
tify. .

THE HILL RAILWAY INVASION.

What Sir William Van Horne Says of
the American Road’s Scheme.

Sir William Van Iorne, on his return
from Europe, was interviewed in Mont-
real by the Herald, and in the course
of his remarks said of the Hill invaston
of Western Canada:

“I do not profess to be able to read

the riddle of Mr. J. J. Hill's projects
in the Northwest. 1 kmow mnothing of
what he proposes,” said he, “beyond
what he is reported to have said in the
newspapers; but Mr. Hill scldom géves
la clue to his intentions in the newspa-
ners.”
: He does not accept the report that Mr.
Hill intends to construct a new trans-
continental system from the Atlantie to
the Pacific as in the remotest degree
probable, but Mr. Hill probably svants
to build a railway to tap a particular
source of trafiic in the Northwest. In
order to create opinion in his favor,
he or his agents ave holding out the
glamor of a new transcontinental rail-
way. He might think he could influ-
ence legislation in that way which he
could not ctherwise do. l'or instance,
the Manitoba Government. which has
railways that are leared to the Canadian
Northern, would not be disposed to give
Mr. Hill facilities for the construetion
of railways in that Province to compete
with their own lines.

“People who do not think very deep-
ly about railway matters are eager to
welcome Mr. Hill’'s schemes, because
i they mean.more competition,-and thus
they look upon unlimited railway com-
petition as a good thing. They forget
that every train load of grain carried
from Canada into the United States
means a substantial loss to Canada.
The grain brought from the west by
a Canadian route means that before
the shareholders of the railway get a
single cent dividend hundreds of thou-
sands of dollars go to the mainten-
ance of the people of Canada. Jana-
dian grain transported to the-seaboard
over United States routes means
money diverted to the pockets of the
American people,”

Many per-
sons were driven into nearby houses for
shelter.

Although the various camps were bet-
ter prepared for the storm than for sev-
eral days past, hundreds of tents hav-
ing been reccived and put up since the
last storm, still there are thousands who
are without proper shelter and who shiv-
ered in their wet clothes last night,
vainly trying to get warm after the rain
ceased, by walking or huddling around
little camp fires. The least distress and
suffering was at the Presidio, where
nearly all the refugees have been pro-
vided with tents by the Quartermaster’s
department. A wagon of picks and
shovels was furnished, with which
trenches were dug to carry off the water
and the ground banked around the tents,
making them comparatively comfort-
able.

In “Cow Iollow,” at the rear of Har-
bor View, about 3,000 Italiars from Tele-
graph and Russian Hills, and a sprink-
ling of Chinese and Japanese, are camp-
ed. Tew of them have been provided
with tents, and there was much distress
among the women and children, of whom
there are many in the camps.

A chilly wind was blowing this morn-
ing, and the difficulty of preparing
warm food added to the distress of the
homeless.
