The First Americans.
Whence came the aborigines ol 

America? Never satisfactorily an­
swered, the question lakes on a new 
ioterest from the publication by the 
Florida State Geologist, E H. xHil 
lards, and Professor O. P. Hay ol 
their study ot fossil remains found in 
Florida aorne mouths ago. jrhere 
are scientists who do not conAr in 
the conclusion that these fossils 
prove man has inhabited this contin­
ent for more than one hundred and 
twenty-five thousand years, but all 
scientists are forceddi^^M^it the 
presence ol man in America fo7 
many centuries before the coming ol 
Columbus. Whether America was 
peopled from Asia by way of Behring 
Straita, or ou the chain of islands 
further south or from Africa by way 
of the Azores or Canary Islands, or 
by hardy Northmen Irom Europe, no 
scientist has ever determined al­
though the concensus of opinion 
appears to favor the idea that the 
first settlers came from Asia, probably 
by way of the Northern Straita. In 
some of the relics prehistoric Ameri­
can tribes have left are found reasons 
for this belief,but scientists are by no 
means agreed on the subject. While 
there are some points of close resem­
blance between the early American 
and the early Asiatic civil.zstlone, 
there are so many distinctive features 
to the American that scientists have 
hesitated to pronounce a final judg. 
ment, although a 1 practically agree 
that America got its first per plea 
either from Asia, Africa or Europe.
