In the early pert pf the session Dr. 

Ttjpper asked the Government if a steam 
tender for carrying the mails and passen­
gers from the ocean steamers to Father 
Point obtained from Mr. Oahtdt, of 
Montreal, had been contracted for by pub­
lic tender. The Minister of Public Works 
replied that it had not, but that circulars 
had been sent round to several of the 
leading ship-buüders, and that that of 
Mr, Cantin was the lowest. Not satisfied 
with this statement, Dr. Tuppsr moved 
for a return of all the papers in the case. 
They have just been laid before Parlia­
ment and fully bear out what befpre was 
but a suspicion, that a considerable ex­
tent of favouritism was shown to Mr. 
Cantin, whose intimate relatione with 
me Minister at all events are well knewn.

A HOPELESS APPEAL.
Mr. Isaac Buchanan has addressed 

a communication to the members of 
the Dominion Parliament on the 
subject of the present depression, 
and the duty of the Government and 
Legislature in the premises. He recalls 
the way in which at a former period, fol­
lowing the great financial criais of 1867, 
confidence was restored and industry re­
vived by the wise national policy erf the 
Conservative Ministry of the day, which 
gave to old Canada its first protective 
tariff, and its first start as a manufac­
turing country on any considerable scale. 
The tariff of 1869 had this wonderful good 
effort, that it inspired confidence in the 
business community, and that meant 
plenty of employment, good wages, and 
good time# for all Am Mr. Buchanan 
says, it. was not the consideration of the 
duty imposed on foreign goods that gave 
confidence,but tiie feeBng that the country 
had a Parliament with a knowledge of and 
sympathy for its distresses. It is the 
country’s calamite today that the very 
antithesis of this description applies to 
the Mackenzie Government, and the 
servile majority by which it is sustained. 
The fart that the Premier is a Free 
Trader is itself a depressing influence of 
most evil omen ; and every verbal quib­
ble by which Mr. Mills and Mr. 
Dymond gain an apparent .advantage 
over witnesses whom they are examining, 
does incalculable damage.

MANIPULATING A CONTRACT. 
In the early part of the session Dr. 

Tt>fer asked the Government if a steam 
t.-nder for carrying the mails and passen­
gers from the ocean steamers to Fathetf 
Point obtained from Mr. Cantin, of 
Montreal, had been contracted for by pub­
lic tender. The Minister of Public Works 
replied that it had not, but that circulars 
had been sent round to several of the 
leading ship-builders, and that that of 
Mr. Cantin was the lowest. Not satisfied 
with this statement, Dr. Tupper moved 
for a return of all the papers in the case. 
They have just been laid before Parlia­
ment and fully bear out what befpre was 
but a suspicion, that a considerable ex­
tent of favouritism was shown to Mr. 
Cantin, whose intimate relations with 
"lie Minister at all events are well known.

Mr. Bkyuoes was instructed by the 
Government* to make enquiries as 
to the best way in which the de­
sired tender could be obtained. He 
reported that Sir Hugh Allan had offered 
to provide a boat and perform the service 
for 3in.<MM> a year ; and that the St.

