I bed ev,er 
a predilection for Alsace, lor in |hg|" happy 
land the quart Lottie holds not merely a 
quart, which to a rarity, bet just three plats, 
wbteh Is a marvel. Nor is the qualify dtb« 
wine depreciated by the quantity ( AS -th* 
contrary, Chabll* is sot s patch dpea the 
white wines that grew on the suifoy sMpe* of 
the Vosges, • II you doubt what I 
a bumper and try :* which you 
reader, on jour next visit to 
calling in at the Rebstock, and 
litre ol whit# wine with the ochre 
ever, es I knew that I wge 
etmatry r>t Iéh I _ 
did not deily at 8/raebourg, but strode 
fully away toward the Vosgea, full Of glorious 
anticipations, and carefully studying the patois 
by converging with every" peasant I fell in' 
with. There ie a very s|mple plen, however, 
to make yourselves comprehended In Alsace : 
always use a French word and a German word 
altarnntely ; it la wonderful wkal success y >u 
meet with. An infall.ble rule to make your­
self liked is by lugging in the name of Napole­
on Ie Grand on every possible occasion, and 
If you are sufficiently cosmopolitan, you utey 
taeity assent to the fact that he wos the battle 
of Waterloo.

There ie only one deftst connected with 
Alsace ; when it rains there Is no mistake 
shout U. I was fated to discover this Inter­
esting meteorological fact at the expense of e 
thorough wetting. I had dined at a little 
village inu on the inevitable cold veal and 
picked plums, and when I sat out on my j iunt 
to my night’s quarters, seventeen miles off, the 
clouds were beginning to collect ominously "in 

West. I buttoned my blouse round me 
and trudged manfully onward along a road 
which had not b*en traversed by • respectable 
conveyance within the memory of mao. It 

e lull of ruts hard enough at first, hut whkh . 
the persistent rain, which bed commenced by 
tills time to fall, converted Into #0 many pit­
falls, into which I waa coutinually slipping.
To add to my troubles, night set la with that 
rapidity peculiar to Southern Germany, and 
there was no sign of the village at which I 
intended to-spend the night Not a creature 
did I meet : nobody was foolish enough to 
venture out in such weather, save pleasure 
traveller# like myeslf, sud en I went, making 
about half s mile au hour. Bad growing very 
•nvage : whether the reeefs e# t*e wetafag. or 
of indigestion, I really eionot aay. My brandy 
flask had long been emptied : there was no 
chance of filling It sud I wee wearied—so 
wearied that 1 could here lain down Jlo sleep 
in • dry ditch, had there been one handy ; 
but against that the elements had carefully 
guarded. There waa no hope for it ; I must 
trudge onward.

Suddenly, through the rain, I fancied I 
eould see a light glimmering • short distance 
from the road. I stopped, and looked steadi­
ly ; it waa no Will-o’-tbe wisp, and by a sud­
den impulse I bounded over the low hedge, 
end went stumbling over 1 ploughed field to­
wards the house, as I now felt certain it was. 
Up to the present.l had regtrded the pensante* 
cablü with considerable aversion, and pour 
cant* : they were the dirtiest places imagin­
able, and I had no deei.e to sleep in lh»m an 
long as an auberge could Us found. But now 
I would hare gladly psy a lisadeoroe sum for 
the use of a dog-kennel, so long as its better­
ed me from the pitiless rein, end held out the 
prospect of a glass »f brandy to warm roy In­
ner mao, which stood so much in used of that 
refreshment.

I soon approeched the cabin whieh stood 
beneath the shade of sols# gloomy trees, and 
the light, which probably came from lb# fire, 
burned so dimly, that 1 hesitated for a moment, 
all appeared so unutterably wretched about 
the house, that I hsd a neiroua timidity about 
approaching it. I am not constitutionally 
tearful ; on the contrary, I em usually too 
prone to run Into foolhardiness ; but now, 
whether it was the aoatfnf or the veal, I felt 
horribly nervous.

I am aYriNtf! to popular Education and op- 
poied to sevtariiinisci, nnd will oppose, to the 
best of my abilities, whether in Parliament or 
out, any attempt that may bo mile to ilia-1 
tract or injure our Common School System, 
by the encroachments of sectarian creeds.

While ptich large tracts of land on our im­
mediate borders are yet unsold, unsettled *nd
