The Scottish Highlanders.

The well knewn Celtic scholar, Sher-
iff Alexander Nicholson, L L. D., drew
to the Queen street hall, Edinburgh, one
evening lately, spite of the inclement
1 -eather, a large audience connected with
the Philosophical Institute, to whom he
delivered the first of two lectures on the
history and character of the Scottish
Highlanders. The territory of the High-
lands, he raid, with all the westernIsles,
constituted by far the larger and most
picturesque, as also the wilder and least
profitable part of Scotland. The Gaels
were distinguished especially by having
a language of their own, by manners and
customs peculiar to themselves, and
above all by never having been swbdued
even by the Romans—never pybdued
until they were deprived of their kilts.
(Applause.)  With the exception of the
Greeks and the Fins, he did not know
of any other European race which had
proserved its characteristics so long.
(Applause.) It was not derogatory to
their ancestore that they were lightly
dressed. They did not encumber them-
selves with armor or adorn themselves
with black vests and white neckties; but
they painted to, m#ke themselves more
stirring, alike to their enemies as well as
their friends, as even civilized Britons—
ladies—he was told, still did. (Laugh-
ter.) Entering iuto the history of the
Highlanders, he expressed his sceptizism
of the Irish invasion, in so far as it told
of King Fergus and the coronation-stone
brought with him, on which he should
be crowned. Proceeding to a later date,
he said let Ireland do as she might in
these advanced days, let them not for-
get that in these barbarous times she
gave them such a man as Saint Columba,
whao was to Scotland more than all her
kings, ‘'warriors, poets and priests. To
such a man he gave the title ‘‘Saint”
heartily as to St. Peter or Saint Paul.
Speaking of the rise of the clans, the
lecturer referred to the suppression ot
the Lord of the Isles in 1493, whose
place was taken by the Campbells of
Argyle. The family haa always been
distinguished by great ability and policy
—he would not use any harsher werd—
s0 that it became the mos* powerful
family in the Highlands, and were often
the mainspring of the nation’s action in
Churech and State. (Applause.) Ad-
verting to the e of Gl , he
said the record of all the barbarities com-
mitted in the Highlands, full of burn-
ings and spoils, murders and treacheries,
lamentations and woe, contained no mur-
der, no treachery like that—it was. not
nerely inhuman, it was infernal. (Ap-
plause.) Any attempt to diminish the
horror such crimes inspired was not free
from eriminality itself. (Applause.)
In the Jacebite wars the Highlanders
were not all on one aide, and they were
not at this day. He could not blame

All history showed
that the treason of to-day might be the
congtitutionalism of to<morzow, and that
the enly absclute test of right-was might.

Newspaper Patrenage.

There appears to be many different
ways of understanding the true meaning
of newspaper patronage, as it is called,
and as an interested party, we give place
to a disquisition on the subject by one
who knows whereof he speaks. It will,
perhaps, serve as a mirror wherein cer-
tain persons can see themselves as others
see them.

Many long and weary years have forced
the conviction upon us that newspaper
patronage is a word of many definitions,
and that the great majority of mankind
are either ignorant of the correct defin-
ition or are dishonest in the strici bibli-
cal sense of the word. Newspaper pat-
ronage is composed of as many colors as
the rainbew, and it is as changeable as a
chameleon.

One man comes in and subscribes for
a paper and pays for it in advance, and
goes home and reads it with the proud
satisfaction that it is his. He hands in
an advertisement, asks the price, pays
for it, and goes to his place of business
and reaps the advan‘sge thereof. An-
other man says you may put it on your
books, and goes off without saying a
word about pay. Times passes on, you
want money, and want him to pay you
what is honestly due you. He flies into
a passion, perhaps pays, perhaps not
and orders his paper stopped. This is
called newspaper patrinage.

Another man lives near you, he does
not take the paper—he don't like the
editor—the paper is too small for him—
yet he goes regularly to his neighbor’s
and reads it, and quarrels with the
opinions of the editor. Occasionally he
sees an article he likes and he begs or
gives a few cents for the number. This
is called newspaper patronage.

Another man takes twe or three pa-
pers and cannot afford to take a home
paper, but he likes it and comes into the
office and begs one whenever he comes
to town. This is called newspaper pat-
ronage.

Another man likes the paper and
takes a copy for his family, and pays for
it, and does all he can to get new sub-
scribers; he never grumbles, but always
has a cheerful word for the editor. If
any little item of interest occurs in the
neighborhood he informs the editor.
This is newspaper patronage.

