Ottawa, June 9.—Going into supply
Hon. Mr, Patterson declared that one
thousand customs officers were with-
out their pay because the Opposition
refused to vote the money necessary.

Ottawa, June 9.—The members of
the Canadian Medical association con-
vened here-to-day and a formal open-
ing took place  to-nmight whién there
was an address of welcome read by
Mayor Darecy Scott. Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier was preésent, and also delivered a
few words of appreciation of the
good work of Canadian medical men,

At the evening sitting Dr, Montiz-
ambert, director-general of ‘" public
health, delivered the presidential ad-
dress. The basis of health in home,
he said; was simple food, ‘cleanliness
and a proper amount of rest.. He de-
clared against promiscuous Kissing.
Heé contended the habit of women kiss
ing on meeting, and parting wag dan-
gerous, and said there was too much
kissing of children, He next touch-
ed on the matter 6f national samitary
arrangements. Among other things
he recommended were a federal health
bureau, a national tuberculosis sani-
tarium, a national system of vaecina-
tion and a national board of health,
consisting of representatives of the
various provincial boards of health.

Sir Wilirid Laurier, in the course of
his apeech, said the government would
do its utmost to further the move-
ment for stamping out tubereculosis.
He was glad to say that'at the present
time he could snap his fingers at the
doctors, Five years ago, when his
health was poor, the best medical ex-
perts had gnn-n him one eommbn pre-
seription. - “Simple food, no drugs

PAT MULLEN. GUILTY
OF MANSLAUGHTER

For Killing of.ltalian at a Dance at
Michel—He Is Sentenced To 20
Years in the Penitentiary—He Ad-
mitted the Shooting, Pleading Self
Defence.

Fernie, B.C., June 8 —The case oif
Pat Mullen charged with murdering
Angelo Orlando. an Italian, at Michel,
September 1st. was dispesed of on
Saturday. The evidencd tended to
show that Mullen’s flight after the
murter, and his arrest at Great Falls,
Mont., were suspicious circumstances,
The clnef witnesses: were Mallen’s
friends McKinnon, Halfield and How-
ells, who attempted to go with him
to the Italian dance that night. “Me-
Kinnon was chief witness. He was
very reluctant in his replies. He de-
posed that when they got into thf:
hall they were grabbed and ‘pushed
back by several Italians, When push-
ed back in some way through the
passage he heard a shot from a re-
volver in Mullen’s hand near his hip.
No weapons were used beyond the re-
volver. There was no evidence of as-
sault on the part of the Italians ex-
cept the pushing back. Halfield also
spoke about hearing a shot, but he
was outside of the hall, The accused
and MecKinnon then ran out of the
hall. Asked if he had shot any one,
the accused said he shot Orlando in
the abdomen, and that it was the
man’s own fault. Howells, a bed
companion of the accused; said the
accused had told them to go home for
there would be trouble. He was going
into the mountains,

Several . Italians gave evidence of
hearitig a shot and seeing the- de-
ceased staggering around. Dr. Ban-
ders gave evidence of the death of
Orlando from ‘a gunshot wound. He

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MINIMUM YIELD A
HUNDRED MILLION

Every Indication Points to This as
Smallest Possible  Yield
This Year.

Winnipeg, June 8.—High tempera-
tures with unusually warm nights pre-
vailed throughout the rairie’ west
during. the past week, acedmpanied in
many districts by heavy rains. These
conditions ‘are unusual for the open-
ing week of June, and their continu-
ance i8 far from:desirable, for growth
is far too lush and rnpld with eorres-
ponding checking in root develop-
ment, and the production of sturdy
plants from which alone heavy grain
vield may be expected. Cool wea-
ther is needed for the next few weeks
to give the young wheat & chance to
stool out properly.  There has been
quite enough precipitation to serve
to the end of the present month, and,
indeed, from some districts eorrespon-
dents of the Western Associated Préss
report that already too much rain has
fallen. This, however, isx unusual,
and farmers generally appear satis-
fied with progress, though prevalence
of alternate spells of exeessive heat
and wet are likely to ecause anxiety
as caleulated to either wither the still
tender shoots or incite growth 6f straw
to an extent such as< has more than
once resulted in late and difficult
harvesting. Under these ecircums-
qtances especial interest must at-
tach to the next fortnight or so.

