A Talk With Col.
Rees, S. A.

On Saturday we had the pleasure
of & conversation with Colonel Rees
wlo has been in charge of the Salva
tion Army work in Newfoundland dur-
ing the past five years, and which he
is now relinquishing to take charge of
Salvation work in Toronto. Before
thie Colonel came to Newfoundland he
had 28 years service under - Genera
Dlooth in the Old Country, and he will
take with him to Toronto the ripe ex-
perience of 33 years of spiritual and
gocial labor. He tells us that during
his stay in Newofundland there have
been opened 15 additional Salvation

Siations and 38 new day schools, and
that 40 additional teachers have been

added to the teaching ranks of the:

Army Schools. At present 2,000
schools and 300 are in attendance at
the Training College in the city, The
Army has now been at work 27 years
in Newfoundland, and its present of-
ficers and teachers, all the latter be-
ing S. A. evangelists, with the excep-
tion of 6, are all Newfoundlanders
trained here. Altogether 96 officers
have been trained- in Newfouhdland,
75 of whom are still at.work here, and
the rest have been transferred to Can-
ada or the United States.

Col. Rees stated that one of the
most important of their social labors
was that in connection with the Res-
cue Home. It is absolutely non-de-
nominational in character, and -no at-
tempt* whatever is made to prosely-
tize the inmates. - Forty-two women

have passed through the home and
forty-seven children have been born
there. At present there are ten wo-
men and eleven children living there.

Another department which is doing
good -social work is the Men’s Shel-
ter in George’s Street. Some two or
three years ago Ensign White took
charge of the work, and at that time
there was accommodation for 27 men.
Since then, by the addition of two
small houses and considerable inter-
nal alteration, the accommodation has
been increased to take in 80 men.

Another work to which the Army
levotes much attention is the admin-
istration of Poor Relief in winter and
especially at Xmas. time, when an ef-
fort is made to provide a good whole-
some dinner at home for every poor
person. Col. Rees was especially de-
sirous of putting in a parting remind-
er to keep the pot a-boiling at the ap-
proaching season.of Yule Tide.

Turning to the numerical standing
of Salvationists in the country, the
(‘olonel said that at the cemnsus of
1901 Salvationists numbered” 6,590,
wad that they had ground for an ex-
pectation that they would muster
some 10,000 souls when the present
census was declared. An increase of
50 per cent. on ten years he congid-
ered an excellent showing.

There are two homes for officers in
training: one in Power Street, to ac-
commodate ten men; and one in the
upper flat of the College Building for
twelve women. Those who are in

the scholastic classes to prepare for
the teachers’ grade, have lectures on
methods and general school keeping,
and serve counsiderable time in class
rooms under experienced teachers in

gulations, and are coached in a man-
ual of the “Why and Wherefore” of
Army work and administration.

BADLY SHASIIED ABOUT DECKS—
HEAYILY LISTED — BOSUN IN-
JU AND GONE TO HOSPITAL
CAPTAIN AND MATE NARROWLY
ESCAPE.

The s.s. Louisburg, Capt. Holmes,
arrived here this>morning in a dis-
abled condition. The ship left St.
John, 'N.B., for Brow Head, S. W.
coast of Ireland, laden with lumber
and a deck load of deals. She left
Monday night last, called at Louis-
burg for bunker coal and left there
Thursday night to resume her voyage.
She had a flne run to Cape  Race,
passing there at 5 a.m. Saturday,
when her troubles began. She struck
a gale of S. W. wind which increased
in velocity, until by 9.30 that night it
veered to west and blew with terrific
force, causing a high and very con-
fused sea. Shortly after 10 p.m. the
ship was struck by a more than or-
dinarily heavy comber and was con-
siderably damaged. The dangerous
deck cargo on board with the sweep
of the sea went overboard and the
ship listed heavily to port. When
the deal went by the board it took a
large section _of the. rail with it, also
two lifeboats, beat in the wheel
house door, smashed. in the poop
deck, flooded the captain’s quarters,
badly damaged the furniture and de-
stroved the ship's. stores. The Louis-
burg for quite a while hecame unman-
ageable and had to be brought head
to the wind. As she swung round
the wheel chains parted, and she lab-
ored so heavily in the trough of the
gea that it was feared by all on board
that she would founder. She remain-
ed like this all night before the wheel
chains were repaired, and it was
dangerous for the crew to walk the
decks while sea after sea washed on
board. Capt. Holmes and Mate Me-
Donald were trying to effect repairs
when they were washed around the
deck, the captain receiving injuries
to his back and the mate also being
injured. Bosun Thos. Lynch got
jammed between the wheel and carge
and has his shoulder dislocated and
was generally seriously hurt. Dr
Campbell visited the ship on arrival
and had the man sent to Hospital in
the ambulance. Capt. Homes at one
time thought the ship would never
come through the ordeal.

moonlight, and this has led to consid-
erable agile four-flushing as to whether
Paderewski composed “The Pirates of
Penzance” or “The Lady of the Lake.”
Every community is justly suspicious
of the man who can sit through a
Grieg concerto without stifling a
yvawn or looking at his watch. The
best classical music is always written
in some language that sounds like a
violent altercation in a Chinese laun-
dry, and it is never really classical
until you can’t scramble through the
first azt with a libretto.