THE STEEL RAILS DEB A TB.
It would appear to be some consolation 

to the people of British Columbia that 
5,000 tons of steel rails were dispatched 
to the Pacific slope after the defeat of the 
Nanaimo and Esquimalt railway in the 
Senate by the friends of the Government 
enabled the Administration to drop that 
undertaking. . If they cannot have a 
railway^hey can at least have rails ; even 
though, as Dr. Tupper pointed out in 
the debate, rails will perish faster stacked, 
by reason of oxidation, than if laid and 
in everyday use. We presume we must 
attribute to this circumstance the fact 
that the entire delegation from the Pacific 
Province voted on Friday for the steel 
rails purchase, which Mr. Bo well’s 
motion most properly declared to 
have been unwise and to have 
occasioned great loss to the country. 
There was more reason, perhaps, in the 
Manitoba members voting the same way. 
Whatever progress is being made on the 
railway, their people at all events have 
the big end of the stick. And of this, 
let us say, in order to avoid misappre­
hension, we do not complain ; the cen­
tral position of Manitoba, and the primal 
necessity of utilizing the Saskatchewan 
Valley for purpose^ of> colonization and 
settlement, make it imperative that, 
whatever delay may take place else­
where, there should be as little as pos­
sible in bringing the vast Prairie Region of 
the Dominion into easy communication 
with its settled portions. Notwithstand­
ing the <acts which we have here stated, 
it could be no easy thing to declare the 
reverse of the propositions contained in 
the amendment, but if there is any ex­
cuse the members from Manitoba can 
urge it most strongly, and next to them 
the members from British Columbia, who 
will be able, on the wharves of Victoria 
and Esquimalt, to admire the beauties of 
thousands of tons of steel rails which can 
by do possibility be used for some 
years from the date of their purchase.

A striking feature of the debate was

Not a 
tittle of information has been vouchsafed 
the House on this question, except as to 
the quantities of rails purchased and the 
prices paid for them. Dr. Tupper’s mo­
tion was for a score of details bearing di­
rectly upon the controversy provoked on 
this prolific subject. When, after, some 
delay, Dr. Tupper reached it on a night 
when the House agreed to pass all notices 
which did not provoke debate, Mr. Mac­
kenzie uttered not, a word beyond a 
brunqu*. “carried,” designed to indicate the 
little dread he had of all the informa­
tion asked for being given to the House. 
Apparently ignorant of the particular 
nature of his equivocation on Friday, he 
on Saturday, when prodded by Sir John 
Macdonald, said hp. was not even 
aware that the papers Bad been asked for 
until the fact was mentioned in the pre­
vious day’s debate. The one equivoca­
tion on the point was bad enough ; the 
second, coming so soon on the first, is 
simply shameful and without excuse. 
But it was not in this respect only that 
the Premier’s inaccuracy of statement was 
painfully manifest. It is simply shock­
ing to those who know better, and who 
cannot but be conscious that he knows 
better too, to find the Premier deliber­
ately deceiving the House and the coun­
try as to the extent of publicity given to 
tiie advertisement for steel rails. We shall 
be glad if he will give us the name of one 
paper besides the Montreal Herald in 
which the original advertisement ap­
peared : and we are able to state it as a 
fact that even the second advertisement, 
for which his friends now seek to give 
him-credit, (as well give a footpad credit 
for disgorging in the presence of superior 
strength), did not appear in the Toronto 
Globe and the Ottawa Tune*. Whether 
it appeared it any of the other papers 
which he named in the House we cannot 
say, for we have not the means of testing 
his statement to that extent, but it is 
quite certain that his deception was on a

Five thou­
sand tons have been sent to British 
Columbia, where there is nothing doing, 
or likely to be done for a year to 
come, except prosecuting the surveys ; 
eleven thousand tons are to be put into 
the Intercolonial railway, so as to make 
the transaction bear a somewhat better 
appearance than if they were still kept oh 
Pacific railway account, for which they 
were purchased ; a couple of thousand 
tons are in the Red river country, and 
more are to be sent to the same place ; 
and some eighteen thousand tons are not 
yet delivered, though paid for a year ago. 
Then, it wül be remembered these pur­
chases were made at a time when the mar­
ket was steadily falling. Mr. Mackenzie 
endeavoured to draw some comfort out of 
a comparison of his purchases with those 
for the Intercolonial railway, but he did 
not make much by this motion, for it was 
shown that the latter were made 
when the market had taken a rise, 
and that a large sum of money 
had been aaved by the wisdom displayed 
in the investment. Besides, the Inter­
colonial rails were only paid for as they

Glendon ( crew).