Another man has a patent and wantsa
two dollar notice inserted every week. It
will be of interest to your 1eaders, he
says; but although knowing it will bene-
tit himself most of all, he does not offer
to pay for it. This is called newspaper
patronage.

Another man has taken the paper for
several years, but has not paid for it,
and comes in with a four or five dollar
advert'sement and asks you to insert it
for nothing, because he is an old patron
of yours. This is called newspaper pat-
ronage.
Another man—‘‘a young man about
town,” no use taking a paper, he knows
all that's going on. By and by he gets
married, and hands in a notice with
“‘just give me a dozen copies.” He gets
them, and when you mention pay he
looke surprised: ‘‘you surely don't
charge for such a thing!” And this is
called newspaper patronage.
Now, isn’t newspaper patronage a very
curious thing? And in that day when
the gentleman in black gets his dues, as
he surely will, how many of the patrons
enumerated above will fall to his share ?
Now it will be seen that while certain
kinds of pttronage are the very life and
existence of a newspaper, there are other
kinds of patronage that are more de-
structive than the deadly night-shade.

We don't know what the Expostor
thinks of Dr. Coleman being elected
President of the salt syndicate, but our
own opinion Is that the Doctor’'s “‘popu-
larity as a Conservative candidate” had
nothing in the wide world to do with his
elevation to the position. ‘Why, bless
the Sun’s innocent heart, the formation
of the salt syndicate is a vote of want of
confidence in Dominion legislation.
Every member of the syndicate is of
opinion that the N. P. has injured rath-
er than helped the salt industry, and
now they have banded together to see
what they can do to make their invest-
ments profitable, despite the injurious
working cf the present tariff. Anyhow,
we don’t believe Mr. Platt and the other
manufacturers voted in Dr. Coleman as
president simply because of his ‘‘popu-
larity” as the ‘‘Conservative candidate.”

SIR “ONDERDONK'S’ PLEA.

WHEN the Tories take up with Sir
‘*Onderdonk’ Tupper’s plea for robbing
the Dominion of $209,255 in the Port
Moody job, that the cheque of McDon_
ald d° Charlebois was ‘‘good for two days
only,” and was therefore not a valid

I;TM'(' TORY VIKWS OF THE N.P,
The phrase “‘Docters differ,” has be-
come an axiom, and if the views of Tory
journals on the N. P. are carefully
looked into it will be found that diversi-
ty exists in the Tory editorial mind re-
garding the working of that ‘‘great pan-
acea’—the National Policy. The Tory
Mailsees politics and the benign influence
oftheN. P. ineverything, from the digging
of a grave to the erection of a church
steeple, and grows ecstatic when com-
menting on the report of Consul Hibbard
of Goderich te the American authorities
at Washington. It says:
‘“‘Another voluntary witness to the
success of the Government's financial
and railway policy has arisen in the
person of the United States Consul at
Goderich, who writes to his Govern-
ment a glowing account of the progress
made by the Dominion within the
last few years, and of the unprece-
dented development of the North-
West since the Syndicate took the Pacific
railway in hand. He also points to the
fact that, notwithstanding the high taritf
on the other side of the frontier, Can-
adian exports to the United States are
steadily on the increase, and American
capital is being largely employed in the
country. Sir Richars Cartwright will
be delighted to have such testimony from
his own constituency as to the suecess of
the N. P.”
Now, Hon. Mr. Hibbard's testi-
mony to the progress and development
of the North-west was not derived from
a personal visit to Manitoba or the sec-
tions beyend, but was simply due to the
amount of trade that was done through
his consulate by persons going to Dakota
and Manitoba with the hepe of bettering
their condition in the far west—a con-
dition which had been blasted in the
land of their nativity or adoption, by the
disastrous working of the N. P., which
the Mail so strongly upholds. In ad-
dition to theforegoing, Consul Hibbard
could tell, of his own experience, of the
large exportation of cattle and farm
produce to England as well as of
the large shipments of produce and
lumber to the United States, caused by
the goed prices which obtained for the
exported commodities in both Britain
and the States. These are the princi-
pal facts to which Conzul Hibbard testi-
fied, but he did not attribute either the
exodus from this section to the Far
West, or the large exportations to Great
Britain and the United States to the
working of the N. P. The Mail, there-
fore, is crowing too loudly, if it imagines
that Consul Hibbard's report .is an en-
dorsement of the National Policy, un-
less that journal is prepared to state that
the Tilley tariff caused the high prices
in England and the United States for
produce, as well as the great depression
which prevails in this znd other parts of
Ontario, and which has caused tmany of
our residents to sever old and hallowed
connections, and begin a new life in the
West, in the hope of making a better
livelihood than they had been able te
do in Ontario during the past four years.
These are our opinions on the Mail's
enthusiastic comment, but we are pleas-
ed to say that our Tory confrere, the
Seaforth Sun—the personal organ of the
N. P. candidate for Centre Huron
against Sir Richard Cartwright—takes a
similar view. We do not coincide with
its opinion that Hon. Mr. Hibbard has
not given a true view of the situation, as
he saw it, for we know that gentleman
to be capable ot expressing nothing but
his honest convictions on all questions,
and on all occasions; but we agree en-
tirely with the depressed condition of
affairs in this section under the N. P.,
and if it were not for the export trade to
Britain and the States to which the
Consul 8o pointedly referred, our epin-
ion is that there weuld be hard times in
Canada, when good times existed in
other countries. The Seaforth Sun
says, in reference to the Mail comment:
‘‘We cut the above from the Mail of
the 25th inst. While it is certainly
very gratifying to find testimony of this
kind to the general prosperity of the
country under existing policy, it would
be much more gratifying and ‘‘come
home to men’s feelings,” more effectual-
ly, if we, in this unfortunate section of
the country, could be made to share
ever 80 little in the prosperity we are so
eloquently informes abeut as existing
elsewhere in the Dominion. If our
worthy friend, the Consul 1n Goderich,
would take off his rose colored glasses
and put ona ir of clear pebbles, or
white glass, and loek round him in the
town of his adopted residence, he would
find it extremely hard to see any evi-
dence of the prosperity he speaks of. ;
The contrary is only teo certainly and
unfortunately the case. The town is
simply going to ruin and decay, owing in
a great measure to the depressed condi-
tion of the salt manufacture, upen which
it mainly depends. Out of fourteen
salt wells, only three are in operatlon,
and the rest are going to ruin just as
fast as the National Policy can drive
them.”