Six Million Acres in Wheat,

So far ‘official figures are not avail-
able as to the total acreage seeded,
but well informed opinion is more
and more inclined to place the total
of wheat at not less than six millicn
aerds.  If this figure may be accept-
ed, a general average of seventeen
bushels would give the hundred uml-
lion teotal, while a good average crop
of twenty bushels would add twenty
million more to the total. Thus with
this greatly inereased facredge, it is
not necessary to build much on pre
sent extraordinary good eondition «f
the crop to'look for a total yield
greatly in excess of even the banner
season of 1906. But the main per-
centage of the inerease will' be in
wheat, owing to early seeding, though
flax among the coarse grasns will show
perhaps even a more considerable in-
erease.

GRIFFIN PORK PACKING
PLANT SUFFERS BIGLOSS

Fire Did $50,000 Damage in Winnipeg
Plant.—Madin Building Was Saved
Afteér Hard Fight.—~Watér Pressure
Greatly: Reduced.

Winnipeg, June 8.—The J. Y. Griffin
pork packing plant in Elmwood was
damaged to the extent of $50,000 by
fire which broke out at 4.30 yesterday.
The fire started in the packing room
and spread to the lard and pig-killing
departments, all of which were abso-
lutely destroyed. The main building,
including cooling, storage and beei-
killing sections, smoking department,
engine house and pens was saved after
a hard fight, the fire department be-
ing very much handicapped by the
dlffl(‘llh} of geitting water. All «f
the wells and tanks in . the vicinity
failed within an hour of the starting
of the fire and water had to be pump-
ed from®a great distance, giving 2
much reduced presgure.

The Town Itself.

“Two years from the grass roots” .is
a term which Editor Cameron, of the
Vermilion Sigmal, has coined for Ver-
milion. The term shows originality
by avoiding the familiar vocabulary
in- describing the growth of a town
and yet it hus all the suggestivenecss
of mushrooms. Vermilion was born
in August, 1905, when the Canadian
Northern main line swerved into the
Vermilion ' valley. It was soon des-
signated as the divisional point on the
road between Battleford and Edmon-
ton, being about 125 miles distant
from each. The laying of traék for
railway vards -and' the erection of a
ten-stall roundhouse and tank follow-
ed.  Surveyors laid out the townsite,
and soon a line of general stores and
real estate offices indicated the loca-
tion of main street.

Significant Situation,

The situation of the town is signifi-
cant. A range of low hills bound it
on the south and the broad deep val-
ley of the Vermilion on the no:th
The intervening space is a high level
plateau carpeted at intervals with

thick green grass and wild flowers and |

franged with leafy poplars where the
prairie dips to the valley. The bank
of the river flows with fresh spring
water,. while the slope of the town
to the river gives a natural draindge.
Howewer, the position which the town
occupies in thHe district is more im-
portant than its loeation on the river.
With Vermilion as the centre. a circle
may be drawn with a forty mile radius
and of this immensely fertile district
Vermilion is the bull’s-eye. When it
has become expedient to divide Al-
berta into counties, as in the older
provinces, Vermilion will undoubted-
Iy be elected as a eounty town. This
means that. administrative buildings
will be built, with -offices for the
county officials, ‘and added promin-
ence will "be given the:place as -the
leading town in the east-central part
of the provipce.
Mynicipal Officers,

Within less than six months after
its. birth Vermilion acquired the im-
portant status of an incorporated town
municipality. The present town
officials are Mayor Brimacombe and
Councillors Dr. G. H. W. Ryan. H.
N. Stephens, W. B. Cameron, W. J.
MacNab, H. W. Brown and O. Baker.
The Board of Trade, which was form-
ed in February, 1906, has H. N. Step-
hens as president and*W. B. Camer-
on, secretary-treasurer.

Railway Facilities.

Few towns in Alberta have a better
right by virtue of their position  to
speculate on their- future railway aec-
commodation than Vermilion. [t
location, the character of the country
surrounding it, the fact of it already
being n C.N.R. divisional point and
the certainty that other lines will wish
to compete: for a shavre of the business
of the district, justify such  aspira-
tions.