In addition to the above, two small river 
police steamers, the Dolphin and Adele, 
steam about Quebec harbour carrying 
the harbour-master. La Canadienne, 
which kept the Gulf in order 
for twenty years, became a sheer hulk 
and went down while on her way to 
Halifax in 1874, and the old Richelieu 
has been passed over to the Montreal 
Harbour Commissioners. Of the six ves­
sels named above, the Napoleon is de­
scribed in the Marine and Fisheries Re­
port for last year as a powerful steamer, 
but as her machinery is old-fashioned she 
is to be reduced to the calling of a “ spare 
“ b<-at to keep at Quebec for occasional 
“ service, or for any emergency.” The 
Druid is employed in light-fiouse and 
buoy service. The Lady Head attends 
to thi fog-whistles and lighthouses 
on the Acadian coasts and in the 
waters of the Bay of Fundy. The 
Sir James Douglas is in attendance on 
the British Columbia lights. The Glen- 
doû was bought by the Department in 
June, 1875, and is being fitted up for the 
fisheries service. The Newfield is the 
most powerful vessel of the fleet. She 
was bought by the Department in. August, 
1875, and is employed in carrying coals 
to the steam fog-whistles and the coal 
depots, and oil and other supplies to the 
lighthouses. Her dimensions are—length 
206 feet, breadth 29, depth IS, and her 
tonnage is 785 tons gross, and 509 tons
6^fhe annual cost to the country of this 

coal and lamp-wick armada could not be 
much more extravagant if Mr. Edward 
Jenkins were lord high admiraL The 
following is the record : The Newfield, 
the best of the fleet of six, cost £11,200 
or 356,000. The other five are possibly 
worth 840,000 apiece at the outside. As 
the Newfield and the Glendon were not 
bought until the middle of 1875, the ac­
counts to hand do not include the cost of 
any repairs which may have been made 
in. them. But for the yew ending the 
30th June, 1874, the other four worth, 
say, 840,000 each, ran up bills for re­
pairs, etc., as follows : —
Napoleon III....................................... $27,300
Druid..................................................... 22,120
Lady Head........................................... 30.000
Sir James Douglas............................. 10, .500
This was an average outlay for repairs 
equal to over half the probable value of 
i he vessels ; and one would have thought 
the gallant quartétte would have been 
enabled to ride the “ battle and the 
“ breeze ” for three or four years at all 
events without further extraordinary out­
lay. But that was not to be. The year 
following, (which ended on the 30th June 
last) the Depart ment*put the four in dry 
dock and gave them an overhauling which 
in the case of the Napoleon III. and 
Douglas at least probably cost more than 
the first construction :

The advertisement we were 
asked to insert set forth that the “ Waah- 
“ ington Sewing Machine,” described aa 
perfect in workmanship, elegant in design, 
and without an equal in the world, would 
be sent to any address for 845, on the 
following terms : $10 to accompany or­
der, 85 in three months, 810 in six 
months, $16 in nine months, and the 
last payment of 810 in twelve months ; 
or for 840 cash down. It was stated that 
orders by mail or express would meet 
with prompt and immediate attention, 
(somewhat of a repetition, this) all letters 
being answered the same day as receiv­
ed ; and it was added ; “remember, no 
1 ‘ matter what the distance, the Company 
‘ ‘ pay all costs of carriage and deliver the 
“ machine free to your own door. ” This 
appeared to us to be rather a 1 ‘ taking ” 
offer on the part of’ the great Interna­
tional Company, so much so, indeed, that 
our suspicions were aroused.