Further on the Sun handles without
gloves the ‘‘artificial hostile legislation”
ofthe Government, to which it actributes
tho depressed state of the salt trade
in Canada. Speaking of the ,competi-
tion of Liverpoul salt it says:

St. JosepH, Mo., April 3—Charles
and Robert Ford, who once belonged to

Winston and Blue Cut train robberies,
have been in St. Joseph for a week for
the purpose of arresting Jesse Jumes,
but being afraid to make the attempt
they shot him down in the street to-day
and surrendered to the authorities. There
is tremendous excitement over the affair,
several thousand people being on the
streets.
The wife of the desperado was on the
spot soon after the shooting and wept
bitterly. The body was handed over to
the police.
James was preparing to start on an-
other raiding expedition to night. He
and the other Fords were in the front
room of a shanty in which they were
stopping. About 9 o'clock this morning
James tood off his belt and laid his pis-
tols on a bed preparing to wash himself,
when Robert Ford sprang up behind
him and sent a bullet through his brain.
The ball entered the back of the head,
coming out over the eye. The body was
subsequently photographed at the under-
taker's. James was a fine looking man
apparently 40 yeara old, with a broad
forehead, and his physiognomy was that
of an intellizent as well as a resolute
and daring man.
The house where James lived has the
appearance of an armory. A number of
guns and pistols, including a repeating
rifle, a needle-gun, navy revolvers, with
a store of ammunition was found there.
In a stable near by were several fine
horses, the property of James.
The Ford brethers claim they are de-
tectives, but it is believed they were
with James in the Blue Cutrobbery, and
were influenced in killing him by hope of
getting big rewards.
It is said that Charles and Robert
Ford have secretly had an understand-
ing to kill James ever since last fall.
They had no idea of taking him alive,
eonsidering the undertaking suicidal.
Mrs. James was in the Kitchen when
the shooting was done.

Failure to fulfil the conditions as
to the time and amount of the payments
made by the settler entail, as before,
absolute forfeiture, and it is now added
that the option isreserved tothe Company
of resuming the forfeited lands ‘‘is not
to interfere with or to supersede the
ordinary legal or equitable remedies”
they may have for the recovery of the
urchase meney with interest. Unwil-
ing to deal wich the troublesome ques-
tion of squatters’ claims, the Syndicate
by the new regulations give the pur-
chaser of their land the option of either
ejecting anyone who may have squatted
on it or of giving up the land.