Last year plans were called for the
erectiou: of. a publie school buiding at
a cost of $25,000 and an additional ap-
propriation of $8,5600 has been made.
The Dominion Land Office, in charge
of Mr. Harry Bowtell, has greatly
facilitated the placing of homestead
entries. While visiting Vermilion
last fall Hon. ¥Frank Oliver, minister
of the Interior, saw the need of a
goveinment immigration building, and
a suitable one has since been erected
by the department.

The population of the distriet con-

MR. STEVENS ON THE CHICAG
TRADE. y

The marketing of Albert steers at
the Union stockyards'in Chicago has
received increased attention recently
by amr article which was published in
the Weekly Live 8tock Report. by
Clay,Robinson & ©9., ‘a synopsis of
which has been gifven in the Bulle-
tin. W. F. Stevens, provincial live
stock commissioner, has given consid-
erable thought to the subject latdly;
and has made some interesting deduc-
tiops+from the above-mentiofied arti-
cle;  #Experience has been,”” said Mr.
Stevens, ‘that it pays to export only
the higher grade
cago -market, as the expénge of ship-
ping lightweight animals is but little
less than the heavy ohes excepting in
the matter of duty, while only half
finished cattle will show a much hea-
vier shrinkage than -the well finished
grain-fed stock. It nas been frequent-
ly maintained that no allowance need
be made for shrinkage because .in
Mberta, cattle are .either starved
tawwelve hours before weighing or a re-
duction of 5 per cent, from the actual
weight is taken, while in Chicago they
dare weighed full. It appears, how~
eyer, from the report, that an* allow-
ance of 25¢ per hundredweight is
made as representing the average
shrifikage in weight in shipping ani-
mals from Alberta points to Chicago.”

posé.of séed in which there is more
tHan five seéds of any noxious weed
or weeds per thousand of such seed.
No person shall place outeide of any
mill, elevator or grain warehouse, ex-
cept in a securely constructed build-
ing, shed or covered bin, any matter
containing the seeds of noxious weeds
without, fizst having destroyed the
germinating powers of such seed.

WHEAT,

Prof. Bolley, of the Nerth Dakota

SITUATION IN WOOL MARKET.

The A. Carruthers Co., Ltd., hide
and wool dealers, of Edmonton, state
that the wool market is in bad shapé
this year. “‘Quite’ a few farmers,
says Mr. Carrdthers; ‘“are éoming in
who are dissatisfied with prices offer-
ed them , and in some instances they
are taking the wool home again.|
While it is, of course, to the best
interests of all concerned to get. the
wool into® the market as , promptly
as possible, still it is not satisfactory
to-have the farmers haul. their wool
and then take it home again. Wool
markets all over the world have showe
a declining tendency for the last two
years, and - this; decline: has been
strongest in ‘the past six months. In
Ontario, as nearly as we can learn,
the prevailing price is not over 3¢
per pound, and there are a consider-
able number of dealers who will not
pay . even-this much. Ordinary lots
of wool are not worth over 6c in Ed-
monton. Good sized lots of fine and
medtem wool might bring 7e, but it
would have to be good. By proper-
ly. handled we mean that the fleeces
should “be carefully rolled up. A
large part of the wool received here ia
in such condition that it is almosf
impossible to grade it.  Fleeces are
broken and torn apart and we have
seen some lots in which it was im-
possible to find one - whole fleece.
Wool should not be tied with binder
twine, but.a _ smooth, hard .twine
should ‘be used.  "THefe is also  aF
times considerable damp wool offere:
on which a tare has to be taken an
thére. s always ‘eonsidevdble trouble
entailed in getling the proper tare and
then drying the wool. In order that
wool. growers should get the outside
peice for their product: it is necessary
that they should be careful to keep.
the fleeces separate and store the
wabl. in a dry loft or granary until
such time as they sell it. -~ Also being
careful to keep it free from straw and
chafi.”

THE NOXIOUS WEEDS ACT.