A HOPELESS APPEAL.
Mr. Isaa- Buchanan has addressed 

a communication to the members of 
the Dominion Parliament on the 
subject of the present depression, 
and the duty of the Government and 
Legislature in the premises. He recalls 
the way in which at a former period, fol­
lowing the great financial crisis of 1857, 
confidence was restored and industry re­
vived by the wise national policy of the 
Conservative Ministry of the day, which 
gave to old Canada its first protective 
tariff, and its first start as a manufac­
turing country on any considerable scale. 
The tariff of 1859 had this wonderful good 
effect, that it inspired confidence in the 
business community, and that meant 
plenty of employment, good wages, and 
good times for all. As Mr. Buchanan 
says, it was not the consideration of the 
duty imposed on foreign goods that gave 
confidence, but the feeling that the country 
had a Parliament with a knowledge of and 
sympathy for its distresses. It is the 
country’s calamity to-day that the very 
antithesis of this description applies to 
the Mackenzie Government, and the 
servile majority by which it is sustained. 
The fact that the Premier is a Free 
Trader is itself a depressing influence of 
most evil omen ; and every verbal quib­
ble by which Mr. Mills and Mr. 
Dymond gain an apparent advantage 
over witnesses whom they are examining, 
does incalculable damage. While a Free 
Trade Government chuckles over its ma­
jority in the House, there is weeping in 
many households, and many of our 
real bone and sinew are preparing to 
leave for the states. The Montreal 
Star the other day said that the 
movement of Canadian commercial 
houses to New York is likely to assume 
much wider proportions than before in­
dicated, and that the present ye&r will 
witness a commercial exodus of an extra­
ordinary and amazing nature. No one 
can listen to the current talk of the street 
without knowing that mechanics and 
workingmen in large numbers are about 
to seek over the border the employment 
which they cannot obtain at home. And 
at this time of crisis the Premier of the 
Dominion, and the managing director of 
the journal that expounds his policy, are 
members of the Cobdkn Club. Mr. 
Buchanan must receive credit for his 
patriotic intentions ; but his appeal is a 
hopeless one. It is the view of Mr. Mac­
kenzie and the Globe together that the 
present depression is due to general and 
not to local causes, and that when times
__ ome better in the United States they
wiÜ improve in Canada too. As we have 
before endeavoured to show, this is a very 

(complete and defective view of the 
tuation. Our neighbours have been, 

and still are, suffering under the collapse 
hich naturally comes after the excite­

ment of a great war, and England suffers 
from the failure of foreign customers for 
her goods. But ice have had no war, 
and, as we are only to a trifling extent ex­
porters of manufactured goods, the 
lailure of foreign markets for such goods 
should not affect us. We have for some 
years had good crops and good prices for 
produce, and the farmers have been fairly 
irosperous. In the lumber trade there 
tas been a considerable falling off, 

both in demand and in price, and

has created settlement—has built up 
towns and cities with a celerity which has 
no parallel in history. And there is 
no reason why the same thing 
should not happen in Canada if 
the work of construction were taken 
in hand in a proper manner.

THE NEW RUSSIAN POLICY.
When we speak of a new Russian 

policy we do not mean anything new in 
the larger sense, but merely a change for 
the occasion. An occasion, it appears, 
has now arisen. At a time when a power­
ful insurrection threatens the existence 
of the Turkish Empire, Russian journals, 
which cannot do so without official per­
mission, advise the insurgents to per­
severe and hope. Rumours appear in 
print, that the Czar will abdicate, for a 
time, at least, and that the present Czare- 
witch will be Czar immediately under 
the title of Alexander the Third. Now, 
these rumours of the day may be 
true, or they may not. But what is 
true is that the Anti-German party is be­
coming very aggressive in Russia, and 
that the Crown Prince is an active pro­
moter of their designs. It may be that 
Alexander the Second, the Czar of all 
the Russias as he is, would like to die 
quietly in his bed instead of furnishing 
another proof of the witty saying that the 
government of Russia is a despotism 
tempered by assassination. Concerning 
office-holders in the United States a dis­
tinguished American once wrote that 
“ few die and none resign,” but it is not 
too bold a suggestion to say that a Rus­
sian Emperor may resign with a view to 
the lengthening of his days.

In le haute politique something like this 
appears to be going on. The alliance be­
tween Russia and Germany is in the 
course ®f being sundered, is, in fact 
broken, if Alexander the Third is to be 
Czar immediately. There would then be 
a ne* Russian policy, in the sense of 
antagonism to Germany. And that is

ms motion Mr. lievosmos was aware 
that ho could not carry with him even 
liis colleagues from British Columbia.