The extermination of weeds from
| Aiberta farms ehould be the aim of
all farmerg of the “province, Aveord-
ing to the Noxious Weeds Act it is
the duty of every owner or occupant
of land to destroy all noxious weeds
thereon, and. if he made default in
sa doing he shall bé guilty of an of-
fénce and on prosecution therefor by
an inspector or other officer under
the Aet shall on summary conviction
be liable to a ‘penalty” mot exceeding
$50° and cosets.  An inspection ‘of the
| proviiice will commence shortly,”and
{1t may be well for® all concerned ' to
know just what is“the: duty’ of the
inspectors under the Noxious Weeds
Act:

Any inspector finding - noxious
weeds growing on occupied or unoc-
cupied lands, whether owned by pri-
vate individuals, railway companies
or irrigation companies, may give no-
tice to have such weeds destroyed
within ten days., In noxious
weeds are not destroyed on any land
pursuant to such notice given by the
inspector, or in case tlic name or ad-
| dress of the owner of such land is
| unknown, the inspector or any person
or persons directed by him, may en-
ter upon the land and destroy the
weeds in such manner as the inspec-
| tor may see fit. The cost of destroy-
ing weeds where notice is disregarded
or where the address of the owner
| could not be .obtained, may be recov-
ered from the owner or occupant of
the land by action in the name of the
Attorney General, or inspector, or by
distress by the inspector or his agent
of any chattels in the land.
SOLUTION IS DEATH ON WEEDS.

At the provincial experimental farm at
Lethbridge experiments are in progress
{or.the destruction of weeds by spraying
| the affected fields with a solution of sul-
| phate of iron. rPof. Bolly, of the North
| Dakota  experimental farm, has been
very snccessfal with similar experiments.
The seolution attacks the leaves of all
plants with a hairy or rough surface in
such a manner that they soon die. The
grain in the field is immune from the
effécts of the solution on account of the
smoth surface of the stems.

If this wholesale extermination of
weds can be effectively applied to. all
fields it will solve the weed problem in
Alberta to a very great extent.

the ‘government will ~ properly safe-
guard the grain in transit from being
subject to manipulation, nor will be

fstore- publie cotifiderice i the result

obtained at these elevators, - Resolved
further, that-a clause be inserted in
the’Aet to make the hypothecating of
stored grain to the bapk by ware-
housemen a eriminal offence.”

_ Motions were also passed authoriz
ing that the Grain Growers’ Guide be
made the official organization of the
association ‘and; that the: associgtion
approve of the resolution introduced
by Glen D. Campbell, M.P.P., in the
tegislature in reference to abattoirs
-and stock yards. The board of diree-
tors were authorized to take such steps
as' they deemed advisable to. make
provisions for ar mionthly bulletin for
the disseminating of information - as
to wotk of ‘the association among its
merbers® and’ farmers generally.. The
resolutiort  passed - was as follows:

MURDER AND SUICIDE,
Shot His Wife With Whom He Had
Quarreled, Then Suicided.

G.T.P. CONSTRUCTION

Provincial Government Will Not Issue
Licenses' While Railway is Being
Buitt—Prince Rupert to be Dry—
Many Applications Have Been Re-
ceived but Will be Refused.

Victorid, June 9—The provincial
government has decided to issue no
liquor licenses. to construction camps
along the line of the Grand Trunk
Pacitee. A great many applications
for the privilege of selling liquor have
been received, but all have been re-
fused.  This is a. policy which the
government intends to continue as
long- as unsettled conditions attendant
on construction work prevail.

At the Dbeginning of the ‘year the
attorney. general’s department took
over the matter of granting liquor lie-
enses outside the municipalities and
placed it in charge of the superintend-
ent of provineial police, and since that
time not a single license oi the kind
indicated has been issued. In fact,
it is understood that the only liquor
license. in a construetion camp is at
Kitsilas canyon, which granted
before the present came into
force,

Even at Prinece. Rupert there are
no liquor licenses, and though even-
tually -there will no doubt bes licenses
granted in that city, yet that time has
nog come, and it is not likely to. while
present conditions continue.  There
have been some blind pigs at Prince
Rupert, but several of them have been
proseeuted and convictions
against their keeper, and everything
done to keep the town ““dry.”