It is to be regretted that 
the Government has provoked an enquiry 
which contains the shallowest ad captan- 
dnm argument ; an enquiry which ap­
peals to the worst side of that public 
opinion which it is desirable should be 
cultivated to patriotic ends. It is doubt­
less true that the Administration have 
got this great subject into a sorry mess. 
For two years they have simply drifted ; 
and now they are almost as helpless as a 
ship without a rudder, frightened with 
the mag itude of the undertaking, and 
wanting in capacity and vigour to grapple 
with it manfully. It is a pitiable spec­
tacle enough ; but it will not mend mat­
ters to drag in extraneous «ydculations 
end issues. “ Tho darkest hour is just 
“ before the da«n.”

THE AMERICAN MAILS.

In reply to Mr. Baxter, Sir C. Adderley 
said it was intended after the end of this 
year to despatch the mails to the United 
States under arrangements similar to those 
which had prevailed in the United States 
Postal Service for sending mails to this 
country since the 1st of January, 1874.
This plan is to employ without contract 
such vessels only as have proved their effi­
ciency, and to pay the owners according to 
the weight of mail matter carried.

TERRIBLE SUFFERINGS AT SEA.
The ship Greta, Captain M'Credie, has 

arrived in the Mersey from Ran F'rancisco, 
having on board the captain, first mate, and 
eight men of the sailing ship Great Britain, 
whom they had picked up in an open boat in 
the Atlantic al>out 600 miles from Cape 
Clear. They passe(^hrough terrible suffer­
ing. The vessel wdBrouna from Darien to 
Liverpool, with a cargo of timber, but 
encountering very tempestuous weather, she 
became completely water-logged. The crew 
remained by her, however, for some da> s, 
during which the captain's two sons died 
At last, seeing no hope of rescue, the captain, 
and crew, numbering thirteen men, took to 
a boat, leaving the captain’s dead sons on the 
vessel. The provisions having been nearly 
all spoiled very little could be taken on board 
the boat, and for six days they were tossed 
about, enduring the agony of slow starva­
tion. On the seventh day a steamer was 
sighted, and every possible means were 
taken to attract the attention of those on 
board, but without success, and as the 
steamer disappeared the unfortunate crew 
gave themselves up to despair. The 
cook, who up to that time had been 
the most cheerful and had tried to 
keep up the spirits of his companions, be­
came completely despondent, and died that 
night from exhaustion. Next day another 
man died, and, as those who were left had 
been without food or drink for three days, 
they ate the livers of their dead com­
rades, selecting these parts on account of the 
blood which they contained, and with which 
they quenched their terrible thirst. _ < >n the 
following day a.third man died, and the re­
mainder were so reduced that they could 
barely crawl about the ÿoat On the ninth 
day after leaving their vessel they were their drinks and 
picked up by the Greta and taken on board, 
where every kindness was shown them, but 
their privations had been so severe that 
when they were landed at Liverpool the ma­
jority were so weak that they had to be 
taken to hoepitaL The captain, however, 
was able to go to his own home. The Great 
Britain was a ship of 888 tons register, built 
at St John, N.B., in 1846, and was owned 
by Mr. Wm. G. Bragg, of Liverpool.

Tne 
Bottomly mill, which had been carried along, 
struck this ell with terrific force, knocking 
it to pieces. The Bottomly was completely 
demolished by the shock, and nothing 
was seen which could be recognized as the 
mill standing but a moment before. The 
boiler house of Ashworth & Jones' mill was 
ruined in an instant, and one end of the 
main structure was swept away. The boiler 
was taken up and carried along as though it 
was a shingle in a mill stream.