Discussing the policy of the govern-
ment yesterday Hon. W. J. Bowser
said that quite apart from the moral
aspects of the question, the policy. of
the government in refusing licenses
in the construetion eamps is proving
an economic one, Ligquor licenses mean
more police and mare courts, all -of
which cost money, so that the loss of
revenue - which would . have . accrued
from the license receipts is more than
made up by the lessened expenditure
in preserving law and order.

Prince Rupert has ai ieast a thou-
sand veople and probably mere, con-
sisting of a typical. frontier popula-
tion, yet there are only two poticemen
in the place and the town is perfectly
orderly. The attorney general’s de-
partment attributes this state of af-
fairs largel yto the fact that liquor is
not. sold there.

At Hazelton there are some licenses,
but that is a settled place and not a
construction camp, and- the licenses
have been.in existence for some time.
In other respects it is harder to get a
drink over the. bar in the interior of
northern British Columbia. than - it s
to locate a mine.

POWER QUESTION IN HAMILTON.

Private Company Offer Power at Ten
Per Cent. Less Than Government.

Hamilton, June 9.—Hamilton ex-
pects, by a vote of the ratepayers this
mpnth, to settle the Niagara power
question, which has been agitating“he
city for two years or more, and. on
the public’s ve:diet will depend whe-
ther there is to be a municipal plant
using hydro-electric power or another
contract with the ' QCatardet Power
Company. ' In January, 1907, by an
overwhelming majority, the people en-
dorsed a by-law authorizing the eoun-
cil, if it thought it advisable, to sign
a contract with the Hydio-Electric
Power Commission and to build  a
municipal planf at a cost of $225,000
for street lighting, pumping water and
operating the sevwerage disposal p.ants.
The by-law, however, stipulated that
the priee of power should not . exceed
$17.50 per horse power. - The govern-
ment has since refused to guarantee
their estimates, and if Hamilton signs
a contract it will have to take its
caance on the price of power, although
Premier Whitney has promised that
the transmission lines will not be
built if it cannot be done within the
estimates.” The Cataract Company’s
offér, in writing, to supply the city
with power at ten per cent. less than
the lowest figure for govermment power
has put the question in a new light.

BRUCE WALKER HERE.

Bruce Walker, of Winnipeg, Domin-
ion superinténdent of immigration,
was here on Monday on business for
the Depariment of the Interioe.
While seated in thfe rotumda of the Al
berta Hotel, Mr. 'Walker recalled the
fact that it was five years since he
had visited the city of-Fdmonton.
"“There have been so many changes in
the eity since- then,”” said he, “‘that
it seems as”though some fairy had
passed a magic wand over the city
and uttered the magic word.

uP by the Edmenton palice eourt. The
chief thought the police department
Avere. put -at- a great disadvantage
without a .lawyér to prosecite when
difficult legal points aroze, and they
were .oppesed ‘by. able legal talent.
The question was discussed' at some
length ,and-the Mayor was also called
in to participdte:

It was: generally agreed that the po-
lice were sometimes placed at a great
disadvantage withont legal assistanee
in conducting ¢ases. - It was shown,
however, that the province would es-
tablish a bad precedent by furnishing
a_regular prosecutor in small eases, as
similar requests would come from all
parts of the provinde.

NEW OiL COMPANY.

A comipany of ldcal capitalists has
just Been formed- undér the name of
the Elk- Park Oil Company for de-
veloprients of the oil lands in the
northern part of Alberta.

AGREEMENT OF SALE CASE.

An importarnt decision was handed
down by Judge Stuart in the ease of
Fertis  and Graves vs.- Mason - and
Finn, which was heard in the Su-
preme Court yesterday. The plaintiffs
in the case had some time ago pur-
chased a section of land known: as
North Delton in the northérn part of
the“eity from. E. D. Grierson,- The
property ‘was purchaseéd on the prin-
ciple.of a nominal cash payment, and
the balance «in instalménts. Subze-
quently the plaintiffs entered into an
agreément . with Masen and Finn for
the gale of & number of lots under
similar. eonditions as stated above,
The defendants failed to meet their

ATTEMPTED T0 ‘MURDER
" HIS STEP-SON.