Soon an explosion was heard above the 
roar of the flood, and the stream of water 
was thrown several feet above the surface of 
the current Another explosion followed, 
and another, until five had occurred, and the 
boiler was blown to pieces. Mr. Jones also 
lost a large bam which was crushed like an 
eggshell At Stoneville the dam gave way. 
The flood next passed over a small dam 
above James ville depot Spectators who 
were standing near say the water was thirty 
Tcet high when it approached the track. 
With one tremendous crash the railway em­
bankment gave way, opening a gap 400 or 
500 feet long and twenty feet deep. The 
coal sheds were carried away. At Jamçs- 
ville a section of the stream forced its way 
into the line of road and rushed down the 
track, carrying devastation before it. It 
lifted rails and ties from the road bed and 
turned them topey turvey for more than 
a mile. On it rushed headlong, and at 
last, just before reaching the stone arch 
bridge at Curtis’ Pond it borod a hole down 
into the roadbed and made a gap about 
eighty feet long and forty-five or fifty feet 
deep. The water then found its way into 
Curtis’ Pond. The devastation at thii 
point will be aa costly as any along the en­
tire route. The flood reached Lees ville 
about two hours after the dam broke, and 
struck the satinet mill owned by Albert 
Curtis with terrific force. The mill gave 
way and crumbled into ruins, and the dam 
was carried away. Three hours after the 
effect was felt at New» Worcester. The 
course of the stream from the reservoir 
through the other villages is nine miles, 
showing that the water advanced at the rate 
of three miles an hour ; the first mile, how­
ever, was made in three minutes.

Thoughtless Temptation.
The correspondent of a contemporary 

writes on the subject of the thoughtlessness 
ith which masters and mistresses put 

temptations to dishonesty in the way of 
young and untried servants. In easily ac­
cessible places they leave jewellery, money, 
and articles of small bulk, but of great 
value in proportion to their size ; and then 
they wonder if sometimes the temptation 
proves too strong for their servants and theft 
is committed. ^

Of course pemet honesty of character 
ould prevent the servant from taking what 

is not his or her own. But this perfect 
honesty, when it exists, is the result not of 
instinct, but of long and careful education 

an education such as frequently does not 
fall to the lot of those who take the place of 
servants. F'ar be it from us to accuse all 
servants of dishontsty ; there are among the 
best of them as few who are dishonest as 
there are “ kleptomaniacs” in higher ranks 
of life, and as many who can be trusted most 
implicitly. But then circumstances and pre­
cept have given them the necessary training 
in complete honesty ; and for such persons

There are, however, it is to be confessed, 
among young and untrained servants many 

»e mental position is that of un­
educated children. The appropriation of 

ething which they much desire, and

till the habit of stealing is formed, and may

ing in the way of usual temptation. So with 
untried servants—only that in their case it 

the indirect training upon which we must 
rely. We must not cause them to be led 
into temptation, and it is our distinct duty 
to consider what may be a temptation, and 
not to leave that thing in the way, whatever 
it may be. We have known the honesty of 
a.young servant proof against the sight of 
easily-counted sums of money, but yielding 
when a small sum could be abstracted with­
out being apparently missed from a consider­
able heap of coins. So, again, we have 
known an elder servant with whom every­
thing was safe but brand3’. Similar in­
stances have undoubtedly occurred in the 
experience of everyone. When any weak­
ness of will in the matter of resisting a par­
ticular temptation is known it is a crnelty 
and wrong of a most decided kind ever 
willingly to allow the temptation to be put 
before the person for whom it has been prov­
ed to be too strong. Money of all kinds 

ught never, under any circumstances, to be 
kept lying about, or be left in places which 
are very easy of access. It is so easj- to get 
rid of, and so tempting to those who have 
but little of it. and who see it treated care­
lessly by others. We have heard of persons 
who would purposely- leave mon€3-, so that 
the temptation to take it might be put be­
fore servants — a most reprehensible practice. 
If the servant yielded to the temptation, the 
mistress was by far the greater sinner of the

The circumstance which gave occasion for