With a bullet hole through hisg body,
entering .at fhé base of his neck: and
coming out’ below the left shoulder
blade* and" blood  streaming from his
biféast ‘and: back; #Harry Dembicki; a
Pole; who lives -at 725A Syndicate
avenue, ran nearly. two blocks Tues-
day ‘afternoon to the Publie Hospital.
Just as he reached the -corner of the
building <he fell. to the ground ex-
hausted. .The nnrses and others who
had been’ attracted by his shouts ran
to the spot_and he was carried into
the building.. From the storieg of the
neighbors. and ~all appearances the
wounded man, who is sti)l alive and
may reeover, was the vietim of a mur-
derous assault by  his - step-father,
Frank Pikarski, with whom he lived
and with whom he has had frequent
quarrels.  Two minutés after the first
rifle shot rang out another was heard,
and- - upon investigation the step-
fatber was found in the loft in the
stable at theé rear of the lot with a
bullet wound on the left side of his
head, but which had no appearance of
proving fatal. ' He had attempted to
commite ‘suicide by~ blowing eut 4is
brains, aftér shooting down hig step-
son,

A few minuntes after the attempted
murder and &uicide & Bulletin repre-
sentative was on-the spot, and with
Sargeant MeCallum -and Sergeant-De-
tective Griffith, of the ecity : police
force, made a minute examination of
the premises.

The: Scene of the Occurrence, '

The *scene of the odcurrénce is the
seeond -lot from the corner of Syndi-
eate avenue and - Isabella street; on
the north-east side. At the front of
the lot is the shaek where the would-
be murderer, with his wife and three
step-children ' live. = Af ‘the rear of
the-lot-and fronting on the lane is
the barn from which the almost fatal
shot was fired by the 25-calibre riffe in
the hands of Pikarski. It - appears
that the latter lay in the loft of the
barn and as his son entered the lane
at the front ‘he carefully levelled the
fire-arm through a hole where the side
wall meets the roof and fired at Dem-
bicki, who was at the time about 20
' The bullet passed
through the body of the man and em-
bedded itself in the house adjoining,
from which it was removed later by
Dy.. Slodne and the Bulletin reporter.

A short time after firing at his step-
son -Pikarski re-loaded and turnéd the
yifle upon himself as he lay in the loft
among the hay.  He wad not' sues
cessful, however, in his attempt to
take his own life, and only :a scalp
wound resulted.

The Attempted Suicide. o

After firing at the young'man thé
would-be murderer, in the solitude of
the hay loft, removed his boot and
seck from his left foot, and with one
of his toes discharged the re-load~d
rifle. Excitement ‘or nervousness,
however, prevented him from &ccéom-
plishing his desired object; and whets
hé: was found several minutes later
hre 'was able to talk and mevé avound.

At the Hospital.®®

At the hospital'it wds found that
the bullet had glanced along the right
side of bis head, inflicting a ‘&ealp
wound -and fracturing: . his skull.
There was no apparent danger of com-
plications. : -

The bullet which passed through
Dembicki was about half an inch long
and about as big round as an ordinary
lead pencil. It was a lead bullet and
thus tore the tissues to a greater ex-
tent than one of harder surface. It
had entered the base of the neck and
passed out below the left shoulder
blad:, passing through the leit lhung,
which bled considerably last evening.

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Evidence of James Kitchen and Qffi-
cers Harris and Robinson Given
This . Forenocon—Report -of Judge
to be Made Later,

The final hearing -oi ‘the police in-
vestigation heing  held at Strath-
con:y’ 1ok place on' Wednesday before
The . witness, James
Kiichen; whose ‘absenve on previous
accusiongs had eaused several adjourn-
ments, was present, and his evidenece
with that of Constable Harriz aid
Constable Robinson was all that was
taken. Kitchen positively = denied
having paid Patterson any money ior
protection, but admitted that he might
hive told Harris and Robinson that
he did. Both these -officers . later
swore that he told them he had paid
the chiei money for protsction.

The hearing of the other charges of
drunkenuess, abuse, . ete,, was  not
gone ahead with, owing to a fisun-
derstatiding” between'~ Col, - Edwards,
the ccounsel for Harris, and the judge.
Judge Scott thought €ol. Kdwards had
concluded all his evidence,” and &o
noted it, while the latter said he bad
only reference to the charge on which
evidenve had been taken;-viz., that of
receiving protection money irom a
house - of ill-fame.: The judge ruled
that the. entire hearing was con-
cluded.

Judge Scott will make .a report to
the ‘Council probably next Tuesday
exening, embedying his findings.

James Kitchen's Evidence.

James Kitehen was the first wit-
ness called. Before giving his vvi-
dence he asked that the testimony
that-he would give might not be tak-
en against hith i any future pro-
ceedings,

James Kitchien (sworn and examin-
ed by Col, Edwards)—'I.was living
in. Strathcona about ' the month of
July, 1907, I know. Flofence” Miller,
who kept a house of ill fame “gbout
that time. I did not reckive any mon-
ey -irom her about that time to .pay
to the chief of police,

“I. received some money from her
as follows: May .9, $20; June 7, $20;
July 4, $40.-: 1 kept' the money.  She
owed me”$600 borrowed money sinde
about thebeginning. of March, 190%.
I did not veceive $26 from her about
fair time; 1907. Al I know of her
evidence given at this investigation is
what I saw in the papefs,

““} muy have made several state-
mernts about this money. I may have
sgaid\to James. Robinson, police con-
stable, that I had paid to the chief
of police -$25, - I never received any
money {rom-any woman to pay Chiei
Patterson, - If ‘T made this statement
to James Robinson; ¥ did so when un-
der a state of intoxfeation or in ‘a
passion.”’

Q.—Did you make ‘a statement to
i"tank ‘Harrie- that you had paid Pat-
te¥son ‘protection money?
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A.—I don’t think I did, but T might
have done so. -1 could not under oath
gay whether 1 did or not.

Q.—Why did you.ask the protection
of the court before giving evidence?

A.—I was advised to do so,
nothing about the law at all.

Q.—Do you kmow you are liable for

perjury if you make a ialse oath?
A.—1I don’t know if 1 am.
Q.—Did you make a statement to
Frank Harris on the 30th of April

that you had paid protection money ?

A.—I did not,

Continuing, he said he would not
swear under oath that he told Harris
that he paid Patterson for protection
of FlorenceNMiller’s house, He ad-
mitted stating in a previous case that
he had given Patterson $5.

Q.—Did you on a previous occasion
during last winter or epring tell
Frank Harris that yvou had paid the
Chief of Police protection money from
Florence Miller’s house?

A —1 won’t swear. 1 don’t remem-
ser. 1 was under a state of intoxica-
tion almost all last winter.

Continuing—"‘1 never received any
money from Fiorence Miller for pro-
tection, but however I may have told
both Robinson and Harris that T did.,
The -anly interest I had in Florence
Miller’s house was that I lent hei
$600. I may have said anything about
the chief as 1 was on bad terms with
him last winter,

Q.—Were you interested in allow-
ing her house to be carried on un-
disturbed?

A.—I had no interest in the house.

Q.—Did you tell Frank Harris that
you would rather than $500 not being
mixed up in this case?

A.—I may have told him that,

Q." \\'II_\‘ did you do so?

A—Edid not want to he mixed up
in any such cases,. 1 have relations
in the country and 1 did not want
the publicity in this case,

Police Officers’ Evidence,

Col. Edwards then asked that the
evidence of Officers ‘Harris and Robin-
fon be taken ‘to show that they had
reasonable ground for making the
charges against the chief of police.
Judge Seott conzented and Mr. Lavell
pointed out-that any conversation be-
tween the officers and Kitehen was no
evidence aguinst the chiei.

Frank Hatris (sworn)-—1I told Kit-
chen when I served him with the sum-
mons on_April 30 that I wanted him
to tell thes truth,  He then told me
that he nad.paid the 'chiof $25 during
fair week last year in.front of the
Stratheona 'Hotel for the protection of
the house dn which-he was interested.
He ‘was sober at this time, as on the
Previous oceasion just before the first
civie investigition when he first' made
the statéement ‘of paying  the chief
money for protection,

To Mr. Lavell—°At the first investi-
gation 1 said I had charges but T
might or inight not be able to prove
them.” 1 did say that I was not de-

dirous of pressing charges against the

chief.

Jimes Robinson (sworn)—“I am a
constable: of Strathcona. T had a
conversation - with James Kitchen re-
garding a  house keptw by Florence
Miller. To the best of my knowledge
he was sober at the time. It was to
the effect- that he had given Patterson
hush money for protection: There was
a sum mentioned. I think it was $15,
I think this was about the. last week
of December,

Patterson’s Evidence,

Henry Patterson was then called by
Mr. Lavell and, being sworn, said:
“I have been chief of poliee for about
six ‘years. I knew Florence Miller
to see her, but never saw Edna Stan-
ley till I saw-her in court. On the
night of the 19th of March; 1907, Har-
rissand I went out to raid the house,
This house was not in -the limits of
the city till the new aet passed at
last session of the Legislature. The
house was not raided since to my
knowledge, . It was sold and moveld
aawy quite a time afterwards, I nev-
er had any conversation with James
Kitehen, 1 never received money from
Kitchen or either of these women or
anyone else as protection money, I
have knewn Kitchen slightly for over
a year. Apart from the $5 mention-

ed at a previous investigation I never

received any money from Kitchen.”

To Col. Edward—“I did get a sum
of $5 from. Kitchen. I gave warning
to . Beauchamp, . proprietor . of the
Strathcona House to stop gambling,
and he said he musg tell “Jim,” pre-
sumably . referring to Kitchen. He
paid me the $5 without any cause for
it, There was no cause why he should
pay $6 ekxcept as a present at Christ-
mas, Other people made me presents
of: moeney. at Christaras - time. There
were no other gamblers gave me pres-
ents ‘that I 'know of,

“The houserof Florence Miller was
within the .¢ity limits from March,
1907. It was carried on more or less
from that time till August.. There was
no raiding during the summer. In the
spring ex-Mayor Mills directed us 1o
clear out the hause.: I'don’t remem-
ber of his asking me again to raid it
later in the .summier. 1 -did not rve-
ceive any meoney from Kitchen, Mur-
phy, or-any of the women that occu-
pied that-house of ill fame,

This énded- the evidence,

The Counsel Speak.

Col, Edwards then spoke b iefly on
the charges pointing out that Harris
in the previous investigation had not
been allowed to tell what he had been
informed “on the streets. Later-he
was asked to put in the charges to the

yPolice committee. . The whole matter
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had become public property by viriue
of the former .investigation. ~Harri-,
in making thesze charges, had done so
by instructions of the police commit-
tee, and as a result of information
given him by Kitchen and others,
Had Kitchen and Murphy sworn to
the truth oi what they had previously
told, and the ehief had then given
an emphatic denial it would be for
the judge to decided which was telling
the truth. Howeevr, Kitchen has re-
pudiated what he told Harris and
Robinson, Murphy admitted he re-
eeived the money from the*woman,
but kept it for his own use, He could
not ask the judge to find that Patter-
son was guilty of the charges, but he
would ask him to find that Officer
Harris had acted in perfect
faith,

Mr, Lavell said that Officer Harris
hzd been acked by the police commit-
tee tor make the echarges only after
they had appeared in the public press.
Kitchen, aecording to his own evi-
dence, was “‘hot” against the chiei
and would =ay some  -hard- things
against the chief. The faet that Mur-
phy ‘admitted taking thé money and
keeping it for his own use was good
prooi that what he said was: true.

Col. Edwards sail that the other
charges were minor ones, with the
exception of the one of heing drunk
on the street. On this charge one of
the witnesses was in camp at Calgary
and -the:other was out in the countxy
and had telephoned that he was un-
dable to get back to the city in tinie
for-the enquiry;

The judge said that he thought he
had reazonable grounds for assuming
that the counsel had concluded the
case,

Aiter some further discussion the
judge ruled that the case was closed
and the enquiry. adjourned, “Judge
Scott will make his report later,
